SERIES HISTORY & NOTES

* The Kentucky series is UT’s oldest and most-played

among SEC opponents. The Vols and Wildcats first

met on Feb. 5, 1910, and have clashed 225 times over

the years.

On 11 different occasions—first in 1950 and most

recently in 2017—Tennessee has defeated a Kentucky

team ranked in the AP top five.

No program in college basketball has logged more

wins over Kentucky than Tennessee (71).

Kentucky is one of only two SECschools (along

with Alabama) to lead its all-time series against the

Volunteers.

Four Tennessee All-Americans were Kentucky natives:

Allan Houston, Chris Lofton, Danny Schultz and Paul

“Lefty” Walther.

The Vols have beaten the Wildcats just five times

at Rupp Arena, posting victories in 1977, 1979, 1999,

2006 and 2018.

» UT has never won back-to-back games at Rupp.

* Tennessee has 14 all-time wins over the Wildcats at
Thompson-Boling Arena, including three straight.

No team has more wins over Calipari-coached teams
during that span.

SECOND TIME’'S A CHARM

« Over the last two seasons, Rick Barnes and his staff have
guided the Volunteers to an 8-0 record in regular-season
rematch games (SEC Tournament games not included).

» Tennessee was 5-0 when facing SEC foes for a second
time last season, and the Vols are 3-0 so far this year
(wins over Missouri, Florida and South Carolina).

* During last season’s SEC title run, Tennessee shot
better than 50 percent from the field in nine games.

« This season, the Vols have shot better than 50 percent
in 16 games—including seven SEC games.

* Tennessee’s top shooting performance this season
came at Texas A&M on Feb. 2, when the Big Orange
shot .645 (40-62).

« In that win in College Station, the Vols shot 74 percent

* The Big Orange also rank among the top 10 nationally
in scoring offense (seventh, 85.4 ppg).

* According to KenPom, Tennessee ranks second
nationally in offensive efficiency (behind Gonzaga).

LAST MEETING VS. KENTUCKY

* Despite erasing a 17-point deficit, No. 2-seeded
Tennessee fell to Kentucky in the SEC Tournament
Championship Game, 77-72, at the Scottrade Center
in St. Louis, Missouri, on March 11, 2018.

All-SEC wing Admiral Schofield led the Vols with 22
points and 10 rebounds for his third double-double of
the season. He was Tennessee’s lone representative
on the All-Tournament Team.

SEC Player of the Year Grant Williams chipped in
15 points, nine boards, three assists and three steals.
After a corner three by Jordan Bone banked off the
glass for a much-needed basket, Tennessee made it
a 68-67 game in favor of UK with 1:13 remaining. The
Wildcats sealed the game, though, after a step-back
jumper and a pair of free throws made it 72-67. Bone
finished with 12 points and four assists.

The Big Orange were aggressive to start the second
half, using a 10-2 run capped off by a three from
Schofield to give UT a 41-38 lead at the 16:34 mark.
Kentucky responded with a14-2 run of its own to gain
a 52-43 advantage with 12:29 left, forcing the Vols
to call a timeout. Just when it seemed the Wildcats
were going to pull ahead, the Volunteers went on a
14-3 run of their own to regain a 57-55 lead, finished
by SEC Co-Sixth Man of the Year Lamonté Turner’s
deep three to beat the shot clock. He finished with 10
points and four assists.

Everything was falling for Kentucky in the first half, as
the Cats took a 33-16 lead with less than five minutes
left in the period. With the game on the line, the Vols
responded by going on a 15-3 run to go into halftime
down just five at 36-31.

* Freshman guard Shai Gilgeous-Alexander led

Kentucky with a game-high 29 points.

ABOUT KENTUCKY

* Prior to Kentucky’s loss to LSU on Tuesday, John
Calipari’s squad had been playing the best
basketball of any team in the country. In non-
conference play, UK logged ranked wins over North
Carolina, Louisville and Kansas. Kentucky dropped
its first matchup of the SEC slate but responded by
winning its next nine conference games.
Sophomore forward P.J. Washington (14.4 ppg, 8.1
rpg, 1.1 bpg) has inserted himself into the National
Player of the Year conversation with his impressive
play lately. As the team’s leading scorer and
rebounder, Washington has scored at least 20 points
in five of the last six games and recorded three of his
seven double-doubles during that stretch.

