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HOWARD TIES SCHOOL RECORD WITH 43 POINTS VS. ALABAMA

e Rhyne Howard tied the Kentucky women’s record with 43 points as the Wildcats beat
Alabama 81-71 Thursday night at Coleman Coliseum. Howard tied the school record of
Jennifer O’Neill, who scored 43 points against Baylor on Dec. 6, 2013 in four overtimes.

e This night belonged to the sophomore as she played 39 minutes, making 14-of-21 from the
floor, including 7-of-11 from behind the arc. The seven 3s tied her own school record as well.
Howard also made 8-of-13 at the line and led the team with six rebounds.

e Howard became the first player in UK history to record five straight games with 25+ points.
She also is the first player in program history to score 37+ points in consecutive games. The
43 points are the most scored by an SEC player this year and the third most nationally.

e As a team, Kentucky hit 16-of-31 from behind the arc, setting a school record for most 3s
made in a game. The previous record was 14, set on January 8, 2012 against Miss. State.

HOWARD DAZZLES VS. TENNESSEE

e Rhyne Howard scored 37 points, which was the most points a UK player has ever scored
against Tennessee, leading the Wildcats to a 80-76 win over Tennessee in Memorial.

e Howard’s 37 points are the third most points scored in a game by an SEC player this season
as she hit a school-record tying seven 3s in the game while leading Kentucky in rebounds (9),
assists (5), steals (3) and blocks (2). Howard is the fifth UK player ever to score 37+ points.

e Sabrina Haines scored 11 points in the game while KeKe McKinney scored eight points
with four rebounds. As a team, Kentucky hit a 13 3-pointers while scoring 28 points off 21
Tennessee turnovers. UK’s 80 points were the most UT has allowed in a game this season.

e The win was only the 13th all-time for the Wildcats against Tennessee, including 10th all-
time win in Lexington against the Lady Vols. It also marked back-to-back wins against UT,
marking only the second time in program history UK has won consecutive meetings.

ROAD WINS PART OF STRONG NON-CONFERENCE RECORD

e Kentucky ended non-conference play with a 11-1 record, including three road wins at Middle
Tennessee, Virginia and California. In all three games, the Wildcats struggled offensively in
the first half scoring 22 points in the first half of all three games. But UK’s offense awoke in
each second half, scoring 45 second-half points at MTSU, 28 second-half points at UVA and
41 in the second half at Cal.

e On the road this season, UK is averaging 64.9 points per game, hitting 36.2 percent from the
field and 32.0 percent from 3. The Wildcats are forcing 19.9 turnovers per game on the road
while committing 13.4 turnovers per game with a -3.5 rebounding margin.

e Against Cal, UK shot 43.3 percent from the field in the second half including 4-of-10 from 3.
Rhyne Howard was the star, after scoring only five points in the first half, she had 24 in the
second half including 19 in the fourth quarter. Howard'’s last bucket was the biggest, hitting a
jumper with 3.0 second remaining to give Kentucky the 63-61 win.

e UK scored 81 points on the road at Alabama. After starting the first quarter just 3-of-17 from
the field, UK went 24-of-41 the rest of the way. In five road games this season, UK is shooting
19-0f-77 in the first quarter for 25 percent.

HISTORIC NIGHT IN A HISTORIC VENUE VS. WINTHROP

e |t was the Jaida Roper show for Kentucky in its win vs. Winthrop in Rupp Arena as the senior
guard scored a career high 30 points - doubling her previous high of 15. Roper went 12-o0f-13
from the field in the game for 92.3% which is the third best field-goal percentage by a player
in a single game in program history. Roper is the first UK player to hit over 90 percent from
the field in a game since Jennifer Humphrey vs. Mississippi State on Jan. 25, 2007.

e As a team, Kentucky scored a season-best 91 points and went 33-of-63 from the field and
13-0f-23 from long range. UK hit 11 3-pointers in the first half which tied the program record
for most 3s hit in the first half. UK also hit 11 3s against Detroit on Dec. 1, 1993.

