Kyra Elzy became the eighth head coach in Kentucky women’s
basketball history on Thursday, Nov. 12 when UK AD Mitch Barnhart
named her interim head coach following the abrupt retirement of
Matthew Mitchell. The 2020-21 season is the ninth for Elzy in the
Kentucky program with most of that time coming as the associate
head coach. Elzy has recruited some of the best players to ever
wear the Blue and White and helped guide the Wildcats to the SEC
Championship in 2012 and two NCAA Elite Eights.

ROBYN BENTON - 5-9 - JUNIOR - GUARD - CONYERS, GA.

3 Shined in Kentucky’s win at Kansas State with 11 points, hitting two 3s with three steals and five rebounds. Avg. 4 rebounds per game.
3 Scored nine points in the fourth quarter to help UK earn the come-from-behind win vs. No. 13 IU. Ended with 12 points in the game with a 3.
3 In her career at Auburn, went 62-0f-179 from 3 with 90 steals and 46 assists ... Was granted immediate eligibility by NCAA to play this season.

KEKE MCKINNEY - 6-1 - SENIOR - FORWARD - KNOXVILLE, TENN.

o Recorded her second career double-double vs. Belmont with 10 points and 10 rebounds. Averaging 32.4 minutes and 6.5 rebounds this season.
o Vocal leader of the 2020-21 Wildcats that is poised for a huge season after averaging 6.5 points and 4.7 rebounds per game last season.
o Ranks 10th all-time in program history with 90 career blocks, including a team-best 42 last season. Has led UK in blocks each of the last two years.

BLAIR GREEN - 6-0 - JUNIOR - GUARD - HARLAN COUNTY, KY.

3 Good start to the season with 13 points vs. Murray and nine vs. Belmont. Hit a 3 in three games, including 3 vs. MSU. Has 3+ rebs in three games.
3 Averaged 5.8 points per game last season with 2.2 rebounds per game ... Had 30 assists, 17 steals and six blocks while hitting 22 3s in 2019-20.
3 Coaches have raved about how hard she worked this offseason to regain confidence and add muscle and they expect her to have a large impact.

RHYNE HOWARD - 6-2 - JUNIOR - GUARD ' CLEVELAND, TENN.

e Team-best 22 points vs. IU, going 7-of-14 from the field, 3-of-6 from 3 and 5-6 from FT with four rebounds, two assists and a steal.
e First player in program history to be named an AP Preseason All-American ... Was the only unanimous selection on this year’s AP team.
e Has scored 1,188 career points sitting 22nd in UK history in points scored. Needs 27 more points to tie for 21st and 314 to move into the top 10.

TREASURE HUNT ' 6-1 - FRESHMAN * GUARD ' CHATTANOOGA TENN.

3 Strong start to the season with 12 points, hitting two 3s with a rebound vs. MSU ... Had an assist and two rebounds against Belmont.
. Ranked as a top-10 player in the 2020 class by All Star Girls Report, while ESPN ranked her as a five-star player and the 28th best in the class.
o Averaged 24.7 points per game with 5.3 rebounds per game, 2.3 assists per game and 1.6 steals per game as a senior at Hamilton Heights.

JAZMINE MASSENGILL - 6-0 - JUNIOR - GUARD - CHATTANOOGA TENN.

3 Will sit out the 2020-21 season due to NCAA transfer rules after transferring to Kentucky following two strong seasons at Tennessee.
3 One of three UK players from the Chattanooga area, playing high school basketball with Treasure Hunt while she played AAU with Rhyne Howard.
3 Averaged 6.5 points per game, 4.7 rebounds per game and 4.1 assists per game as a sophomore at UT, hitting 40 percent from the field.

TATYANA WYATT - 6-2 - SENIOR - FORWARD - COLUMBUS, GA.

3 In first action of the season, Wyatt played 13 minutes with two rebounds and a steal, hitting a huge 3-pointer in the second half.
3 Averaged 6.3 points and 3.7 rebounds per game hitting 39.4 percent from the floor with nine 3s. Will benefit from the post depth this season.
3 Has played in 85 career games with 56 starts, hitting 40 percent from the field. Has a lingering foot issue that has caused her to miss time recently.

CHASITY PATTERSON - 5-6 - JUNIOR - GUARD - HOUSTON, TEXAS

3 Has recorded 10 or more points in every game this season, including 13 vs. No. 13 IU with two steals. Has led UK in steals in three time this year.
3 Scored 30 points in season opener with six rebounds and eight steals. First UK player since A'dia Mathies in 2011 to have eight steals in a game.
3 Was named the SEC 6th Woman of the Year last season after playing 19 games and averaging 11.5 points per game with 29 assists and 25 3s.

ERIN TOLLER - 5-7 - FRESHMAN - GUARD ‘ LOUISVILLE KY.

3 Played in the first two games this season scoring six points against Murray State with three steals hitting a 3.
3 A talented point guard who is a floor general at the position and can score in a variety of ways ... In-state prospect from Louisville’s Sacred Heart.
3 First-team all-state by the Herald-Leader after a strong senior season hitting 84 3s with 16.4 points per game and 5.7 rebounds per game.

NYAH LEVERETTER ' 6-3 : FRESHMAN ' FORWARD ' BLYTHEWOOD, S.C.

3 Played vs. Murray State and Belmont, scoring three points vs. the Racers with five rebounds and two blocks.
3 Best season at Westwood High School was her senior year when she averaged 13.3 points per game and 11.0 rebounds per game.
3 South Carolina Basketball Coaches Association AAAA All-State Team in 2019 after averaging 11.9 points and 9.8 rebounds as a junior.

KAMERON ROACH * 5-6 - JUNIOR - GUARD - HOPKINS, S.C.

