A “players-first” coach with a penchant for helping
people reach their dreams, John Calipari, a Naismith
Memorial Basketball Hall of Famer, has guided six teams
to the Final Four, led one to a national championship and
helped 54 players earn selection in the NBA Draft during
his 29-year college coaching career.

Calipari guided Kentucky to its eighth national
championship and his first national title in 2012. In be-
coming only the second coach in NCAA history to lead
three different schools to the Final Four, he has racked up
nearly 800 on-court victories, 20 NCAA Tournament on-
court appearances, six Final Fours and numerous national
coach of the year honors.

From UMass to Memphis and now Kentucky, Cali-
pari’s career has been successful throughout, but his most
recent run in Lexington has been the best stretch of his
career. During Calipari's 12 seasons at UK, he leads all
coaches in NCAA Tournament wins (31), Final Fours (four),
Elite Eights (seven) and Sweet 16s (eight).

In 2015, Coach Cal led college basketball’s first ever
38-0 team and became one of just three coaches to make
four Final Fours in a five-year span. At the end of the
season, Calipari — named the College Basketball Coach of
the Decade (2010s) by Sporting News — became the 96th
coach to join the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Fame.

While building a program out of obscurity at Massa-
chusetts, laying the foundation at Memphis and restoring
luster at the sport’s greatest program at Kentucky, he to-
taled the second-most wins in NCAA history in the first 20
years of a college coaching career.

Quite honestly, though, Calipari’s on-court success
overshadows a much more significant picture.

In his goal to lead a players-first program, he has
helped nearly 60 young men realize their dreams and

reach the NBA level with 54 players earning NBA Draft
selections, including a record five first-round draft picks

in 2010. Two years later, six Wildcats heard their names
called at the 2012 draft, the most in the two-round draft
era. UK, with Calipari’s help, would tie those six picks again
in 2015, including a record-tying four lottery selections.
His four No. 1 overall picks (Derrick Rose, John Wall, An-
thony Davis and Karl-Anthony Towns) are more than any
other coach, and he’s had 43 players drafted during his
first 12 years at Kentucky, including 32 first-round picks.

Calipari’s players have entered the league NBA-
ready. His players have garnered 26 All-Star selections -- all
since 2010 -- with Davis winning the game’s MVP honor
in 2017. Rose was named MVP in 2011. Six of his players
have been tabbed All-NBA (Rose, Wall, Davis, Towns,
DeMarcus Cousins and Julius Randle), three have been
named NBA Rookie of the Year (Rose, Towns and Tyreke
Evans), and 15 players from Calipari’s first 11 teams at
Kentucky have made the NBA All-Rookie teams. UK has
produced more All-NBA, more NBA All-Rookie and more
NBA All-Defensive players than any other school in the
Calipari era.

Much like he did at UMass, where his players
graduated at nearly 80%, Calipari has stressed academics.
Fifteen of his last 18 seniors at Memphis earned their
bachelor’s degrees, and all 23 players at UK who were el-
igible to graduate by the end of their senior years walked
away with a diploma in hand, including five players who
earned their degree in just three years. Calipari’s teams
routinely have posted a combined team grade-point aver-
age of 3.0 or better.

Calipari has raised millions of dollars to help the
lives of those in need in the Commonwealth and beyond.
He has had a particular passion to assist those impacted
by natural disasters. For instance, in 2010, he used a
telethon to raise more than $1 million for victims of the
devastating earthquake in Haiti. He followed that up with
telethons in 2012, raising $1 million for victims of Super-

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storm Sandy, and in 2017, for victims of Hurricane Harvey.

Calipari launched his foundation in 2012, and since
then the foundation has worked with several key partners
and donated more than $1.5 million, a figure that does
not include matching funds that have been contributed
from individuals and corporations. In 2013, Calipari
initiated hosting an annual alumni weekend around his
basketball fantasy experience with the intent to raise
money for charity. After generating $350,000 for selected
organizations and charities during the inaugural game, the
weekend has generated millions of dollars for charity since
its inception.

In 2019, when federal workers were without pay
due to a government shutdown, he, his wife and his foun-
dation assisted workers with financial help and grocery
gift cards. He and his wife, Ellen, teamed up with Fayette
County Public Schools to help families in need during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

His latest efforts include spearheading the creation
of the John McLendon Minority Leadership Initiative, a
nationwide coach-driven initiative to provide minorities a
jump-start to their careers through practical experiences,
opportunities to build their network and instilling the
values of John McLendon: integrity, education, leadership
and mentorship. Calipari was recently awarded an Na-
tional Association of Basketball Coaches Guardians of the
Game Pillar Award for inclusion for his work with the MLI.

In 2017, Coach Cal was named the head coach of
the 2017 USA Basketball Men’s U19 World Cup Team,
which finished third at the 2017 FIBA U19 World Cup in
Cairo.

Author of five books, including the New York Times
Best Seller “Players First: Coaching from the Inside Out,”
Calipari is a master of communication and maximizing tal-
ent. He lives by the motto that “it’s never a matter of how
far you have fallen, but instead it’s about how high you
bounce back.”

fraternity for his success in both recruiting and developing
players. His honest, engaging approach has been the con-
sistent variable behind 20 successful seasons as a Division
| head coach at Drexel and UMass, plus several prominent
assistant coaching stops, including seven seasons at
UMass under Calipari.

Flint won 331 games as a head coach during his 20
seasons at the helm at UMass and Drexel. Four times he
was named Colonial Athletic Association Coach of the Year
(2002, 2004, 2009 and 2012) and National Association of
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Basketball Coaches District Coach of the Year (1998, 2007,
2009 and 2012).

The Philadelphia native was a member of Calipari’s
staff at UMass from 1989-90 through the 1995-96 season,
helping build a national program in Amherst, Massachu-
setts, after 11 straight losing seasons. With Calipari and
Flint on staff, the Minutemen made five NCAA Tournament
appearances, including the 1996 Final Four run, to go
along with five Atlantic 10 regular-season and five A-10
Tournament titles.

Flint played a key role in the development of Mar-
cus Camby, who won the John R. Wooden Award and the
Naismith Trophy as the national player of the year in 1996.
Camby was drafted No. 2 overall in the NBA Draft that
spring.

After Calipari departed for the NBA, Flint took over
the program for five seasons, including NCAA Tournament
berths in the first two seasons. He also posted the best
record of any first-year coach UMass in school history.

Following his stint in Amherst, Flint took the reins at
Drexel, where he racked up more victories (245) than any
other coach in school history over his 15 seasons. With
stingy defenses and a culture of toughness, Flint set new
standards at Drexel, leading the Dragons to 20 or more
wins three times while recording at least 10 CAA wins in
nine seasons.

During his tenure, Drexel featured the CAA Defen-
sive Player of the Year on four occasions, 23 All-CAA selec-
tions, 12 members of the conference’s All-Defensive Team,
six players named to the league’s All-Rookie Team and two
CAA Rookies of the Year.

Flint’s Dragons had a record-breaking season in
2011-12. His squad set a school record with 29 wins and
won the CAA regular-season title, going 16-2. The Dragons
won a program-best 19 straight games and advanced to
the CAA title game for the second time ever.

His teams were an unfriendly foe for some of the
nation’s top teams. In 2010-11, Drexel stunned No. 20
Louisville, handing the Cardinals their first-ever loss in the
new KFC Yum! Center. The Dragons also defeated NCAA
teams Old Dominion and VCU. In 2006-07, on its way to
a 23-9 overall record, Drexel won 13 road games (tied for
most in Division 1). The Dragons won at Syracuse, Villa-
nova and Creighton. Flint became the first coach in Drexel
history ever to beat three Philadelphia Big 5 teams in one
season.

At Indiana, as an assistant, Flint was part of a staff
that produced the No. 11 recruiting class nationally in
2018 and 2020 (according to ESPN'’s rankings), including
signing Indiana Mr. Basketball winners Romeo Langford
(2018) and Trayce Jackson-Davis (2019). Langford and
Jackson-Davis were named McDonald’s All-Americans and
Langford was a lottery pick by the Boston Celtics.

In 2018-19, Indiana finished 20-12 and was poised
to return to the NCAA Tournament before the COVID-19
pandemic hit. The Hoosiers also finished with a winning
record against nationally ranked teams with five victories,
tied for seventh most in the country. The team also posted
a 3.398 grade point average in the spring semester and a
perfect 1.000 score on the NCAA's Academic Progress Rate
for 2018-19.

Flint has enjoyed three coaching stints with with
USA Basketball, serving as an assistant in 2007 for the
USA U-19 National Team in Serbia, an assistant in 2005 for
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the USA U-21 World Championship Team that went 7-1
in Argentina and first as a court coach prior to the Global
Games.

He began his coaching career as an assistant coach
at Coppin State (1988-89). A 1987 Saint Joseph’s gradu-
ate, Flint was a four-year letterwinner with the Hawks.
He earned All-Atlantic 10 honors as a senior and led the
Hawks to the 1986 A-10 championship and a berth in the
NCAA Tournament as a junior. He was inducted into the
Saint Joseph’s Athletic Hall of Fame in 1998.

Flint has a daughter, Jada.

