QUICK NOTES

e Kentucky is in its 48th season with a 872-565 (.607) all-time record.
e UK earned its best win of the season vs. #15 Georgia on Jan. 6. The

Wildcats are the only team this season to score 84+ points vs. UGA
while its 48 paint points was the most UGA has allowed this year.
Kentucky - which is in the midst of playing four games in eight days - is
also in a stretch of being as shorthanded as any team in the nation
due to injuries and a disciplinary matter. UK has played each of its last
four games missing at least two starters and it missed three in its last
game vs. Vandy. UK had just six players available vs. the Commodores.
Four of UK'’s eighth losses have come with UK not full strength, miss-
ing at least one starter in each of those games and multiple starters in
3 games. The other 4 games were road games at top-6 ranked teams.
Rhyne Howard scored her 2,000th point in UK’s last game vs. Vandy,
becoming the third-fastest Wildcat - men or women - to reach that
threshold. She joins elite company with Dan Issel and Valerie Still as
the only UK players to score 2,000 career points in 100 games or less.
Howard has 2,000 career points and ranks third all-time in UK WBB
history. She needs 16 more points to tie A'dia Mathies for second.
Rhyne Howard entered the season as a preseason first-team All-Amer-
ican by the AP while league coaches and league media tabbed her the
SEC Preseason Player of the Year. Howard is also on the Cheryl Miller
Award, Wooden Award, Wade Trophy and Naismith Trophy Watch
List. She has won back-to-back SEC Player of the Year honors.

In 46 years of women’s basketball, Kentucky has 100 wins over ranked
opponents. UK is 1-4 vs. ranked teams this season with four games left
vs. teams currently ranked or receiving votes in the AP Top 25.

Kyra Elzy is the eighth head coach in program history and the first to
lead the team to the NCAA Tournament in their first season. Elzy was
named the WBCA Rookie Head Coach of the Year for her efforts. Elzy
has been apart of some of the best seasons in program history, includ-
ing the SEC Championship team in 2012. In nine years with Kentucky,
the Wildcats have been to seven NCAA Tournament and had eight
winning seasons. Elzy is the second coach in program history to win at
least 20 of his/her first 30 games, joining Terry Hall.

e Kentucky entered its Jan. 9 game against South Carolina ranked fifth nationally and first
in the SEC in field-goal percentage and 16th nationally and first in the league in scoring
offense. But three straight offensive struggles changed those numbers drastically.

e Kentucky enters Sunday’s game - just over two weeks later - ranked 66th in the nation and
5th in the SEC in field-goal percentage and 61st nationally and 7th in the SEC in scoring
offense. UK’s 3-point FG percentage is 176th nationally after ending 2020-21 ranked 51st.

e The win vs. Auburn showed signs of UK’s offense being back in a rhythm. The Wildcats
scored 60+ for the first time since its win vs. No. 15 Georgia and scored more than 20 in a
quarter for the first time since the Georgia game.

e UK has had several games PPD due to COVID. The Dec. 17 game vs. Morgan State was post-

UK’s SEC opener vs. Auburn was postponed due to COVID issues with the Auburn program.
UK made up that game on Jan. 25 and earned a win.

UK’s Jan. 3 game vs. Mississippi State was also postponed due to COVID issues within the
UK program. That game had been rescheduled for Thursday, Jan. 13 at 7 p.m. in Lexington
before COVID issues with Miss. State postponed it again. It is now scheduled for Feb. 15.
UK is having to play four games in eight days to make up for all the postponements.

WILDCATS SHOW RESILIENCE IN FIRST GAME BACK, WIN VS. GEORGIA

Resilience is one of the pillars of the Kentucky women’s basketball program and the Wildcats
showed plenty of that playing for the first time in over two weeks Thursday. UK had a limited
roster in practice leading up to the game due to injuries and COVID protocols, but a full ros-
ter available for the game and earned a key 84-76 win over No. 15 Georgia.

The win was Kentucky’s first over a ranked team this season and the 100th in program histo-
ry. It was the fifth win for Elzy over a ranked team, including her third vs. a top-15 team.

It was the UK offense that powered the Wildcats to the win. Kentucky shot 52.2 percent
from the field, including 59 percent from the field in the fourth quarter. Kentucky outscored
Georgia 26-19 in the fourth quarter to secure the win, including a 7-0 run to end the game.
UK hit four of its last five field goals in the game, while Georgia missing its last four shots and
did not score the final 2:06 of the game.

Kentucky’s 84 points scored in the game were the most UGA has allowed an opponent this
season. The previous high was 80 by NC State in overtime.

UK’s 48 paint points was the most UGA has allowed an opponent this season.

“SNOW” STOPPING RHYNE HOWARD VS. GEORGIA

In an empty Memorial Coliseum, Rhyne Howard put Kentucky on her back and powered the
Wildcats to a much-needed win over No. 15 Georgia on Jan. 6. With the city of Lexington
receiving nearly 10 inches of snow - its seventh-largest snow day ever - UK Athletics decided
to discourage fans to attending the game due to hazardous road conditions.

