- For the second time this year, Jaylin Williams has been named the SEC co-Player of the Week as he averaged 13.0 points and
13,5 rebounds while leading Arkansas to a road win at Missouri and a home victory over #16/13 Tennessee. He shared the
honor with Vanderbilt's Scotty Pippen Jr.

« Williams posted double-doubles in both wins to run his current streak to four-straight and nine over his last 13 games.

+ At Missouri, Williams had 13 points and 11 rebounds while leading the team in assists (4) and blocked shots (2). He did most of
his damage in leading Arkansas to a 46-27 halftime lead with seven points, seven rebounds and four assists.

+ In the Tennessee win, Williams posted a career-high 16 rebounds (15 defensive), including 10 first-half boards. He tied for the
game-high honors with 13 points. In the second half, Arkansas outscored the Volunteers by nine as Williams led all players
with nine points and six rebounds in the period. Williams additionally drew four charges (three in the final 2:09 of the first
half), tying his career high for a third time this season, and moving his school-record total to 41 on the season.

Alabama Was The Rarest of Losses

Razorbacks Top 50 Pts in First Half at UGA

+ Arkansas scored a season-high 53 first half points at Georgia but allowed a season-high 47 first half points.
~ With 100 points combined points in the first half, it marked the first time Arkansas had a game with combined 100-plus
points in the first half since 2015 versus Auburn with 105 points (ARK: 58 to AUB: 47).

MUSSELMAN AT A GLANCE MUSSELMAN VS. ALL OPPONENTS

Eric Musselman was named Arkansas' 13th head
men'’s basketball coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 30
years of coaching experience, including his seventh as
a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional head
coach.

In his first six years as a collegiate head coach,
Musselman has won at least 20 games each season (24,
28,29,29,20 and 20), advanced to all five postseasons
played (including four straight NCAA tournaments) and
reached two NCAA Sweet 16's, including an Elite 8 ap-
pearance with the Razorbacks in 2021.

Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching
ranks, Musselman was a head coach for seven profes-
sional teams, including two seasons with the Golden
State Warriors (2002-04) and one with the Sacramento
Kings (2006-07). He won over 550 games as a profes-
sional head coach with a combined winning percent-
age of .626 (553-330).

Musselman played collegiately at the University of
San Diego and helped the Toreros to NCAA Tournament
berths in 1984 and 1987. He was recipient of the pro-
gram'’s Bugelli Leadership Award as a senior.

Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Mussel-
man, who has worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the NFL
Network as a broadcaster. Musselman has two sons,
Michael and Matthew, and the couple has a daughter,
Mariah.

Musselman's father Bill was also an NBA head coach
and they were the first father-son combination to be-
come head coaches in the NBA.

MUSSELMAN DID YOU KNOWS

Named General Manager of CBA's Rapid City Thrill-
ers at age of 22. The next year, became head coach of
the Thrillers at he age of 23, the youngest coach in CBA
history.

From 1990-1997, had 26 players called up to the NBA,
the highest number in the league during that span.

Is the only person in CBA history to coach in five
league All-Star Games (1990, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1997)

The first coach in professional basketball history to
win 100 games by the age of 28.

At the age of 37, named head coach of the Golden
State Warriors and was the youngest head coach ever
hired by an NBA team at the time.

He and his father, Bill, were first father-son combi-
nation to both become head coaches in NBA history.

In 2003, was runner-up to Gregg Popovich for NBA
Coach of the Year Award voting (231 points, including
26 first-place votes).

Is the CBA's third all-time winningest coach (270-122
in seven seasons) and the most successful coach (54-
3 in two seasons) in the history of the United States
Basketball League.

Led CBA in scoring (116.7 ppg) in 192-93 and was 2nd
in NBA in scoring (102.4 ppg) in 2002-03.

Only needed 130 games to win his 100th game as a
collegiate head coach. He was the 27th-fastest coachin
NCAA history to reach 100 wins but was the ninth-fast-
est since 1970.

In his first season at Arkansas, the Razorbacks led
the NCAA in 3-point field goal percentage defense.
