RUTHERFORD CALLING THE HOGS IN FAYETTEVILLE

Reagan Rutherford averaged a monstrous 5.00 kills per set as Kentucky picked up a road sweep at Arkansas.
She was one block away from a triple-double Friday night, as she recorded 26 kills to go along with 14 digs
and nine blocks. For the six-rotation player, the 26 kills, 14 digs and nine blocks were all career high num-
bers, playing by far the best match of her career. The junior from Missouri City, Texas backed it up Saturday
with another sensational performance, logging 19 kills on just 36 swings with a .361 hitting percentage, an
ace and another new career-high 17 digs. For the week, Rutherford hit .365 with 3.44 digs per set and over
5.83 points per set.

She is just one of two sophomores
who are in the top 10.

TEALER RETURNS WITH A BANG
Returning from a two-week spell with injury, senior Azhani Tealer made an immediate impact, blocking just

under two balls a set and tying a career-high and setting a new season-high with 18 kills in Saturday’s 3-2
five-set win over Arkansas as No. 19 Kentucky swept Arkansas in a two-match series. Tealer hit .451 for the
week to lead all Kentucky players, but it was her presence at the net that made the most difference. Friday
night, Tealer had eight blocks for a new season-high number, only to follow it up Saturday with a nine-block
performance to set a new season high, just one off her career best. One of the key points in the match
Saturday was a Tealer block on the right pin at 13-12 in the fifth set to set up Kentucky with match point,
which she killed from the right side on a slide to win the match.

ALL EYES ON THE BLUEGRASS BATTLE

Kentucky’s match on Sept. 14 vs. #3 Louisville was the highest-rated regular season volleyball match in
ESPN history with 302k viewers watching the match. It was the second-highest viewed sporting event that
evening, only being beat out by the Brewers vs. Cardinals MLB game on FS1.

It is the second-highest viewed match of the 2022 volleyball season (NEB vs. WISC; 382k; BTN)

HITTING THROUGH THE COMPETITION
Kentucky hit .400 vs. Creighton and .518 vs. Southern California, marking the first time that UK has had
back-to-back matches of hitting above .400 since its national championship winning season in 2020-21.

SERVING UP DUBS

Kentucky got three aces from two separate players in two different matches during the Bluejay Invitational
(vs. Creighton and vs. USC). The last time prior to those matches that UK had multliple players with three
or more aces in a single match was Madison Lilley and Brooke Morgan vs. Louisville in September of 2018.

KENTUCKY PICKED TO WIN SEC FOR 2022

The Kentucky Volleyball team was picked by the Southeastern Conference head coaches to win the league
title for a sixth year in a row. Kentucky won 10 of 13 first-place votes with Florida receiving two and Ten-
nessee garnering one.

FIVE IS MINE

Kentucky captured its fifth-straight Southeastern Conference championship in 2021. The last time an SEC
team won six-straight SEC titles, something Kentucky looks to accomplish in 2022, was Florida from 2003-
2008.

It played host to NCAA Regionals in 2011, 2013, 2015 and 2017. Memorial also currently serves
as the home court for the UK women’s basketball and gymnastics teams. The storied gymnasi-
um also housed some of the greatest moments in UK men’s basketball history as its home for
26 seasons from 1950 to 1976.
