» No. 13-ranked Auburn (20-5, 9-3 SEC) hosts No. 22-ranked Kentucky (17-7, 7-5 SEC) on
Saturday evening at Neville Arena.

» Saturday morning, ESPN College GameDay will visit the Plains for the third-straight season
and fourth time in program history. Auburn, Kentucky and UNC are the only three schools to
host the hoops show each of the last four seasons (the show didn't air during COVID season).
» Auburn owns a three-game home winning streak over the Wildcats in Neville Arena,
winning five of the last six at home in the series.

» Auburn is the only remaining unbeaten SEC at home with a perfect 13-O mark at Neville
Arena this season. The Tigers currently own a 16-game home winning streak, the seventh
longest active streak in NCAA Division I.

» Kentucky is the Tigers' third-consecutive home game against a ranked opponent. Auburn
defeated No. 16 Alabama (Feb. 7) and No. 11 South Carolina (Feb. 14) by an average score of
100-71, a 29-point differential.

» In six SEC home games this season, Auburn is led by Jaylin Williams (19.0ppg, 4.3 rpg) and
JohniBroome (17.0 ppg, 6.5 rpg, 2.8 bpg). The two have been on fire from the field shooting a
combined 60.5 percent fromthe field and 66.7 percent from behind the arcin those contests.
» Auburn ranks in the Top 20 nationally in nine statistical categories: field-goal percentage
defense (2nd, 37.9), bench points per game (4th, 35.8), blocks per game (6th, 6.0), scoring
margin (7th, +16.2), assist-to-turnover ratio (9th, 1.73), assists per game (10th, 18.0), free
throws made per game (13th, 17.8), 3-point field goal defense (20th, 29.8) and scoring offense
(20th, 83.1).

AUBURN WELCOMES ESPN COLLEGE GAMEDAY TO TOWN

» Auburn will host ESPN’s College GameDay at Neville Arena for the third straight
season and the fourth straight year that the show has gone on the road - the show was
broadcasted from the studio during the 2020-21season due to COVID-19 - Saturday as
the No. 13 Tigers get ready for a showdown with 22nd-ranked Kentucky at 5 p.m. CT on
ESPN.Host Reece Davis will be joined by analysts Jay Bilas, Jay Williams, Seth Greenberg
and Andraya Carter for the two-hour show from 9-11a.m. CT. Auburn and Kansas are the
only two basketball schools to host College GameDay the last four seasons the show
went on the road.

SCOUTING KENTUCKY

» The Wildcats have five players averaging in double digit scoring. They include Antonio
Reeves (19.4), Rob Dillingham (14.8), Reed Sheppard (12.4), Tre Mitchell (12.0) and D.J.
Wagner (11.2).

» Kentucky ranks in the top 20 nationally in 10 categories, and in the top 10 in five. Those
five categories are three point percentage (2nd, 40.7), scoring offense (3rd, 88.9), blocks
per game (3rd, 6.4), assist/turnover ratio (6th, 1.76) and fastbreak points (7th, 16.2).

SERIES HISTORY

» This is the 121st all-time meeting between Auburn and Kentucky. Kentucky leads
Auburn 97-23 all-time, including 31-18 in games played on the Plains and 5-4 in Neville
Arena.The Tigers are 4-3in the last seven games against the Wildcats and the two teams
have split the last 12 games in the series. Auburnis 5-1in the series’ last six games played
in Neville Arena, including winning its last three home games against Kentucky.

» The Wildcats defeated the Tigers 86-54 in Rupp Arena last season, snapping a string
of six straight games in the series that were decided by nine points or less dating back
to Auburn’s 77-71 overtime win over Kentucky in the 2019 Midwest Regional Final to
advance to the first Final Four in program history.

