Eniya Russell, a senior guard from Baltimore, Maryland, is averaging 15.0
points per game over the last five games, a stretch that includes back-to-back
games leading UK in scoring with 20 points per game (vs. Missouri, at Arkan-
sas). Meanwhile, she has done so coming off the bench.

3 In UK’s overtime loss to MSU on Feb. 1, with eight seconds on the
clock in regulation, Russell drove to the basket for a layup with three
seconds remaining to tie the game, 66-66, to go to overtime. It marked
her second buzzer-beater this season, including her last-second layup
in Kentucky’s win over Boston College on Nov. 30.

In SEC action, Russell leads UK with 47.4 FG%.

Fun Fact: Russell has an hourglass tattoo on the back of her calf that
means “the time is now,” intended to inspire herself to seize the
moment.

The Bluegrass native missed four games this season (two to an ankle
injury and two to concussion protocol), and UK went 1-3 in those
contests.

Saniah Tyler, a sophomore guard from Florissant, Missouri, has made a
3-pointer in 21 of her 23 games this season, including recently going 4-of-4 at
Georgia on Feb. 4.

Bluegrass natives Cassidy Rowe (19) and Emma King (15) are neck-and-neck
leading the team in charges drawn.

THE FOUR-GAME WIN STREAK

The Wildcats rode a season-best, four-game win streak heading into their second game
of Southeastern Conference action (Dec. 17 through Jan. 4). Though Jan. 4, the Cats also
had won six of their previous eight games, too. In fact, their lone pair of loses in that
time came with disclaimers:

e In their loss against Minnesota (76-57) on Dec. 6, they had just seven available
players, including their two freshmen, who have played very limited minutes in
2023-24. UK actually led UM, 38-36, at halftime, but ran out of gas in the second
half.

e Intheir loss at No. 18/18 Louisville (73-61) on Dec. 10, there were eight ties and
nine lead changes. Even as late as the third quarter, there were two ties and four
lead changes. Previous starter Amiya Jenkins also was unavailable in the game,
too.

e  Kentucky’s four-game win streak revealed a lot of upside about the team going right
into SEC action, as it has set season highs in the following categories from those four
games:

POST-PARADISE

Kentucky earned a couple crucial back-to-back wins when it returned from the Paradise Jam
in the U.S. Virgin Islands, snapping a five-game losing streak with two straight triumphs.

Conference Tournament Quarterfinals last March.
e 14th-seed Kentucky defeated both 11th-seed Florida (first round) and sixth-seed

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marked UK’s 14th straight appearance in the quarterfinals, which is the longest
active streak in the SEC (South Carolina is second with 12).

e In Kentucky’s win over Alabama in the second round, then-junior guard Maddie
Scherr scored 19 points with three rebounds, four assists, six blocks and two steals
in nearly 40 minutes. Her six blocks set a new program record for most blocks in
an SEC Tournament game.

e Also after Kentucky defeated Alabama in the second round, Kyra Elzy owned a 7-1
record in the SEC Tournament, which tied with Melanie Balcomb of Vanderbilt for
the best eight-game start for a head coach in tournament history.

Rupp Arena is entering its 48th season in 2023-24.

Because of the $82 million renovation going on at Memorial Coliseum throughout the
season, the women’s basketball program (alongside gymnastics and volleyball) will
play majority of its games inside Rupp Arena in 2023-24. That includes 12 games - four
nonconference games and all eight Southeastern Conference games.

The Wildcats usually play at least one game inside Rupp Arena each season, giving Big
Blue Nation a unique opportunity to see and experience a game inside the stunning
arena but at a more affordable cost.

A center-hung scoreboard, ribbon boards, a new sound system and lighting were
installed over 2014-15 and 2015-16. Chair-back seating was installed in the upper-
sideline area prior to 2019-20. Two club areas for season ticket holders opened in
2021-22, with a third opening during 2022-23.

Following renovations in 2019, capacity was lowered to 20,500.

In 2013-14, UK women'’s basketball set the new single-game attendance record when
23,706 fans saw Kentucky face No. 2 Duke in Rupp Arena on Dec. 22, 2013. The
attendance marked the largest crowd ever to see a college women'’s basketball game in
the Commonwealth — the previous mark was 22,152 for the first Kentucky-Louisville
game played in the KFC Yum! Center on Dec. 5, 2010.

DID YOU KNOW?

e Kyra Elzy is in the Kentucky High School
Basketball Hall of Fame for her storied career

at Oldham County High School. During her high
school days, she was a two-time All-American
selection by Parade Magazine and Street & Smith
and considered by some to be the best high
school basketball player in Kentucky history.

