2025 SEC TOURNAMENT

Beginning with its incepƟ on and through 1986, the tournament was held at campus sites. The tournament was then sent to Albany, Ga., which served as the site for six years from 1987-92. The 
tournament then moved to ChaƩ anooga, Tenn., where it was held from 1993-2000, with the excepƟ on of 1998 when the tournament moved to Columbus, Ga.

Since 2001 the tournament has enjoyed many new sites, including Memphis (2001), Nashville (2002, 2004, 2008, 2011, 2012, 2018, 2022), LiƩ le Rock, Ark. (2003, 2006, 2009, 2015), Greenville, S.C. 
(2005, 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2023, 2024, 2025), Duluth, Ga. (2007, 2010, 2013, 2014) and Jacksonville, Fla. (2016). 

The conference announced a three-year extension with Greenville, S.C. to host the SEC Women’s Basketball Tournament in 2026, 2027 and 2028. 

The winner of the tournament receives the league’s automaƟ c bid to the NCAA Tournament. 

The event has helped set the stage for SEC teams in the NCAA Tournament, as 31 of the conference tournament champions have advanced to at least the Sweet 16. Four of the last 14 SEC Tourna-
ment champions have gone on to win the naƟ onal championship. The SEC Tournament Champion has failed to win at least one NCAA Tournament game only twice.

Tennessee leads the league with 17 SEC Tournament Ɵ tles. South Carolina is second with eight, Vanderbilt has six, while Auburn, Georgia, each have four. LSU has two with Kentucky, 
Mississippi State and Texas A&M having each won one SEC Tournament championship.

WOMEN’S BASKETBALL LEADERSHIP COUNCIL 
• The council consists of one women’s basketball student-athlete from 
each of the SEC’s 16 insƟ tuƟ ons. The goal of the leadership council is 
for student-athletes to serve as a conduit of communicaƟ on from their 
teams to the conference offi  ce on issues related to student-athlete expe-
rience, student-athlete wellness, and to provide feedback on proposed 
rules governing the SEC and NCAA.

• A total of 104 women’s basketball students were named to the 2023-
24 SEC Academic Honor Rolls for having a grade point average of 3.00 
or above for either the preceding academic year or a cumulaƟ ve grade 
point average of 3.00 or above.
• The conference has had 36 women’s basketball players named Aca-
demic All-American.
• Four Women’s Basketball Academic All-America of the Year hail from 
the SEC. They are Candace Parker , UT (2007 & 2008); Aliyah Boston, SC 
(2021 & 2022).
BY THE NUMBERS
• The SEC compiled a 166-48 (.776) non-conference record during the 
2023-24 season.  
• In regular season games, the SEC has compiled a 6030-1753 (.775) 
record against other conferences. In the postseason, SEC teams are 559-
259 (.683) against non-conference teams. Overall, teams are 6588-2012 
(.766).
• The league has recorded 150+ wins in 29 seasons and has recorded a 
non-conference winning percentage below .700 only once.
• Since the SEC began to sponsor women’s basketball in 1982, it has 
failed only six Ɵ mes to place at least four members in each of the fi nal 
polls (the USA Today/ESPN poll began in 1986).   
• The most SEC teams in the fi nal AP poll is seven, which the league has 
done four Ɵ mes (1996, 1997, 2003, and 2018).
• Overall, the league teams have been ranked every week except for 
the very fi rst poll in 1976. 
• The league has had the top three teams in the AP Poll twice.  In week 
three in 2005 and in week eight in 1989.
• SEC schools have produced 53 Team USA Olympians since 1976, with 
49 coming since the SEC began sponsoring women’s basketball. In addi-
Ɵ on, 10 have played for other countries in the Olympics.
• In 2023, a total of 1,146,341 fans passed through SEC turnsƟ les dur-
ing home games and conference tournament acƟ on. Overall, the league 
has fi ve of the Top 10 total aƩ endance seasons.
• The SEC has led the naƟ on in women’s basketball average aƩ endance 
for seven of the last nine seasons (2015-2022).
