DeLEYE & SKINNER WIN MAJOR SEC AWARDS
Kentucky Volleyball outside hitter Brooklyn DeLeye was named the 2024 Southeastern Conference Player
of the Year and Craig Skinner was named the 2024 SEC Coach of the Year.

Deleye becomes the sixth different Kentucky Wildcat to win SEC Player of the Year as a Kentucky player
has now won the award for a seventh time. DeLeye joins Sarah Rumley (2008), Leah Edmond (2018, 2019),
Madison Lilley (2020), Alli Stumler (2021) and Emma Grome (2022) as winners of the conference’s top
honor. Kentucky has now won the award six of the last seven years.

For Skinner, he wins SEC Coach of the Year for the second-straight season and the sixth time in his career.
He picked up his 300th-career SEC win Wednesday night in Columbia, Missouri as the Wildcats claimed
the 2024 SEC title outright in a 3-1 win over Missouri. Skinner has previously been named the SEC Coach
of the Year in 2015, 2017, 2018, 2020, 2023 and now 2024. He posted a 14-2 record in SEC play this year
as Kentucky won its eighth-straight conference title.

OUTRIGHT SEC CHAMPS!

By winning 17 of the last 21 points of the match in the fourth set, down by as many as six points, the No.
12 Kentucky Volleyball team beat Missouri 3-1 (25-19, 25-14, 23-25, 25-20) to clinch the outright 2024
Southeastern Conference championship and secure the SEC’s automatic qualification spot into the 2024
NCAA Tournament. Kentucky has now won eight-straight SEC Championships with five of the eight being
outright titles.

GETTING OUT THE HOSTING SHOES FOR A SEVENTH-STRAIGHT SEASON

The Wildcats earned a national seed for the seventh-straight season, meaning they earned the right to
host the NCAA First and Second Rounds of the 2024 championship. The Wildcats have enjoyed a storied
history in postseason play that includes 13 appearances in the NCAA Regional Semifinals and the school’s
NCAA National Championship during the 2020-21 season.

MISTER 300!
Craig Skinner won his 300th-career SEC match with Kentucky's regular season finale at Mizzou on Nov. 27
adding to his mantle as the winningest head coach in Kentucky Volleyball history.

MEMORIAL COLISEUM FACELIFT

Kentucky played its entire 2023 home schedule at historic Rupp Arena in 2023 as Memorial Coliseum under-
went an $82 million renovation and restoration. The investment is the largest in Kentucky Athletics history
for any female athletics project. The arena will be re-opened to the public on Aug. 30 in UK’s home opener
vs. NKU with the inclusion of the 2023 SEC Championship banner unveiling.

Memorial also currently serves
as the home court for the UK women’s basketball and gymnastics teams. The storied gymnasi-
um also housed some of the greatest moments in UK men’s basketball history as its home for
26 seasons from 1950 to 1976.
