Co-Players of the Week
• Aneesah Morrow helped LSU to its fi rst ranked win of 
the season over No 20 NC State; recording two more dou-
ble-doubles while averaging 18.5 points and 13.0 rebounds 
with 6 total steals. Morrow leads the naƟ on with 8 double-
doubles, including 7 in a row, and she also leads the naƟ on 
with 13.0 rebounds per game. In LSU’s win over No. 20 NC 
State, Morrow had 20 points and 15 rebounds - her second 
game this season with at least 20 and 15 – as LSU captured 
the Baha Mar Pink Flamingo Championship with an 82-65 
win. She helped lead a balanced scoring aƩ ack in Sunday’s 
win over N.C. Central, scoring 17 points. She also grabbed 
11 rebounds and had 3 assists. 
• Oklahoma’s Payton Verhulst became the fi rst SEC player 
since at least 1999 to post a triple-double with 29 points, 10 
rebounds and 10 assists against a top-25 opponent as the 
guard accomplished the feat vs. then-No. 13 Duke in OU’s 
lone contest of the week. Her triple-double was OU’s fourth 
in program history and fi rst since Courtney Paris in 2006. 
AddiƟ onally, Verhulst’s 29 points were the second-most in a 
triple-double vs. a top-25 team since 1999, trailing only Cait-
lin Clark’s 30 against Ohio State in March 2023. The Sooner 
hit a 3-pointer as Ɵ me expired to send the top-15 matchup 
to overƟ me where Oklahoma eventually fell, 109-99.
Co-Freshmen of the Week
•  South Carolina’s Joyce Edwards averaged a double-
double for the week to earn a spot on the Elevance Health 
Fort Myers Tip-Off  All-Island Division Team. Her 12.0 points, 
10.0 rebounds and 3.0 steals per game led the team, and 
her scoring came on 55.0 percent shooƟ ng. Edwards posted 
her fi rst career double-double in the Gamecocks’ win over 
#15/15 Iowa State, posƟ ng 13 points and 11 rebounds in 
just 22 minutes of acƟ on. Against Purdue, Edwards narrowly 
missed another double-double with 11 points and nine re-
bounds, six of which came on the off ensive end. She fi rst 
checked into the game when the Gamecocks had a narrow 
11-10 lead, and her fi ve points and two steals in the fi nal 
4:37 of the quarter powered a 12-2 surge that gave the 
Gamecocks a commanding lead they conƟ nued to increase 
throughout the game.
• JusƟ ce Carlton scored 30 points on 12-of-15 shooƟ ng 
from the fi eld in the Longhorns win over Butler at the Gulf 
Coast Showcase. In the three games of the tournament Carl-
ton scored in double-fi gures in two of the three games and 

had a shooƟ ng percentage across the three games of 61.3 
percent. Carlton is the fi rst UT freshman to score 30 in a 
game since Rori Harmon did it in the 2022 season. Carlton 
tallied four or more rebounds in each game of the tourna-
ment as well. Carlton helped the Longhorns win the Gulf 
Coast Showcase tournament.

Around the League
• Missouri registered 14 3-pointers with four each from 
Grace Slaughter and Ashton Judd who scored 20 and 16, re-
specƟ vely, in their 94-55 win over Nothern Illinois.

• Tennessee had a 12-1 run to close out the 78-68 win over 
No. 17 Iowa in the inaugural Women’s Champions Classic.

• This week marked the second SEC/ACC Challenge. This 
year the SEC took the Challenge, 10-6. Last year the leagues 
ended in a Ɵ e.

• DeYona Gaston scored 23 points as Auburn women’s 
basketball picked up a key victory on the road Thursday 
night, defeaƟ ng Virginia 66-57 in the SEC/ACC Challenge.

• The Gators defeated Clemson 77-64 Thursday evening in 
Tiger territory. Off ensively the Gators were led by freshman 
Liv McGill with a 21-point ouƟ ng. This marks McGill’s fi Ō h 
20+ point performance in nine ouƟ ngs.

2025 SEC TOURNAMENT

Beginning with its incepƟ on and through 1986, the tournament was held at campus sites. The tournament was then sent to Albany, Ga., which served as the site for six years from 1987-92. The 
tournament then moved to ChaƩ anooga, Tenn., where it was held from 1993-2000, with the excepƟ on of 1998 when the tournament moved to Columbus, Ga.

Since 2001 the tournament has enjoyed many new sites, including Memphis (2001), Nashville (2002, 2004, 2008, 2011, 2012, 2018, 2022), LiƩ le Rock, Ark. (2003, 2006, 2009, 2015), Greenville, S.C. 
(2005, 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2023, 2024, 2025), Duluth, Ga. (2007, 2010, 2013, 2014) and Jacksonville, Fla. (2016). 

The conference announced a three-year extension with Greenville, S.C. to host the SEC Women’s Basketball Tournament in 2026, 2027 and 2028. 

The winner of the tournament receives the league’s automaƟ c bid to the NCAA Tournament. 

The event has helped set the stage for SEC teams in the NCAA Tournament, as 31 of the conference tournament champions have advanced to at least the Sweet 16. Four of the last 14 SEC Tourna-
ment champions have gone on to win the naƟ onal championship. The SEC Tournament Champion has failed to win at least one NCAA Tournament game only twice.

Tennessee leads the league with 17 SEC Tournament Ɵ tles. South Carolina is second with eight, Vanderbilt has six, while Auburn, Georgia, each have four. LSU has two with Kentucky, 
Mississippi State and Texas A&M having each won one SEC Tournament championship.

BY THE NUMBERS
• In regular season games, the SEC has compiled a 6110-1781 (.774) 
record against other conferences. In the postseason, SEC teams are 560-
293 (.657) against non-conference teams. Overall, teams are 6670-2074 
(.763).
• The league has recorded 150+ wins in 29 seasons and has recorded a 
non-conference winning percentage below .700 only once.
• Since the SEC began to sponsor women’s basketball in 1982, it has 
failed only six Ɵ mes to place at least four members in each of the fi nal 
polls (the USA Today/ESPN poll began in 1986).   
• The most SEC teams in the fi nal AP poll is seven, which the league has 
done four Ɵ mes (1996, 1997, 2003, and 2018).
• Overall, the league teams have been ranked every week except for 
the very fi rst poll in 1976. 
• The league has had the top three teams in the AP Poll twice.  In week 
three in 2005 and in week eight in 1989.
• SEC schools have produced 53 Team USA Olympians since 1976, with 
49 coming since the SEC began sponsoring women’s basketball. In addi-
Ɵ on, 10 have played for other countries in the Olympics.
• In 2023, a total of 1,146,341 fans passed through SEC turnsƟ les dur-
ing home games and conference tournament acƟ on. Overall, the league 
has fi ve of the Top 10 total aƩ endance seasons.
