NEW KID IN THE BLOCKS
Freshman	Sharmelle	Holmes	was	named	the	first	SEC	Freshman	of	the	Week	for	the	2025	season	on	Tues-
day,	honoring	the	Wildcat	for	her	record-breaking	performance	at	the	Rod	McCravy	Memorial.	The	Winns-
boro,	South	Carolina	native	ran	a	personal	best	7.29	seconds	in	the	60m	prelims	to	break	Kentucky	legend	
Abby	Steiner's	freshman	record.	She	is	currently	the	seventh	fastest	runner	in	the	country	in	the	event	and	
the	second	fastest	in	the	SEC.	Holmes	was	the	2024	South	Carolina	Girls	Track	Gatorade	Player	of	the	Year	
after	winning	 four	state	titles	 in	her	senior	season	and	earning	All-American	status	after	a	 fourth-place	
finish	in	the	100m	at	New	Balance	Outdoor	Nationals.	

POWERS HOUR
Kate Powers	has	enjoyed	a	perfect	start	to	the	2025	season,	claiming	weight	throw	victories	in	both	of	her	
starts	with	the	aid	of	record	setting	throws.	Her	winning	throw	of	21.51m	at	the	Louisville	Opener	in	De-
cember	moved	the	sophomore	to	second	on	the	UK	all-time	performers	list.	She	would	earn	her	first	school	
record	 in	her	next	 start,	winning	 the	Rod	McCravy	Memorial	with	 a	 record-breaking	 throw	of	 21.64m.
Powers	is	on	the	heels	of	a	stellar	freshman	campaign	at	Kentucky,	as	the	Hopkins,	Mass.	native	broke	the	
Kentucky	Freshman	Record	in	the	Indoor	Weight	Throw	and	Outdoor	Hammer	Throw.	She	also	qualified	for	
the	NCAA	Championships	and	US	Olympic	Team	Trials	in	the	Hammer	Throw.	

MCCRAVY WRAPUP
The Wildcats hosted the 30th annual Rod McCravy Memorial Invite in Louisville this past weekend, host-
ing	14	other	schools	 for	 two	days	of	competiton	at	 the	Norton	Healthcare	Sports	and	Learning	Center.	
The	Wildcats	earned	nine	events	wins	while	also	setting	two	school	records	and	one	freshman	record	in	
the process. Kate Powers (WT) and Cha'iel Johnson (600m) cemented themselves as school record hold-
ers with their winning marks, while Oneika McAnnuff (300m), Shavique Bascus (200m), Victoria Perrow 
(60m), Clinton Muunga (60m), Patrick Faust (800m) all earned individual wins. The Wildcats also swept the 
women's	relays,	taking	home	titles	in	the	DMR and 4x400m. 

STARTING ON THE RIGHT FOOT
12 Wildcats earned event wins at the Louisville Opener on December 11 and Carlie Makarawu set his 
third	Zimbabwean	National	Record	in	the	300m	as	the	rest	of	the	Kentucky	Wildcats	opened	their	season	
in the Derby City. Colin Wilson (SP), Morgan Davis (LJ), Luke Brown (TJ), Alexis Glasco (60H), Alexander 
Chukwukulu (60H), Sharmelle Holmes (60), Miles Jones (60), Logan Coles (WT), Kate Powers (WT), Sophie 
Galloway (TJ), Amya Livingston (SP), and Cha'iel Johnson (600) all took home event wins. Powers' winning 
weight	throw	of	21.52m	was	the	second-best	in	program	history.	Makarawu's	national	record	300m	run	of	
32.72	was	the	third-fastest	in	Kentucky	history	and	was	under	the	previous	facility	record.	Payton Phillips 
took	second	in	the	Pole	Vault	with	a	new	indoor	PR	of	4.30m,	good	for	third	all-time	at	Kentucky.

RECORD DAY AT DANVILLE OPENER
In	the	seaon	opener	for	the	distance	squad,	a	pair	of	Kentucky	records	fell.	Ed Bird broke Jacob Thomson's 
school	record	in	the	3000m	in	7:53.18.	The	record	was	the	first	overall	top	mark	for	the	sophomore,	who	
also broke the Britsh U20 3000m Record in the same race. Collins Kiprop Kipngok also lowered Bird's 
freshman	record	in	the	5000m	in	13:58.61.	Jenna Schwinghamer and Ally Kruger also ran new PBs in the 
Mile	and	3000m,	respectively.	

LEAVE IT ALL TO CARLIE
Junior Carlie Makarawu	enters	his	first	season	in	Lexington	with	high	expectations	after	turning	in	a	sixth	
place	finish	in	the	200m	at	the	Olympic	Games	in	Paris	this	August.	A	two-year	standout	at	New	Mexico	
Junior	College,	the	Zimbabwean	won	six	NJCAA	individual	national	titles	as	a	Thunderbird.	He	holds	the	
national	record	in	Zimbabwe	in	the	indoor	200m,	outdoor	200m,	and	indoor	300m	with	personal	bests	of	
6.63	in	the	60m,	10.04	in	the	100m,	and	19.93	in	the	200m.	

HOPPIN AND SKIPPIN AND JUMPIN
Defending	SEC	Indoor	and	Outdoor	Triple	Jump	Champion	Luke	Brown	returns	to	the	pit	for	the	Cats	this	
winter,	 as	 the	 Jamaican	 is	 looking	 to	build	on	his	 success	 from	2024.	 The	 three-time	All-American	and	
school	record	holder	placed	2nd	at	the	NCAA	Indoor	Championships	and	5th	at	the	NCAA	Outdoor	Cham-
pionships a season ago.
