Weekly Honors
• Tennessee’s Jewel Spear and Vanderbilt’s Mikayla Blakes 
have been named Co-Players of the Week with Blakes also 
receiving Freshman of the Week honors.
• Tennessee’s Jewel Spear conƟ nued an incredible stretch 
of shooƟ ng, hiƫ  ng 70 percent of her fi eld goal aƩ empts 
and 66.7 percent beyond the arc en route to averaging 22.5 
points in No. 15 Tennessee’s victories over Auburn and Ole 
Miss last week. Against Auburn, Spear made fi ve of nine 
shots from the fi eld, including a 5-for-8 night from three-
point range, and went two of two at the free-throw line to 
lead her team with 17 points in a 99-61 victory. She also 
added four assists, three rebounds and two steals to her stat 
line against the Tigers. On Sunday against Ole Miss, Spear 
scorched the nets for 28, connecƟ ng on nine of 11 shots, 
including 5-of-7 accuracy beyond the arc, and fi ve of six 
charity shots. It marked the fi Ō h Ɵ me in 2024-25 that Spear 
had made fi ve or more treys in a game. With those eff orts, 
Spear improved her scoring average in SEC play to 15.4 ppg. 
over 12 games, fueled by 52-percent shooƟ ng from the fi eld 
(59-113), 51.9-percent marksmanship beyond the arc (40-
77) and 81.8-percent accuracy at the charity stripe (27-33).
• Mikayla Blakes once again rewrote the SEC and NCAA 
women’s basketball record books this past Sunday, warrant-
ing co-player and freshman of the week honors. er 55-point 
performance at Auburn set the SEC and NCAA freshman 
single-game scoring records. The freshmen averaged 34.0 
points, 7.0 rebounds, 4.5 assists, and 4.5 steals to help 
Vanderbilt go 1-1 in a pair of overƟ me SEC contests this 
week. The 55 points scored by Blakes is Ɵ ed for the ninth-
most in a single game in NCAA women’s basketball history. 
She matches Patrica Hoskins of Mississippi Valley State, 
who scored 55 points twice in 1988-89. Blakes joins Hoskins 
as the only two NCAA Division I women’s basketball play-
ers ever to have mulƟ ple 53-point scoring performances in 
the same season. Blakes scored 53 points at Florida on Jan. 
30 to set the then-SEC and then-NCAA true freshman scor-
ing records. She is the fi rst NCAA freshman and the fourth 
NCAA Division I player since 1999-00 to have mulƟ ple 
50-point games in the same season. Blakes shot a blister-
ing 53.6 percent from the fi eld (15-of-28) and made an SEC 
record 23 free throws in a 98-88 overƟ me win at Auburn 

on Sunday. 

Around the League
• Six SEC coaches have been named to the Werner Lad-
der Naismith Women’s College Coach of the Year Watch List.  
This is the most of any conference with the ACC and Big Ten 
closest with three each.

• The SEC has had at least seven teams ranked all 16 weeks 
of this season’s polls. This week the conference has the 
most teams ranked of any conference. In total, nine of the 
SEC’s 16 teams have been ranked at some point this season.

• The SEC leads the naƟ on with three teams (2. South Car-
olina, 3. Texas, 9. LSU) ranked in the Top 10 of the NCAA’s 
NET rankings with nine total in the Top 25 (11. Tennessee, 
13. Ole Miss, 15. Alabama, 17. Oklahoma, 20. Kentucky, 23. 
Vanderbilt).

• SEC teams have won 80% of their non-conference games 
this season, including 41-26 (.612) against the ACC (19-13 - 
.594), Big Ten (9-6 - .600), Big 12 (7-5 - .583),  and Big East 
(6-3 - .667).

2025 SEC TOURNAMENT

Beginning with its incepƟ on and through 1986, the tournament was held at campus sites. The tournament was then sent to Albany, Ga., which served as the site for six years from 1987-92. The 
tournament then moved to ChaƩ anooga, Tenn., where it was held from 1993-2000, with the excepƟ on of 1998 when the tournament moved to Columbus, Ga.

Since 2001 the tournament has enjoyed many new sites, including Memphis (2001), Nashville (2002, 2004, 2008, 2011, 2012, 2018, 2022), LiƩ le Rock, Ark. (2003, 2006, 2009, 2015), Greenville, S.C. 
(2005, 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2023, 2024, 2025), Duluth, Ga. (2007, 2010, 2013, 2014) and Jacksonville, Fla. (2016). 

The conference announced a three-year extension with Greenville, S.C. to host the SEC Women’s Basketball Tournament in 2026, 2027 and 2028. 

The winner of the tournament receives the league’s automaƟ c bid to the NCAA Tournament. 

The event has helped set the stage for SEC teams in the NCAA Tournament, as 31 of the conference tournament champions have advanced to at least the Sweet 16. Four of the last 14 SEC Tourna-
ment champions have gone on to win the naƟ onal championship. The SEC Tournament Champion has failed to win at least one NCAA Tournament game only twice.

Tennessee leads the league with 17 SEC Tournament Ɵ tles. South Carolina is second with eight, Vanderbilt has six, while Auburn, Georgia, each have four. LSU has two with Kentucky, 
Mississippi State and Texas A&M having each won one SEC Tournament championship.

• In regular season games, the SEC has compiled a 6176-1790 (.775) 
record against other conferences. In the postseason, SEC teams are 560-
293 (.657) against non-conference teams. Overall, teams are 6736-2083 
(.764).
• The league has recorded 150+ wins in 30 seasons and has recorded a 
non-conference winning percentage below .700 only once.
• Since the SEC began to sponsor women’s basketball in the 1981-82 
season, it has failed only six Ɵ mes to place at least fi ve members in each 
of the fi nal polls (the USA Today/ESPN poll began in the 1985-1986 sea-
son).      
• The most SEC teams in the fi nal AP poll is seven, which the league has 
done fi ve Ɵ mes (1995, 1996, 1997, 2003, and 2018).
• Overall, the league teams have been ranked every week except for 
the very fi rst poll in 1976. 
• The league has had the top three teams in the AP Poll twice.  In week 
three in 2005 and in week eight in 1989.
• SEC schools have produced 53 Team USA Olympians since 1976, with 
49 coming since the SEC began sponsoring women’s basketball. In addi-
Ɵ on, 10 have played for other countries in the Olympics.
• In 2023, a total of 1,146,341 fans passed through SEC turnsƟ les dur-
ing home games and conference tournament acƟ on. Overall, the league 
has fi ve of the Top 10 total aƩ endance seasons.
