NEW KID IN THE BLOCKS
Freshman Sharmelle Holmes has earned two SEC Freshman of the Week honors this season after 
twice breaking the Kentucky Freshman Record in the 60m. The Winnsboro, South Carolina native 
ran a personal best 7.29 seconds in the 60m prelims at the McCravy Memorial to break Kentucky 
legend Abby Steiner's freshman record. Holmes lowered her own record one week later at the 
Corky Classic, running 7.24. Holmes has run a personal best in the 60m in all three meets this 
season. She is currently ranks 11th in the NCAA and third in the SEC in the event.Holmes was 
the 2024 South Carolina Girls Track Gatorade Player of the Year after winning four state titles in 
her senior season and earning All-American status after a fourth-place finish in the 100m at New 
Balance Outdoor Nationals. 

POWERS HOUR
Kate Powers has surged into national title contention during her sophomore season as a Wildcat, 
throwing three personal bests in three starts and currently ranking 4th in the NCAA in the event. 
She has broken the school record twice this season, first in a winning performace at the McCravy 
Memorial, throwing 21.64m to earn her first school record. A week late, Powers broke that record 
by over three feet, throwing 22.63m at the Vanderbilt Invite to finish as the top collegian and go 
ahead of the then-national leader. For her efforts in Nashville, Powers was named the SEC Field 
Athlete of the Week. Powers is on the heels of a stellar freshman campaign at Kentucky, as the 
Hopkins, Mass. native broke the Kentucky Freshman Record in the Indoor Weight Throw and Out-
door Hammer Throw. She also qualified for the NCAA Championships and US Olympic Team Trials 
in the Hammer Throw. 

NCAA INDOOR RECAP
The Cats sent eight qualifying athletes to Virginia Beach, Va. for the 2025 NCAA Indoor Champi-
onships. Those qualifiers included Carlie Makarawu (M 200m), Kate Powers (W Weight Throw), 
Luke Brown (M Triple Jump), Alexis Glasco (W 60m Hurdles) and the women's 4x400m relay team, 
which consisted of Hannah Douglas, Cha'iel Johnson, Oneika McAnnuff and Stacey Onyepunuka. 
By the meet's end, Makarawu came away with his first NCAA DivisionI National Champonship in 
the men's 200m final , beating out NCAA No. 1 Makanakaishe Charamba with a school record 
20.13 time. 

Top-10 Athletes
Eight Wildcats are currently ranked inside the top-10 in the NCAA of their respective events, in-
clduing  the two men's and one women's 4x100m relay teams, Shane Racey (M PV), Sharmelle 
Holmes (W 100m/200m), Alexis Glasco (W 100m H), Emmi Scales (W 100m H), Payton Phillips (W 
PV) and Aliyah Adams (W TJ).

LEAVE IT ALL TO CARLIE
Junior Carlie Makarawu enters his first season in Lexington with high expectations after turning 
in a sixth place finish in the 200m at the Olympic Games in Paris this August. A two-year stand-
out at New Mexico Junior College, the Zimbabwean won six NJCAA individual national titles as a 
Thunderbird. He holds the national record in Zimbabwe in the indoor 200m, outdoor 200m, and 
indoor 300m with personal bests of 6.63 in the 60m, 10.04 in the 100m, and 19.93 in the 200m. 

HOPPIN AND SKIPPIN AND JUMPIN
Defending SEC Indoor and Outdoor Triple Jump Champion Luke Brown returns to the pit for the 
Cats this winter, as the Jamaican is looking to build on his success from 2024. The three-time 
All-American and school record holder placed 2nd at the NCAA Indoor Championships and 5th at 
the NCAA Outdoor Championships a season ago. 

PAYTON PHILLIPS
Senior Payton Phillips had a breakout outdoor season in 2024, claiming her first conference medal 
and earning First-Team All-American status. Phillips claimed the silver medal in the pole vault at 
the 2024 SEC Outdoor Championships, clearing a then-personal best height of 4.25m. She then 
qualified for her first NCAA Championships with a personal best height of 4.30m at the NCAA East 
Regional, a height she matched to place eighth at the national meet and earn her first All-Amer-
ican laurel. Phillips now ranks second all-time at Kentucky in both the indoor and outdoor pole 
vault, clearing 4.30m in both seasons. 

STAR-STUDDED STAFF
The Kentucky Track & Field staff of Volunteer and Graduate Assistants is full of some of the top 
names in track, headlined by 2024 100m Hurdles Olympic Gold Medalist--and Kentucky alum-
na--Masai Russell. 60m Hurdles World Record Holder and two-time Olympic finalist Devynne 
Charlton is also a volunteer coach on staff. Charity Hufnagel--2024 US Olympic Trials and 2023 
NCAA Champion in the high jump--and Keaton Daniel--2024 NCAA Indoor and Outdoor Champion 
in the Pole Vault--also joined the staff after graduating from Kentucky last spring.

