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HISTORY & TRADITIONS
WILDCATS NICKNAME
The nickname “Wildcats” became synonymous 
with UK shortly after a 6-2 football victory at 
Illinois on Oct. 9, 1909. Commandant Philip 
Carbusier, then head of the military depart-
ment, told a group of students in a chapel 
service following the game that the Kentucky 
football team had “fought like wildcats.” The 
nickname grew in popularity and was adopted 
by the University.

MASCOTS
The Wildcat mascot originated during the 
1976-77 year at Kentucky. Gary Tanner was 
the original Wildcat, entertaining fans at 
Commonwealth Stadium, Rupp Arena and Me-
morial Coliseum during athletic events. Today, 
the Wildcat mascot also attends academic 
functions and generally serves as a friendly 
ambassador for the University. Scratch, anoth-
er costumed mascot, was unveiled in August 
1996. During UK games, Wildcat and Scratch 
entertain with enthusiastic dances and cheers. 
In the past, UK had a live wildcat mascot that 
resided in the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife’s Salato Wildlife Center three 
miles west of Frankfort on US 60. The most 
recent live mascot was named “Blue.” Through 
the years, UK has had other official live mas-
cots with colorful names. Records indicate that 
the first wild animal, named “Tom,” was given 
to the University in 1921. Other live mascots 
followed, including “TNT,” “Whiskers,” “Hot 
Tamale” and “Colonel.” 

CHEER AND DANCE TEAMS
The UK Cheer and Dance programs are recog-
nized as two of the finest programs in America. 
On the UK campus, they are recognized as 
some of the most elite athletes in the Univer-
sity’s sports programs and as public relations 
ambassadors of UK and the entire Common-
wealth of Kentucky. The Kentucky cheerleading 
squad won an unprecedented 24th national 
cheerleading championship in 2019 at the 
competition sponsored by the Universal Cheer-
leaders Association.

SENIOR DAY
Senior Day at Kentucky is one of the most 
celebrated ceremonies in college basketball. 
Honoring the senior class, UK’s event is one 
of the most elaborate and moving programs 
of its kind. The pregame ceremony begins 
with player introductions. Once they all have 
stepped on the court with their families, 
receiving framed jerseys and flowers from the 
coaching staff, then the state song, “My Old 
Kentucky Home,” is sung as the home crowd 
bids farewell.

BLUE AND WHITE
The University of Kentucky adopted blue and 
white as its official colors in 1892. Originally, 
however, UK students had decided on blue 
and light yellow prior to the Kentucky-Centre 
College football game on Dec. 19, 1891. The 
shade of blue, which is close to a royal blue, 
was chosen when a student asked the ques-
tion, “What color blue?” At the time, Richard 
C. Stoll (who lettered in football at UK in 1889-
94) pulled off his necktie and held it up. The 
students then adopted that particular shade 
of blue. A year later, UK students officially 
dropped the light yellow color for white.

BIG BLUE NATION
UK fans, also known as Big Blue Nation, are 
known for the electric atmosphere they create 
at all athletic events. Not only do the players 
feed off of their energy, but opposing teams 
often fear the intimidating roar of the UK 
crowd. 

UK PEP BAND
With more than 80 members, the University 
of Kentucky pep band is one of the largest in 
the nation. Performing at both home football 
and men’s and women’s basketball games, 
the pep band has been named by Southern 
Living magazine as one of the “top 10 bands 
in the South.” The Alumni Band, composed of 
former UK band members, also is an important 
part of the women’s basketball experience. 
The Alumni Band plays at several home games 
each year.

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ALL-TIME HEAD COACHES
SUE FEAMSTER • 1972-76 • 64-39 
(62.1%)
Sue Feamster became UK’s first head women’s basketball 
coach of the modern era when the program regained its 
varsity status in 1974. Women’s basketball had been a var-

sity sport at UK from 1903 until 1925, when the University senate passed 
a bill abolishing the sport for being “too strenuous” for females. Feam-
ster began coaching the UK women in 1971-72, when the squad earned 
a 10-3 record, and remained head coach as the squad rolled up a 26-15 
record over the next two seasons. After women’s basketball became a 
varsity sport, Feamster helped the program to a fast start, passing along 
to incoming coach Debbie Yow a squad that included All-American Pam 
Browning, who still holds several spots in the UK record book, and stand-
out Ceal Barry.

DEBBIE YOW • 1977-80 • 79-40 
(66.4%)
In the last year of her four seasons at Kentucky, Debbie 
Yow’s Wildcats stormed to a 24-5 record and earned the 
school’s first trip to the national playoffs —  then the 

Association of Intercollegiate Women’s Athletics Tournament. It was 
clear then that both Yow and the UK women’s program were primed 
for success. And just as the Cats continued to earn postseason berths, 
Yow’s career remained on the fast track as well. Yow enjoyed a suc-
cessful coaching stint at Florida and subsequent athletics administra-
tion positions at Florida and UNC-Greensboro. She then became Athlet-
ics Director at St. Louis, and from 1994-2010, was AD at Maryland. She 
served as president of the National Association of Collegiate Athletics 
Directors.

TERRY HALL • 1981-87 • 138-66 
(67.6%)
Terry Hall held the laudable distinction of being the win-
ningest coach in UK women’s basketball history as well 
as owning the best winning percentage of any coach to 
guide the program. Hall coached the Cats to seven straight 

winning seasons, starting with a 25-6 record and a trip to the second 
round of the AIAW national tournament before falling by one point to 
Maryland to end the 1980-81 season. The NCAA welcomed women’s 
basketball into its ranks the following year, and that historical season 
ended with the Cats falling to eventual national champion Louisiana 
Tech in the Midwest Regional finals on the Lady Techsters’ home floor. 
After the Cats failed to make the NCAA tournament in 1986-87, Hall left 
coaching for the business sector. But three years later, she accepted 
the head coaching job at Wright State, where she coached for seven 
years before succumbing to cancer in 1997.

SHARON FANNING • 1988-95 • 
134-97 (58%)
Sharon Fanning guided the Cats through eight seasons and 
despite a dubious beginning that saw her squad record 
back-to-back losing seasons, she never suffered another 

losing season. In just her third year, Fanning coached the Wildcats to 
an impressive 23-8 record while also edging them into the top 25. UK 
won three tournament titles in 1989-90, including an 85-76 come-from-
behind victory over Toledo in the NWIT Championship. The following 
season, the Wildcats advanced to the NCAA Tournament, UK’s first 
appearance in the Big Dance in five years. Prior to her stint at UK, 
Fanning was a graduate assistant at Tennessee and a head coach at 
UT-Chattanooga.  Since leaving UK, she was the head coach at Missis-
sippi State University before retiring following the 2011-12 season.  

BERNADETTE MATTOX • 1996-03 •  
91-135 (40.2%)
Bernadette Mattox spent eight seasons at the helm of 
the Wildcats basketball program. She began her coaching 
career at her alma mater, Georgia, but became a house-
hold name in Kentucky and across the nation when she 

was hired by former Wildcats coach Rick Pitino as the first female Divi-
sion I assistant “bench” coach for a men’s team in 1990. She was pro-
moted to assistant athletics director at Kentucky for one year before 
taking over the UK women’s program in 1995. Her most notable season 
came in 1998-99, when she led the Cats to their first 20-plus win sea-
son and first appearance in the NCAA Tournament in nearly a decade. 
The Cats won their first NCAA Tournament game in 17 years, finished 
with a 21-11 overall record and captured seven wins in the SEC, the 
most conference wins in school history at the time. After leaving UK in 
2003, Mattox served 10 seasons as an assistant coach for the WNBA’s 
Connecticut Sun.

