A HISTORIC SEASON

The 2024-25 campaign will be cemented as one of the most successful runs to date for Ole
Miss basketball program. Highlighted by the 10th NCAA Tournament appearance in program
history, the team matched the school-best run in the postseason after reaching the Sweet 16 for
the first time since 2001. The team began their postseason run with a win over North Carolina
in the opening round, 72-64. They carried the momentum in the round of 32, taking down
three-seed lowa State in dominating fashion, 91-78. The Rebels nearly punched their ticket to
the Elite Eight, leading two-seeded Michigan State for over 30 minutes of play, before falling by
three.

On the season, Ole Miss set program records for most made threes in a season, fewest
turnovers per game in a season, and highest assist-to-turnover ratio in a season. They also had
top-five program season marks for most wins, most points scored, field goals made, free throws
made, assists, and steals.

The team took down a pair of top-five teams during the reqular season for the first time in
program history, picking up wins at No. 4 Alabama and vs. No 4 Tennessee.
