THE TIP-OFF

Florida remains on the road this week as the Gators tangle
with No. 7/9 Kentucky on Thursday, Jan. 15.

The Gators are coming off of a tough 60-50 defeat on the
road to Auburn that saw the Tigers outscore Florida 22-11in the
decisive fourth quarter.

The Gators' defense remains its calling card as they have
held every opponent this season below 80 points, 15 of 19 foes
below 70 points, and seven teams below 60 points. Florida’s
field goal percentage allowed (.370) is 21st lowest in the
country among major conference schools, and its three-point
field goal percentage allowed (.263) is ninth lowest.

Sophomore point guard Liv McGill became the 28th player
in program history to reach the 1,000-career-point plateau in
the Auburn game, and now has 1,008 points to her credit. Tal-
atha Bingham '99 (1,039 points) and Nina Rickards 23 (1,041)
are next up for McGill to pass on the Gators career scoring chart.

McGill has also put herself in the running for the Nancy
Lieberman Award. The sophomore was left off the 20-player
preseason list, but the mid-season watch list is due at the end of
the month. McGill is averaging 23.4 points, 5.5 assists and 3.18
steals per game, while the 20 players on the preseason list are
averaging a collective 14.3 points, 5.3 assists and 2.17 steals.

Kentucky opened the 2025-26 season with seven straight
wins before falling 74-66 to Maryland at the Puerto Rico
Shootout. The Wildcats then rattled off another eight in a row
before dropping a 64-51 decision at Alabama. They bounced
back Sunday with a 63-57 win over No. 5/5 Oklahoma.

Kentucky is outscoring opponents by an average of 25.2
points per game, which is the 13th largest margin in the nation,
and their 53.0 points allowed per game are the seventh fewest
in the country. Junior center Clara Strack leads a balanced
Kentucky offense averaging 16.2 points per game. Three other
Wildcats are averaging double figures in scoring while two
other players are averaging more than nine points per game.

Florida is 27-38 all-time against the Wildcats in a series that
dates back to the 1978-79 season. Kentucky has won the last
four meetings between the teams, including a 71-55 decision
on January 9 of last year.

LAST TIME OUT

AUBURN, Ala. — Florida (12-7, 0-4) led 45-44 with 6:31 remaining Sunday afternoon in
Auburn, but the lid went on the Gators’basket over the next four-plus minutes, and the Tigers
(12-6, 1-3) put together a 9-0 run to give them a lead they would never relinquish. Sophomore
point guard Liv McGill became the 28th player in program history to score 1,000 points in her
career when she connected on a free throw line jumper in the second quarter. She finished
with a game-high tying 14 points, and now has 1,008 points for her career.

GATOR COUNTRIES

The 2025-26 roster has an international flavor to it with
seven countries represented on the 12-player roster—
Australia (2), Canada, Italy, Nigeria, Spain, Switzerland,
the United States (5).

I’'M LOVING IT

The Gators boast three McDonald's All-Americans on their
roster in junior Laila Reynolds and sophomores Li McGill
and Me'Arah 0'Neal. They are the first trio of McDon-

ald’s All-Americans to play on the same team in Florida
program history.

THREE OUT OF FIVE DENTISTS AGREE

The Gators (19-18, 5-11in 2024-25) are coming off their
5th straight trip to the postseason, and return 3 of their
5 starters in sophomore Liv McGill (16.5 ppg, 4.6 rpg, 5.2
apg, 2.05 spg), junior Laila Reynolds (10.3 ppg, 3.6 rpg,
2.5apg, 0.97 bpg) and graduate student Alexia Dizeko
(5.0 ppg, 1.9 rpg, .340 3G%).

NOTHING BUT NET

The NCAA initial NET ratings were released on Dec. 1, and
the Gators were ranked No. 40 in the nation. Last year’s
team began the season ranked No. 87, and finished the
year at No. 48. Through games of Monday, Jan. 12, Florida
is ranked 60th in NET.

Player of the Week award in the first week of the season.

On Nov. 29, McGill was named the most outstanding
player of the Grand Cayman Classic after averaging 27.0
points, 4.5 rebounds, 4,0 assists, 2.00 steals and 1.00
blocked shots over the Gators'two wins.

Sophomore forward Me'Arah 0'Neal earned Co-SEC Player
of the Week honors on Dec. 30 following her 22-point,
seven-rebound, four-assist, three-steal, four-blocked shot
performance in the Gators win over Furman.

When the Nancy Lieberman Award Preseason Top 20
Watch List was released in October, one name was con-
spicuously absent—rFlorida’s Liv McGill. Since the snub,
McGill has proven that she most definitely belongs on the
mid-season list due for release in late January.