Forward Keldon Johnson (14.0 ppg, 5.3 rpg, 1.5 apg)
is second on the team in scoring and one of several
talented freshmen on the team. The backcourt duo
of Ashton Hagans (7.1 ppg, 4.4 apg, 2.4 rpg, 2.1 spg)
and Tyler Herro (13.3 ppg, 4.0 rpg, 2.3 apg, 1.0 spg)
leads Kentucky in assists and steals per game and
has been crucial in the maturation of the team.

In a freshman class that featured multiple guards,
UK needed some depth in the frontcourt and
landed graduate transfer forward and All-Pac 12
performer Reid Travis (11.6 ppg, 7.0 rpg, .519 FG%)
from Stanford. Travis also brings much-needed
experience to the Wildcats, who also returned
several pieces from last season’s SEC Tournament
Championship squad.

Kentucky plays a similar style to Tennessee. UT ranks
first in the SEC in field-goal percentage and field-
goal percentage defense, while UK ranks second
(475 FG%, .407 FG% defense). In scoring defense,
the Wildcats are second in the conference, holding
opponents to an average of 65.5 points per game.

« Kevin Punter Jr’s 27 points were the most scored
by a Vol against the Kentucky in 10 years as
Tennessee defeated the Wildcats, 84-77, Feb. 2,
2016, in Knoxville. The senior point guard made three
3-pointers and was 11-of-12 at the free-throw line.
Chris Lofton reeled off 31 points, Major Wingate
scored 12 and longtime NBA point guard C.J.
Watson added 10 as No. 11 Tennessee beat Kentucky
75-67 at Rupp Arena on Feb. 7, 2006.

Beating the Wildcats was three times as nice during
the 1978-79 season. UT notched program win No.
900 in Lexington on Jan. 20, 66-55, before topping
UK 101-84 in Knoxville on Feb. 17. Then the Vols won
the 1979 SEC Tournament with a 75-69 win over UK
in Birmingham, Alabama, on March 3. Current Vol
Network radio analyst Bert Bertelkamp was a junior
on that Tennessee team.

As Bernard King walked off the court at Memorial
Gym after a deflating 88-82 loss on Jan. 13, 1975,
a Kentucky fan flipped a lit cigarette into the
Tennessee legend’s hair. Outraged, King vowed he
would never lose to Kentucky again. He vigorously
carried out that promise, finishing his career 5-1
against the Wildcats.

BARNES + CALIPARI = 1,300+ WINS

« Saturday’s game features the two winningest
coaches (total career Division | wins) in the SEC.

« John Calipari is the league’s active leader in career
wins, with 698. Rick Barnes is a close second with
683 victories to his credit.

« Among all active Division | head coaches, Calipari
and Barnes rank sixth and seventh, respectively, in
total head coaching wins.

* Barnes and Calipari became friends while working
a Pitt basketball camp in the late 1970s. The star
player at that camp? Current Arizona head coach
Sean Miller.

Season Tip-Off. The reigning SEC co-Sixth Man of the
Year looked like his old self, dropping 13 points behind
a trio of 3-pointers, with four assists and two steals.

« During the next two games, Turner shot 5-of-24 (.208)
from the field and 2-of-17 (118) from beyond the arc.
His shoulder was still giving him trouble, so Turner was
inactive for Tennessee’s next six games.

* He returned to the lineup for the SEC opener against
Georgia, quietly scoring six points in the blowout win.

« Since then, Turner has looked like the scoring threat
that made him so dangerous off the bench last season.

« Against West Virginia on Jan. 26, he made his first start

since his freshman season and totaled 23 points, five

assists, two steals and a block.

In the last 10 games, he is shooting 55 percent from

the floor, 46 percent from 3-point range, has hit

multiple 3-pointers eight times and is averaging 13.0

points per game.

VOLS LOGGED SIGNATURE WIN
OVER TOP-RANKED GONZAGA

» Tennessee this season announced upcoming home-
and-home series with Cincinnati and Wisconsin. Both
series will begin next season, when the Vols travel to
Cincinnati and host the Badgers.