DEPTH EVIDENT EARLY FOR WILDCATS

e In Kentucky’s season opener against Mount St. Mary’s, three Wildcats - Rhyne Howard,
Tatyana Wyatt and Jaida Roper - scored in double figures. Against Middle Tennessee, UK
also had three players in double figures in Sabrina Haines, Amanda Paschal and Ogechi
Anyagalgibo. It marked the first time since 2015-16 that the Wildcats have had three or more
different players score in double figures in its first two games of the season.

e UK currently has 11 players available to play and all have scored a point in a game this sea-
son. Nine of the 11 have scored 10+ in at least one game.

e UK had five players score in double figures against Austin Peay and Winthrop and have had
three or more players in double figures in nine of its 13 games this season.

e Roper was the second UK player this season to score 30 or more points after Howard scored
a career-high 30 in Kentucky’s win vs. Samford. It is the first time since 2009-2010 (Victoria
Dunlap, Adia Mathies), that Kentucky has had at least two different players score at least 30
points in a game in the same season. It is the first time two different players have scored 30

e |t has been an amazing season for the reigning national freshman of the year as Rhyne
Howard is averaging 23.2 points per game with 6.3 rebounds per game, 49 assists, 22 blocks
and 45 steals. Howard is out until mid-February with a fractured finger on her left hand. At
the time of her injury she ranked high nationally in several categories:

e Howard has scored 20+ points 13 times this year and vs. Auburn snapped a stretch with 20+
in eight straight games.

e Howard has four double-doubles this season. She had 14 points and 11 rebounds vs. The
Mount, 13 points and 11 rebounds at UVA, 24 points and 11 rebounds against Texas A&M
and 26 points and 12 rebounds against LSU. Howard is the first UK player since Evelyn
Akhator in 2017 to record 10+ rebounds in back-to-back games. Howard is only the seventh
player in program history to record back-to-back double-doubles scoring 20+ points in both
games and the first since Akhator in 2017.

e Howard scored 29 points against Cal - including 24 in the second half and 19 in the fourth
quarter. The sophomore hit a jumper in the paint with 3.0 second remaining to give UK the
63-61 win. She was 5-of-5 from the free throw line and hit four 3-pointers.

e Howard scored 25 or more points in five straight games (UofL, Cal, South Carolina,
Tennessee, Alabama) becoming the first player to accomplish that feat in program history.

e The guard scored an impressive 43 points at Alabama, tying the school record for most
points in a game with Jennifer O’Neill, who did it vs. Baylor in a four-overtime game. Howard
went 14-of-21 from the field, 7-of-11 from 3 and 8-of-13 from the free-throw line in the
game adding six rebounds and five steals.

e Howard’s 37 points vs. Tennessee marked the most points scored by a UK player against
Tennessee in program history. The native of Cleveland, Tennessee, became the fifth UK
player ever to score 37 or more points in the game and the first since Makayla Epps had 42
against Mississippi State on Feb. 12, 2015. Howard is the first UK player to post multiple 30+
point scoring games in the same season since Epps did it three times in 2016-17.

e The back-to-back career games for Howard make her the first player in program history to
score 37 or more points in consecutive games. Howard is the first player in school history to
have at least seven made three-point field goals in consecutive games.

e Howard has 966 career points, needing 34 more to join the 1,000 point club. She needs to
eclipse the 1,000 points mark in the next 14 games played to become the second fastest to
1,000 career points (Leslie Nichols scored 1,000 in 66 games).

HOWARD 3X SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK, 1X ESPNW NATIONAL POW

e Rhyne Howard’s strong start to the SEC season led her to being named espnW National
Player of the Week while she earned her second and third SEC Player of the Week honors
as well. The national honor came after Howard started the new year by scoring 28 points
with six rebounds and two assists at South Carolina, which was the most points she had
scored in a SEC game in her career. She bested that performance against Tennessee, hitting
a school-record tying seven 3-pointers with a career-best 37 points against the Lady Vols.
Howard led Kentucky in points, rebounds (9), assists (5), steals (3) and blocks (2).

e Howard earned her third SEC Player of the Week honor after her school-record tying perfor-
mance at Alabama and team-high 22 points against Florida, helping UK win two road games.

e Howard shined against Charlotte and Samford earning SEC Player of the Week honors on
Dec. 10 for the first time in her career. After 29 against Charlotte, Howard scored 30 vs.
Samford. Against Charlotte, Howard went 10-of-18 from the field and 7-of-8 from the free
throw line, adding seven rebounds and four steals. She followed by going 11-0f-19 from the
field and 5-of-8 from 3 against Samford with six rebounds, three assists and three steals.