. Played in 13 games in 2018-19 seeing 4.2 minutes per game before she tore her Achilles towards the end of 2018-19 and missed all of last season.
. Coaches have raved about her work this offseason in getting in shape and taking on a leadership role as she enters her fourth year in the program.
. Saw six minutes in the 2018-19 season opener vs. Alabama State with three steals, four rebounds and recorded her first 3 in a game

EMMA KING - 5-10 - FRESHMAN - GUARD - STANFORD, KY.

. Earned her first two career starts vs. Murray State and Belmont ... Did not score but had 1 reb., 3 asts. and 1 steal vs. MSU and 3 rebs vs. Belmont.
. Played in 15 games last season averaging 7.1 minutes per game ... Best game came in her debut against Mount St. Mary’s, hitting two 3s with 7 pts.
. Led Lincoln County in scoring as a senior averaging 18.5 points and 7.3 rebounds while hitting 44.3 percent from the field and 38.2 percent from 3.

DRE’UNA EDWARDS - 6-2 - SOPHOMORE ' FORWARD ‘- LAS VEGAS, NEV.
3 First UK player since 2016-17 to record three straight double-doubles: 14pts/10rebs vs. IU, 16pts/12rebs vs. K-State and 27pts/15rebs vs. Belmont.

3 Transfered to UK after her freshman season at Utah averaging 11.6 points and 6.7 rebounds en route to Pac-12 Freshman of the Year honors.

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KENTUCKY’S RECORD WHEN ... GAME NOTES

ALL SERIES HISTORY VS. MARSHALL

e Thursday will be the 17th all-time meeting between Kentucky and Marshall and the 10th
time the two schools have met in Lexington. UK is 14-2 all-time against the Thundering Herd,
including a 9-0 mark at home (8-0 inside Memorial Coliseum).

e This will be only the fourth meeting since 2003 between the two program with UK winning
each of the last three. Marshall’s two wins were both in Huntington in 1996 and 1988.

e The last meeting was on Nov. 26, 2017 when UK earned a 69-39 victory inside Memorial
Coliseum. The Wildcats shot 41.3 percent from the field and went 7-of-15 from long range.
Several Wildcats that are on the team now played in the game, including KeKe McKinney
scoring seven points with five rebounds. Kameron Roach played six minutes in the game.

e Kristen Mayo is the only play for Marshall that played in that game, starting and contributing
30 minutes with five points, three rebounds and two assists.

e Marshall started its season Sunday by defeating Radford 69-58 inside Cam Henderson
Center. The Thundering Herd were leading 49-47 heading into the fourth quarter before out-
scoring Radford 20-11 in the final 10 minutes to claim the win. MU shot 38.5 percent from
the field and went 5-of-24 from long range in the game.

e MU was led by preseason all-conference honoree Savannah Wheeler, who scored 25 points
with three rebounds, going 7-of-16 from the field and 3-of-9 from 3. Wheeler went 8-of-
12 from the free throw line with three rebounds and two steals. Alexis Johnson scored 12
points with nine rebounds, hitting two 3s, while Lorelei Roper scored nine points with eight
rebounds. Nine players played in the game with eight scoring points.

e Last season, Marshall went 13-17, 7-11 in Conference USA play averaging 62.9 points
per game. Marshall returns three starters from that team and seven total letterwinners.
Marshall welcomes seven newcomers to the squad.

NEWCOMERS IMPRESS IN EARLY GOING

e Kentucky welcomes six newcomers to the 2020-21 team in true freshmen Treasure Hunt,
Nyah Leveretter and Erin Toller, along with transfers Olivia Owens, Robyn Benton and
Jazmine Massengill. All are expected to provide significant depth to the Wildcats this season
with the exception of Massengill, who will sit out the 2020-21 season due to NCAA transfer
rules. Owens and Benton were given waivers from the NCAA to be eligible immediately.

e Hunt was the MaxPreps Tennessee Player of the Year last year while Toller and Leveretter
were all-state honorees. Hunt, Toller and Leveretter signed National Letters of Intent to play
at Kentucky back in November and make up a top-15 recruiting class in the nation according
to ESPN.com. Hunt was picked to play in the exclusive Jordan Brand Classic and McDonald’s
All-American Game, while Leveretter and Toller were McDonald’s AA Game nominees.

e Owens, who was a five-star prospect and one of the best centers in the nation coming out of
high school in 2018, joined the Kentucky program in June after transferring from Maryland.
Owens played 16 games her freshman season at Maryland after sitting out last season due to
medical issues. She hit 55 percent from the field as a rookie at Maryland with her best per-
formance coming in the Big 10 Championship game where she played six minutes with four
points and four rebounds.

e Benton, who was an All-Southeastern Conference Freshman Team selection at Auburn
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before averaging double-digit points as a sophomore for the Tigers, transferred to Kentucky
in April. She played in 52 career games at Auburn and upped her numbers last season from
2018-19 after missing the first nine games due to injury. Last year, she played in 20 games
with 14 starts averaging 10.1 points per game with 27 3s, 56 steals and 28 assists.

2019-20 SEASON RECAP

After an impressive season that ended with 22 wins, another top-four finish in SEC play and
an expected at-large selection in the NCAA Tournament, UK finished he 2019-20 season
ranked No. 16 in the Associated Press Top 25 and No. 18 in the USA Today/Coaches Top 25.
Kentucky was ranked inside the top 20 of both rankings all season long, peaking at No. 11

in both polls in mid-January. This was the 10th time in program history that UK has finished
inside the top 16 of the AP’s final listing.

UK finished 2019-20 with a 22-8 record securing its 20th 20-win season in program history
and its 10th under then-head coach Matthew Mitchell.