Orlando Antigua has returned to Kentucky for a
second stint with the program, bringing 20 years of college
coaching experience. In Antigua, Kentucky has proven
recruiter, a tireless on-court developer, and a relation-
ship-driven coach both on and off the court.

During Antigua’s first stop at Kentucky, featuring the
2009-10 season through the 2013-14 national runner-up
run, UK compiled a 152-37 record (80.4%) with a national
championship, three Final Four appearances, two South-
eastern Conference regular-season titles and two SEC
Tournament crowns.

Known for his eye on the recruiting trail, Antigua
helped UK pull in five straight top-ranked recruiting classes
(Recruiting Services Consensus Index). In his initial season
with the Wildcats, Antigua saw three of his signees drafted
in the first round of the 2010 NBA Draft. He was a central
figure in the 2010 and 2011 No. 1 classes, which led UK to
its eighth national title in 2012 and its first since 1998.

As a result, Antigua was named one of Yahoo!
Sports’ top 10 college basketball recruiters. In May of
2012, he was listed by ESPN.com as the top assistant



coach in the country under the age of 40. ESPN included
Antigua in the top five of the most feared assistant
coaches on the recruiting trail in 2013.

UK enjoyed a program resurgence under Antigua.
Outside of recruiting, Antigua played important roles in
the development of some of the Wildcats’ staples of the
first half of the dominant Calipari era.

In the final season at Kentucky, Antigua took over
as the head coach of the Dominican National Team after
serving the previous two seasons under Calipari as an
assistant. After helping Calipari and the program build a
foundation in the first two years, Antigua and the Domini-
cans secured a spot in the 2014 FIBA Basketball World Cup
for the second time in the country’s history and the first
time since 1978.

Antigua earned a head coaching opportunity with
South Florida after the 2013-14 season with Kentucky and
spent two and a half seasons in Tampa, Florida.

Following the USF tenure, Antigua joined lllinois
as an assistant coach, where he has spent the last four
seasons. With Antigua playing a leading role with the
Illini’s frontcourt players and on the recruiting trail, lllinois
posted back-to-back 20-win seasons over the last two
years and was a No. 1 seed in the 2021 NCAA Tournament.

Antigua was instrumental in the development of
Kofi Cockburn, an NCAA Consensus All-America Second

Team selection and All-Big Ten First Team member in 2021.

Cockburn arrived at lllinois as a talented but unproven big
man out of Jamaica and Antigua helped mold him into one
of the nation’s most dominant post players over the last
two seasons. Cockburn was named Big Ten Freshman of
the Year in 2020 and posted 28 double-doubles over the
last two years, fourth most in the country.

Other Antigua success stories include Giorgi Be-
zhanishvili, who, in 2019 arrived as an under-the-radar
recruit but went on to lead the team in rebounding and
ranked among the national leaders in field-goal percent-
age. He broke the lllini school single-game scoring record
by a freshman. In 2018, under Antigua’s tutelage, Leron
Black earned honorable mention All-Big Ten accolades
after leading lllinois in both scoring and rebounding.

Antigua originally joined Calipari for the 2008-09
season at Memphis, helping the Tigers to a 33-4 record, a
spot in the 2009 NCAA Sweet Sixteen, and regular-season
and tournament conference crowns in Conference USA.

Prior to his brief stay in Memphis and beginning
with the 2003-04 season, Antigua worked at his alma
mater, Pittsburgh. During his five years at Pitt — the first
three as a director of basketball operations and the sec-
ond two as an assistant — he helped lead the Panthers to
an overall record of 132-40 (76.7%) and a Big East mark of
55-27 (67.0% winning percentage). Pittsburgh recorded
five straight 20-win campaigns and won 10 or more league
games in five consecutive years.

The Panthers had just as much success in the post-
season during Antigua's years. Pitt earned NCAA Tourna-
ment bids during all five of Antigua's years and advanced
to the Sweet Sixteen in 2004 and 2007.

Antigua's first stint with Pittsburgh was his colle-
giate playing days in the early 1990s. A four-year letter-
winner and two-time team captain, Antigua ranked in the
top 15 on the Panthers' all-time 3-pointers made, blocked
shots and career 3-point percentage at the end of his ca-
reer.

A 1992 Big East Conference All-Rookie Team pick,
Antigua helped lead the Panthers to an 18-16 record and a
National Invitation Tournament berth as a freshman. The
following year, Antigua's Panthers went 17-11 and earned
an NCAA Tournament bid. In 1994, he was named the U.S.
Basketball Writers Association Most Courageous Athlete,
an honor presented annually to the college basketball
player who displays courage on and off the court. Antigua
graduated from Pittsburgh with a degree in social sciences
in December 1995.

After graduation, Antigua was selected to play for
the world-renowned Harlem Globetrotters, becoming
the first player of Latin American descent to play for the
squad. Nicknamed "Hurricane" for his dazzling moves,
Antigua played with the Globetrotters for seven years until
2002.

Antigua also played in the Puerto Rico Superior
Basketball League for eight years, and in both 1994-95
and 1997-98, he was a member of the Dominican Republic
national team. Because of his dedication to the commu-
nity, Antigua was named one of the nation's top 100 most
influential Hispanic Americans by Hispanic Business maga-
zine.

A Dominican Republic native who was raised in
Bronx, New York, Antigua recovered from a 1988 Hallow-
een incident where he was shot in the head near his left
eye. Undeterred by the incident, Antigua quickly returned
to the playing court two weeks later and went on to play
three seasons at Pittsburgh with the slug in his head.
Doctors initially ruled out removing the bullet as being too
risky, but Antigua began suffering severe headaches and
had the bullet surgically removed.

Antigua's family also went through a period of
homelessness. The oldest of three brothers, Antigua was
credited with keeping the family together while housing
was secured. He overcame these difficulties and went on
to serve as student council president at St. Raymond's
High School. As a member of the school's basketball
squad, Antigua played a major role in the team's New York
Catholic League championship run. As a senior, he earned
McDonald's All-America Second Team honors and was also
named All-New York City.

Fluent in Spanish, Antigua and his wife, Dana, have
a daughter, Olivia, and a son, Orlando Anthony.

Ronald "Chin" Coleman joined the Kentucky coach-
ing staff in May of 2021 after four seasons as an assistant
coach at lllinois. With a relationship-driven focus that has
forged success on the court with his players and on the
recruiting trail, he has earned a reputation as one of the
top assistant coaches in the country.

Coleman was instrumental in the development of
Ayo Dosunmu, one of the country’s best point guards
over the last three seasons. Under Coleman’s guidance,
Dosunmu raked in dozens of national and conference
honors, including USA Today National Player of the Year,
Bob Cousy Point Guard of the Year and NCAA Consensus
All-America First Team honors. He averaged 20.1 points
and 5.3 assists per game to lead Illinois to a No. 1 seed in
the NCAA Tournament.

With Coleman on the bench, lllinois posted back-to-
back 20-win seasons the last two years for the first time
since the 2012-13 and 2013-14 seasons and finished sec-
ond in the Big Ten in 2021. With Coleman serving as a de-
fensive coordinator in 2020-21, the Illini finished seventh
in the country in the Ken Pomeroy’s adjusted defensive
rankings and hovered around the top spot for much of the
season.

Prior to Illinois, Coleman served two years as an
assistant coach under then-head coach Steve McClain
at UIC. The Flames underwent a remarkable turnaround
in Coleman’s two seasons on staff, winning 17 games in
2016-17, a 12-win increase over the previous season.

At UIC, Coleman helped recruit and develop
Dikembe Dixson, who was named the 2016 Horizon
League Freshman of the Year and earned a spot on the
All-Horizon League Team after setting the league’s scoring
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record by a freshman. During his first season with the
Flames, Coleman was key in the development of soph-
omore Tai Odiase, one of the top rim protectors in the
country. Odiase led all NCAA Division | players with 3.23
blocks per game during the regular season and was named
to the Horizon League All-Defensive Team.

Coleman was at Bradley for three seasons before
UIC and was elevated to assistant head coach in his final
season in 2014-15. In his first year with the Braves, Cole-
man helped BU to its first winning record in three seasons.

Prior to his time at Bradley, he was an assistant
coach at Colorado State under then-head coach Tim Miles.
The following season, Miles brought Coleman with him to
Nebraska as the Director of Player Development.

In his lone season at Colorado State, Coleman
helped pilot the 2011-12 Rams to their first 20-win cam-
paign in 14 years and their first NCAA Tournament berth
since the 2003 season. CSU featured three All-Mountain
West players that season, including first-team pick Wes
Elkmeier.

Before entering the college ranks, Coleman served
as head coach of the Chicago-based Mac Irvin Fire AAU
squad from 2005 to 2011. Coleman laid the foundation
for Mac Irvin Fire into becoming one of the premier AAU
teams in the country.

Coleman also coached lllinois prep hoops for Ben-
jamin E. Mays Academy and Whitney Young High School
in Chicago. In 2006, he directed Mays to a perfect 35-0 re-
cord and a District 299 City Championship. He then moved
back home to lead Whitney Young as the associate head
coach, and from 2007 to 2011, Whitney Young finished in
the top 25 nationally for four consecutive seasons, includ-
ing an lllinois High School Association title in 2009.