Howard scored 30 points in the game, including 22 in the second half. She scored 17 points
in the fourth quarter. On top of scoring UK’s last 10 points in the game, she scored 13 of UK’s
last 17 points overall.

With Kentucky up three points with just over a minute to go, Howard finished strongly at the
rim and drew a foul, completing an and-one to all but clinch the UK win.

EDWARDS EARNS FIFTH STRAIGHT DOUBLE-DOUBLE

With 11 points and 12 rebounds against USC Upstate, Dre’una Edwards recorded her fifth
straight double-double to put her in exclusive company in program history.

Edwards is the first UK player with five straight double-doubles since Evelyn Akhator had five
straight across two seasons in 2016. Akhator did it with her last game in the 2015-16 and her
first four games in 2016-17.

Edwards is the first player to record five straight double-doubles in the same season since
Eleia Roddy had seven straight in 2008-09.

The double-double stretch stopped vs. UGA as Edwards recorded 17 points with six boards.
The forward is having an incredible season for Kentucky, averaging 16.7 points and 8.0
rebounds per game. She is hitting 53.8 percent from the field and leads UK with 15 blocks.
She ranks fourth on the team with 24 assists.

Edwards has not played since the Tennessee game due to a disciplinary matter.

WILDCATS BACK IN WIN COLUMN VS. USC UPSTATE

Playing without starting shooting guard Robyn Benton, who was sidelined with an ankle inju-
ry, it was another slow start for Kentucky against a non-conference opponent at home as the
Wildcats found themselves down 11 early in the second quarter to USC Upstate.

UK bounced back in the second quarter by outscoring the Spartans 21-9 to go up 26-23 at
halftime. It was the third quarter that powered UK to the win, outscoring Upstate 28-7.

UK ended the third quarter on a 23-2 run. In that was a 18-0 run thanks to the strong play of
Rhyne Howard. Howard went on a 7-0 run by herself and scored 13 of 15 points at one point.
UK was helped by the free-throw line in the third quarter going 11-of-14.

Kentucky shot 50 percent from the field in the second half, going 14-of-28, including 2-of-3
from long range and 11-of-14 from the free-throw line.

Kentucky had 19 assists on 25 made field goals in the game. All 19 of those assists came from
the second quarter on as UK had no assists in the first quarter.

e For the fourth time this season, UK recorded 20 or more assists in a game, posting 30 against
Merrimack. It was the first time UK has recorded 30 or more assists in a game since having

KENTUCKY DOMINATED WVU WITH TOTAL TEAM EFFORT

e Facing a much bigger WVU lineup, the Kentucky women’s basketball team put together one
of its better performances under Kyra Elzy with a 83-60 victory over WVU.

e Kentucky hit 11 3s in the game, which was a season high, and became the first non-confer-
ence team to score 83 or more points against WVU since lowa in 2018. Rhyne Howard led
all scorers with 27 points, hitting five 3s with seven rebounds, four assists and three steals.
Dre’una Edwards scored 19 points with 10 rebounds, recording her second straight dou-
ble-double. Freshman Jada Walker scored in double figures for the fifth straight game.

e Defensively, UK had its best performance, limiting WVU to 37.1 percent from the field and
4-0f-11 from long range. Kentucky had 10 blocks in the game, which was a season high and
the most for a UK team since December 2017.

e The Wildcats won the rebounding battle 43-28, including 13-9 in offensive rebounds. The
Wildcats outscored WVU 21-5 in second-chance points and had a 32-30 edge in paint points.

e “They pounded us on the boards, and they were more physical. I’'m very disappointed in our
team, we just weren’t physical with them. We didn’t put a body on them, or keep them off
the board. We gave them too many chances.” - WVU Head Coach Mike Carey

EDWARDS’ DOUBLE-DOUBLE POWERS CATS PAST LA SALLE

JADA WALKER IMPRESSES IN EARLY GOING

e Kentucky’s lone scholarship true freshman - Jada Walker - has made a huge impact on the
team already this season and is expected to see significant playing time as the season pro-
gresses. Walker is a talented and energetic point guard that plays the game hard and the
right way as she is a coach’s daughter.

e Walker was a four-star guard by ESPN.com and ranked as the 18th-best guard in the 2021
class. She had a breakout junior season at Henrico High School averaging 26.3 points with 5.9
steals per game, hitting 54 percent from the field. She led the Warriors to the Class 5 Region
B championship and a berth in the state tournament in 2020.

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Memorial Coliseum (8,000)
The Coliseum covers an entire city block and has as much space as a seven-story
office building. It currently has a capacity of 8,000.

The Coliseum was built in 1950 and serves as a memorial to every Kentuckian who
lost their life serving their country.