SECOND-MOST WINS VERSUS KENTUCKY SINCE 2015-16

» Auburn has defeated Kentucky six times in 12 meetings since the 2015-16 season,
which is tied with Kansas for the second-most wins over the Wildcats during that period,
only trailing Tennessee, who is 11-9 against Kentucky during the same period. The Tigers,
Jayhawks, Volunteers and UCLA, who is 4-1 against Kentucky since 2016-17, are the
only teams who have defeated the Wildcats at least four times and have at least a .500
winning percentage against them during that period.
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PEARL VS. KENTUCKY

» Bruce Pearlis 10-17 against Kentucky, including 6-8 mark coaching Auburn. Pearl was 4-9 at Tennessee in his six-year career
coaching against the Wildcats. He is 5-1at home against Kentucky. With a win Saturday, Pearl would tie Sonny Smith for the
most wins against Kentucky by an Auburn head coach all-time with seven. Other Tiger head coaches who have defeated the
Wildcats include Bob Davis (3), Bill Lynn (3), Joel Eaves (2), Tommy Joe Eagles (1) and Cliff Ellis (1).

» Pearl and Auburn's biggest victory against Kentucky came on March 31, 2019 when the Tigers won 77-71in overtime at the
NCAA Midwest Regional final in Kansas City. The win secured Auburn and Pearl's first-ever trip to the Final Four.

PEARL VS. CALIPARI

» Bruce Pearlis 9-14 against Kentucky head coach John Calipari. Pearl is 7-3 at home, including 5-1at Neville Arena, 1-9 on the
road (O-6 coaching Auburn) and 1-2 in neutral-site games (1-1 coaching Auburn). The one road win came when Pearl’s No. 2
ranked Tennessee Vols won at Calipari’s No. 1ranked Memphis Tigers 66-62 on Feb. 23, 2008.

SECOND RANKED TEAM OF THE WEEK

» Thisis the 44th time in program history Auburn has played consecutive games against ranked opponents, including the sixth
time under head coach Bruce Pearl. It is the first time since the Tigers lost 90-85 in overtime at No. 2 Alabama and beat 12th-
ranked Tennessee 79-70 in Auburn, Ala,, in the final two regular season games last year.

» Following its 101-61 victory over No. 11 South Carolina Wednesday night at Neville Arena, the Tigers can win consecutive
games over ranked opponents for the first time since beating three straight ranked teams during the 2019 NCAA Tournament
when they knocked off No. 17 Kansas 89-75, 3rd-ranked North Carolina 97-80 and No. 7 Kentucky 77-71in overtime on the
way to the first Final Four appearance in program history. Auburn has defeated ranked opponents in consecutive games a total
of five times in program history, including twice under Pearl. The first time the Tigers did it under Pearl was in 2018 when they
won 94-84 at No. 23 Tennessee and 88-77 against 22nd-ranked Arkansas to open SEC play.

MOST 20-POINT WINS IN THE SEC THIS SEASON

» Auburn leads the SEC with 11 wins of at least 20 points this season. The Tigers are tied with Tennessee for the most 20-point
wins in league play with four, including three of the Tigers’ last four home games when they knocked off No. 22 Ole Miss 82-59
on Jan. 20, Vanderbilt 81-54 on Jan. 31and 11th-ranked South Carolina 101-81 Wednesday. Auburn picked up an 18-point win
99-81over No. 16 Alabama on Feb. 7 in its only other home game during this stretch.

» The Tigers’11 20-point wins this season are the second-most in a season in program history behind Auburn’s 14 20-point wins
during its 1998-99 SEC championship campaign. All 20 of Auburn’s victories this season have been by double digits, tying the
2021-22 Tigers for second-most in school history, also behind the 1998-99 squad, who had 26 double-digit wins.

PLAYER TO WATCH: JAYLIN WILLIAMS

» Graduate senior Jaylin Williams has flourished at Neville Arena during
conference play, averaging 19.0 points thanks in part to his sharp shooting.
During those six home SEC games, Williams has connected on 76.0
percent (38-o0f-50) from the field and 68.4 percent (13-0f-19) from deep.

» In nine SEC wins this season, Williams has led the Tiger averaging 18.0
points per game while shooting an incredible 70.9 percent from the field
(56-0f-79), including a 60.7 percent clip from behind the three-point line
(17-of-28).