She led her Oldham County team to two KHSAA
regional titles and a semifinal appearance in the
1993 KHSAA Sweet 16. Overall, she scored 3,000
points with 1,700 rebounds, 449 assists and 516
steals over a stellar career.

An all-around athlete, Kyra also saw success in
cross country and track and field where she was
a state champion in the 400-meter dash as a
junior in high school.

Elzy holds a bachelor’s degree in psychology from
Tennessee in 1999 and a master’s degree in cul-
tural studies and education with an emphasis in
sports psychology from UT in 2001.

As a student-athlete at UT from 1996-2001, Elzy’s
game excelled under Hall of Famer Pat Summitt.
A four-year letterwinner, Elzy was a member of
two national championship teams (1997, 1998),
a national runner-up squad (2000), four SEC reg-
ular-season championships (1998, 1999, 2000,
2001) and three SEC Tournament titles (1998,
1999, 2000).

During her time in Knoxville, she played in 126
games and earned the Holly Warlick Defensive
Player of the Year award in 1997 and the Unsung
Hero Award in 1998. Elzy became just the fifth
freshman in Tennessee history to start her first
game as a Lady Vol when she started at guard in
the 1996-97 season opener against Austin Peay.
She also earned another distinction during her
playing career, becoming the first UT player to
earn her master’s degree while still playing.

reach the Southeastern Conference Tournament Quarterfinals after it defeated 11th-seeded Florida in
the first round and sixth-seeded Alabama in the second round.

¢ It marked UK’s 14th straight appearance in the quarterfinals, which was the longest active streak in the
SEC at the time (South Carolina is second with 12).

o After Kentucky defeated Alabama in the second round, Coach Elzy owned a 7-1 record in the SEC
Tournament, which tied with Melanie Balcomb of Vanderbilt for the best eight-game start for a head
coach in tournament history.

Kyra Elzy produced the program’s first ever No. 1 WNBA Draft pick in Rhyne Howard, who was taken first

overall by the Atlanta Dream on April 11, 2022.

¢ In the process, Elzy helped UK become one of just 16 programs in the nation to produce a No. 1 WNBA
Draft Pick.

Kyra Elzy is the only coach in program history to lead her team to back-to-back NCAA Tournaments in her

first two years at the helm of the program, doing so in 2020-21 and 2021-22.

In 2022, Kyra Elzy led the Kentucky women’s basketball program to its second SEC Tournament Title in
program history, and its first since 1982, when it defeated No. 1 South Carolina, 64-62, at Bridgestone
Arena in Nashville, Tenn., on March 6, 2022.

¢ Elzy, who holds an impressive 5-1 record in her two-year tenure in the SEC Tournament, guided UK to
the championship game for the first time since 2014.

e Elzy became the fifth coach in league history to win the tournament title in the first two seasons on
the job, joining Joe Ciampi (Auburn), Jim Foster (Vanderbilt), Melanie Balcomb (Vanderbilt) and Holly
Warlick (Tennessee).

Kentucky, who was the seventh seed at the conference tournament, became the second-lowest seed

to ever win the SEC Women'’s Basketball Tournament.

Elzy’s Wildcats became the only No. 7 seed in any power five conference tournament ever to defeat

the No. 1, 2, and 3 seeds to earn the conference tournament title.

Moreover, the Wildcats became the fourth team to ever defeat the No. 1 team in the Associated Press
Poll in the SEC Tournament championship game.

In defeating the top-ranked Gamecocks, Elzy aided UK to just its second win ever against a No. 1 team
in the AP Poll.

In just her second season at the helm of the program (2021-22), Kyra Elzy helped Kentucky to a 10-game

win streak, UK’s longest win streak in conference action in a decade (2011-12).
WBCA Rookie Coach of the Year in 2021 after becoming the first UK head coach to lead their team to the

NCAA Tournament in their first season at the helm.

Named espnW National Coach of the Week on January 4, 2021, after back-to-back top-12 wins to start

conference action (then-No. 10 Arkansas and then-No. 12 Mississippi State). It marked the first time

Kentucky has ever earned back-to-back wins against teams ranked in the top-12 of the AP poll.

Became the eighth head coach in UK women'’s basketball history as UK AD Mitch Barnhart named her

head coach on Dec. 14, 2020 following the retirement of Matthew Mitchell.

Kyra Elzy married Dexter Lander in August 2012 and the couple have one son Jackson, who was born in

2016.