•	 Former Wildcats had a stellar 2024 season, headlined by a program-best performance at the 2024 
Paris Olympic Games. 

•	 Eight alums and one current Wildcat qualified for the Paris Games, a program best. Six medals--in-
cluding four golds--were won by Wildcats in Paris.

•	 Four Wildcats won golds at the 2024 US Olympic Team Trials--Masai Russell, Sydeny McLaugh-
lin-Levrone, Andrew Evans, and Charity Hufnagel. 

•	 Russell ran the fifth-fastest time in history in the 100m hurdles with her win at Olympic Trials. 
•	 McLaughlin-Levrone broke her own World Record at Trials in the 400m hurdles, a feat she would 

acheive again in Paris. 
•	 McLaughlin-Levrone defended her two golds from Tokyo by winning again in the 400m hurdles 

and the 4x400m relay. 
•	 Alexis Holmes won gold in the 4x400m relay alongside McLaughlin-Levrone, setting an American 

record in the process. 
•	 Daniel Roberts won silver in the 110m hurdles for his first Olympic medal.
•	 2020 Olympic Gold Medlaist Jasmine Camacho-Quinn took bronze in the 100m hurdles. Cama-

cho-Quinn had a successful post Olympic season, winning titles at the Diamond League Final and 
the inagural Athlos Championship. 

•	 Camacho-Quinn, Russell, McLaughlin-Levrone, and Holmes have all signed with Grand Slam Track 
for the 2025 season. 

•	 Camacho-Quinn and McLaughlin-Levrone were inducted into the UK Athletics Hall of Fame in 
September. 

•	
BIRD IS THE WORD
Sophomore Ed Bird closed his summer on a high note, winning the bronze medal in the 3000m at the 
World Athletics U20 Championships in Lima, Peru. The Brit stormed down the home stretch to take the 
final spot on the podium by .02 seconds, running a time of 8:21.00. This was Bird's first global medal 
and second in international competition after his 3000m Bronze from the 2022 European U18 Champi-
onships. Bird is coming off of a successful freshman campaign with the Wildcats which saw him named 
to the All-SEC Freshman Team in Cross Country, qualify for the NCAA East First Rounds in the 5000m, 
and break four Kentucky freshman records (indoor 3000m, indoor 5000m, outdoor 1500m, and outdoor 
5000m).

XC ROUNDUP
Kentucky Cross Country saw success in the 2024 season, highlighed by Collins Kiprop Kipngok's ad-
vancement to the national meet. The All-SEC Freshman Team member placed fourth at the Southeast 
Regional meet to become the first Wildcat to run at Nationals since Jacob Thomson in 2016. Kiprop 
Kipngok and Ed Bird each earned individual meet wins at the Bradley Pink Classic and Gans Creek Clas-
sic, respectively. 

NATTY CHAMP!
Sophomore Hurdler Alexander Chukwukelu won the Nigerian 110m Hurdles national title over the off-
season, running a personal-best 13.82 in prelims before winning the final in a time of 13.92. The win was 
Chukwukulu's first national title. 

TRACKTOWN LEX
Kentucky is set to host the 2025 SEC Outdoor Track and Field Championships in Lexington from May 
15-17, marking one of four championship meets in the Bluegrass in a five year span. The UK Outdoor 
Track and Field Complex hosted the 2024 NCAA East First Rounds and is set to host the event again in 
2026 and 2028.

COLLEGIATE RECORDS
Four Wildcat greats still hold collegiate records from their days as a Wildcat. Abby Steiner holds a pair of 
marks, including her 21.80 200m performance that won her the 2022 NCAA Outdoor title. Steiner also 
holds the indoor 300m record at 35.80 seconds from the 2021-22 season. Masai Russell was the most 
recent Wildcat to break a collegiate record, setting the 100m hurdles mark at 12.36 seconds at the 2023 
Texas Relays. Four-time Olympic Gold Medalist Sydney McLaughlin-Levrone set a seemingly untouch-
able standard in her signature 400m hurdles, running 52.75 seconds to win the 2018 SEC Champion-
ship. Steiner and Russell also broke indoor records during their time at Kentucky that have since been 
broken. Steiner's 22.09 200m at the 2022 SEC Championships set a standard that held for a little over 
a year. Russell set a 60m hurdles record of 7.75 in January 2023 at the Red Raider Open, but that mark 
was broken by Arkansas's Ackera Nugent at the 2023 NCAA Indoor Championships. The 2022 Outdoor 
4x400m team of Karimah Davis, Dajour Miles, Abby Steiner, and Alexis Holmes ran 3:21.93 to win the 
SEC Championships and set a collegiate record at the time. The team also won the NCAA title that year.