MICKIE DEMOSS • 2004-07 • 
71-56 (55.9%)
Mickie DeMoss will best be remembered as the architect 
who took over a struggling program in 2003 and in just a 
short amount of time rebuilt UK women’s basketball back 
into a national contender. During her tenure the Wildcats 

participated in postseason play three consecutive seasons (one NCAA 
Tournament and two WNIT) and captured back-to-back 20-win seasons 
(2005-06 and 2006-07) for the first time since the 1989-90 and 1990-91 
teams accomplished the feat. DeMoss was named the 2006 SEC Coach of 
the Year, a UK first, after guiding the Wildcats to the NCAA Tournament 
for the first time in seven seasons. The Cats posted a 22-9 overall record 
in 2005-06, including a school-record nine conference wins and Kentucky 
made national headlines when it defeated No. 1 Tennessee in Rupp 
Arena. It was UK’s first win over a top-ranked team in school history. 
DeMoss also drastically increased fan attendance, as UK ranked in the 
top three of the SEC and top 20 in the national average attendance poll 
all four of her seasons. UK went from averaging 1,694 fans prior to her 
arrival in 2003 to breaking the school record with 5,863 fans per game 
in her final season. Since leaving UK, DeMoss has served as an assistant 
coach at Texas, Tennessee, Louisiana Tech, LSU and for the WNBA’s Indi-
ana Fever. She was enshrined in the WBB Hall of Fame in 2018. 

MATTHEW MITCHELL • 2008-20 • 
303-133 (69.4%)
Matthew Mitchell’s teams were known for using three 
“winning tools” for success: honesty, hard work and disci-
pline. So it’s no surprise that Mitchell retired in Nov. 2020 
as the winningest head coach in program history. Mitchell 

became Kentucky’s head coach on April 23, 2007, when he was hired 
by Barnhart. Year three (2009-10) was a pivotal season, as Mitchell was 
named SEC Coach of the Year for his remarkable job in turning around 
a team that went 16-16 overall, 5-9 in conference play a year prior, to 
an impressive 28-8 overall record in 2009-10. The Cats’ 28 overall wins, 
including 11 in SEC play, represented a school record. UK finished second 
in the league despite being picked to finish 11th in the preseason polls. 
Mitchell’s focus on the fundamentals and his “winning tools” helped 
the program reach new heights under his leadership. In his tenure in 
Lexington, UK advanced to the SEC Tournament semifinals or better nine 
times. In 2012, Mitchell led UK to the SEC regular season championship, 
its first in 30 years. Under Mitchell, the Cats finished top four in the SEC 
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KYRA ELZY • 2021-24 • 61-60 
(50.4%)
After Matthew Mitchell’s abrupt retirement in Nov. 2020, 
UK Athletic Director Mitch Barnhart knew exactly where 
to turn, immediately naming associate head coach Kyra 

Elzy as the interim head coach. She earned the full title of head coach 
in December and led UK to an 18-9 record. Her leadership helped Ken-
tucky guard Rhyne Howard become a consensus three-time All-America 
honoree. A two-time national champion under legendary head coach 
Pat Sumitt at Tennessee, Elzy magically led UK to the 2022 SEC Tourna-
ment Championship, defeating No. 1 South Carolina in the title game. 
Much of the success during the Mitchell Era can be attributed to Elzy, 
who spent nine years working with Mitchell and building the Wildcats 
into a national contender. 

KENNY BROOKS • 2025-PRES. • 
23-8 (74.2%)
Kenny Brooks, who was chosen as the 2025 Sporting News 
National Coach of the Year, was named the ninth head 
coach of the University of Kentucky women’s basketball 

program on March 26, 2024. He enters his second season as the Wild-
cats’ head coach in 2025-26, while he enters his 24th season overall as 
a head coach. Boasting a 540-212 (.718) career record through 23 sea-
sons as a head coach across his times at James Madison, Virginia Tech 
and Kentucky, Brooks has compiled five Colonial Athletic Association 
Tournament titles, four CAA regular-season titles, one Atlantic Coast 
Conference Tournament title, one ACC regular-season title, 11 NCAA 
Tournament appearances and one Final Four. Brooks’ first season at 
the helm of the Kentucky Wildcats was nothing short of sensational. 
He hit the ground running in Spring 2024, recruiting 11 players and 
hiring 11 coaches and staffers that would end up being competitive in 
a conference that was new to almost all of them. That collection would 
go on to earn a 23-8 overall record in 2024-25, including an 11-5 mark 
in the Southeastern Conference to finish in fourth place in the loaded 
league. In the process, Brooks tied the late Terry Hall as the quickest 
head coaches in program history to reach their first 20 wins at UK 
(24 games). Brooks also joined Hall as just the second head coach in 
program history to begin their first season at UK undefeated through 
seven games. The Wildcats, who earned five ranked triumphs, ranked 
as high as No. 8 in the Associated Press poll on the season, while they 
went on to earn the four seed and double bye at the SEC Tournament 
and the four seed and hosting privileges in the NCAA Tournament. The 
Cats broke or tied 12 school records before ending the season as the 
nation’s leader in blocks per game (7.0). Meanwhile, star-studded point 
guard Georgia Amoore went on to earn consensus All-America, Nancy 
Lieberman Point Guard of the Year Top Five Finalist, ESPN Newcomer 
of the Year, SEC Newcomer of the Year and All-SEC First Team – among 
others – before being picked No. 6 overall in the 2025 WNBA Draft 
by the Washington Mystics, while his sophomore center Clara Strack 
earned Lisa Leslie Center of the Year Top 10 Finalist, SEC Defensive 
Player of the Year, All-SEC Second Team and SEC All-Defensive Team.

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Kentucky women’s basketball has been recognized as having a spirited and winning tradition. It was in the early 1900s that wom-
en began playing the new game on “Miss Nettie’s Lawn” in Lexington ... and so the tradition continues.

1902 — The very first University of Kentucky basketball 
team was organized. Women’s basketball begins on the UK 
campus with its first game on Feb. 21, 1903. 

1924 — The 1924 team, coached by Bart Peak, 
swept its 10-game schedule and claimed not only the 
championship of Kentucky, but the championship of 
the South.

1924 — The University Senate passed a 
bill to abolish women’s basketball in part 
because according to state politicians bas-
ketball had proven to be a strenuous sport 
for boys and therefore was too strenuous 
for girls. 

1906 — The 1906 UK women’s basketball team, then known as 
Kentucky State College. The team, coached by Thomson Bryant, played 
only one game vs. Georgetown and fell, 15-14.

1903 — The 1903 UK women’s basketball 
team was coached by Jane Todd Watson, 
finishing 1-0 by defeating KU (now 
Transylvania), 16-10.

1904 — C.P. St. John coached the 1904 team, lead-
ing it to a 2-0 record with victories vs. Georgetown 
(14-10) and Jessamine Female Institute (28-1).
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1974 — After a 50-year absence, 
at the turn of the 70s, women’s 
teams at UK once again began 
playing intercollegiate games.

1974 — Sue Feamster coached UK from 1971-74 before it gained varsity status in 1974. 
Women’s basketball finally reached varsity status and the team is given the nickname 
“Lady Cats.”
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1976 — Feamster handed over the coaching reins to 
Debbie Yow, who compiled a 79-40 record in four sea-
sons from 1976-1980. In 1979, Yow recruited Valerie 
Still, Patty Jo Hedges and Lea Wise, one of the best 
recruiting classes in UK women’s basketball history.

1977 — Lady Kat starting center Pam 
Browning became an All-American and com-
piled 1,598 points in her collegiate career. 
She ranks as the sixth-leading scorer at UK 
to this day.

1979 — The Lady Kats upset second-ranked Tennessee, 
66-64, before 4,500 fans in Memorial Coliseum. The atten-
dance got a big boost when the much-anticipated game 
between the school’s men’s teams later that evening was 
canceled because of snow.

1980 — Terry Hall arrived 
at UK in 1980 and was 
named the Kentucky 
Women’s Intercollegiate 
Conference Coach of the 
Year in her first season 
at UK.

1982 — Lea Wise hit 15-of-16 out-
side shots against Illinois in an NCAA 
playoff game, helping the Cats win, 
88-80. Wise, a Lexington product, 
also led the team in autograph 
and photo requests because of her 
flashy and productive court play and 
her resemblance to actress Farrah 
Fawcett.