* The Vols also are set to join Florida State, Purdue and
VCU at the 2019 Emerald Coast Classic in Niceville,
Florida, during Thanksgiving Weekend.

» Tennessee also will host in-state foe Memphis next
season for the second of three games under the
current series contract.

STRENGTH COACH MEDENWALD
WAS A TWO-SPORT STANDOUT

* Vols strength and conditioning coach Garrett
Medenwald has an impressive history as a two-sport
collegiate student-athlete.

« At Division Ill Wisconsin-Stevens Point, he was an
outfielder for the baseball team, which won the
Midwest Regional and finished fifth at the 2010 NCAA
Division Ill College World Series.

* As a football running back at Division Il Wisconsin-
Whitewater, he helped lead the Warhawks to back-to-
back national championships in 2010 and 2011.

» Medenwald finished his football career at Whitewater
holding several program weight room records in
cleans, snatch, split jerk, bench press, pro agility, broad
jump, vertical jump and 40-yard dash.

* Also an elite powerlifter, Medenwald was a national
qualifier in Olympic weightlifting.

« Admiral Schofield exploded for a career-high 30
points—with 25 coming in the second half—to lift
Tennessee past No. 1-ranked Gonzaga in Phoenix
on Dec. 9. Schofield also drained a career-high six
3-pointers.

Tennessee held the high-powered Bulldogs to 73
points. On the season, Gonzaga ranks third in the
country with a scoring offense of 94.1 points per game.
Schofield became just the second Vol ever to score 30
or more points against the nation’s top-ranked team.
Grant Williams flirted with a triple-double, finishing
with 16 points, 12 rebounds and seven assists before
fouling out with 2:30 left to play.

* The win was Rick Barnes’ first head coachign victory
over the nation’s top-ranked team, and it marked
Tennessee’s fifth all-time win over the nation’s No.
1 team. All-American Carl Widseth scored 32 in a
triumph over No. 1 Kentucky on Jan. 23, 1954).

Jordan Bone dished out nine assists (that led directly
to 25 points) and also scored five points on his own.
The Bulldogs were led by Rui Hachimura (21 points,
eight rebounds) and Brandon Clarke (21 points, nine
rebounds).

This season marked the first time in program history
that Tennessee played multiple opponents ranked in
the top five of the Associate Press poll before the start
of conference play. Tennessee fell in overtime to No. 2
Kansas in New York City on Nov. 23 before upsetting
top-ranked and previously unbeaten Gonzaga.
 Following the win, Tennessee was named the NABC
Division | National Team of the Week, and Schofield was
named the Oscar Robertson National POW.

NEW THROWBACK UNIFORMS

* When the Vols took the court in Brooklyn for the
NIT Season Tip-Off, they debuted a brand new
throwback uniform that resembled those worn by
Tennessee teams in the 1980s and 90s.

* Some notable VFLs who wore similar unis—which
feature the arc’d words “Tennessee Volunteers”
in orange lettering above and below the jersey
numbers—include all-time leading scorer Allan
Houston (1989-93) and third-leading scorer Tony
White (1983-87).

* The Vols are 9-0 this season in their throwback
threads, with wins over Louisville, Wake Forest,
Georgia, Arkansas, Alabama, West Virginia, Missouri,
Florida and South Carolina.

¢ In that uniform, Tennessee averages 84.6 points
per game and owns a +16.8 scoring margin.

* Prior to the 2007-08 season, UT added
a basketball-only practice facility, Pratt
Pavilion, which houses two full-size gyms
as well as an athletic training room, weight
room and film-study room.

Construction of Pratt Pavilion also marked
the beginning of the “first phase” of
renovations to Thompson-Boling Arena.
This $19 million phase included the
addition of 32 luxury suites located in the
north balcony, a loge area just below the
suites that includes 166 side court seats,
new seats for the entire arena, a $3 million
center-hung scoreboard and concourse
refurbishments, such as graphics and
other amenities.

In the “second phase” of Thompson-
Boling Arena renovations, the athletics
department overhauled the men’s and
women’s basketball offices during the
2010-11 campaign, creating a new and
impressive “front door” for both programs.
New to Thompson-Boling Arena for the
2013-14 season was a 360-degree LED
ribbon board that runs along the bottom
of the upper deck.