HOWARD ON WOODEN AWARD MIDSEASON TOP 25 WATCH LIST

e The national praise continues to come in for Rhyne Howard who has been named to the
John R. Wooden Award Midseason Top 25 Watch List.

e The players were chosen by a poll of national college basketball experts based on the first
half of the season.

The winner of the 2020 John R. Wooden Award will be presented by Wendy’s
during the ESPN College Basketball Awards on Friday, April 10, 2020.

e The reigning unanimous national freshman of the year last season, Howard has been tabbed

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e In 2018, Howard played in the FIBA U18 Women’s Americas Championship earning MVP
honors for the event after averaging 8.5 points and 4.7 rebounds. Howard hit 45.5% from the
field and 31.8 percent from long range in the event with 18 assists, 11 steals and 8 blocks.

e The following summer, Howard continued her successful stretch playing for Team USA as she
led the Red, White and Blue in scoring on its way to winning the 2019 FIBA U19 World Cup
championship in Bangkok, Thailand. For her efforts, Howard was tabbed to the all-tourna-
ment team. Howard, who had 10 points, seven rebounds, three assists, two steals and two
blocks in the championship game, led the USA in scoring throughout the week averaging 13.1
points per game with 5.1 rebounds per game and hitting 44.7 percent from long range.

THE MAGIC “80”

e The Wildcats hold a remarkable 355-23 (.939) record since 1974 when scoring 80 points or
more. The last loss came at South Carolina on Feb. 26, 2017 when the Cats fell 95-87 in the
regular-season finale. UK is 109-5 (.956) under Mitchell when scoring 80 points or more.

UK IN OVERTIME

e UK is 30-27 all-time in overtime games, including a 11-5 mark under Mitchell, who is 13-6 in
his 11-year career as a head coach in OT. UK is 0-0 this season.

KENTUCKY ALL-TIME

e Kentucky is 840-543 (.607) in its 46th year of varsity women’s basketball, including 298-128
(.699) in 13 seasons under Matthew Mitchell.

KENTUCKY ALL-TIME AT HOME

e Kentucky is 486-174 all-time at home for a winning percentage of .736. UK is 458-157 (.744)
all-time in Memorial Coliseum and 28-19 (.595) all-time in Rupp Arena.

e If you do the math, you will notice UK’s losses in Memorial Coliseum and Rupp Arena are two
more than UK has home losses. That reason is because UK’s NCAA Tournament Sweet 16
game vs. Washington at Rupp Arena on March 25, 2016 and its NCAA Tournament game vs.
Indiana on March 18, 1983 at Memorial Coliseum cannot count towards UK’s home record.

MITCHELL MOVES INTO ELITE SEC COMPANY

e Kentucky’s dominating 89-57 victory over Ole Miss on Jan. 26, 2017 was an historic one for
Kentucky head coach Matthew Mitchell. The win was his 97th all-time in SEC play as a head
coach, which ranked him 10th all-time on the SEC’s career wins list. UK’s win at Arkansas on
Feb. 16 was Mitchell’s 100th career SEC win.

e Since arriving in Lexington in 2007, Mitchell has led Kentucky to unprecedented success. On
top of leading UK to its first SEC Regular Season Championship in 30 years in 2012, Mitchell
has four SEC Tournament title game appearances, 10 top-four finishes in the league and has
coached 21 all-conference performances, including four SEC Player of the Year honorees.

BEST STARTS UNDER MITCHELL

e Kentucky started its season with 10 straight wins for the fifth time under Matthew Mitchell.
The best start to a season under Mitchell has been 11-0 three times. Below is a look at the
best starts under Mitchell and how the season ended.

e 2019-20: UK started 10-0 before falling to Louisville at Rupp Arena.

e 2015-16: UK started 11-0 before falling to Auburn to start league play. The Wildcats finished
25-8, 10-6 SEC that season and lost to Washington in the Sweet 16 at Rupp Arena.

e 2013-14: UK started 11-0 before falling to No. 2/2 Duke at Rupp Arena. The Wildcats finished
26-9, 10-6 SEC that season and lost to Baylor in the Sweet 16 in South Bend.

e 2011-12: UK started 10-0 before falling to No. 3/3 Notre Dame on the road. The Wildcats fin-
ished 28-7, 13-3 SEC and won the league regular-season title before falling to UCONN in the
Elite Eight in Kingston, R.1.

e 2009-10: UK started 11-0 before falling at Middle Tennessee. The Wildcats went 28-8, 11-5
SEC that season and lost to Oklahoma in the Elite Eight that year in Kansas City.