The Chicago native played high school ball at Chica-
go’s South Shore Career Academy before competing colle-
giately for Weber State and Lamar. Coleman spent his first
season at Weber State and appeared in 25 games as a true
freshman. During his three seasons at Lamar, Coleman
led the Cardinals in scoring all three seasons and earned
three consecutive All-Sun Belt First Team honors. His 1,316
points was the 10th-best mark in Lamar school history at
the conclusion of his career.

Coleman played seven seasons of professional
basketball, including stints with the Houston Rockets and
the Grand Rapid Hoops in the Continental Basketball As-
sociation, a professional basketball minor league. He also
competed overseas in Finland and in Latvia’s top league
before returning to the United States to begin his coaching
career.

Coleman earned a bachelor's degree in applied arts
and science from Lamar in 1997.

He and his wife, Angela, have a daughter, Rahni.

A former McDonald’s High School All American
and now a highly-respected coach, Jai Lucas joined the
Kentucky men’s basketball staff as a recruiting coordinator
in August of 2020 and was quickly transitioned into a full-
time assistant coaching role for the 2020-21 season.

As an assistant, Lucas has been tasked with taking
a lead role in Kentucky's recruiting efforts while filling the
traditional on-court roles of an assistant, including helping
with game and practice preparation and playing a key role
in player development through practice and individual
workouts. Additionally, as recruiting coordinator, he man-
ages official and unofficial visits and is responsible for the
recruiting strategy for the program.

Lucas spent the previous seven seasons at his alma
mater on the University of Texas’ coaching staff. A native
of Houston, Lucas began his career as a special assistant of
the basketball program under Rick Barnes for two seasons.
Upon Shaka Smart’s hiring, Lucas moved into the director
of basketball operations role for a year before being ele-
vated to an assistant coach for the 2016-17 season.

Lucas is known in basketball circles for his high-level
player development and a penchant for formulating strong
relationships.

In his first season as an assistant at Texas, he aided
in the growth of freshman Jarrett Allen, who earned All-
Big 12 Conference honors and was selected No. 22 overall
by the Brooklyn Nets in the 2017 NBA Draft.

Mohamed Bamba was an honorable mention
All-America selection and was a finalist for the Kareem
Abdul-Jabbar Center of the Year award in 2017-18. He was
picked No. 6 overall by the Orlando Magic and was the
eighth lottery pick in school history.

In 2018-19, with Lucas playing another key role,
Jaxon Hayes was named the Big 12’s Freshman of the Year.
He was selected eighth overall by the Atlanta Hawks. With

Hayes’ draft selection, Texas joined Kentucky and Duke
as the only programs with a lottery pick in back-to-back
drafts.

Lucas was an integral part in helping Texas land
three top-20 classes during his tenure as an assistant
coach. The Longhorns hauled in the No. 6 (2017), No.
8(2018) and the No. 17 (2019) classes (according to
247Sports) with Lucas among the team’s full-time assis-
tants on the recruiting cycle. The sixth-ranked class in
2017 was highlighted by the signing of Bamba, who was
rated as the No. 3 player in the class.

Prior to entering the coaching ranks, Lucas played
three seasons of professional basketball. He spent two
seasons in the NBA D-League and one year overseas in
Latvia with BK Valmiera in the Baltic Basketball League.

A two-year letterwinner for the Longhorns, Lucas
was a part of a pair of NCAA Tournament teams. He
earned his bachelor’s degree in corporate communication
in 2011. He began his collegiate career at the University
of Florida, where he was an All-Southeastern Conference
Freshman Team honoree after helping the Gators to a
24-12 record.

Lucas was a McDonald’s All American, a Jordan
Brand Classic selection and a Parade All-America Second
Team selection as a senior. He was a three-year starter
and a three-time District 21-5A Player of the Year who led
Bellaire High School to three consecutive district titles.

He is married to Kori and the couple has one son,

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RETIRED JERSEYS

As the videotape rolls through the history of the Ken-
tucky basketball program, the highlights are countless.

Eight national championships. Numerous Southeastern
Conference titles. Last-second shots. The trophies. The
net cutting. Victory upon victory. The pictures and images
continue to roll.

Year after year, the Wildcats have contended for na-
tional championships and produced a host of All-Ameri-
cans. The UK program also has stocked the NBA with top
young talent.

But the ultimate honor for a Wildcat player or coach is
to have his jersey retired. Through the years, 43 former
players, coaches and contributors have received this rec-
ognition.

According to former UK sports information director
Russell Rice, the first jersey retired was Layton “Mickey”
Rouse, an All-SEC guard who captained the 1940 UK
squad. At the annual banquet following the season, Coach
Adolph Rupp surprised Rouse when he presented him
with his entire uniform.

Following the 1949 season, Rupp honored the four se-
niors from the back-to-back national championship teams
— CIliff Barker, Ralph Beard, Alex Groza and Wallace “Wah
Wah” Jones, along with 1948 team captain Kenny Rollins

— by retiring their jerseys and stating that their numbers
would never be worn again by a Kentucky player. It was
then that they were tagged “the Fabulous Five” after Rupp
made mention there would never be another team that
“fabulous.”

However, with the streamlining of jersey numbers by
the NCAA, the jerseys are retired but the numbers remain
active.

Two contributors have been selected for the basket-
ball program’s highest honor, including the late Cawood
Ledford, the radio “Voice of the Wildcats” for 39 years. In
1997, Bill Keightley, the lovable and dedicated equipment
manager known as “Mr. Wildcat,” also was selected. And
the great coaches have been honored as well — Rupp, Joe
B. Hall and Rick Pitino.

Each selection has been presented with a framed jersey
and a banner proudly hangs from the Rupp Arena rafters.
An individual must be a member of the Hall of Fame
and be 10 years removed from a UK Athletics Hall of Fame

career to be eligible for jersey retirement. A committee
consisting of Hall of Famers, media members, campus
representatives, and current coaches and administrators
elects new inductees each year. A subcommittee also con-
siders possible jersey retirements.

In recognition of outstanding contributions to the University of Kentucky basketball program, the UK Athletics

Department has retired jerseys honoring the following:

SEASON RECAP

Behind the Fabulous Five of Ralph Beard, Wah Wah
Jones, Alex Groza, Kenny Rollins and Cliff Barker, the 1947-
48 Kentucky men’s basketball team went 36-3 en route to
win the school’s first national championship.

Kentucky got off to a quick start to the season, winning
its first seven games before falling to Temple in a one-point
buzzer-beater. The Wildcats, however, won 27 of their next
28 games, including a 58-38 victory retribution matchup
over the Temple Owls. All five of the Wildcat starters were
recognized by the Southeastern Conference with Jones,
Beard and Rollins being named to the first team. Beard was
also named the True Magazine Player of the Year for the
second consecutive season.

Following the regular season, the Wildcats breezed
through the SEC Tournament, winning the four games by
a total of 111 points, including a narrow 54-53 victory over
Georgia Tech in the championship game. The NCAA Tour-
nament went much as the conference tourney did. Jones
scored 19 points in the opener over Columbia and then UK
won an eight-point decision over Holy Cross in the second
round to advance to the championship game against Bay-
lor. Groza poured in 23 points for the 58-42 victory over
the Bears.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Alex Groza and Ralph Beard combined for 26 points and
the Wildcats’ defense held the Bears to 16 first-half points
to capture UK’s first NCAA title.

The title victory enabled the Wildcats to become only the
second team ever to win both the NIT and NCAA titles. UK,
which finished the season at 34-2, won the NIT title in 1946.

Paced by Groza and Beard, the Wildcats turned a 29-16
halftime lead into a 44-28 bulge midway through the sec-
ond half. After Baylor rallied to cut the lead to 11, UK put
the game out of reach as Wallace “Wah Wah” Jones scored
four points to give the Wildcats a 15-point lead.

In addition to Groza and Beard, the Wildcats also got nine
points apiece from Jones and Kenneth Rollins.

SEASON RECAP

With a familiar four starters returning from the Fabu-
lous Five, the 1948-49 Kentucky men’s basketball team
appeared poised to make a second consecutive title run.
The Wildcats raced through the regular season with only
one loss, and only three teams throughout the year came
within even 10 points of Kentucky. Alex Groza led the team
in scoring in 13 of its last 15 games and he broke a UK and
Southeastern Conference record with 38 points in a 95-40
win over Georgia on Feb. 21.

The team concluded the regular season with a 70-37 win
over Vanderbilt at Alumni Gym, including a last-second 65-
foot shot by Cliff Barker. The Cats again swept through the
SEC Tournament in nearby Louisville, winning their open-
ing-round game over Florida, 73-36. Kentucky outscored its
SEC Tournament opponents by a total of 123 points in a
four-game span, including a 68-52 win over Tulane in the
conference final.

After being surprisingly upset in the first round of the
NIT, the Wildcats had no trouble in NCAA play. Kentucky
defeated Villanova, 85-72, and Illinois, 76-47, to advance to
the national title game. Groza, Ralph Beard and Wah Wah
Jones were all named All-America and Groza was named
the tournament’s MVP.

It was no surprise that when the first-ever Associated
Press poll was released the following season, the Cats were
ranked preseason No. 1.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Paced by Alex Groza’s 25 points and a defense that lim-
ited the Aggies to a mere nine field goals, the Wildcats were
crowned NCAA champions for the second straight year.