A massive new LED video board spanning approximately 1,800 square feet with
dimensions of 30 feet by 60 feet was installed in Memorial Coliseum in 2018.
Wildcat fans are passionate about their basketball, that’s why UK has ranked in the
nation’s top 20 and in the SEC’s top four in attendance 11 straight years.

UK averaged 5,186 fans per game in 2017-18 which ranked 15th nationally.

UK drew 116,164 fans for its home games in 2015-16 the second-highest total
attendance in school history.

Rupp Arena (23,500)
Rupp Arena is entering its 45th season.

An awesome structure in sight and scope, the arena is divided into two seating
areas. The lower level features 10,000 cushioned theater seats while the upper
arena has new chairback seats on the sidelines. The latter can be visually isolated
to provide more natural setting for small shows.

The Wildcats command an exclusive and updated state-of-the-art locker room,
while other amenities include six team-size dressing rooms and eight smaller
units.

In 2013-14, UK set the new single-game attendance record when 23,706 fans saw
UK face No. 2 Duke in Rupp Arena on Dec. 22, 2013. The attendance marked the
largest crowd ever to see a college women’s hoops game in the Commonwealth —
the previous mark was 22,152 for the first Kentucky-Louisville game played in the
KFC Yum! Center on Dec. 5, 2010.

In 2015-16, Kentucky packed 17,150 fans in Rupp Arena on Dec. 20 against Duke,
which was the fourth-largest home crowd in program history. On Dec. 10, the
Wildcats had 14,425 fans at the historic arena, which was the sixth-largest home
crowd in school history.

WBCA Rookie Coach of the Year in 2021 after becoming the first UK head coach to lead their
team to the NCAA Tournament in their first season at the helm.

Named espnW National Coach of the Week on January 4, 2021, after back-to-back top-12
wins to start conference action (then-No. 10 Arkansas and then-No. 12 Mississippi State). It
marked the first time Kentucky has ever earned back-to-back wins against teams ranked in
the top-12 of the AP poll.

Became the eighth head coach in UK women’s basketball history as UK AD Mitch Barnhart
named her head coach on Dec. 14, 2020 following the retirement of Matthew Mitchell.

Has been a huge key to the program’s success the last 13 years as she has spent 10 seasons
on the Kentucky staff. Started as assistant coach from 2008-2010 then associate head coach
2010-2012. Returned to UK in 2016 as the associate head coach.

In her nine years at Kentucky, the Wildcats have been to the NCAA Tournament seven times,
including two NCAA Elite Eights. UK won the SEC Regular Season Championship in 2012 -
only its second in program history. UK has had a winning season in eight of those nine sea-
son, including six 20-win seasons and six 10+ wins in league play.

At Kentucky, Elzy has coached three SEC Players of the Year (Victoria Dunlap, A’dia Mathies,
Rhyne Howard), three SEC Freshman of the Year (A’dia Mathies, Bria Goss, Rhyne Howard),
one SEC Defensive Player of the Year (Victoria Dunlap), two SEC 6th Woman of the Year
(Keyla Snowden, Chasity Patterson), two SEC Scholar-Athletes of the Year (Alyssa Rice, Maci
Morris) and her players have earned 40 All-SEC honors overall.

Elzy married Dexter Lander in August 2012 and the couple have one son Jackson, who was
born in 2016.

DID YOU KNOW?

e Kyra Elzy is in the Kentucky High School Basketball Hall of Fame for her storied career at
Oldham County High School. During her high school days, she was a two-time All-American
selection by Parade Magazine and Street & Smith and considered by some to be the best
high school basketball player in Kentucky history. She led her Oldham County team to two
KHSAA regional titles and a semifinal appearance in the 1993 KHSAA Sweet 16. Overall, she
scored 3,000 points with 1,700 rebounds, 449 assists and 516 steals over a stellar career.
An all-around athlete, Kyra also saw success in cross country and track and field where she
was a state champion in the 400-meter dash as a junior in high school.

Elzy holds a bachelor’s degree in psychology from Tennessee in 1999 and a master’s degree
in cultural studies and education with an emphasis in sports psychology from UT in 2001.
As a student-athlete at UT from 1996-2001, Elzy’s game excelled under Hall of Famer Pat
Summitt. A four-year letterwinner, Elzy was a member of two national championship teams
(1997, 1998), a national runner-up squad (2000), four SEC regular-season championships
(1998, 1999, 2000, 2001) and three SEC Tournament titles (1998, 1999, 2000).

During her time in Knoxville, she played in 126 games and earned the Holly Warlick
Defensive Player of the Year award in 1997 and the Unsung Hero Award in 1998. Elzy
became just the fifth freshman in Tennessee history to start her first game as a Lady Vol
when she started at guard in the 1996-97 season opener against Austin Peay. She also
earned another distinction during her playing career, becoming the first UT player to earn
covwe o= | her master’s degree while still playing.