» Williams led Auburn with 23 points in a 40-point win over No. 11 South
Carolina, to move into 25th place on the school's career points list with
1,217. He is 12 shy of passing Wes Flanigan (1,228, 1993-97) for 24th.

» In consecutive wins over ranked opponents Alabama and South
Carolina, Williams has made 16-0f-24 shots from the field while averaging
24.5 points.
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AUBURN IN KENPOM RANKINGS

» Auburn is the SEC’s highest ranked team at No. 4 in the KenPom Rankings, as of Thursday afternoon, two spots ahead of
Tennessee and three spots ahead of Alabama. The Tigers, who are fourth in adjusted defensive efficiency and ninth in adjusted
offensive efficiency, are the only team in the country ranked in the top 10 in both categories.

» The last 21 national championships have all finished in the top 39 in both offensive and defensive efficiency. All of them have
beenin the top 39 in offensive efficiency and the top 22 in defensive efficiency. All but two of them have finished in the top 20
in both categories.

ANOTHER 20-WIN SEASON IN THE BOOKS

» Auburn secured its 15th 20-win season in the program’s 118-year history including the Tigers’ sixth 20-win season in the last
seven seasons under head coach Bruce Pearl when it defeated No. 11 South Carolina on Wednesday. Auburn reached the 20
wins in 25 games, the eight fastest team to achieve the milestone.

SEASONS WITH DOUBLE-DIGIT SEC WINS

» Auburn’s next win will be its 10th SEC win of the season. It will be the 23rd time since the beginning of the SEC in 1933 that the
Tigers have recorded double-digit conference wins in a season, including the sixth time in the last seven years. Auburn’s five
seasons with 10 or more SEC wins since 2018 are tied with Kentucky and Tennessee for the most in the league.

MOST LOPSIDED WINS OVER TWO SEC OPPONENTS

» Two of Auburn’s nine SEC wins this season have been the Tigers’ largest margin of victory over that opponent all-time.
Auburn’s 32-point win at Arkansas (83-51) to open SEC play is the Tigers’ largest victory over the Razorbacks in the 60-game
series history between the two teams and is also Arkansas’ largest loss ever in Bud Walton Arena.

» Prior to this season, Auburn’s largest win over Arkansas was a 101-76 win on Jan. 6, 1996, in Beard-Eaves Memorial Coliseum.
On Wednesday, Auburn knocked off No. 11 South Carolina 101-61 at Neville Arena. Not only is the 40-point win the largest by
either team in the 50-game series history between the Tigers and Gamecocks, it is Auburn’s largest victory over an AP Top-25
opponent all-time, topping the Tigers’ 97-66 victory over No. 8 Mississippi State on Jan. 3,1959.

SELLING OUT NEVILLE ARENA

» Auburnisone of only 16 NCAA Division | teams at orabove 100 percent capacity crowds for the season next to UConn, Dayton,
Duke, FAU, Gonzaga, Grand Canyon, Houston, Kansas, Michigan State, Penn State, Purdue, Rutgers, St. John's, Villanova and
Xavier.

» A ticket to Neville Arenais a hard one to come by as season tickets have been sold out every year under Bruce Pearl.

» The Tigers have sold out the last 52-consecutive games at Neville Arena.

TOUGHEST HOME COURTS IN THE SEC

» Auburn’s Neville Arena has been a rare place where league foes have won along with Kentucky’s Rupp Arena, Arkansas’ Bud
Walton Arena and Tennessee’s Thompson-Boling Arena.

» Only 28 SEC teams have come into Neville Arena and left with a win over the last nine-plus seasons since 2014-15. Texas A&M
and Ole Miss have been the most successful having won five times each.

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BEST STARTS IN PROGRAM HISTORY

» At 20-5, Auburn is off to the sixth-best start through 25 games in program history. The Tigers have won 20 gamesin 25 games
or fewer in a season eight times in program history, including four times since the 2017-18 season. With a win over Kentucky,
Auburn will be 21-5 or better after 26 games for the sixth time all-time, including the fourth time in the last last seven years.