1982 — The Cats captured the SEC 
Tournament title for the first time in 
school history with an 80-74 victory over 
Tennessee. Following the game, the 
huge home crowd stormed the court 
in a celebration that lasted nearly 30 
minutes.

1983 — With the talented trio of Hedges, 
Still and Wise, Kentucky was ranked fourth 
twice during the ‘82-83 season and broke 
the national record for attendance at a 
women’s collegiate game when 10,622 
fans saw the Cats defeat Old Dominion, 
80-66, in Memorial Coliseum on Feb. 5, 
1983.
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1983 — Valerie Still became the all-
time leading scorer (among men and 
women) in Kentucky basketball history 
with 2,763 points in 119 games, a re-
cord that still stands.

1986 — Kentucky served as the host 
to the NCAA women’s Final Four in 
Rupp Arena.

1987 — Sharon Fanning is named 
the fourth head coach of the 
Lady Kats.

1987 — The 
three-point goal is 
introduced to the 
women’s game, prov-
ing to be an integral 
part of Kentucky 
basketball history for 
years to come.

1990 — Under third-year coach Sharon Fanning, UK compiled a 
23-8 record, edged into the top 25, and won three tournament 
titles, including an 85-76 come-from-behind victory over Toledo in 
the NWIT Championship. 

1991 — One year after 
winning the NWIT, UK 
made its first NCAA ap-
pearance since 1985-86.

1991 — UK scores one of the biggest upsets in 
the program’s history with a 67-66 victory over 
intrastate rival and eventual NCAA runner-up 
Western Kentucky in Bowling Green.
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1991 — Kristi Cushenberry became a mem-
ber of UK’s 1,000-point club in 1991 and cur-
rently ranks 14th on the all-time scoring list.
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1991 — Togetherness proved to be a successful 
formula as UK posted a 20-9 record and made its 
first appearance in the NCAA Tournament since 
1985-86. 

1993 — UK re-enters the AP Poll at No. 24 after claiming the Lady 
Kat Invitational title.

1996 — Kim Denkins was an All-SEC selection as a sopho-
more and now ranks No. 21 on the all-time scoring list.

1995 — Bernadette Locke-Mattox is chosen as the 
fifth head coach of the Cats.

1995 — Stacey Reed grad-
uates after four successful 
seasons at UK, leading the 
Cats in scoring both her junior 
and senior seasons, and 
assists and steals during all 
four years at Kentucky. Reed 
also broke UK’s all-time career 
steals record with 309.

1998 — Mattox is chosen to be an 
assistant coach for the USA Basket-
ball World Championship team.

1999 —The Cats shucked 
the Nebraska Cornhuskers, 
98-92, in the first round of 
the 1999 NCAA Tournament 
West Region in Los Angeles, 
Calif. UK scored a re-
cord-breaking 64 second-half 
points.

1998 —Jaye Barnes 
led the Cats in scoring 
in 1998.

1999 — Erica 
Jackson led the Cats 
in both assists and 
steals in her two sea-
sons as a Wildcat.

1999 — The Cats turned heads by charting more than 
20 wins for the first time in nine years and defeating 
three ranked opponents. After reaching the semifinals 
of the SEC Tournament, the Cats beat Nebraska in the 
first round of the NCAA Tournament before falling to 
UCLA in the second round.
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2000 — Shantia Owens becomes the 
first player from UK to be taken in the 
WNBA draft, selected 53rd by the 
Phoenix Mercury.

2000 — Tiffany 
Wait broke a school 
record for most 
games played with 
122, also surpassing 
Jodie Whitaker on 
the Cats’ all-time 
scoring list with 
1,445 points. She 
currently ranks 
12th.

2001 — The Wildcats took a summer tour 
of France and Switzerland and returned 
home with an unblemished 5-0 record.

2003 — Valerie Still’s jersey 
is retired at halftime of the 
UK-Alabama game at Memo-
rial Coliseum, marking the 
first time in school history 
that a woman’s jersey was 
retired.

2004 — Kentucky celebrates 
30 years of varsity women’s 
basketball.

2004 — Senior and Kentucky native Selia “SeSe” Helm ended 
her UK career etched in the record book in three different catego-
ries: scoring (5th), rebounding (8th) and field goals (3rd).

2003 — After 18 seasons 
as an assistant coach at Ten-
nessee, Mickie DeMoss is 
named the sixth head coach 
of the UK women’s basket-
ball team.

2003 — Within months of 
her hire, Mickie DeM-
oss and her staff hit the 
recruiting trail and signed 
one of the most highly 
touted recruiting classes 
in school history. Many 
dubbed the 6th-ranked 
class as the “Fab Five”.
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2004 — Enthusiasm generated by 
the hiring of the wildly popular Mickie 
DeMoss, combined with a brilliant and 
well-funded marketing plan, resulted 
in a staggering fan craze. Kentucky fans 
bought tickets at an unprecendented rate. 
UK ranked No. 1 nationally in increased 
attendance (3,488 more than the 2002-03 
average), ranked No. 2 (behind perennial 
power Tennessee) in Southeastern Confer-
ence attendance, and was 16th nationally 
(5,182) in attendance average.

2004 — UK set new season attendance records in 2003-04, 
averaging 5,182 fans per game.

2005 —  Sara Potts concluded her illustrious career as the only 
player in UK women’s basketball history to hit 200 or more 3-pointers 
in a career. She currently ranks eighth on the all-time scoring list (1,563 
points).

2005 — Freshman center Sarah Elliott scored a team-high 15 points to lead UK to a 71-63 win 
over 18th-ranked Georgia in Rupp Arena. It was UK Hoops’ first win over a ranked opponent in five 
seasons and the first under second-year coach Mickie DeMoss. Elliott was named SEC Freshman of 
the Week after that performance, the first freshman to receive the honor in  Wildcat history.

2005 — UK Coach Mickie DeMoss makes her first return to Thompson-Boling Arena in 
Knoxville, Tenn., where she first made a name for herself as a coach. DeMoss is presented with 
a glass vase by UT Coach Pat Summitt before a standing ovation.  

2005 — For the second consecutive season, the 
Wildcats broke the school’s attendance record. 
A total of 90,663 fans passed through the turnstiles 
during the 2004-05 season, smashing the school’s 
previous single-season attendance total of 72,553 set 
during the 2003-04 campaign.

2005 — Valerie Still 
was inducted into the 
charter class in the newly 
created UK Athletics Hall 
of Fame. She was the 
only female of the 88 
inductees.

2005 — UK completed the longest postseason run in school history by 
advancing to the 2005 WNIT final four. Sara Potts, who averaged 27.8 points 
per game during the four-game run was named to the All-Tournament team.
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2006 — DeMoss piloted a team that went from winning a combined 20 games in the 
two years prior to her arrival in 2003, to a record-breaking regular season that included the 
most wins (22) since 1989-90, the most conference wins in school history (nine), the highest 
conference finish (fourth) in 23 years, an appearance in the SEC Tournament semifinals for 
the first time in seven years, and UK’s first bid in the NCAA Tournament in seven years with 
its highest seed (fifth) since 1983.

2006 — Kentucky became just 
the fourth unranked team in the 
history of NCAA women’s basketball 
to knock off a No. 1 team when the 
Cats defeated top-ranked Tennessee, 
66-63, on Jan. 26, 2006—Junior Jenny 
Pfeiffer led the Cats in scoring with 16 
points, including 7-of-7 free-throws. 
Pfeiffer nailed the game-winning free-
throws with 14.8 seconds remaining 
and junior Nastassia Alcius added two 
charity shots in the waning seconds 
of the game to ice the victory. It was 
Kentucky’s first win over the Lady 
Vols in 20 years.

2006 — The Wildcats were ranked 21st in The Associated 
Press and 23rd in the USA Today/ESPN Coaches Poll for one week. 
UK’s No. 21 ranking marked the highest ranking in the AP poll 
since receiving a No. 19 position on Feb. 10, 1985.  

2006 — Sophomore 
Samantha Mahoney 
was Kentucky’s leading 
scorer in 2005-06, 
averaging 11.9 ppg. She 
currently ranks fifth on 
UK’s all-time scoring 
list with 1,601 career 
points.