In March of 2014, Thompson-Boling Arena
became the third college basketball arena
to install an LED lighting system, which
features fixtures that are smaller, brighter,
and up to 85 percent more efficient than
conventional arena metal halide lights.
The weight room in Pratt Pavilion was
renovated and expanded to 4,350 square
feet in the summer of 2016. Additions
include a full-court-length stretch of
synthetic turf, a custom rubber floor,
a 40-foot, steel-reinforced throwing
wall, six Keiser Functional Trainers, four
TRUEStretch Cages, three custom, 10-
foot Power Lift pulley units (ideal for taller
student-athletes), seven sets of 90-pound
PowerBlocks and a zoned, high-powered
stereo system.

In September 2018, work concluded on
a $5 million locker-room renovation at
Thompson-Boling Arena. In addition to
the beautifully revamped spaces for the
men’s and women’s teams, the Larry Pratt
Basketball Locker Room Complex also
includes an athletic training facility featuring
world-class hydrotherapy systems.

+ Behind a 31-point contribution from the bench in the first half, No. 3 Tennessee jumped
on the Arkansas Razorbacks early, guiding the Vols to a 106-87 win in Thompson-Boling
Arena on Jan. 15, 2019.
+ The Vols’ 106 points scored against the Razorbacks marked the most against a
conference opponent since Feb. 9, 2000, when they defeated Georgia, 110-83. It was also
the first time since Feb. 5, 2008 (104-82 over Florida), that Tennessee scored than 100
points against an SEC foe.
« UT had a double-digit lead for 34 minutes in the game as it took advantage of its
opportunities at the free-throw line to help extend the lead to as much as 30 points.
Tennessee knocked down 35-0f-39 shots at the charity stripe on the night.
« Jordan Bowden and Lamonté Turner teamed up for 40 points off the bench, leading
the team to a season-high 50 points from non-starters. Bowden was perfect from the
field until his final shot of the game, finishing the night 6-of-7 from the field and 5-of-6
from behind the 3-point arc.
« Turner had a season and team-high 21 in the game, finishing the night 6-of-8 from the
field, including a trio of 3-pointers.
« After being held without a point in the first half, Admiral Schofield exploded to open the
second half. The senior netted the Vols’ first 14 points in the half to help extend the lead
to 27 points with 14:06 to play in the game. That stretch tied Schofield for fifth all-time in
consecutive points scored by a Vol.
+ Arkansas entered the game as the SEC’s No. 2 team in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.32). The
Vols were able to hold Arkansas to only 16 assists while forcing 19 turnovers.

Crimson Tide, 71-68, on Jan. 19, 2019, to remain undefeated in SEC play.

+ With the Vols up 69-68 with 3.2 seconds left, Alabama’s John Petty was called for a
travel at the elbow to give the ball back to Tennessee. Lamonté Turner--fouled on the
ensuing inbounds play--drilled both of his attempts at the line to give UT a three-point
edge with 2.5 seconds left in the game.

« A half-court heave from Alabama’s Kira Lewis Jr. was long at the buzzer, giving
Tennessee its 11th win inside of Thompson-Boling Arena this season. National Player of
the Year candidate Grant Williams led the way with 21 points, including nine in the second
half. The junior, who fouled out with 12 seconds left in the game, has now scored 20 or
more points in eight games this season.

+ Admiral Schofield ended the game with a double-double of 12 points and 11 rebounds.
With just under three minutes on the clock, Tennessee turned to the senior wing as he got
his defender in the air before knocking down a running jumper from just inside the elbow.
His jumper tied the game at 65-65 with 2:51 left to play.

+ On the next possession, the Vols went to Schofield again. He laid it up with 2:12 on the
clock to put Tennessee ahead for good at 67-65.

+ With Tennessee up one and Alabama with the ball with 1:31 on the clock, the Tide got the
ball to Petty in the right corner. Williams sprinted to the corner, leapt as high as he could
and blocked Petty’s shot to keep Tennessee in front.