20+ WIN SEASONS UNDER MITCHELL

e The Wildcats have won 20 or more games 19 times in 46 years of varsity basketball, including
a school-record eight in a row from 2010-2017. It’s important to note that UK had just 10
20-win seasons in its first 33 years of varsity women’s basketball, but has nine in 13 seasons
of the Matthew Mitchell era.

THE KENTUCKY WBB COACHING STAFF HAS ...

e Combined the Kentucky women’s basketball staff has compiled over 80 years of experience
at the Division | level, including coaching or playing in a combined 42 NCAA Tournaments
with eight Final Fours, four national championships and a WNBA Championship.

e Elzy and Butts are in their second stint in Lexington after serving on Mitchell’s staffs before.




Butts was an associate head coach on Mitchell’s first staff at Kentucky
before Elzy joined the staff for four successful seasons. Amber Smith
is in her second year as an assistant coach but has been a part of the
Kentucky program for nearly a decade.

MATHIES ENSHRINED IN HALL OF FAME CLASS OF 2019

e A’dia Mathies was enshrined in the UK Athletics Hall of Fame in
September of 2019 becoming the second Matthew Mitchell coached
player to be inducted into the prestigious hall of fame. Victoria Dunalp
was the first. Below is a recap of Mathies career at Kentucky.

Memorial Coliseum (8,000)
The Coliseum covers an entire city block and has as much space as a seven-story
office building. It currently has a capacity of 8,000.

The Coliseum was built in 1950 and serves as a memorial to every Kentuckian who
lost their life serving their country.

A massive new LED video board spanning approximately 1,800 square feet with
dimensions of 30 feet by 60 feet was installed in Memorial Coliseum in 2018.
Wildcat fans are passionate about their basketball, that’s why UK has ranked in the
nation’s top 25 and in the SEC’s top four in attendance 16 straight years.

The Cats are 171-31 at Memorial in the Matthew Mitchell Era.

UK averaged 5,186 fans per game in 2017-18 which ranked 15th nationally.

UK drew 116,164 fans for its home games in 2015-16 the second-highest total
attendance in school history.

Rupp Arena (20,500)
Rupp Arena is entering its 44th season.
An awesome structure in sight and scope, the arena is divided into two seating
areas. The lower level features 10,000 cushioned theater seats while the upper
arena has new chairback seats on the sidelines. The latter can be visually isolated
to provide more natural setting for small shows.
The Wildcats command an exclusive and updated state-of-the-art locker room,
while other amenities include six team-size dressing rooms and eight smaller
units.
In 2013-14, UK set the new single-game attendance record when 23,706 fans saw
UK face No. 2 Duke in Rupp Arena on Dec. 22, 2013. The attendance marked the
largest crowd ever to see a college women’s hoops game in the Commonwealth —
the previous mark was 22,152 for the first Kentucky-Louisville game played in the
KFC Yum! Center on Dec. 5, 2010.
In 2015-16, Kentucky packed 17,150 fans in Rupp Arena on Dec. 20 against Duke,
which was the fourth-largest home crowd in program history. On Dec. 10, the
Wildcats had 14,425 fans at the historic arena, which was the sixth-largest home

crowd in school history.

Kentucky will play two games inside Rupp Arena in 2019-20.

Including the storied history of the UK MBB program, he is the fifth Kentucky Basketball head coach to
win 250 games with the Wildcats joining Adolph Rupp, Joe B Hall, Tubby Smith and John Calipari.

A UK player won the AP SEC Player of the Year four straight years, the first SEC school to accomplish that
feat.

Under his leadership, 42 Wildcats have been SEC Academic Honor Roll members and 100 percent of
Mitchell’s players have received their degrees. UK has secured a team GPA of 3.0 or better for 13 straight
semesters.

Five WNBA draft picks, including three in the first round - Dunlap was UK'’s first WNBA first round draft
pick when she was chosen as the 11th overall pick in the 2011 WNBA Draft and A’dia Mathies was select-
ed 10th overall by the Los Angeles Sparks in the 2013 draft. Last year, Evelyn Akhator became UK’s high-
est ever pick when she went third overall to the Dallas Wings before Makayla Epps went 33rd overall to
Chicago.