Groza, a unanimous selection as the “Player of the Tour-
nament,” scored more than twice as many points as any
other player. A&M'’s Jack Shelton was the game’s only other
player to score in double figures. He finished with 12 points.

The Aggies, coached by Hank Iba, led 5-2, but the Wild-
cats scored seven straight points, five by Groza, and never
trailed again as they took a 25-20 first-half lead.

UK extended the lead to 31-21 early in the second half
and coasted the rest of the way.

SEASON RECAP

Kentucky opened the 1950-51 season on an 84-game
home winning streak and the Wildcats began the year
by moving from the antiquated Alumni Gym to the new
11,500-seat Memorial Coliseum that was designed to com-
memorate the Kentuckians who died in World War |, World
War Il and the Korean War.

Though illness plagued the team and its coach through-
out the season, Kentucky compiled a 32-2 record and its
third national title in four years. UK defeated archrival
Louisville by 11 points, 79-68, in the opening round of the
NCAA Tournament before breezing by St. John’s in the next
round. After posting a narrow 76-74 victory over lllinois in
the East Regional championship, the Cats toppled Kansas
State, 68-58, in the championship game.

Seven-foot center Bill Spivey led Kentucky, scoring 19.2
points per game during the season. He was followed by
the junior duo of Shelby Linville and Bobby Watson, who
each averaged 10.4 points per game. The Cats outscored
their opponents by 757 points in UK’s third championship
season.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Bill Spivey scored 22 points and an ailing Cliff Hagan
sparked the Wildcats to their third NCAA title.

With a squad consisting of only six healthy players —
Walt Hirsch was ineligible and Hagan was plagued by an
infected throat — the Wildcats hardly looked like champi-
onship material as Kansas State broke out to a 20-12 lead.

It was then that Rupp inserted the ailing Hagan. It was
a move that may have proved the difference as the soph-
omore forward sparked a rally that saw UK cut the Kansas
State lead to 29-27 at the half.

Led by Hagan and Spivey, who dominated the boards, UK
outscored Kansas State 41-29 in the second half to com-
plete the come-from-behind victory.

SEASON RECAP

After finishing the previous year with a second-round
NCAA Tournament loss on their home court, the 1957-58
Kentucky Wildcats, behind the starting lineup of Vernon
Hatton, Johnny Cox, John Crigler, Adrian Smith and Ed Beck
— known affectionately as the Fiddlin' Five — lost two of
their final five games and appeared an unlikely contender
for the national championship.

The Cats were led by Hatton’s 17.1 points per game and
Cox’s 14.9 points per game. Hatton proved his effective-
ness as a clutch player by sinking a 47-foot shot at the end
of regulation to send UK into overtime against Temple, a
game that the Wildcats would win 85-83 after three extra
periods. Kentucky breezed past the first two rounds of the
NCAA Tournament, held in Lexington, with wins over Miami
of Ohio and Notre Dame. UK then faced Temple in the next
round and again won a close 61-60 decision.

The Wildcats defeated Seattle 84-72 in an anti-climactic
national title, the fourth and final national championship
for Adolph Rupp.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Senior Vernon Hatton scored 30 points and the Wildcats
overcame a 25-point, 19-rebound performance by Elgin Bay-
lor to capture their fourth NCAA championship.

Led by Hatton and Johnny Cox, who finished with 24
points, the Wildcats twice battled back from 11-point defi-
cits to gain the victory.

Trailing for much of the game, UK grabbed its first lead
with 6:08 left when Don Mills hit a hook shot to give the
Wildcats a 61-60 lead. Moments later, Cox hit a jump shot
to make it 63-60 and UK never trailed again.

John Crigler added 14 points and 14 rebounds for the vic-
tors. Mills and Adrian Smith finished with nine and seven
points, respectively.

Aside from Baylor, Seattle received 17 points from Char-
ley Brown and 16 from Jerry Frizzell.

SEASON RECAP

Regular-season losses to Alabama and LSU were the only
blemishes on Kentucky’s 1977-78 record, as UK and senior
Jack Givens, who averaged 18.1 points per game, went
30-2 for its first NCAA title in 20 years. UK outscored its
opponents by 459 points during the season and were aided
by 14.4 points per game from 6-foot-10 center Rick Robey.

Originally hailed as an underachieving team, Kentucky
overcame obstacles to win the SEC championship and the
first NCAA title under head coach Joe B. Hall. The Cats won
their last eight regular-season games, including a 92-70 win
over UNLV in the home finale, led by 26 points from Robey,
and a 78-68 win over Vanderbilt in Nashville, Tennessee.

Characteristically, the Cats had no trouble with their ear-
ly-round competition in the NCAA Tournament, as Florida
State, Miami (Ohio) and Michigan State fell along the way.
UK met up with Arkansas in the national semifinal game,
which the Wildcats won 64-59, before defeating Duke, 94-
88, in the championship final.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Senior Jack Givens put on one of the finest individual
performances in NCAA championship history in leading the
Wildcats past the Blue Devils.

With many Kentucky fans among the crowd of 18,271
chanting “Goose, Goose,” Givens scored 41 points, three
short of the record for a championship game, to help the
Wildcats to their fifth NCAA title and first in 20 years.

Givens’ dominance was clearly evident in the first half
as he scored 23 points, including UK’s last 16 of the half, to
turn a 29-28 UK lead into a 45-38 cushion. It was a deficit
from which the Blue Devils would not recover.

Overall, Givens made 18 of 27 field-goal attempts, 5 of 8
free throws, and added eight rebounds and three assists.

SEASON RECAP

Kentucky strung together 25 consecutive wins, includ-
ing a 16-0 mark in Southeastern Conference play, midway
through the 1995-96 season and rolled to its sixth national
championship. The dynamic duo of Tony Delk (17.8 ppg)
and Antoine Walker (15.2 ppg) led the team dubbed “The
Untouchables” by head coach Rick Pitino.

A 10-point loss to UMass in the second game of the sea-
son would be the only smudge on the Wildcats’ schedule as
they entered SEC Tournament play. UK posted dominating
wins over Florida (100-76) and Arkansas (95-75) in the first
two rounds of the tournament, but an upstart Mississippi
State team shot 60% from the 3-point arc to hand UK a
shocking 84-73 loss in the title game.

Kentucky still earned a No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tourna-
ment’s Dallas Regional and stomped San Jose State and
Virginia Tech to easily advance to the Sweet 16. The com-
petition proved no tougher in the next two rounds as the
Wildcats outscored Utah and Wake Forest by a combined
62 points. A rematch with UMass awaited in the national
semifinal, but Kentucky had no trouble with John Calipari’s
Minutemen, surpassing them 81-74. The Wildcats, behind
six first-half 3-pointers by Delk, defeated Syracuse, 76-67, in
the national title game.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Tony Delk tied a championship game record with seven
3-pointers and the Wildcats withstood a late Orangemen
rally to win UK’s sixth national title before a capacity crowd
of 19,229 in the Continental Airlines Arena at the Mead-
owlands.

Delk, the Final Four’s Most Outstanding Player, canned
seven of 12 3-pointers to lead the Cats with 24 points. But
after Syracuse had cut the lead to two, 64-62, with 4:46
remaining, a Delk misfire was tipped in by Walter McCarty
to extend UK'’s lead to four. After holding the Orangemen
on the next possession, Derek Anderson drained a 3 to push
the lead to seven. SU would get no closer than five in the
final minutes.

SEASON RECAP

The team that became known as the “Comeback Cats,”
the 1997-98 Kentucky Wildcats captured their second NCAA
title in three years after overcoming a 10-point halftime
deficit against Utah in the national championship game. UK
was 10-3 in games decided by 10 points or less and 7-1 in
games decided by three points or less during the season.

Kentucky’s players provided a balanced attack, as all
five starters averaged more than nine points per game
with senior guard Jeff Sheppard averaging 13.7 points per
game and junior center Nazr Mohammed averaging 12.0
points per game. The Wildcats rolled to an 86-56 victory
over South Carolina in the Southeastern Conference Tour-
nament final and then sprinted past South Carolina State,
St. Louis and UCLA in the first three rounds of the NCAA
Tournament.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Kentucky battled back from a 41-31 halftime deficit to
Utah — the largest halftime margin ever overcome in an
NCAA title game — to claim the school’s seventh national
championship before 40,509 fans in the Alamodome.

Utah was propelled to the early lead thanks to a 24-6
rebounding advantage in the first half. But Heshimu Evans
sparked the “Comeback Cats” off the bench with seven
straight points early in the second half. Later, Final Four
Most Outstanding Player Jeff Sheppard canned a baseline
jumper with 4:54 remaining to give UK a 65-64 lead. The
exhausted Utes then missed 11 consecutive field goals as
the Wildcats claimed their second NCAA championship in
three years.

Scott Padgett joined Sheppard on the All-Final Four Team
after scoring 17 points. UK outrebounded the Utes 18-15
in the second half.

SEASON RECAP

On the heels of a school record 30-win regular season,
including a 24-game winning streak and 16-0 mark in league
play, Kentucky earned the overall No. 1 seed in the NCAA
Tournament. The Wildcats defeated in-state rival Louisville,
69-61, to earn a spot in the championship game en route
to Kentucky’s eighth national title and John Calipari’s first.