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MAKING EVERY SHOT COUNT

» Auburn rebounded from going 14-of-26 from the free-throw line at Florida Saturday with a 17-of-19 effort against No. 11 South
Carolina Wednesday night. Prior to the Florida game, the Tigers had gone 289-0f-360 (80.3 pct.) over their previous 16 games.
On Feb. 7 against Alabama, the Tigers set a school record for made free throws in a game by going 40-0f-50 from the free-
throw line against the Crimson Tide.

» Auburn is third in the SEC with a 76.0 free-throw percentage for the season, which would rank fifth all-time at Auburn. Of the
10 players averaging at least 14.4 minutes per game, eight of them are shooting at least 75.0 percent from the free-throw line.
Auburn is third in the SEC shooting 78.4 percent (207-of-264) from the foul line in SEC play, and the Tigers are second in the
league averaging 17.25 made free throws per game in league play.

» Auburn is shooting 376-0f-480 (78.3 pct.) in its 20 wins compared to 68-0f-104 (65.4 pct.) in its five losses. That’s an average
of 18.8-0f-24.0 in wins compared to 13.6-0f-20.8 in losses.

» The Tigers have shot 48.5 percent (593-0f-1222) in their 20 wins compared to 40.6 percent (125-0f-308) in their five losses.
Auburnis third in the SEC with a 46.6 field-goal percentage for the season.

» The Tigers recorded their eighth game of the season, including four in SEC play, with double-digit 3-pointers with 12 triples
against No. 11 South Carolina Wednesday. Seven of Auburn’s eight games this season with double-digit 3-point field goals have
come in the last 18 games, including the Tigers making 10 3-pointers against Vanderbilt and 12 long-range shots at Ole Miss,
compared to just one such game in the first seven contests of the season.

» It is the first time Auburn has made double-digit 3-pointers in consecutive SEC games since making 10 3-point field goals at
Mississippi State and against South Carolinain the final two regular-season games of the 2021-22 season. The Tigers have made
at least 10 3-pointers three times in SEC play (10 vs. LSU). The Tigers have shot 171-0f-471 (36.3 percent) from deep in their 19
wins and 26-of-111 (23.4 percent) in their five losses.

CBMIN DOUBLE FIGURES IN FOUR OF LAST FIVE

» Chad Baker-Mazara is fourth in the SEC shooting 86.1 percent (68-0f-79) from the foul line this season. Baker-Mazara has
scored in double figures in seven of Auburn’s 12 SEC games, including four of the last five during which he is averaging 11.0
points on 50.0 shooting from the floor and 3-point range and 84.2 percent from the free-throw line. He has led Auburn in
scoring twice in SEC play after scoring 16 points at Arkansas and adding 19 points against LSU. He has 13 games in double figures
on the season, including 12 in the last 20 games.

DENVER FROM THE FREE THROW LINE

» Denver Jones, who is 48-0f-53 (90.6 pct) from the charity stripe, would be second in the SEC in free-throw percentage if
he had made enough free throws on the season to reach the qualification of 2.5 made free throws per game. Jones averaged
15.0 points on 10-0f-19 field goals and 6-of-13 3-pointers against Vanderbilt and at Ole Miss before scoring four points against
Alabamaon Feb.7.

» He recorded his third game in double figures in the last four contests with 10 points at Florida last Saturday. Jones scored a
season-high 19 points on 6-of-11 field goals, a season-best 4-of-8 3-pointers and 3-of-4 foul shots against Vanderbilt on Jan.
31and backed that up with 11 points on 4-of-8 shooting from the floor and 2-of-5 from long range on Feb. 3 at Ole Miss. Jones
has eight games in double figures this season. He went over 1,100 career points against Vanderbilt, and he now has 1,146 career
points after scoring seven points against South Carolina Wednesday.

» K.D. Johnson scored in double figures for the second time in three games last Saturday with 12 points at Florida and followed
that up with nine points on 2-of-3 shooting from the floor, including one 3-pointer, and 4-of-4 from the free-throw line to go
with three steals, two rebounds and one assist against South Carolina Wednesday. Over the last four games, he is averaging 9.8
points on 50 percent field goals.