2006 — DeMoss 
was named the SEC 
Coach of the Year 
by the SEC coaches 
and The Associated 
Press, UK’s first in 
school history. 

2006 — A then school-record atten-
dance of 13,689 fans witnessed Kentucky 
upset No. 1 Tennessee in Rupp Arena.
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2007 — During halftime of the UK vs. Ole Miss game on Jan. 17, a 
special ceremony took place as 571 fallen soldiers from Kentucky were 
honored. Since its completion in 1950, Memorial Coliseum has borne 
the names of thousands of Kentucky’s war dead.  But the lists of names 
– framed and hung on the walls of the ramps along two sides of the col-
iseum – had not been updated since the end of the Vietnam War.  Their 
names were added to those of their predecessors during the ceremony. 
A season-high 7,565 fans and family members of the fallen soldiers 
witnessed the special event in Memorial Coliseum.

2007 — Jennifer Hum-
phrey pulled down 964 
career rebounds, becoming 
just the second Wildcat in 
UK history to chart over 900 
rebounds in a career. Former 
All-American Valerie Still 
(1,525 rebounds) is the other 
Wildcat to accomplish the 
feat.

2007 — After four seasons at the helm, Mickie DeMoss 
resigned April 11 as head coach. She compiled an overall 
record of 71-56 at Kentucky, including a 20-14 mark 
during the 2006-07 season.

2007 — Matthew 
Mitchell was named the 
seventh head coach in 
UK Hoops history on 
April 23, 2007. He was 
welcomed by UK Presi-
dent Dr. Lee T. Todd, Jr. 
and Athletics Director 
Mitch Barnhart.

2007 — Coach Mat-
thew Mitchell earned 
his first win as the head 
coach at Kentucky when 
the Wildcats defeated 
USC-Upstate in the 
season opener, 74-59, 
on Nov. 10, 2007.

2008 — Kentucky charted eight wins 
during regular season Southeastern Con-
ference play, marking the second-most 
league wins in school history. In his first 
season as head coach of the Wildcats, 
Matthew Mitchell’s eight SEC wins were 
the most conference wins by a first-year 
head coach in UK Hoops history.

2008 — A school-record five Wildcats earned postsea-
son SEC honors. Samantha Mahoney and Sarah Elliott were 
named to the second team, Victoria Dunlap and Amber 
Smith were selected to the All-Freshman Team and Chelsea 
Chowning was named the SEC Scholar Athlete of the Year. 
Elliott and Mahoney also were named honorable mention 
All-SEC by The Associated Press.

2008 — Chelsea 
Chowning became the first 
women’s basketball player 
in school history to earn Ac-
ademic All-America honors 
when she was named to the 
2008 ESPN The Magazine 
Academic All-America Third 
Team as selected by the 
College Sports Informa-
tion Directors of America 
(CoSIDA).

2008 — The Wildcats partic-
ipated in a school-record fourth 
consecutive postseason tournament 
with a quarterfinals finish in the 
WNIT. UK received a first-round bye 
and defeated Middle Tennessee 
and James Madison in Memorial 
Coliseum before narrowly falling to 
eventual champion Marquette in 
the quarterfinals in Lexington.
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2008 — Senior center Sarah Elliott 
became UK’s all-time leading blocker. 
She holds the school record for 
blocks in a game (6), season (56), and 
career (195).

2008 — Seniors Chanté Bowman, Sarah Elliott, 
and Samantha Mahoney will forever leave a mark 
on the program as they helped UK appear in four 
straight postseason tournaments and ink several 
“firsts” in UK Hoops history in their four-year 
career.

2009 — Senior Carly Ormerod ended her illustri-
oius career ranked on several career lists including, 
3-pointers made (8th - 101), 3-pointers attempted 
(7th - 315), 3-pt field goal percentage (10th- .321) and 
assists per game (9th - 2.92).

2009 — Kentucky defeated No. 
13/19 Tennessee, 66-56, on Feb. 19, 
2009. It marked the Cats’ first win 
over the Lady Vols in Memorial Coli-
seum in 23 years (Jan. 24, 1986).

2009 — Matthew 
Mitchell became the first 
Kentucky head coach since 
Terry Hall in the 80-81 & 
81-82 seasons to advance to 
postseason in the first two 
years at the helm.

2009 — Sophomore Victoria Dunlap totaled 
a team-high 290 rebounds which ranks seventh 
on UK’s single-season rebounding list.

2009 — Senior center Eleia Roddy 
recorded 12 double-doubles during her 
senior season. With seven consecutive 
double-doubles, she become just the 
fourth player in school history and first 
since Jocelyn Mills in 1991 to record 
double-doubles in four or more straight 
games. She and former UK All-American 
Valerie Still are the only players in school 
history to have recorded five or more 
consecutive double-doubles.

2009 — UK was the only school in the SEC to 
boast two or more graduates on its roster         (Carly 
Ormerod and Eleia Roddy) during the  2008-09 sea-
son. Ormerod graduated an entire year early while 
Roddy graduated a semester ahead of schedule.

2008 — Samantha 
Mahoney scored a career-
high 30 points in the post-
season WNIT vs. James 
Madison and become UK’s 
third all-time leading scor-
er. She ended her illus-
trious career with 1,601 
points.
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2009 — UK opened “Year Three” of the Mat-
thew Mitchell era with the first game of the wom-
en’s collegiate basketball season against first-time 
opponent Boston in Memorial Coliseum. The Cats 
went on to win 92-58, the first of a school-record 
tying 11 straight wins to start the 2009-10 season.

2009 — UK defeated intrastate rival Louisville, 
101-67, in front of the eighth-largest crowd in Me-
morial Coliseum. The Cats set the school record 
for free throws made (36) and attempted (52) in 
a game.

2010 — The Cats went undefeated at home (17-0) 
for just the second time in school history. The 17 wins in 
Memorial Coliseum were a school record.

2010 — Hardly on anyone’s radar in the preseason, UK quickly caught the rapt 
attention of Wildcat fans and foes alike on its way to rolling up a school-record 28 wins, 
including 11 in conference play, reaching the finals of the SEC Tournament and advancing 
to the NCAA Regional finals. 

2010 — UK, which received a No. 4 
seed, advanced to the NCAA Elite Eight 
for just the second time in program 
history after upsetting top-seeded and 
ninth-ranked Nebraska in the Sweet 16.

2010 — Kentucky made its school-record sixth consecutive postseason 
appearance with their seventh overall bid to the NCAA Tournament. 

2010 — UK finished with a national ranking of ninth in 
the USA Today/ESPN Coaches Poll and 19th in the AP poll.

2010 — Junior Victoria Dunlap was named UK’s 
first SEC Player of the Year by the AP and league 
coaches. She also became just the second player 
in UK history to earn State Farm/WBCA (former-
ly Kodak) All-America honors, joining three-time 
All-American Valerie Still.

2010 — Freshman guard A’dia Mathies was named 
UK’s first SEC Freshman of the Year by the league 
coaches. She also earned Full-Court Press Second Team 
Freshman All-America honors and was Second Team 
All-SEC as well as being a unanimous chose for the All-
SEC Freshman Team.

2010 — UK ranked among the top 20 in four different 
team categories in the NCAA statistical rankings, including 
third nationally in turnover margin (+7.33).

2010 — UK became just the second school in 
SEC history to sweep all three of the major SEC 
awards as Victoria Dunlap was SEC Player of 
the Year, A’dia Mathies was SEC Freshman of 
the Year and Matthew Mitchell was named SEC 
Coach of the Year. Tennessee did it prior to its 
1998 national title.
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2011 — The Wildcats charted their second straight 20-win 
season, marking the first time UK accomplished that feat since the 
2005-06 and 2006-07 seasons.

2011 — UK finished second in the SEC regular season and 
was runner-up in the SEC Tournament for the second straight 
season.