« Tennessee senior Kyle Alexander moved into second place on UT’s all-time blocks list,
as his five blocks gave him 153 for his career.

« Petty finished with a game-high 30 points to lead the Crimson Tide.

+ National Player of the Year candidate Grant Williams posted one of the most dominant
performances in program history to lift No. 1 Tennessee to an 88-83 victory in overtime
against Vanderbilt in Memorial Gym on Jan. 23, 2019.

+ Tennessee trailed by five, 76-71, with 1:22 remaining in regulation.

+ Williams finished with a career-high 43 points and also tallied eight rebounds, four
blocks, two assists and a key steal to carry the Vols to their 13th-consecutive win. It was
the most points scored in a game by a Vol since all-time leading scorer Allan Houston also
dropped 43 against LSU on Feb. 10, 1990. Williams’ effort also tied for the fifth-most points
in a single game in school history.

* The junior forward was 10-of-15 from the field and a program-record 23-o0f-23 from the
free-throw line. That mark broke the Tennessee records for most free throws in a game
and consecutive free throws in a single game, surpassing Bill Justus’ 22 total makes and
18 consecutive free throw makes vs. Ohio on March 17, 1969.

+ Tennessee rallied late in the second half, going on a 6-0 run during the final 1:22 of play.
A jumper in the lane by Admiral Schofield with 38 seconds left tied things up at 76-76.
UT got the final shot off with just under 3.3 seconds left in regulation, but it was blocked
to send the game to overtime.

+ Williams was 8-0f-10 from the field and 19-o0f-19 from the free-throw line for 38 points
in the second half and overtime. He had 10 of UT’s 12 points in overtime to outscore the
Commodores.

* The other two overtime points came from a pair of free throws by Jordan Bone with
five seconds remaining to put the game away. The Nashville native finished with 14 points
and seven assists in the victory.

Virginia Mountaineers, 83-66, on Jan. 23, 2019, to extend its winning streak to 14 games,
tying the second-longest mark in program history.

« In his first start since the final game of the 2016-17 season, Lamonté Turner led the
Vols with a season-high 23 points on 8-of-10 shooting. Admiral Schofield recorded his
third double-double of the season, finishing with a team-high 10 rebounds to go along
with 14 points.

« In total, Tennessee had four players score in double figures, with Grant Williams posting
19 points and Jordan Bowden tallying 15 off the bench. Those four players combined for 71
of the team’s 83 points Saturday afternoon in Thompson-Boling Arena.

« After taking an 11-point lead into halftime, Tennessee played nearly the entire second
half with a double-digit lead.

* The Vols continued to pressure the Mountaineers in the second half, forcing them to turn
the ball over 14 times in the final 20 minutes of play.

« During the first half, Tennessee held West Virginia scoreless from 11:05 remaining in
the half all the way until the 1:34 mark. Over the course of that span, the Vols forced the
Mountaineers to miss 13 consecutive field goals.

» No player has won back-to-back SEC Player of the Year award since Corliss Williamson in 1994 and 1995

« Julius Erving Award finalist ranks fifth in the SEC in scoring (16.5 ppg) and field-goal percentage (.489)

« Shot above 50 percent from the floor 14 times this season, including vs. Gonzaga, at Memphis and eight SEC games

* Was competing for a spot in the rotation during the preseason but had to undergo an arthroscopic procedure
on his left knee on Oct. 5 and is currently rehabbing

« Appeared in two games last season and was granted a redshirt

* Has great touch for a player his size and is comfortable shooting from the perimeter

« Kent is the first Delaware native ever to suit up for the Vols

* 14 of his 29 field goals this season have been dunks

« Earned a spot on SportCenter’s Top 10 plays (No. 4) after an incredible two-handed block vs. EKU’s Nick Mayo

« Arguably the most athletically gifted player on Tennessee’s roster

* Impressive physical specimen never took part in organized weightlifting or strength training before enrolling at UT

+ Was born in Port-au-Prince, Haiti, and moved to France after being adopted at an early age (4-years-old)

« Attended the INSEP (National Institute of Sport and Physical Education) Academy in Paris; other notable INSEP
basketball alums include Boris Diaw, Tony Parker and Ronny Turiaf
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