The Wildcats scoring was as balanced as ever with five
players averaging double figures, led by Anthony Davis’
14.2. Doron Lamb (13.7), Terrence Jones (12.3), Michael
Kidd-Gilchrist (11.9) and Marquis Teague (10.0) rounded
out UK’s top five in scoring.

Davis finished with a 10.4 rebounding average and a
national-best 4.7 blocks per game shattering the school,
Southeastern Conference and NCAA freshman records for
blocks in a season.

UK lost just two games all season and cruised through
the SEC regular season with a spotless 16-0 record.

CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

Kentucky’s top freshman, Anthony Davis, had a rough
shooting night, but John Calipari coached this team to a
wire-to-wire victory to cap a season that cried for no less
than a championship for their ol’ Kentucky home.

Doron Lamb led the Wildcats with 22 points, including
back-to-back 3-pointers that put them up by 16 with 10
minutes left.

The Jayhawks, kings of the comeback all season, fought
to the finish and trimmed that deficit to five with 1:37 left.
But Kentucky made five free throws down the stretch to
seal the win.

Michael Kidd-Gilchrist was another headliner, creating
space for himself to score all 11 of his points in the first half.

Davis, meanwhile, might have had the most dominating
six-point night in the history of college basketball, earning
the nod as the most outstanding player. He finished with
16 rebounds, six blocks, five assists and three steals - and
made his only field goal with 5:13 left in the game. It was

THE HELMS ATHLETIC
FOUNDATION

Founded in Los Angeles in the
mid-1930s by Bill Schroader and
Paul Helms, the Helms Foundation
researched records to rank the na-
tion’s top teams dating back to 1901.
From 1939, when the NCAA Tourna-
ment started, the Helms and NCAA
champions were the same, except
for 1939, ‘40, ‘44, ‘54. In addition
to its NCAA championship years of
1948, ’49, '51, '58, '78, '96 and '98,
Kentucky was named the Helms na-
tional champion in 1933 (20-3) and
1954 (25-0).

Alma Mater (Year): Kansas (1923)

Hometown: Halstead, Kan.

Born: Sept. 2, 1901 | Died: Dec. 10, 1977 (age 76)

A former UK media guide began, “In the storied land of
Kentucky Colonels, there dwelled but one Baron, a man of
consummate pride and a molder of powerful teams which
for more than four decades made the name University of
Kentucky synonymous with the game of basketball.”

Tutored by the great Phog Allen at Kansas and a stu-
dent of the game under Dr. James Naismith, Rupp learned
his craft at an early age. After leaving the high school
ranks in Freeport, lllinois, to take the UK job in 1930, the
“man in the brown suit” became the winningest coach in
all of college basketball. He was an innovator of the fast
break, a trademark of the Wildcats even today. To become
the winningest coach in his sport, Rupp passed his mentor,
Coach Allen, on March 12, 1966, with his 747th victory
against Dayton in the Mideast Regional. He achieved the
top ranking when he passed Western Kentucky’s E.A. Did-
dle with victory No. 760 on Feb. 18, 1967, at Mississippi
State.

He finished with 876 wins when he retired in 1972, a
mark that stood for 25 years until North Carolina’s Dean
Smith moved ahead in 1997.

Among the many UK victories were four NCAA titles
(1948, ’49, ’51 and ’58), one Olympic gold medal (1948),
one NIT championship (1946), 27 Southeastern Confer-
ence titles, and his Wildcats were voted No. 1 in the final
polls on six different occasions.

Rupp coached some of America’s best — Sale, Beard,
Groza, Hagan, Ramsey, Cox, Hatton, Nash, Riley and Issel.
Twenty-six of his Cats were voted All-Americans (as recog-
nized by the NCAA) 43 times.

His teams were unmatched in league play, earning a
397-75 (84.1%) record against SEC competition. In the
conference tournament, Rupp’s Wildcats were 57-6, win-
ning 13 titles in 19 appearances.

Before the end of his 42-year career, the three-time
National Coach of the Year was inducted into the Naismith
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 1969. Rupp also
earned SEC Coach of the Year honors on seven occasions.

Alma Mater (Year): Kentucky (1955)

Hometown: Cynthiana, Ky.

Born: Nov. 30, 1928

Joe B. Hall, who grew up just 30 minutes north of the
University of Kentucky campus in Cynthiana, had the
unenviable task of following the legendary Adolph Rupp,
who was forced to retire at age 70. But Hall, the former
Rupp assistant, met the challenge head on, coaching three
teams to the Final Four (1975, ‘78 and ‘84) and winning
the 1978 NCAA championship, the school’s fifth title and
first in 20 seasons.

Hall began his association with Kentucky as a stu-
dent-athlete during the “Fabulous Five era.” He played
one year of junior varsity and one year of varsity basket-
ball before transferring to the University of the South in
Sewanee, Tennessee, where he finished his eligibility and
set a single-game scoring record. Following his college ca-
reer, Hall toured Europe with the Harlem Globetrotters in
1951, but later returned to UK and completed his degree
requirements.

His coaching career began at Shepherdsville (Ky.) High
School in 1956. It continued on to Regis College in Denver,
where he spent five years (57-50 record), and Central
Missouri State, where he recorded a 19-6 mark in one
season before returning to UK as an assistant to Rupp on
July 1, 1965.

As the UK head coach, Hall won national coach of the
year honors in 1978 and four Southeastern Conference
Coach of the Year awards. He had seven players win
All-America honors 11 times.

Hall’s squads recorded a 172-62 (73.5%) record versus
SEC competition during the regular season, winning eight
SEC titles in 13 seasons and one league tournament cham-
pionship in six tries.

While Coach Rupp witnessed 44 of his players drafted
by the NBA, Hall saw 24 players drafted during his 13-year
tenure, five in the first round.

Retired, Hall still resides in Lexington.

ORLANDO “TUBBY” SMITH

UK Record: 219-50 (81.4%), 8 seasons | 1990-97
Alma Mater (Year): Massachusetts (1974)
Hometown: New York

Born: Sept. 18, 1952

Promising to win right away, the 36-year-old coach
from the New York Knicks accepted the challenge of
rebuilding the Kentucky basketball dynasty. Pitino came
to UK with impressive credentials, having rebuilt Boston
U., Providence and the Knicks. His first UK team, “Pitino’s
Bombinos,” shocked the college basketball world by
defeating Shaquille O’Neal, Chris Jackson and the No.
9-ranked LSU Tigers in Lexington en route to a surprising
14-14 record in 1989-90.

It was a glimpse into the future. The following year, UK
finished with the best record in the Southeastern Confer-
ence. Then in 1992, fresh off NCAA probation, the “Un-
forgettables” took eventual national champion Duke into
overtime of the East Regional final before falling 104-103
in what many have labeled “the greatest college basket-
ball game ever played.”

In 1993, with Jamal Mashburn leading the charge, UK
advanced to the Final Four for the first time in nine years,
losing to Michigan in overtime. After an Elite Eight finish in
’95, Pitino’s squad became the team to beat in '96. High-
lights included a second straight league championship, a
27-game win streak, a top-three ranking nearly the entire
season, and the crowning jewel, the school’s sixth NCAA
title.

After UK lost four players to the NBA Draft, Pitino’s task
of defending the national championship became more
difficult after star guard Derek Anderson severely injured
his knee during the ‘97 season. But the Cats wouldn’t
fold, rolling to the title game before losing to Arizona in
overtime.

Along the way, Pitino won five of six SEC Tournament
championships, two ECAC Holiday Classics, the Maui Invi-
tational and the Great Alaska Shootout. He had a 104-28
record versus SEC teams in the regular season, winning
two league crowns, and an amazing 17-1 record in the SEC
Tournament.

Pitino coached three All-Americans and 12 All-SEC per-
formers. The NBA drafted eight of his Wildcats, six in the
first round. He was a two-time National Coach of the Year
and a three-time SEC Coach of the Year.

Following the national runner-up trophy in 1997, the
former point guard at UMass left UK for the challenge of
rebuilding the NBA’s Boston Celtics.

He currently coaches at lona.

UK Record: 263-83 (76.0%), 10 seasons | 1998-2007
Alma Mater (Year): High Point (N.C.) (1973)
Hometown: Scotland, Md.

Born: June 30, 1951

As Kentucky made its run to the NCAA’s 2005 Elite
Eight, national media members began to notice unusual
traits about Tubby Smith’s latest group of Wildcats. For
instance, no player scored 15 or more points a game. No
one averaged eight rebounds. As many as 13 players rou-
tinely saw action, often in the first half alone.

This team was selfless and versatile, yet extremely
competitive, just like its coach, Orlando “Tubby” Smith.

In his 10 seasons in the Bluegrass, Smith won with Mc-
Donald’s All-Americans and with unheralded prep talent.
He won with future NBA stars and with walk-ons from
within the Commonwealth. He won with experience and
with new players.

In a nutshell, he won.

Smith took over as the head coach for the 1997-98 sea-
son and guided Kentucky to one national championship,
five Southeastern Conference crowns and five SEC Tour-
nament titles, with six Sweet 16 finishes in his 10 seasons.
At the time, he totaled 100 wins quicker than any other
Wildcat coach except Hall of Famer Adolph Rupp, reaching
the plateau in 130 games. He won 76% of his games de-
spite playing a schedule that annually ranked among the
nation’s best.