» Johnson has scored in double figures seven times this season, including 11 points on 4-of-4 shooting from the floor, one
3-pointer and 2-of-2 from the foul line at Ole Miss on Feb. 3. Additionally, he has contributed eight points in three of the last 10
contests as he has averaged 7.9 points per game and has gone 38-0f-49 (77.6 pct.) from the free-throw line in his last 15 contests.

Auburn forced Texas A&M into
19 turnovers, which is still a season high for the Aggies and also the most the Tigers have forced in an SEC game this season. The
Tigers forced 16 turnovers against LSU, and scored 24 points off those turnovers.

» Auburn scored 25 points off 13 South Carolina Wednesday, which is the second-most points scored off turnovers this season
(30 vs. Virginia Tech). On Feb. 7, the Tigers forced 15 Alabama turnovers and turned those miscues into 22 points. Auburn scored
22 points off 17 Ole Miss turnovers in the first meeting between the two teams this season. The Tigers forced 13 turnovers in their
SEC opener at Arkansas and 11 at Vanderbilt.

» Auburn held Texas A&M without a field goal over the final 9:15 of the game as the Aggies missed their last 10 field-goal attempts.
» Auburn held Texas A&M to a 29.0 field-goal percentage on the night, which was the lowest the Tigers had held an SEC
opponent to since holding Tennessee to 27.0 percent shooting in Knoxville last season until they held Vanderbilt to 26.8 percent
shooting on Jan. 31. This is the lowest field-goal percentage Auburn has held an SEC opponent to since holding Georgia to 25.0
percent shooting (13-of-52) on Feb. 1, 2012.

» Auburn held Mississippi State to a season-low 21 first-half points. The Bulldogs’ previous low was 26 points at Georgia Tech.

» Auburn’s 32-pointvictory at Arkansastied for the second-largest margin of victoryinan SECroad game in program history next
to a 64-32 victory at Sewanee on Jan. 13,1940, and only two points behind a 92-58 win at Tulane on Jan. 11,1966. Additionally,
the win tied for the seventh-largest overall road win in school history. It was the largest since an 87-52 win at Alabama A&M on
Dec.1,20089.

» On the flip side, the 32-point loss was Arkansas’ largest defeat in the 31-year history of Bud Walton Arena (449 total games,
80th win all-time in the venue’s history), topping a 30-point loss to Florida in 2012. It was Auburn’s largest win in the 60-game
series, surpassing the Tigers'101-76 victory in Auburn in 1996.

Auburn has committed a total of 12 turnovers in its last two home games, both
against ranked opponents - five turnovers against No. 16 Alabama on Feb. 7 and seven turnovers against 11th-ranked South
Carolina Wednesday. The Tigers tied a school-record with three turnovers against Indiana on Dec. 9. Auburn is tied for fifth in
the SEC averaging 10.40 turnovers per game this season and first with a plus-3.04 turnover margin.

» Jaylin Williams recorded his eighth 20-point game in his last 18 contests with 21 points, including 16 points in the first half,
on 8-of-11field goals, 5-of-7 3-pointers and 2-of-2 from the foul line against South Carolina Wednesday. In the win, Williams
passed KT Harrell for 25th on Auburn’s career scoring chart and became the 25th player in program history to score 1,200
career points, ending the night with 1,217 points. He scored a career-high 26 points on 8-0f-13 shooting from the floor,
including one 3-pointer, and 9-of-10 from the foul line against Alabama on Feb. 7. Against the Crimson Tide, Williams also set
a new career high in free throws made and tied his career high in free-throw attempts. In the win, he matched his career high
from the game at Vanderbilt earlier this season with 17 first-half points.

» Williams made all 12 of his shots in Auburn’s win at Vanderbilt on Jan. 17. Williams was 7-of-7 from the floor, 2-of-2 from
3-point range and 5-of-5 from the free-throw line for 21 points against the Commodores. He added eight rebounds, three
assists, one block and one steal on the night. Williams scored 17 points in the first half on 5-of-5 shooting from the floor,
including a pair of 3-pointers, and 5-of-5 from the free-throw line, which is a career high for points in the first half, topping his
previous high of 16 points at Ole Miss in 2021. He scored 21 points on Jan. 31in the second meeting this season with Vanderbilt
as well.