2011 — The Wildcats 
made their school-re-
cord seventh con-
secutive postseason 
appearance with a 
second-round finish in 
the NCAA Tournament. 
It marked UK’s first 
back-to-back NCAA 
appearances since the 
1982-83 seasons.

2011 — The Cats finished No. 17 
in the final AP poll and No. 16 in final 
USA Today/ESPN coaches’ poll. It 
marked the highest final AP ranking 
since the Wildcats finished 11th in 
1983.

2011 — Victoria Dunlap ended her 
career ranked in the top 10 of 14 career 
lists, including No. 1 in all-time games 
played and started (133) and No. 2 
all-time in scoring (1,846), rebound-
ing (1,099), blocks (178), steals (307), 
free-throws made (445) and free-throws 
attempted (714).

2011 — Victoria Dunlap was the highest pick in the WNBA Draft in 
school history when she was selected in the first round as the 11th 
overall pick by the Washington Mystics in 2011.

2011 — For the first time in three years, the 
Wildcats returned to Rupp Arena on Dec 8, 2011. 
The Wildcats looked comfortable in their second 
home as they upset No. 6/5 Duke, 72-65, in front 
of a school-record 14,508 fans. Freshmen Bria 
Goss and Azia Bishop teamed up to combine 
for 31 points, 14 rebounds, four blocks and four 
steals on 15-24 shooting from the field. After 
defeating No. 10/11 Louisville just days before, 
the Duke win gave the Wildcats their first back-
to-back wins over top 10 teams in school history.
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2012 — A’dia Mathies turned in one of the most impressive       
individual performances in UK Hoops history, netting a career-best 
34 points to go along with nine rebounds, two assists, two blocks 
and two steals in Kentucky’s 61-60 win over No. 6/7 Tennessee in 
Memorial Coliseum. Mathies hit the game winner with 4.2 seconds 
remaining to snap the Lady Vols’ 36-game SEC winning streak.

2012 — UK earned several postseason SEC honors as Matthew 
Mitchell was named SEC Coach of the Year by The Associated Press, 
A’dia Mathies was named SEC Player of the Year (Coaches and AP), 
Bria Goss was SEC Freshman of the Year (Coaches and AP) and Keyla 
Snowden was Co-6th Woman of the Year (Coaches). UK is the only 
SEC school to ever win three consecutive AP SEC Players of the Year 
honors. Victoria Dunlap was the AP SEC Player of the Year in 2010 
and 2011, while Mathies was the 2012 AP SEC Player of the Year.

2012 — Kentucky completed one of the most successful 
seasons in school history with a 28-7 overall record, including 
an 18-0 mark at home, and an appearance in the Elite Eight 
for the second time in three years. The Wildcats defeated 
McNeese State, Green Bay and Gonzaga before falling to 
No. 3 Connecticut in the NCAA Regional Finals. Samarie 
Walker was named to the All-Regional Tournament team 
after averaging 13.3 points and 10.8 rebounds in four NCAA 
Tournament games.

2012 — The Cats 
finished No. 12 in the 
final AP poll & No. 8 in 
final USA Today/ESPN 
coaches’ poll. It marked 
the highest final AP 
ranking since finishing 
11th in 1983 and the 
highest final ranking 
in the coaches’ poll in 
school history.

2012 — UK’s defense, dubbed “40 minutes of dread,” forced 
a school-record and NCAA-high 939 turnovers. The Cats forced 
Arkansas-Pine Bluff into a school-record 49 miscues.

2012 — A’dia Mathies became 
the 28th member of UK’s 
1,000-point club and was named 
UK’s third straight SEC Player of 
the Year.

2012 — Kentucky defeated Mississippi State on Feb. 26, 76-40, giving the 
Wildcats their school-record 13th conference win and the outright SEC regular 
season championship, their first since 1982. UK charted an SEC-high 20 steals 
in the game, while forcing 33 turnovers. Ten players scored at least two points, 
led by A’dia Mathies and Bernisha Pinkett with 13 points apiece.

2012 — UK tied the school record for wins at 
28. The record was set in 2009-10. UK also won a 
school-record 13 SEC games.
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2012 — The attendance of 18,488 vs. DePaul in Rupp Arena on 
Dec. 7, 2012 set a new school record.

2013 — The Wildcats won a school-record 30 games, charted 25-
plus wins for a school-record fourth straight season, advanced to the 
NCAA Tournament for a school-record fourth straight season, including 
second consecutive Elite Eight appearance and third in the last four 
seasons.

2013 — UK set school records for consecutive wins 
(17), consecutive home wins (34), 3-point field goals 
made (240), 3-point field goals attempted (731), 
blocks (181) and steals (429) in a single season.

2013 — Mathies set UK’s 
all-time steals record with 320. 
The previous record was 309 by 
Stacey Reed from 1991-95.

2013 — A’dia Mathies and 
Brittany Henderson became 
the winningest class in school 
history with a 111-30 (.787) 
overall record, including a 
64-3 (95.5) mark at home, 
and the first to go to four 
straight NCAA Tournaments.

2013 — Three players were honored by the SEC, including 
Mathies, who was named the 2013 SEC Co-Player of the Year along 
with Tennessee’s Meighan Simmons. Stallworth joined Mathies on 
the All-SEC First Team, while junior forward/center Samarie Walker 
was named to the All-SEC Second Team and All-Defensive Team. 
Mathies was also named AP SEC Player of the Year, becoming the 
first player to win back-to-back SEC Player of the Year honors from 
the league coaches since Seimone Augustus of LSU earned it in 
2005 and 2006.

2013 — Coach Mat-
thew Mitchell became 
UK’s all-time winningest 
coach on March 3 with 
a 78-65 win over No. 8 
Tennessee. 
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2013 — Kentucky won a school-record tying 13 games in South-
eastern Conference play and advanced to the SEC Tournament 
championship game for the third time in the last four years.

2013 — UK ended the regular season at No. 7 in both The 
Associated Press poll and the 31-member Board of Coaches 
poll. It marked the highest rankings in the final polls in school 
history.

2013 — A school-record 23,706 fans attended UK’s game vs. No. 
2 Duke on Dec. 22, 2013, besting the previous high of 18,422 set vs. 
DePaul on Dec. 7, 2012. The attendance marked the largest crowd 
ever to see a college women’s hoops game in the Commonwealth 
and the fifth-largest crowd in NCAA history. It marked the first 
sellout in Rupp Arena for a women’s basketball and UK’s second 
sellout of the season. UK’s game vs. Louisville on Dec. 1 in Memorial 
Coliseum also was a sellout.

2014 — Playing in a double-header with the UK men’s team in the 
Dallas Cowboys’ AT&T Stadium in Arlington, Texas, the Wildcats 
defeated Baylor in a four overtime thriller, 133-130. The 263 com-
bined points set a new NCAA record, besting the previous high for 
a Division I women’s game of 252 points in SMU’s 127-125 win over 
TCU, also in four overtimes, on Jan. 25, 1997. The Wildcats also won 
consecutive games against top-10 teams for the first time in school 
history and set school records for points (133), free-throws made 
(49) and free-throws attempted (66).

2014 — Junior point guard Jennifer O’Neill 
came off the bench vs. Baylor to net a 
school-record 43 points on 14-of-31 shooting, 
netting 33 in the second half and overtime 
periods. The Co-SEC 6th Woman of the Year 
led the team in scoring for the season with 
12.6 ppg.

2013 — Mathies was chosen as the 10th overall 
pick in the WNBA draft by the Los Angeles Sparks, 
becoming the highest draft pick in school history and 
UK’s second first-round pick in the last three seasons.

2013 — Senior A’dia Mathies 
concluded her outstanding 
career ranked in the top 10 
of 13 career lists, including 
second in scoring. She became 
just the fifth player in UK 
history, men or women, to 
reach 2,000 career points, 
joining Wildcat greats Dan 
Issel (2,138, 1967-70), Kenny 
“Sky” Walker (2,080, 1982-
86), Jack “Goose” Givens 
(2,038, 1974-78) and UK 
Hoops’ all-time leading scorer 
Valerie Still (2,763, 1979-83).
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2014 — Senior forward DeNesha 
Stallworth was selected as the 25th 
overall pick in the 2014 WNBA 
draft by the Connecticut Sun. She 
was the fourth Wildcat to be draft-
ed in the WNBA, including third in 
the last four years.