In NCAA Tournament play, Smith finished his career at
UK with the sixth-best winning percentage (69%) among
active coaches, trailing Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski and Mich-
igan State’s Tom Izzo, among others, with a sterling 29-13
record (which included his previous stops at Tulsa and
Georgia).

Even more impressive, Smith averaged nearly 26 wins
per season at Kentucky. In the SEC Tournament, he was
20-5 at UK, and he won a league championship (regular
season or tournament) seven times in his 10 years as head
coach.

Smith was a three-time national coach of the year at
Kentucky and was named SEC Coach of the Year in three
different seasons.

Smith currently coaches at High Point.
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JOHN CALIPARI

UK Record: 339-93 (78.5%), 12 seasons | 2010-Pres.
Alma Mater (Year): Clarion (1982)

Hometown: Moon Township, Pa.

Born: Feb. 10, 1959

Kentucky head coach John Calipari reached the moun-
taintop in his third year in Lexington, guiding Kentucky to
its eighth national championship and 15th Final Four. In
doing so, he claimed his first national championship and
his fourth appearance in the Final Four. He is one of only
two coaches to lead three different schools to a Final Four
(UMass-1996; Memphis-2008; Kentucky-2011, ‘12, ‘14,
‘15).

The Wildcats rode the trademark hard-nosed Calipari
defense to the title, finishing the season with the nation’s
top-ranked team in field-goal percentage defense and
blocked shots.

Kentucky lost three members of its 2011 Final Four
team (two to the draft, one to graduation), but Calipari re-
loaded with the nation’s top-ranked recruiting class for the
third straight season. Included in the class were eventual
National Player of the Year Anthony Davis and All-Ameri-
can Michael Kidd-Gilchrist.

En route to the national championship, Calipari guided
the Wildcats to an NCAA-record-tying 38 wins, a perfect
16-0 mark in the Southeastern Conference, the school’s
45th SEC championship and extended his winning streak
in Rupp Arena to 51 straight games.

Prior to guiding Kentucky to its eighth championship,
Calipari quickly returned the greatest tradition in all of
college basketball to its rightful spot.

Calipari directed the 2015 squad to a 38-0 start, the
best-ever in college basketball. He has directed teams to
more Final Fours (four), more Elite Eights (seven), more
Sweet 16s (eights) and more NCAA Tournament wins (31)
than any other coach in his 12 seasons at Kentucky. The
Wildcats have claimed six regular-season SEC titles and
six tournament titles.

Furthermore, 43 players have been drafted to the NBA
with 32 going in the draft’s opening round under his direc-
tion at Kentucky.

All 23 players who have been eligible to graduate by
the end of their senior years have received their degrees,
including four players who have graduated in just three
years.

UK’s director of athletics, C.M.
Newton, introduces Orlando “Tubby”
Smith as head coach.

NOV. 20, 1997

It is the dawning of an era as new
head coaches Tubby Smith and
Morehead State’s Kyle Macy tip off
the season in Rupp Arena. Smith
wins his first game at UK, 88-49, over
the former UK All-American and his
Eagles.
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The “Comeback Cats” rally from a
10-point halftime deficit to defeat
Utah, 78-69, winning UK’s second
national title in three years, its
seventh overall.

SEPT. 5, 2001

After a long illness, Cawood Ledford
dies at his home in Harlan, Kentucky.
A planned tribute at Rupp Arena

is canceled following the “9/11”
terrorists attacks.

MARCH 16, 2003

After running the table in regular-
season SEC play, Kentucky defeats
Mississippi State, 64-57, in the finals
of the SEC Tournament to secure

its 24th league tourney crown and
complete a 19-0 season sweep of
conference opponents. It marks

the first time the feat had been
accomplished in 51 seasons.

APRIL 6, 2007

Billy Gillispie is named Kentucky’s
new head basketball coach. He is
introduced to a crowd of more than
4,000 fans at a pep rally announcing
his hiring. Gillispie replaces Tubby
Smith, who left after 10 seasons

at the helm of Kentucky basketball
to become the head coach at
Minnesota.

MARCH 31, 2008

Longtime Kentucky basketball
manager Bill Keightley passes

away at the age of 81 in Cincinnati.
Affectionately known as “Mr.
Wildcat,” he had been associated
with the Wildcats’ basketball program
since 1962. Keightley, manned the
“Bill Keightley Equipment Room”

in Memorial Coliseum. A crowd of
more than 3,000 pay their respects
at a tribute to Mr. Keightley held in
Rupp Arena. Former players, coaches
and managers travel from across the
country to eulogize him.

In one of the most memorable
individual moments in program
history, Jodie Meeks rewrites the
record books in a 90-72 win at
Tennessee, pouring in 54 points on
15-0f-22 shooting. Meeks’ historic
night breaks Dan Issel’s 39-year
school record for most points in a
single game.

APRIL 1, 2009

The University of Kentucky names
John Calipari the 22nd coach in

UK basketball history. Calipari vows
to make Kentucky a “players-first”
program.

DEC. 21, 2009

Kentucky becomes the first program
in college basketball history to reach
the 2,000-win plateau. The Wildcats
defeat Drexel, 88-44, to achieve the
milestone.

MARCH 22, 2010

John Wall, who averages 16.6 points
and 6.5 assists en route to leading
UK to the Elite Eight, becomes the
first player since Jack Givens in 1978
to win one of the primary national
player of the year awards when he’s
awarded the Adolph Rupp Trophy.

JUNE 24, 2010

Kentucky makes history again when
the Wildcats send five players to the
first round of the NBA Draft. John
Wall becomes the first No. 1 pick in
program history when he is selected
by the Washington Wizards with the
top overall pick. DeMarcus Cousins
is selected fifth by the Sacramento
Kings, Patrick Patterson goes 14th to
the Houston Rockets, Eric Bledsoe

is picked 18th by the Oklahoma City
Thunder and Daniel Orton is selected
29th by the Orlando Magic.

APRIL 2, 2011

Kentucky makes its 14th Final Four
appearance in school history but its
first since 1998. The Wildcats face
UConn in the semifinal matchup,
falling 55-56 to the eventual 2011
NCAA champion.



NOV. 11, 2011

MARCH 7, 2015

Kentucky defeats Marist 108-58 in
the season opener to secure the
34th consecutive win in Rupp Arena
under John Calipari, setting a new
record for consecutive wins in the
building. Calipari would go on to win
his first 54 games in Rupp Arena as
UK'’s coach, the longest win streak in
venue history.

MARCH 4, 2012

Kentucky closes out the 2011-12
season with a 74-59 win at Florida
capping a perfect 16-0 run through
the SEC. It marks the third time a UK
team has gone 16-0 in league play
and the first time since the 2003
squad turned the trick.

APRIL 2, 2012

The Wildcats bring home the school’s
eighth national championship after
posting a 67-59 win over the Kansas
Jayhawks. Doron Lamb leads all
scorers on 7-o0f-12 shooting. National
Player of the Year Anthony Davis
tallies only six points, but he earns
Final Four Most Outstanding honors
affecting the game in virtually every
other category. He recorded 16
rebounds, six blocks, five assists and
three steals.

JUNE 28, 2012

The Wildcats set an NBA Draft record
with six players picked in the 2012
NBA Draft. Anthony Davis becomes

the second UK player to be picked No.

1 overall and Michael Kidd-Gilchrist
goes No. 2 overall, becoming the first
teammates in NBA Draft history to go
1-2 in the same draft.

APRIL 7,2014

Kentucky sparks an exciting run to
the national championship game with
five freshman starters. UK, playing as
an eight seed, knocks off four straight
top-five seeds all by five points or
less to become the first team to win
five games in an NCAA Tournament
by such a small margin. Freshman
sharpshooter Aaron Harrison hits the
game-winning 3-pointer in successive
victories over Louisville, Michigan
and Wisconsin in the final minute of
play of each contest. UK eventually
loses to UConn in the title game by a
60-54 score.

Playing under a two-platoon system
for most of the year, the Wildcats
complete the regular season 31-0
with a victory over Florida, becoming
the first team from a “power five”
conference to go undefeated in the
regular season since Indiana did

itin 1976. UK completes the SEC
season with an 18-0 record and

goes on to win the SEC Tournament
championship, its 28th title. The
Wildcats eventually post a 38-0
record to reach the Final Four, the
first team in college basketball history
to record such a record, before
losing to Wisconsin in the national
semifinals.

JUNE 25, 2015

Continuing a record-setting recent
run of draft picks, six more Wildcats
are selected in the 2015 NBA Draft,
tying UK’s own 2012 record mark.
Karl-Anthony Towns becomes the
third UK player in program history to
go No. 1, and an NBA-record-tying
four Wildcats are taken in the lottery.

MARCH 24, 2017

In a highly anticipated matchup with
UCLA, which beat the Wildcats in
the regular season in Rupp Arena,
freshman point guard De’Aaron

Fox scores an NCAA Tournament
freshman record 39 points to propel
UK to the Elite Eight.