» Auburnis fourth in the country averaging 35.76 bench points per game for the season, which is 43.0 percent of the Tigers’ total
points. Auburn’s bench has outscored its opponent’s bench in all but one game this season, including the last 18 contests, and
the Tigers are 20-4 when outscoring their opponent in bench points. Auburn has outscored an opponent by at least 20 bench
points 10 times this season, including six times in SEC play.

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FIVE1,000-CAREER POINT SCORERS

» Auburn is amongst elite company with five 1,000 point scorers onits roster this season. The NCAA compiles a comprehensive
list of teams who have multiple 1,000-point scorers on the roster including those who played at any NCAA institution (Division
[, I1and 1) or at the junior college level.

» St. John’s (N.Y.) currently boasts six 1,000 point scorers on its roster, while TCU and Auburn are tied for second most in the
countrywith 5. Conference foe Missourialso has five onits roster, but two players carried over career points from their respective
JUCO careers.

» K.D. Johnson (Georgia-Auburn combined) and Jaylin Williams both entered the 1,000 Career Point Club against Alabama
State on Dec. 22 and have tabulated 1,105 and 1,194 career points to date. Johni Broome (1,834), Chaney Johnson (1,288) and
Denver Jones (1,139) reached that same milestone in their combined Morehead State-Auburn, UAH-Auburn and FIU-Auburn
careers respectively.

» Williams became the 39th player in program history to gain entrance into the 1,000-Career Point Club - the first in five
years since Bryce Brown (8th, 1,673) and Jared Harper (13th, 1,227) did so during their senior campaigns that ended in the 2019
national semifinals. He needs two points to move into the Top 25.

2024 SIGNING CLASS
The Tigers signed two top recruits in the early signing period - five-star Tahaad Pettiford and Jahki Howard.

Rated the No. 2 point guard and No. 21 overall player in the Class of 2024 by 247 Sports, Pettiford played AAU basketball for
New Heights Lightning on the EYBL circuit, shooting 33.5 percent from the 3-point line and averaging 13.3 points per game. He
burst onto the scene over the summer as one of the best scoring guards in the country.

One of the most athletic players in his class, Howard is a four-star recruit rated No. 85 overall and No. 20 at his position by 247
Sports. Known as the best dunker in high school basketball going viral on social media, he is currently averaging 15.9 points, 5.3
rebounds, 1.4 assists, 1.9 steals and 0.5 blocks per game in the preseason for Overtime Elite.

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NOT NEW KIDS ON THE BLOCK

» Senior center Dylan Cardwell tied a career high with a game-high five blocks against LSU on Jan. 13 and Baylor on Nov. 7,
the most blocks by an Auburn player this season next to Johni Broome's 10 at Alabama on Jan. 24. Cardwell previously set his
career high against South Florida and George Mason in 2022. He is fourth in the SEC averaging 1.52 blocks per game.

» Auburn is the only SEC team with two of the Top 9 shot blockers in the league. The Tigers matched their season-high of 10
shots in the season opener versus Baylor at Alabama.

» Auburn had recorded five-plus blocked shots in 15 straight games before only registering two blocks at Florida Saturday. It is
the Tigers’ longest such streak since blocking at least five shots in 17 straight games during the 2021-22 season.

» Johni Broome has blocked a shot in 17 of the last 18 games including 10-straight games from Nov. 29-Jan. 9. That stretch also
includes 14 multi-block games during that time. He is second in the SEC averaging 2.39 blocks per game this season.

ELITEIN THE SEC

» Auburn leads the SEC with a.724 winning percentage and 163 victories over the last six-plus seasons. The Tigers have alsowon
the second-most SEC Championship titles (3) and second-most NCAA Tournament games (7) in that span behind Alabama's
four titles and Arkansas' eight NCAA Tournament victories.