2014 — UK averaged a school-record 6,727 fans per game, a mark 
that ranked ninth nationally. UK also drew 121,089 fans for its 18 home 
games, the highest total attendance in school history.

2014 — Junior point guard Jennifer O’Neill scored six of her game-
high 24 points in the closing minutes of the game to give No. 18 
Kentucky a 75-71 win over No. 8 Tennessee on Feb. 16, marking the 
Wildcats’ first win in Knoxville since 1985 and first-ever win in Thomp-
son-Boling Arena.

2014 — The Wildcats fin-
ished 26-9, becoming one of 
just 10 programs to chart 25 
or more wins in five straight 
seasons.

2014 — With a school-record and 
NCAA Tournament record 67 rebounds 
vs. Wright State in the opening round 
and 38 rebounds vs. Syracuse, UK 
broke the school record for rebounds 
in a single season of 1,513, surpassing 
the 1977-78 team who grabbed 1,426.

2014 — Kentucky advanced to its fourth 
Sweet 16 in the last five years with wins over 
Wright State and Syracuse in the opening 
rounds.

2014 — Junior guard 
Bria Goss set a 
single-season record 
for free-throw 
shooting percentage, 
netting an SEC-high 
.901 percent 
(127-of-141).

2014 — Kentucky charted its fourth-straight victory over intrastate 
rival Louisville on Dec. 7, including second straight over the Cards in 
the KFC Yum! Center, 77-68.
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2014 — It was another epic battle between Kentucky and Baylor 
as the Wildcats clawed back from a 14-point, second-half deficit 
to defeat the Lady Bears in Rupp Arena in front of the school’s sec-
ond-highest crowd in school history (22,075) on Nov. 17.

2014 — Kentucky’s 367-game streak with a 3-pointer came to an end vs. 
Illinois (0-of-6) on Nov. 27, 2014.

2015 — UK’s four seniors (Azia Bishop, Bria 
Goss, Jennifer O’Neill and Jelleah Sidney) be-
came the winningest class in school history with 
108 wins.

2015 — Makayla Epps’ 42 points vs.  
Mississippi State in the regular reason  
ranked as the 10th-highest scoring  
game in the NCAA in 2014-15.

2015 — Senior guard Bria Goss was named to the 
Allstate Women’s Basketball Coaches Association Good 
Works Team, one of 10 student-athletes; five from the 
NCAA® Division I and five from NCAA Divisions II, III and 
the NAIA. She was the second Wildcat to be named to 
the team as Kastine Evans was honored in 2014. 

2014 — Senior Jennifer O’Neill became the 30th member 
of UK’s 1,000-point club on Nov. 17 vs. Baylor. She ended her 
career at No. 12 (1,449).

2015 — UK ranked seventh nationally in average 
attendance with 6,379 fans per game, its second 
straight season in the top 10 and the highest 
since leading the nation in 1982-83.

2015 — UK won 20-plus games for a 
school-record sixth straight season.

2014 — After falling to Illinois in 
the opening game, UK battled back 
from nine-point first-half deficits 
vs. Oklahoma and South Florida to 
win the 2014 Paradise Jam Reef Di-
vision in St. Thomas, Virgin Islands. 
Sophomore guard Makayla Epps 
was named Most Valuable Player of 
the round-robin event, while senior 
guard Jennifer O’Neill was named to 
the All-Tournament Team.

2014 — Kentucky’s 367-game streak with a 3-pointer came to an end vs. 
Illinois (0-of-6) on Nov. 27, 2014.

2014 — Kentucky charted its fourth-straight victory over intrastate 
rival Louisville on Dec. 7, including second straight over the Cards in 
the KFC Yum! Center, 77-68.
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2015 — UK snapped a three-game losing skid to USC and defeat-
ed No. 2 South Carolina on Senior Day, 67-56. The Cats held USC 
to a season-low 32.3 percent shooting, marking UK’s first win over 
the nation’s No. 2 team. Senior Jennifer O’Neill led the team with 
15 points and eight rebounds.

2015 — Standing at just 5-foot-8, Linnae Harper was the shortest player 
to lead UK in rebounding in school history. She also was the only player in 
the nation to stand at 5-8 or under and average more than 7.0 rpg. She 
became the first guard to grab a team-high rebounding mark since Stacey 
Reed in 1994-95 and all seven of her career double-doubles came this 
season, including four in SEC play.

2015 — Four Wildcats 
earned SEC postseason 
awards as senior guard Jen-
nifer O’Neill was SEC Sixth 
Woman of the Year for the 
second straight season, and 
was named to the All-SEC 
Second Team. Sophomore 
point guard Makayla Epps 
was an All-SEC First Team 
selection, while fellow 
sophomore Linnae Harper 
was named to the All-SEC 
Defensive Team. Freshman 
forward/center Alexis Jen-
nings was named to the SEC 
All-Freshman Team.

2015 — Kentucky was selected to host the First and Second 
Rounds of the NCAA Tournament in Memorial Coliseum for the 
second straight season. The Cats defeated Tennessee State before 
falling to Dayton in the second round.

2015 — The Cats finished No. 11 in the final AP poll and No. 16 in 
the final USA Today Sports coaches’ poll. The rankings continued 
UK’s school record streak of being ranked. UK was one of three 
programs (the others are Maryland and Notre Dame) to have both 
its men’s and women’s basketball teams ranked in top 15 of the 
AP poll.

2015 — Kentucky started its 2015-16 season with 11 straight wins, in-
cluding defeating several ranked teams during that stretch in No. 15/15 Ar-
izona State, No. 13/11 Duke and Louisville, who was receiving votes at the 
time UK played them. UK’s 11-0 start was the first time the Wildcats have 
started a season 11-0 since 2013-14. UK has only had two other seasons in 
which it started out with 11 consecutive victories (2009-10, 2013-14). All 
three are under Mitchell. 

Nov. 18, 2015— Makayla Epps scored 21 points with 11 rebounds 
and 12 assists against Morehead State on Nov. 18, 2015 to record 
the second triple-double in program history. The first triple-dou-
ble was Feb. 14, 1986 when Leslie Nichols scored 18 points with 
13 rebounds and 11 steals. Epps’ triple-double is the first of the 
points-rebounds-assists variety. 

2016 — Makayla Epps be-
came the 31st player in school 
history to reach 1,000 career 
points on Thursday, Feb. 4 
when Kentucky played at South 
Carolina.

2016 — Janee Thompson 
scored 16 points against 
Oklahoma in the second round 
of the NCAA Tournament to 
become the 32nd player in 
program history to reach 1,000 
career points.

UK ranked 8th in the nation in average attendance with 6,454 — 2016
fans per game. It was the second-best mark in program history. 

2015 — Matthew Mitchell won his 200th game at UK on Nov. 29 vs. 
Jackson State when the Wildcats def. JSU 92-24 in Memorial Coliseum.

2016 — UK not only hosted the first and second rounds of the NCAA 
Tournament inside Memorial Coliseum in 2016, but Rupp Arena hosted 
an NCAA Regional in 2016 and the Wildcats were selected to play in the 
Lexington Regional. UK fell to Washington in the Sweet 16, however, 
Rupp Arena will also host an NCAA Regional in 2017 and 2018. 
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2017 — Kentucky was tabbed a No. 
4 seed in the 2017 NCAA Tournament, 
marking its school-record eighth 
straight appearance in the event. UK 
was also selected to host the first and 
second rounds inside Memorial Colise-
um for the fourth straight season.

2017 — #ONE to Remember: Behind seniors Makayla Epps and Evelyn 
Akhator, UK defeated No. 3 Mississippi State on Senior Night inside 
Memorial Coliseum. The seniors scored 28 of the team’s final 30 points, 
including an offensive putback by Epps with seconds left in overtime. The 
win was Kentucky’s eighth straight win on Senior Night and the second 
time in the last three seasons that UK has defeated a top-three team on 
Senior Night. 