FEB. 23, 2019

With an 80-53 victory over Auburn,
10th-year head coach John Calipari
moves past Joe B. Hall for the second-
most victories by a UK head coach

in program history. He trails only the
Baron of the Bluegrass, Adolph Rupp.

MARCH 12, 2020

Out of safety precautions and
concerns amid the COVID-19
pandemic, the 2020 SEC Tournament
is canceled. Hours later, all NCAA
winter championships are canceled,
including the NCAA Tournament. The
Wildcats' season, at 25-6 and regular-
season SEC champions, abruptly
comes to an end.

SEC CREDENTIAL POLICY
By accepting or using a media
credential (“Credential”) for
access to any game or athletic
contest sponsored or hosted
by the Southeastern Conference (the “SEC”) or by
any one or more of its member institutions (herein
an “Event” or the “Events”) each person and entity
issued such a Credential (herein referred to, along
with the employer of each such person, collectively
as a “Bearer”) agrees to the following terms and
conditions:

GENERAL

Each Bearer must be and hereby represents that he
or she is acting on a specific assignment for an ac-
credited media agency and has a legitimate working
function in connection with the Event attended. The
Credential is not transferable and may be revoked
at any time.

The rights and privileges granted to Bearer may be
terminated if any term or condition for use of the
Credential is breached. The unauthorized use of the
Credential subjects the Bearer to ejection from the
Event.

While within the Event venue, Bearer shall, at all
times, adhere to the policies in place for the Event,
abide by and respect access limitations, and accept
and follow directions provided by the SEC or the SEC
member institution(s) hosting the Event.

Bearer assumes all risks incidental to the perfor-
mance by the Bearer of Bearer’s services in connec-
tion with the Event and assumes all risks incidental
to each Event, whether occurring before, during or
after the actual playing of the Event, and agrees
that the SEC, its member institutions, and their
respective agents, employees, directors, officers,
student-athletes, coaches, and contractors shall not
be liable for bodily injury, property damage or theft
losses suffered or incurred by Bearer at the Event.
Bearer understands that sports contests are physi-
cal, and that in the normal course of play it is pos-
sible for balls, players, or other objects to leave the
court, track, course, or field of play and impact spec-
tators. Bearer hereby waives and releases any and
all Claims (as defined below) against the SEC and
its member institutions arising directly or indirectly
from any such injury, including those attributable to
their negligence or that of their agents.
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In the event that the name or likeness of Bearer is
included in any broadcast, telecast, photograph,
film, video or other media taken in connection with
any Event, Bearer grants the SEC (or, if the media is
controlled by a SEC member, grants such SEC mem-
ber) the nonexclusive, transferable, perpetual right
and license to use (and to sub-license the use of)
such name and likeness in any media worldwide
whether now known or thereafter devised.

Bearer agrees to indemnify and save harmless the
SEC, its member institutions, and their respective
agents, employees, directors, officers, student-ath-
letes, coaches, and contractors, of and from any and
all claims, liabilities, demands and causes of action
asserted by persons and entities other than the SEC
and its member institutions (jointly “Claims”) arising
out of any act or omission, or anything done or pur-
ported to have been done, by Bearer, including but
not limited to Claims arising from Bearer’s breach of
any term or condition hereof. With respect to any
Claim that might give rise to liability of the Bearer
as an indemnitor, the indemnified party shall: (a)
have the right to fully participate in the litigation of
such claim with counsel selected by the indemnified
party at the sole expense of the Bearer, and (b) not
be obligated, without its consent, to participate in
any settlement of such Claim.

SEC REAL-TIME INTERNET POLICY

By acceptance and use of an SEC media credential,
the holder agrees to the following conditions for
any and all athletic events hosted by the SEC and its
member institutions:

1. The SEC and its member institutions grant a
media organization a limited license to use cer-
tain gathered information on the media organiza-
tion’s own Internet or online site beginning at the
start of an athletic event and up to the conclusion
of such event, all subject to the following limita-
tions and conditions:

(a) No more than 10 still photographs may be used
for news coverage of the game and other edito-
rial purposes during the event.

(b) Video tape may only be shown as part of a single,
non-archived, online “simulcast” of a television
station’s regularly-scheduled news program.

(c) While a game is in progress, the use of textual
statistical information is time-delayed and lim-
ited in amount (e.g., updates pertaining to score,



injuries and national, conference or institutional
record-breaking performances, a condensed
halftime story) so that an organization’s Internet
or online game coverage does not undercut the
authorized and rights-paying fee organization’s
rights to play-by-play accounts of the game and/
or exclusivity as to such rights.

2. Any proposed media use on an Internet or on-
line sight of the game information that is more
detailed and/or more than described above will
require separate written authorization by the SEC
and/or its member institutions. However, such
written authorization will not permit the use of
game information in entertainment contexts and
will not authorize game coverage that, due to
immediacy or detail, constitutes or approaches a
play-by-play account of a game.

3. Should any of these conditions be breached, the
SEC and/or its member institutions will issue
a written warning for the first violation. If this
violation occurs during the last game of the in-
stitutions’ regularly-scheduled season, the media
organization may not be credentialed for the SEC
Tournament. A second violation of this policy will
result in revocation of credentials to cover future
basketball games hosted by the SEC and/or its
member institutions.
CREDENTIAL REQUESTS
n The University of Kentucky Athletics
Communications and Public Rela-
tions department is operating under
guidance from the U.S. Basketball
Writers Association, College Sports
Information Directors of America, the Southeastern
Conference, the NCAA, and federal, state and local
public health officials to host a safe and healthy men’s
basketball operation at Rupp Arena for the 2021-22
season during the continuation of the COVID-19 pan-
demic.

All credentials will be issued on a single-game basis
only. Season credentials will not be issued. Media
outlets must apply for credentials on a single-game
basis.

Requests should only be submitted by outlets that
require media row access and seating to cover the
Kentucky men’s basketball team. Due to local/federal
requirements, press seating for the 2021-22 season
will remain reduced and it will be impossible to fulfill
all credential requests. The UKACPR staff is working
diligently to make covering the UK men’s basketball
team in-person and virtually as safe and as easy as

possible.

The window to apply for credentials for games will
open two weeks prior to the designated closure date.
Credential requests will close five days prior to the
game to allow time for UKACPR to process requests,
determine available space, and distribute essential
game-day materials as quickly as possible.

Media credential requests will only be accepted
through Sports Systems at SportsSystems.com/Ken-
tucky.

Credential requests should come from the sports
editors/directors of your media outlet only. Once the
sports editor/director has entered their information,
you will click the button to add a request for any staff
member that desires to cover a specific game.

You will then return to the system as game requests
open to request additional games for your staff by
clicking the + sign on the main credential page for the
game desired.

Once you have entered a request, you will be sent an
email with information on how to check the status
of your request and modify that request. You must
use this link to re-enter the system to modify your
request or to enter requests for future games during
that application window.

CREDENTIAL CRITERIA
The University of Kentucky’s decision to issue creden-
tials to a media outlet for the purposes of covering
a UK men’s basketball home or away event is deter-
mined by a variety of factors:

. Priority is given to outlets based on
circulation size/household reach/unique
site visitors (please visit UKathletics.com
for more information)

o Additional consideration is based on
amount of original content generated,
number of full-time employees of the
outlet, length of existence of the outlet and
the journalist experience of the reporter(s)

. Attendance at Kentucky media sessions,
including Olympic sport opportunities and
the intention/ability to cover all 22 sports
at Kentucky both at home and on the road,
also is considered
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. Professionalism, which includes is not
limited to conduct at games, press
conferences, practices, on social media,
etc.

Being granted credentials at another institution/
event does not equate to meeting the criteria for the
University of Kentucky. Being granted credentials for
one UK event does not guarantee approval for other
UK events. The University of Kentucky has the right to
deny or revoke credentials under its own discretion.
Credentialing also is dependent on space availability.

UK ATHLETICS MEDIA RIGHTS/USAGE
GUIDELINES FOR SEC CONTROLLED
CONTESTS/EVENTS

For contests/events in which media rights are con-
trolled by the Southeastern Conference, rights begin
at the beginning of the contest/event, or the sched-
uled beginning of a telecast, until the end of the
contest/event.

SEC guidelines and usage rights for credentialed
media are outlined in the previous sections.