PEARL MOVING UP IN CAREER COACHING WINS AT AUBURN

» Auburn’s win over UNC Asheville in Huntsville on Dec. 13 was Bruce Pearl’s 900th career game overall and 180th victory at
Auburn. After the Tigers beat LSU on Jan. 13, he moved into second on Auburn's all-time career coaching wins list ahead of
former head coach CIliff Ellis, who went 186-125 from 1994-95 to 2003-04.

» Pearl is in his 10th season as Auburn’s head coach with a 192-114 record on The Plains. In the team's season opener, he
surpassed Sonny Smith, who led Auburn to a 173-154 mark in 11 seasons from 1978-89, for third all-time in program history. Joel
Eaves leads the way with 213 wins from 1949-63.

» Auburn returns 58.1 percent of its minutes, 60.2 percent of its scoring and 61.3 percent of its rebounding from last season. The
Tigers return five of their Top 7 scorers - three of the five players, who averaged 20 minutes per game, and three of five players,
who recorded at least 100 rebounds last season.
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MR. DOUBLE-DOUBLE

» Junior big man Johni Broome recorded his ninth double-double of the season with 16 points and 11 rebounds versus Vanderbilt,
which is tied for the most the SEC with Florida’s Tyrese Samuel. It was his third double-double in SEC play after posting 15 points
and 12 rebounds at Vanderbilt on Jan.17 and 25 points and 14 rebounds at Alabama on Jan. 24.

» Broome has recorded 55 career double-doubles (19 of those at Auburn), which is fifth nationally among active NCAA Division
| players. His total of nine double-doubles this season is one less than he had all of last season.

» Last Wednesday night, Broome finished with 24 points, seven rebounds, five blocks, two assists and two steals against Alabama.
He has had three games of at least 16 points, seven rebounds and five blocks in the last five contests.

Pearl currently ranks No. 13 among active NCAA Division |
coachesincareerwins (654)and No. 8 all-timeamongwinningest
SEC coaches with 337 career victories at Auburn and Tennessee
combined.

During the 2022-23 season, the Tigers continued to make
history finishing the season with a 21-13 overall record - the 11th-
most wins in program history. Auburn has now turned in 20-win
seasons in five of the last six years and is the second-winningest
program in the SEC in that span.

Auburnwasranked a program-best 32-consecutive weeksin The
Associated Press Top 25 Poll and as high as No. 11in the country
during the season. It was one of 10 schools to be ranked in the AP
Top 25 throughout the 2022 calendar year.

For the third-consecutive school year, the Tigers achieved a
team GPA of 3.0 or higher and received the NABC Academic
Excellence Award under Pearl.

Six Tigers have been drafted into the NBA and developed by
Pearl and his coaching staff including All-Americans Jabari
Smith (No. 3 overall in 2022) and Walker Kessler selected (No.
22 overallin 2022). Both are currently playingin the league along
with Chuma Okeke (No. 16 overall in 2019), Isaac Okoro (No.
5 overall in 2020), JT Thor (No. 37 overall in 2021) and Sharife
Cooper (No. 48 overall in 2021).

Pearl’'steams have been just as successful off the court as Auburn
has had 39 graduates since 2014 - the most in the SEC.

In 29 seasons as a head coach, he has guided his teams to the
NCAA Tournament 21times and a 655-261(.715) winning record.

Pearlis the only head coach (football or men’s basketball) in SEC
history to lead two programs to a No. 1 national ranking (Auburn
in 2022 and UTin 2008). Additionally, heis just one of three head
coaches to take four programs (three at the Division | level) to the
Sweet 16, joining Lon Kruger and Eddie Sutton.

Through the Bruce Pearl Family Foundation, he and his wife,
Brandy, remain committed to giving back to those in Alabama,
providing support to children and families facing challenging and
life-altering illnesses through Children’s Harbor.

In 2015-16, Pearl started AUTLIVE at Auburn to benefit patients
in the state of Alabama in the fight against cancer. AUTLIVE also
raises the awareness of cancer prevention and detection.

A native of Boston, Mass., Pearl graduated cum laude from
Boston College in 1982 with a bachelor’s degree in business
administration. He is the proud father of four children, Jacqui,
Steven, Leah and Michael, and enjoys spending time with his
grandchildren.