2016 — Senior forward Evelyn Akhator started the 2016-17 season 
off in style with four straight double-doubles becoming only the sixth 
player in program history to record four straight double-doubles in a 
single season. Akhator ended her career with 31 double-doubles to 
rank tied for third most in program history overall. She also ended 
her career second all-time in rebounding average (10.1) and eighth 
all-time in scoring average (13.7). 

2016 — Behind 
30 points from 
Makayla Epps and 
an impressive team 
field-goal percentage 
of .492 the Wildcats 
took down No. 12 
Oklahoma inside 
Memorial Coliseum 
as part of the SEC/Big 
12 Challenge. 

Makayla Epps 
ended her UK 
career with 1,790 
points, which 
ranked fifth most 
in program history.
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2019 — Kentucky returned to the NCAA Tour-
nament after a year absence and earned the No. 

UK defeated 
Princeton in the first round before falling to NC State 
in Raleigh, N.C. 

March 2019— Rhyne 
Howard busted onto 
the national scene 
by becoming the 
unanimous national 
freshman of the year 
after earning the honor 
from the USBWA, 
WBCA and espnW. 
Howard became only 
the second freshman 
in program history to 
lead the Wildcats in 
scoring and rebound-
ing, joining former UK 
All-American Valerie 
Still. Howard earned 
SEC Freshman of

2018 — Three impressive wins over South

players to be inducted into the WBB Hall of Fame. Ceal Barry and Mickie 
DeMoss were inducted in the 2018 class. Barry played at UK but was 
inducted because of her coaching career.

2020 — In March of 2020, COVID-19 shut-
down the nation and the world and sports was 
not spared as the 2020 NCAA WBB Tourna-

Nov. & Dec. 2020 — Matthew Mitchell - 
the winningest head coach in program histo-
ry - retired and thus resigned as head coach 
at Kentucky on Nov. 11, 2020. UK AD Mitch 
Barnhart responded quickly by naming associate 
head coach Kyra Elzy as interim head coach. She 
got the full title of head coach on Dec. 14. Elzy 
became the eighth head coach in program histo-
ry. The native of LaGrange, Ky., has spent over a 
decade with the Kentucky program and helped 
lead the Wildcats to some of their best seasons 
in program history.

March 2020 — Rhyne Howard ended the 
2020 season by becoming UK’s first first-team 
AP All-American. The guard was all an AA for 
the USBWA and Wooden Award. She was a 
finalist for the Cheryl Miller Award, Naismith 
Trophy, Wooden Award and Ann Meyers 
Drysdale Award.

2020 — Rhyne 
Howard scores her 
1,000th career point 
on Sunday, Feb. 17 vs. 
Mississippi becoming 
the second-fastest 
player in program 
history to join the 
1,000-point club. 
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March 6, 2022 — Completing a 10-game winning streak in style, the 
Kentucky women’s basketball team roared from behind in the fourth 
quarter to defeat No. 1 and eventual National Champion South Carolina 
to claim the 2022 SEC Tournament Championship. Kentucky claimed just 
its second SEC Tournament title in school history. The Cats last won the 
postseason event in 1982.Edwards’ three capped an 11-0 run that helped 
UK overcome a double-digit, fourth-quarter deficit to win. Kentucky 
scored 14 of the last 16 points in the game to win. Edwards led the Cats 
in scoring with 27 points, 19 of which came in the second half. Kentucky 
also got 18 points from All-American Rhyne Howard. The senior also had 
four rebounds, two assists, two steals and two blocked shots.

Feb. 27, 2022 — Kentucky celebrated Rhyne Howard Day vs. Auburn as the guard played 
her final game inside Memorial Coliseum and went out in style. Howard scored 32 points in 
the game, which is the most points ever by a Kentucky senior on Senior Day. The performance 
moved Howard into the top-25 all-time in scoring in the SEC. Howard hit eight 3s in the game, 
which was a new school record for 3s made in a game. She had six 3s in the first half, which was 
a new school record for 3s in half. The eight makes from long range gave Howard 272 career 3s, 
which makes her the school’s career record holder in 3s made.

April 2022— Rhyne Howard, the most decorat-
ed player in Kentucky women’s basketball history, 
added another milestone as she was selected first 
overall at the 2022 WNBA Draft by the Atlanta 
Dream. Held at Spring Studios in New York, How-
ard made history at the draft, becoming the first 
Kentucky women’s basketball player ever to be 
selected first overall. Howard’s accomplishment 
makes Kentucky only the 16th program to pro-
duce a No. 1 WNBA Draft selection and one of 
only five schools in the league to produce such a 
player. Howard is the seventh player in Southeast-
ern Conference history to be selected first overall.

March 26, 2024 — Kenny Brooks, who took Virginia Tech to the 2023 NCAA 
Final Four and won the 2024 Atlantic Coast Conference regular-season champi-
onship, was named the ninth head coach of the University of Kentucky women’s 
basketball program, it was announced by UK Athletics Director Mitch Barnhart 
on Tuesday, March 26, 2024. Boasting a 517-204 (.717) career record through 22 
seasons as a head coach prior to Kentucky, Brooks compiled five Colonial Athletic 
Association Tournament titles, four CAA regular-season titles, one ACC Tournament 
title, one ACC regular-season title, 10 NCAA Tournament appearances and one Fi-
nal Four. Brooks arrived in Lexington after serving eight seasons as the head coach 
at Virginia Tech. Under his guidance, the Hokies enjoyed eight consecutive winning 
seasons (2017-24) and made four straight appearances in the NCAA Tournament 
(2021-24). He also produced a record amount of ACC win totals, ranked wins and 
postseason accolades in that time.

2025 — Brooks’ first season at the helm 
of the Kentucky Wildcats was nothing 
short of sensational, as evident by being 
named the 2025 Sporting News’ National 
Coach of the Year. Brooks tied the late 
Terry Hall as the quickest head coaches 
in program history to reach their first 20 
wins at UK (24 games). Brooks also joined 
Hall as just the second head coach in pro-
gram history to begin their first season at 
UK undefeated through seven games.

Feb. 2, 2025 — Georgia 
Amoore tied the single-game 
scoring record with 40 points 
in a win at Oklahoma.

April 14, 2025 — Georgia 
Amoore was selected as the 
sixth pick by the Washington 
Mystics in the WNBA Draft. 

2025 — The Wildcats, who earned five ranked triumphs, ranked 
as high as No. 8 in the Associated Press poll on the season, while 
they went on to earn the four seed and double bye at the SEC 
Tournament and the four seed and hosting privileges in the NCAA 
Tournament. The Cats broke or tied 12 school records before ending 
the season as the nation’s leader in blocks per game (7.0). Mean-
while, star-studded point guard Georgia Amoore went on to earn 
consensus All-America, Nancy Lieberman Point Guard of the Year 
Top Five Finalist, ESPN Newcomer of the Year, SEC Newcomer of

In the summers of 2018, 2019 and 2021, Rhyne 
Howard traded in her UK Blue and White for USA 
Red, White and Blue and shined on the interna-
tional stage. In 2018, Howard played in the FIBA 
U18 Women’s Americas Championship earning 
MVP honors for the event after averaging 8.5 
points and 4.7 rebounds per game. Howard hit 

45.5 percent from the field and 31.8 percent from long range in the 
event with 18 assists, 11 steals and 8 blocks. The following summer, 
Howard continued her successful stretch playing for Team USA as 
she led the Red, White and Blue in scoring on its way to winning the 
2019 FIBA U19 World Cup championship in Bangkok, Thailand. For 
her efforts, Howard was tabbed to the all-tournament team. Howard, 
who had 10 points, seven rebounds, three assists, two steals and two 
blocks in the championship game, led the USA in scoring throughout 
the week averaging 13.1 points per game with 5.1 rebounds per game 
and hitting 44.7 percent from long range. Howard helped the stars 
and stripes earn gold abroad as she powered the 2021 Team USA FIBA 
AmeriCup Team to a success 6-0 run over the last week in Puerto Rico. 
Howard was brilliant throughout the event, averaging 13.2 points per 
game with 3.7 rebounds per game, 3 assists per game, 1.7 steals per 
game and 0.8 blocks per game. For her performance, Howard was 
tabbed the FIBA AmeriCup Most Valuable Player and was named to the 
all-tournament team. In 2024, Howard returned to international com-
petition at the 2024 Paris Olympics. Howard partipated in numerous 
training camps for the newly added 3x3 tournament team and helped 
Team USA to a second place finish at the 2024 FIBA 3x3 Women's 
Series Springfield Stop. She was officially named to the USA Olympic 
3x3 roster in the summer of 2024 and helped the country claim a 
bronze medal in a 16-13 win over Canada. Through nine games in Paris, 
she scored 34 points, grabbed 15 rebounds and had a team-lead four 
blocks.