PREGAME/EVENT
. UK Athletics grants media rights for pre-
game/event activities to its rights holder,
JMI Sports
. Live broadcasting by credentialed media,
including digital and social media streaming,
is not permitted from within the facility (i.e.,
within the entry points of Kroger Field, Rupp
Arena or other facility) without prior permis-
sion from UK Athletics and JMI Sports
. Exception — television stations may do a
“live shot,” not to exceed three minutes in
length, prior to contest/event. A live shot
must be completed no later than 30 min-
utes prior to the beginning of SEC control
of the contest/event. Live shots will not be
permitted pregame on the floor this sea-
son at Rupp Arena

UK ATHLETICS GUIDELINES FOR EVENTS AND
MEDIA ACTIVITIES WHEN RIGHTS NOT CON-
TROLLED OR SELECTED BY SEC
. Includes but not limited to: Fan Days, Big
Blue Madness, CATSPYs, Hall of Fame induc-
tion ceremony, Pro Days, open practices etc.
. Media may use up to three minutes of video
or audio for coverage
. For use above the three-minute limit, media
entity must contact UK Athletics and JMI
Sports for approval
. Live broadcasting, including digital and so-
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cial media streaming, is not permitted from
these events without prior permission from
UK Athletics and JMI Sports

. Branded or sponsored media content of
these events/activities is not permitted with-
out approval from JMI Sports

ADDITIONAL GENERAL GUIDELINES

. For usage of video/audio from UK Sports
Network television and radio programs
produced by JMI Sports (example: coaches’
radio shows), contact JMI for approval

. For usage of content from CoachCal.com,
contact JMI for approval

o Remote shows from UK Athletics facilities
must be approved in advance by UK Athletics
and JMI Sports

. Production of documentaries or other long-
form programming from UK Athletics facili-
ties must be approved by UK Athletics and
JMI Sports

. “Ticket giveaways” or other promotional use
of tickets is not permitted

. Giveaways of promotional items at UK Ath-
letics events is not permitted without prior
approval from UK Athletics and JMI Sports

. Authorized use of UK Athletics, UK Sports
Network and/or CoachCal.com content must
be properly credited

Failure to comply with these guidelines may result in
the loss of credential access and privileges.

RADIO/TV RIGHTS

Broadcasting rights to UK games are

assigned exclusively to the UK Sports

Network. One reciprocal rights fee

waiver is guaranteed opponent schools

GENERAL INTERVIEW POLICIES

All interviews with University of Kentucky men’s
basketball players or staff members that do not
qualify as a Name, Image, Likeness opportunity
must be arranged through the UK Athletics Commu-
nications and Public Relations office. Media should
never contact a player, coach or staff member di-
rectly for non-NIL requests.

The Wildcat Coal Lodge, dormitories, team locker
room and other team quarters are private team
areas. Media members are not permitted in these
areas unless accompanied by appropriate university
personnel.

If you wish to contact a player for a NIL opportunity,



please review UK Athletics’ NIL policies at UKathlet-
ics.com/NIL.

PRACTICE

Other than announced exceptions, Kentucky basket-
ball practices are closed to the media. UK will accept
requests to attend practice.

All requests must be made 48 hours prior to prac-
tice. In cases in which practices are open to the
media, cell phones must be turned on silent or vi-
brate while in the practice.

PREGAME MEDIA OPPORTUNITIES
Pregame media opportunities are usually conducted
prior to practices the day before a game with head
coach John Calipari or an assistant coach and two
players.

The pregame media opportunities will generally be
in-person at the Joe Craft Center, but, as COVID-19
health and safety precautions and other factors war-
rant, could be conducted virtually via Zoom.

The UK Athletics Communications and Public Re-
lations office will provide at least 24 hours notice
for each media opportunity, although scheduling
adjustments can be made as necessary.

Media will be permitted to record the press confer-
ences that are conducted virtually. UKACPR will also
record all virtual press conferences and make avail-
able to the media. Additional information on how to
access the recordings is below.

UKACPR will accept requests for player interviews
for pregame media opportunities but they must be
submitted 24 hours prior to the scheduled availabil-
ity via email to UKACPR contacts Eric Lindsey (eric.
lindsey@uky.edu) or Deb Moore (deb.moore@uky.
edu).

POSTGAME MEDIA OPPORTUNITIES
Postgame interviews for Kentucky at home will be
conducted in-person in the media room. As COVID-
19 health and safety precautions and other factors
warrant, the home team media opportunity is sub-
ject to change and could be transitioned to virtual
opportunities via Zoom.

Per Southeastern Conference recommendations,
the visiting team will conduct all postgame press
conference virtually only.

Both team’s press conferences can begin as early as
10 minutes following the conclusion of the game.
Press conferences could happen simultaneously.

At home games, Kentucky head coach John Calipari
will conduct his postgame press conference in the
media room while a player is taken to the UK Sports
Network.

Following Coach Calipari’s press conference, se-
lected UK players are brought to the media in-
terview room. No one-on-one interviews will be
conducted postgame. Requests for such interviews
should be made to the UKACPR office.

Media will be permitted to record postgame press
conferences. UKACPR will also record all press con-
ferences and make available to the media. Addi-
tional information on how to access the recordings
is below.

UKACPR will also accept requests for postgame
media interviews. Requests must be submitted via
email by the final media timeout (the under-four
timeout) of the game to Lindsey or Moore.

TELEPHONE/VIRTUAL INTER-

VIEWS

Exclusive telephone and virtual inter-

views are available to the media on a

call-back basis. Individual player and
coach telephone numbers will not be given to mem-
bers of the media.

Players and coaches are instructed not to conduct
interviews when contacted directly by telephone.
The UK Athletics Communications and Public Re-
lations office will arrange for telephone and virtual
interviews at a time most convenient for the stu-
dent-athlete.

Other special requests are handled on a case-by-
case basis.

The official website for University of Kentucky Ath-
letics is updated 24 hours before each game with
the latest game notes and quotes from Coach John
Calipari and selected players.

Following each game, the site will post a game box
score with summary, postgame quotes and notes
from all games and updated season statistics.
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GAMEDAY MEDIA SERVICES

HEALTH AND SAFETY PROTOCOLS

Following University of Kentucky health and safety
policies, masks will be required inside of Rupp Arena
regardless of an individual’s vaccination status. Fail-
ure to follow masking requirements will result in the
revocation of credentials.

MEDIA PARKING

Parking at Rupp Arena will be available in the Max-
well lot, which is accessible through gate 3 located
on Maxwell Street. Requests should be made when
submitting credential requests.

Credentialed media will be put on a list and granted
access to park. Parking spot will be guaranteed up
to one hour prior to tipoff. Parking will be $20 per
game and cash is accepted. The lot can be accessed
from gate two of High Street and it opens three
hours before tipoff.

Season parking passes will not be issued this season.

MEDIA WILL CALL

Media will call at Rupp Arena is located at the west
concourse entrance of Rupp Arena off High Street.
Credentials are not available at the public will call
window and will not be mailed. Will call will open
2.5 hours prior to the start of the game.

MEDIA SERVICES

The University of Kentucky uses a computerized
statistics system. Working media will receive the
following digitally (no printed materials):

The UK Athletics Communications and Public Re-
lations staff will set up a media-only website page
that will contain the above materials and additional
media information.

MEDIA WORK AREA

With media members’ safety and health concerns in
mind during the COVID-19 pandemic, media mem-
bers will be asked to work from their seats before,
during and after the game at Rupp Arena.
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Media members will be permitted to come down
to event level for postgame interviews via the ele-
vators or through stair access through the stands.
For those using the stairs, media members must
access the postgame press conference area through
the tunnels below sections 11 and 19 (opposite of
team benches).

PHOTO WORK ROOM

A photo work room is available on the second floor
beneath section 28 and can be accessed through the
floor exit through the tunnels underneath sections
11 and 19. It is available for use by photographers
only.

TELEVISION LIVE SHOTS

Television stations will be permitted to do stand-up
live shots with specific restrictions with the health
and safety of the team, fans and media in mind.

Television stations may do stand-up shots with
masks on in the concourse area only in the one-
hour window of media will call opening (2.5 hours
prior to the game) and gates opening for all patrons
(1.5 hours prior to the game). When doors open for
the fans, media will no longer be permitted to do
stand-ups.

For postgame stand-ups, media will not be permit-
ted anywhere on the floor until no earlier than 30
minutes after the final buzzer. For media utilizing
the floor, you will only be permitted to shoot on the
floor for 15 minutes from the time you enter the
event level. Masks are required for those stand-up
hits, as they are for the entire arena.

Failure to adhere to the guidelines will result in the
immediate revocation of credentials.

MEDIA SEATING

Media seating for print and TV will be available in
the press box area on the concourse in front of sec-
tions 212-15 and 230-233.

The UK Athletics Communications and Public Rela-
tions office will assign seats for each game. The seat-
ing chart will be emailed to credentialed media prior
to the game and available in media access areas.

PHOTO SEATING

The photo zones are appropriately marked on the
Rupp Arena floor on both baselines. Photo/video
spots are assigned.

Photographers and videographers are to remain in
their assigned spots and must remain six feet out-
side of the team bench areas. Because of safety



concerns, no shooting is allowed

on either sideline.

Due to the amount of space,

photo credentials will be limited.

Additional one-person areas will
also be available in front of the stairwells to the
press box in sections 214, 231 and 232.

Photographers and videographers who are granted
floor access may only enter on to the floor via the
tunnels underneath sections 11 and 19 (opposite of
team benches).

Prior to moving or installing any cables around the
basketball floor and/or in the seating area, includ-
ing cable trays or otherwise, please coordinate your
efforts with the Lexington Center/Rupp Arena tech-
nical staff.

Professional DSLR still cameras and video cameras
are required to shoot from the floor. No point-and-
shoot still cameras or flip video cameras will be al-
lowed on the floor. Please have rubber/non-scratch
pads under stools to avoid scratching the Rupp
Arena floor. Per NCAA regulations, stools shall not
exceed nine inches in height.

See UK Athletics photographer Chet White at the
site for technical assistance.

With limited space for photographers and videogra-
phers at Rupp Arena, select game images and video
melts from UK Athletics photographers and videog-
raphers will be made available for home games for
the media to use.