Both Lukschu and Donhoff won a silver medal in the Junior Pan Amer-
ican Games (1978) with the USA National Junior Women’s Basketball 
team that toured South America.

VALERIE STILL (1980, 81, 82)
Following her freshman and junior year, Still played for the USA R. 
William Jones Cup team in Taipei, Taiwan. In the summer of 1981, 
she competed for the U.S. in the World University Games in Romania, 
where she helped lead the team to a silver medal.

PATT JO HEDGES (1983)
Hedges was a member of the silver medal winning 
1983 USA World Championship Team, which 
compiled a 6-2 record in Sao Paulo, Brazil. Hedges 
was also a member of the gold medal winning 
1983 Pan American Games, which registered a 
perfect 5-0 record in Caracas, Venezuela.

BEBE CROLEY (1985, 86)
Croley represented UK two straight years (1985 
and ‘86) on the USA Select squad. In the summer 
of 1985, Croley and the US squad toured Europe 
and participated in the Jones Cup competition in 
Taiwan. In 1986, the Select team competed in the 
Canadian Invitational games. It marked the second 
straight year Bebe was named to the USA team. 

JODIE WHITAKER (1986, 97)
Whitaker played on the Gold medal-winning South squad in the 
summer of 1986 and went on to compete on the USA Junior Pro team 
that competed in the Jones Cup tournament in Taiwan in 1987.

STACEY REEED (1995)
Reed won a silver medal as a member of the World 
University Games Team. She then helped the USA 
Basketball’s Jones Cup team take a Gold medal in 
Taiwan. She was a member of the USA Junior Select 
team in the summer of 1992.

BERNADETTE MATTOX (1998)
Mattox was the first head coach for a women’s basketball team at UK 
to be selected to coach at the USA Women’s World Championship. 
Mattox helped lead the 1998 World Championship team to an 8-0 
record and its third gold medal by defeating Russia 71-65.

LINNAE HARPER (2013, 15)
Harper played for the U19 World Championship team, helping the USA 
reach a 9-0 record and win a gold medal in Lithuania. She averaged 
8.4 points, 5.0 rebounds, 3.6 assists and 2.0 steals per game. In 2015, 
Harper was a member of the USA Women’s Pan American Team which 
went 4-1, falling to Canada in the gold-medal game. Harper averaged 
8.2 points, 1.8 rebounds and a team-high tying 1.8 steals per game, 
playing in all five contests.

•	 Historic Memorial Coliseum continues to 
pay tribute to and honors more than 9,000 
servicemen and women who died in World 
War II and also honors those who have fallen in 
the Korean War, Vietnam War and subsequent 
military service.  

•	 Among the Kentuckians who died in World War II 
were 344 University of Kentucky students, faculty 
and staff, 25 of whom were student-athletes.

•	 Situated along Euclid Avenue on the University 
of Kentucky campus, Historic Memorial 
Coliseum was first completed in 1950 at a cost of 
approximately $4 million.

•	 Rupp Arena is entering its 50th season in 2025-26.

•	 The Wildcats do not have a game scheduled for Rupp Arena in 2025-26. The Cats 
typically do play at least one game inside Rupp Arena each season, giving Big Blue 
Nation a unique opportunity to see and experience a game inside the stunning arena 
but at a more affordable cost.

•	 The University of Kentucky women’s basketball program played almost all of its home 
games at Rupp Arena in 2023-24, because of the $82 million renovation going on at 
Historic Memorial Coliseum. That included 12 games - four nonconference games and 
all eight Southeastern Conference games. 

•	 A center-hung scoreboard, ribbon boards, a new sound system and lighting were 
installed over 2014-15 and 2015-16. Chair-back seating was installed in the upper-
sideline area prior to 2019-20. Two club areas for season ticket holders opened in 
2021-22, with a third opening during 2022-23. 

•	 Following renovations in 2019, capacity was lowered to 20,500.

•	 In 2013-14, UK women’s basketball set the new single-game attendance record when 
23,706 fans saw Kentucky face No. 2 Duke in Rupp Arena on Dec. 22, 2013. The 
attendance marked the largest crowd ever to see a college women’s basketball game in 
the Commonwealth — the previous mark was 22,152 for the first Kentucky-Louisville 
game played in the KFC Yum! Center on Dec. 5, 2010.

AWARDS & HONORS
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VALERIE STILL’S RETIRED JERSEY

Some programs have a once-in-a-lifetime player who serves 
as a standard for all future student-athletes. An exceptional per-
sonality. An outstanding role model. A great basketball player. For 
Kentucky, that player is Valerie Still.

Although Still played long ago (1979-83), she remains the “Top 
Cat” in UK women’s basketball annals. She was honored as such 
on Jan. 12, 2003 with a jersey retirement ceremony at halftime of 
the Alabama game. She became the first female letterwinner in 
any UK sport to have her jersey retired. 

Still is the leader among all Wildcats (men or women) for 
career scoring (2,763) and rebounding (1,525).  She was a three-
time consensus All-American. She led the program in scoring four-
straight seasons with a career average of 23.2 points. At one point 
during the 1981-82 season, she led the nation in both scoring and 
rebounding before finishing second in both categories (24.8 ppg 
and 14.3 rpg).

She led the Cats to their highest national ranking (4th) in 
1983 and helped UK roll up a 30-game home court win streak 
from 1980-82. 

In 1983, Still led the sixth-ranked Cats to an 80-66 upset over 
powerhouse Old Dominion before a record crowd of 10,622 in
 UK’s Memorial Coliseum.

After leaving Kentucky, Still had a successful career in the 
Italian Professional League. While in Italy, Still was a television 
actress and hosted her own TV show, “Still Basket.” She is also an 
accomplished print model and a professional caliber jazz, pop and 
concert pianist.

Upon her return to the United States, Still became a charter 
member of the American Basketball League for Women and was 
a two-time MVP of the ABL Championship Series. Still later played 
for the Washington Mystics of the WNBA before retiring from bas-
ketball. She also was an assistant coach for the Orlando Miracle 
for two seasons.

Still returned to Lexington to complete her degree in animal 
sciences and graduated with honors in 2001. She went on to earn 
a master’s degree in African American and African studies at The 
Ohio State University and is working on a doctorate dissertation 
from there as well.

In September 2005, Still was inducted into the charter class 
in the newly created UK Athletics Hall of Fame. She was the only 
female of the 88 inductees.

In the summer of 2019, Still was inducted into the Women’s 
Basketball Hall of Fame becoming the first Wildcat player to 
be enshrined in those historic halls. She was named to the UK 
Distinguished Alumni Hall of Fame in 2020. In 2023, she was 
inducted into the Philly Sports Hall of Fame. 

Still currently lives in Palmyra, New Jersey. Recently, Still has 
starred in OWN’s “Mom’s Got Game” a reality show that explores 
the relationship with former WNBA basketball star Pamela McGee 
and her 25-year-old son and Dallas Mavericks center JaVale 
McGee. She also owns a publishing company, STILL Publications. 
One of her first projects was the release of UK legendary sports 
writer Russell Rice’s latest book on UK basketball, “Big Blue 
Nation: Kentucky’s Native Sons and Daughters.”
