THE SERIES

e This is the 19th all-time meeting between the two teams.

e Kentucky leads the all-time meetings with Missouri, 13-5, in a series that began in 1989.
e UK has a perfect 8-0 record over UM at home.

e The Wildcats have an active three-game winning streak over the Tigers.

THE CONNECTIONS

e Saniah Tyler, Missouri senior guard, played three seasons at Kentucky, including two
years under former head coach Kyra Elzy (2022-23, 2023-24) and one year under head
coach Kenny Brooks (2024-25).

NO. 4 RECRUITING CLASS

e The Wildcats and head coach Kenny Brooks have signed the No. 4 recruiting class in
the nation for Fall 2026, including five-star guard and Team USA Gold Medalist Maddyn
Greenway (No. 13), five-star forward Savvy Swords (No. 19) and four-star guard Emily
McDonald (No. 23).

NET NOTES
e The Wildcats are No. 8 in the current NET as of Jan. 2.

e The Cats have three “top wins” with a 10-point triumph at No. 21/19 Louisville,
who was No. 14 in the first NET, a 16-point triumph at Miami, who was No. 49 in
the first NET, and a 2-point win at No. 5/5 LSU, who also was No. 5 in the NET.

e  The Cats also have one “tough loss” with an eight-point defeat against No. 7/6
Maryland, who was No. 10 in the NET.

e Also worth noting, Kentucky led Maryland in FG%, 3s, rebounds, assists

and blocks in that game, and even cut a 20-point deficit to an eight-point
loss... but Kentucky went 6-of-8 FT while Maryland went 21-of-23 FT. Also,
Kentucky had 20 TOs, while Maryland had 13 TOs.

e Also worth noting, Kentucky played Maryland while their own Kaylene
Smikle was still healthy. Smikle led the Terps in scoring (22 pts).

e  ROAD WARRIORS: One contributing factor to ranking No. 7 in the NET could be UK’s
nonconference, road game schedule in 2025-26. UK played seven games away from
home in its first 12 games of the season, while it went 5-0 in true road games and 1-1
in neutral site games during that stretch.

e UK held three of its five nonconference, true road game opponents to 48 points
or fewer. Prior to this season, UK has only accomplished that defensive scoring
feat three times total in the last 16 seasons (from 2009-10 to 2024-25).

A “top win” is anything over a top 50 RPI team and “tough loss” is a loss by no more than 10
points to a top 75 team.

SHOULD THE CATS WIN...
e  Should Kentucky defeat Missouri on Sunday, it would improve to 15-1 for the second
straight season.
e |t would tie five other seasons as the best start through 16 games in program
history, also starting out 15-1 in 2024-25, 2012-13, 1982-83, 1980-81 and 1979-
80.
e This season was the fastest to 10 wins by date in program history, while keeping in

mind the program didn’t start playing games in the first week of November until 2017-
18. From 2006-07 to 2016-17, games began the second week of November. Prior to
that, they began the third and fourth weeks of November, even occasional the first
week of December.

THE GAME

Kentucky handed No. 5/5 LSU its first loss of the season, as the Wildcats defeated
the Tigers, 80-78, in Baton Rouge in the conference opener on New Year’s Day. Tonie
Morgan, senior guard, scored the game-winning buzzer beater on a 3 with under a
second left in the game.
e  The Wildcats had a 17-5 deficit in the first four minutes of the game, then used
a 13-0 run to take an 18-17 lead just under the two-minute mark of the first
quarter.

UK became just the second team in the country with a top-five win this season (also
Texas).
e UK scored its most points in a true road game against a top-five opponent (80
points) since Dec. 18, 2011 at No. 3 Notre Dame (83).
e |t marked the first time since at least 2002-03 that UK had four players score at
least 15 points against a top-five opponent.

THE PERFORMANCES

Tonie Morgan became the only DI women’s player since at least 2002-03 to have at
least 24 points, 12 assists and 0 turnovers against an AP Top 5 opponent.

e  Sheis just the second DI women’s player since 2002-03 to have at least 24
points and 12 assists in a true road game against an AP Top 5 opponent (also
lowa’s Caitlin Clark at No. 2 Ohio State on Jan. 23, 2023).

e  Sheis the first UK player since at least 2002-03 to have at least 24 points and
12 assists in a single game.

Teonni Key became the first SEC player to have at least 17 points and 16 rebounds in
a true road game against an SEC team in the AP Top 5 since LSU’s Sylvia Fowles at No.
2 Tennessee on March 3, 2007.

e  Sheis the first UK player since at least 2002-03 to have at least 17 points and
16 rebounds in a true road game against an AP Top 5 opponent.

Asia Boone became the first UK player since at least 2002-03 to make at least five 3s
in a true road game against an AP Top 5 opponent.

THE TRIPLETS

THEY’RE BACK

The Wildcats returned 46.7% of its scoring and 70.85% of its rebounding in The
Triplets alone.

e Not to mention, the Cats concluded last season as the nation’s leader in blocks
(7.0), with Clara Strack, Teonni Key and Amelia Hassett pacing the team.

e  FUN FACT: Last season, Kenny Brooks sometimes refers to The Triplets as the
“Venus flytrap” because they force opponents take tough, altered shots.

The Triplets - through just 15 games in 2025-26 - are performing well this season
against their stats from last season.

e  FUN FACT: Sometimes Brooks jokes that we may need to update this name to
“The Quadruplets” and include Jordan Obi, who despite playing as our No. 2,
she was primarily a post player during her four years at Penn. Kentucky’s start-
ing lineup is extremely versatile.

e The Wildcats concluded last season as the only team in the nation to have three play-
ers averaging at least 7.9 rpg.
e (Clara Strack - 9.7 rpg, Teonni Key - 8.3 rpg, Amelia Hassett - 7.9 rpg
e UK concluded the season as one of only two teams in the nation to have two
players averaging at least 8.3 rebounds per game.
e The Triplets were all averaging more than 9.0 rpg at one point last season, just the
fifth trio in NCAA DI women'’s basketball history to set that benchmark.

BEEN AROUND THE BLOCK
e Kentucky returned its three leading shot blockers from a team that contributed to a
nation-leading 7.0 bpg in 2024-25.
e (Clara Strack - 73 blks, Teonni Key - 53 blks, Amelia Hassett - 39 blks
e In fact, Strack and Key combined for 4.1 blocks per game by the end of last season,
which alone was more than 299 DI teams at the conclusion of 2024-25.
e Last season, Kentucky broke the single-season school record in blocks (218), which
was 37 more than the previous school record set in 2012-13.
e Moreover, Strack individually set the single-season school records in blocks
(73) and blocks per game (2.4) and the single-game school record in blocks (8
at Oles Miss on Feb. 10).

BACK ON THE BLOCK

e The Wildcats extended their block party into 2025-26, currently leading the nation in
blocks per game through the Jan. 2 (7.8).
e Through Jan. 9, Kentucky is the only team in the nation with three players with
at least 1.46 blocks per game each (Strack, Key, Hassett).
e Through Jan. 9, Kentucky has the second, sixth and ninth best shot blockers in
the league with Clara Strack leading the effort at sixth in the nation and sec-
ond in the league at 2.9.
e Since the start of the Kenny Brooks era - the start of last season - UK now has six
games with at least 12 blocks in that time frame, including two already this season.

e She also became the only SEC player since at least 2002-03 — and the first NCAA DI
player since 2009-10 — to have at least 429 pts, 266 rbs, 76 asts, 70 blks and 20 stls in
a regular season last season.
e She became the only SEC player since at least 2002-03 to have at least 236 pts,
150 rbs, 41 blks, 35 asts and 12 stls in a SEC regular season.

STRACK IS SO BACK

e  This season, the Wildcat is already a USBWA Ann Meyers Drysdale Player of the Week
(Nov. 25), SEC Player of the Week (Nov. 25), 2x Preseason All-SEC candidate, Naismith
Trophy Player of the Year Watch List candidate and a Lisa Leslie Center of the Year
Watch List candidate.

e Through 15 games, Strack is averaging 16.7 ppg, 9.8 rpg, 2.2 apg, 2.9 bpg (sixth
in the nation), 1.5 spg, seven double-doubles, shooting 52.8% from the field.
e She is the only player in the nation with at least 16.0 ppg, 9.0 rpg and
2.5 bpg (and that’s not even including her assists and steals).
e She became the only UK player, since at least 2002-03, to have six dou-
ble-doubles within the first seven games of a season.

e As of Dec. 29, Strack is one of two player’s in Division | (also Sarah Strong, UConn) to
have at least 675 points, 425 rebounds, 100 blocks, 100 assists and 45 steals since the
start of last season.

e Take a peek at some of her most interesting game highlights so far this season:

e Hofstra on Dec. 28: She became the first SEC player to have at least 24 points,
11 rebounds and seven blocks in a single game since Teaira McCowan of
Mississippi State on Nov. 6, 2018.

e at No. 21/19 Louisville on Nov. 22: She earned her fifth straight double-double.

e Purdue on Nov. 18: She became the only DI women'’s player, since at least
2002-03, to have at least 17 points, 13 rebounds, five blocks, two assists and
one made 3 in a single game.

e  at Buffalo on Nov. 9: She became the only UK player to have at least 27 points,
12 rebounds, four blocks, two assists and one steal in a game since at least
2002-03. Also in that game, she became just the fourth SEC player to have
those numbers in a game since at least 2002-03 (and the first since South
Carolina’s Alaina Coates vs. Kentucky on Feb. 4, 2016).

POINT CENTER

e Clara Strack is one of the best passing centers in the nation.
e Since her first game under head coach Kenny Brooks at UK, she has dished out
multiple assists in 32 of her last 46 games, including 11 of 15 in 2025-26.
e She set a career-high eight assists against NKU on Nov. 7, 2025.
e FUN FACT: She trained and played like a guard growing up because she didn’t hit her
growth spurt until later in high school.

DEEP IN HER BAG

e The 6-5 versatile center also has made at least one 3 in eight of 15 games this season.

e Since the start of last season, she has the most games with at least one made 3
among players 6-5 or taller in DI women’s basketball (21) as of Dec. 29, 2025.

e She went 3-of-5 in a win at Oklahoma last season.

e FUN FACT: Brooks says often that he is less concerned about her making 3s
right now as he is getting her comfortable to shoot 3s in a game right now. He
isn’t just preparing her to be versatile for the college game, but he is preparing
her for her professional career, too. As evident in practice, she is actually one
of the better 3-point shooters on the team, but getting comfortable shooting
them in a game is the next step for her (and its only a matter of time before
they start falling).

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HOMETOWN HERO

e  (Clara Strack had a career-high 27 points on 64.3 percent shooting in her Homecoming
Game at Buffalo on Nov. 9, which the versatile center paired with 12 rebounds, four
blocks, two assists and a steal.

e  She became the first UK player to record as many as 27 points, 12 rebounds,
four blocks, two assists and one steal in a game since at least 2002-03, while
she is just the fourth SEC player to have those numbers in a game since at least
2002-03 (and the first since South Carolina’s Alaina Coates in 2016).

e  But she became the lone SEC player to have those numbers while also
making a 3-pointer since at least 2002-03.

e Hamburg High School, where she became the first girls’ basketball player to go Division
| and has school records for most points in a game (male or female) (47 as a junior),
most points in a season (637 as a junior) and most career points (male or female)
(1,775), hosted a meet and greet for her and the team the night before.

e More than a hundred folks and media members came out to take pictures, get
autographs and meet Strack and the team.

TONIE MORGAN: LEADING THE NATION

ANOTHER VETERAN RUNNING POINT

e Kentucky - and the former point guard himself Kenny Brooks - found success with a vet-
eran running the one last season so it added another for 2025-26.

e FUN FACT: When asked if Tonie Morgan can fill Georgia Amoore’s shoes in a
preseason interview, Kenny Brooks affectionately said, “I didn’t ask Tonie to fill
Georgia’s shoes, | asked her to bring her own shoes.”

e Tonie Morgan, a 5-9 point guard, played the last three seasons at Georgia Tech, appear-
ing in 96 games and making 95 starts. She combined for for 1,261 points, 543 rebounds,
468 assists and 116 steals, along the way becoming a three-time, all-conference team
talent.

e She is coming off her junior season in 2024-25, where she averaged 13.7 ppg, 4.5
rpg, 5.6 apg and 1.0 spg and shot 48.9% from the field.

BEST OF THE BEST
e Through Jan. 2, 2025-26, Tonie Morgan is the only player in the nation averaging at
least 13.0 ppg and 8.0 apg.
e She is first in the nation in assists (130) and second in assists per game (8.7).
e While she has five games with at least 10 assists this season, she has three
games with at least 11 assists and zero turnovers (USC Upstate, Central
Michigan, at LSU). Before this season, she never even had one 11a/0t game.
e She is the first SEC player since at least 2002-03 to have three games with
at least 10 assists and O turnovers in a single season.

e She is tied for the second-most games in a single-season with at least 10
assists and 0 turnovers by any DI women’s player since 2002-03 (Baylor’s
Niya Johnson had six such games in 2014-15).
e The Wildcat has 598 career assists, which is ranked third among all active players in
all divisions, while the two players ahead of her are in their fifth years. Her 5.4 career
assists per game are sixth among all active players in all divisions.

SCORING THREAT
STEPPING UP
e While Tonie Morgan spent the first handful of games directing the offense and looking
for others’ shots first, she has since eased into a dynamic scoring threat.
e She has led the team in scoring on a team-lead five occasions, including a team-lead-ty-
ing three 20+ point games.
e In arecent four-game stretch (at Louisville through at Miami), she led the team
in scoring in three out of four games, including putting up two 20+ point games.
e During that same stretch, she shot at least 50.0 percent from the field in
the 3-of-4 games and at least 40.0 percent from the field in 4-of-4 games.
e During that same stretch, she shot 62.5 percent from the arc (5-8).

e Tonie Morgan has already made 11 3s on 40.7 percent shooting.
e  For perspective, she made just 15 last season on 24.6
percent shooting, just 15 as a sophomore on 25.4 percent
shooting and just eight as a freshman on 19.0 percent
shooting.
e That includes 4-of-5 against No. 7/6 Maryland and 3-of-3 in a tri-
umph at No. 5/5 LSU.
e ..and how could we forget, the game-winning buzzer beat-
er in Baton Rouge, which she executed perfectly to game
plan (click the link for video).

SCHOOL RECORD 16 ASSISTS & 0 TURNOVERS

e Tonie Morgan proved she “brought her own shoes” in an early
performance against USC Upstate on Nov. 12, when the senior
guard dished out 16 assists and had no TOs.

e Her 16 assists tied the 43-year-old, single-game school
record set by Patty Jo Hedges in 1982.

e In fact, no UK player had even made as many as 12 assists
since 2015.

e Just before that game, she had back-to-back games of nine assists
vs. Monmouth on Nov. 6 and at Buffalo on Nov. 9. She became the
only UK player to have at least nine assists twice within the first
three games of a season since at least 2002-03.

HER BIGGEST ASSIST YET

Y

Brooks has said numerous times that he wouldn’t call this team
a “3-point shooting team” but through 15 games it has already
knocked down 138, while its 9.2 3PG is third in the Southeastern
Conference and ranks 22nd in the nation.

e For context, through 15 games last season, his team had
135 3s... and that was a squad that - in that time - set the
single-game team school record against Mississippi State
(18) and made the second most 3s in program history at
the end of the season (251), which was just one shy of tying
the single-season school record of 252 set in 2019-20.

Fast forward to this season, UK dropped 17 3s against Monmouth
on Nov. 6, which set a new second-most in program history.

e Lexi Blue scored a career-high and team-high 18 points on
6-of-7 from 3... she even made her first six attempts to sit
6-of-6 going into the fourth quarter.

e Her 85.7 3FG% is the highest in a UK game (with a
min. of seven attempts) since March 26, 2013 (85.7
3FG% — also 6-0f-7 — by A’dia Mathies vs. Dayton).
The Wildcats are 16-1 under head coach Kenny Brooks when they
make at least 10 3s.
e The Cats are 6-1 this season when they make at least 10 3s.

SHOOTERS SHOOT

e  Tonie Morgan had a very, merry charitable Christmas break in her
hometown of Tallahassee.
e  She gifted five local athletes $100 gift cards to Academy
Sports.
e  She donated $500 worth of winter coats to families in
need.
e  She teamed up with Anthony Robinson, Missouri men’s
basketball player also from Tallahassee, to give Florida High
new scorers tables .

Kentucky has had seven different leading scorers through 15
games this season, including five different leading scorers through
the first five games in 2025-26.

The Wildcats have had a better FG% in 14 of their 15 games this
season, even their lone loss.

e Three starters are averaging above 52.0 percent shooting
from the field, with a fourth at 49.3%.

THIRD-QUARTER BLITZ: UK has credited its “third-quarter blitz” in
numerous wins this season.

e Through 15 games this season, UK’s best FG% period is
the third quarter (48.9% avg), its second-best FG% defense
period is the third quarter (32.6% avg), its second-best
scoring offense is in the third quarter (313), its second-best
scoring defense is in the third quarter (194) and its largest
margin of points scored is in the third quarter (+119).

e In eight of the last 11 games (at Marshall through at
LSU), UK’s best scoring run of those games also was
in the third quarter.

Jordan Obi, a 6-1 graduate guard from Hartford, Connecticut, sat
out last season - her first season in the Bluegrass - with an Achilles
rupture.

e She spent the previous four seasons at Penn from 2021-
24. In just three seasons playing - vy League winter sports
were canceled her freshman season because of the coro-
navirus outbreak - and 83 games there, she averaged 13.7
points per game, 7.6 rebounds per game, 1.9 assists per
game, 1.0 blocks per game and 0.9 steals per game.

e She became the 25th player in program history to eclipse
1,000 career points and became the seventh fastest to do
so in just 74 games.

Well, 598 days later, she at last played again in Kentucky’s season
opener against Morehead State on Nov. 3.

e The grad guard recorded 15 points, a career-high-tying 15
rebounds, one assist and one block.

e She became the first Kentucky player to have at
least 15 points and 15 rebounds in their Kentucky
debut since Evelyn Akhator vs. Rice on Nov. 13,
2015.

THE KEY INGREDIENT

Teonni Key — who averaged just 2.5 ppg and 2.5 rpg in just 9.9
minutes per game in her previous two seasons at UNC (2022-23,
2023-23) — reset her career high multiple times in every category
last season at Kentucky, including:

e In points three times (last 20), rebounds six times (last 15),
assists (5), field-goal makes five times (last 8), field-goal
attempts four times (last 16), three-point field-goal makes
three times (2), three-point field-goal attempts three times
(4) and blocks three times (last 6)

Key contributed 11.4 points per game, 8.3 rebounds per game
(seventh in the SEC), 1.7 blocks per game (fifth in the SEC) and 1.7
assists per game in 2024-25.

e Her 1.7 blocks per game are third in program history.

She recorded the first double-double of her college career on 11
points and 13 rebounds against Wofford on Nov. 12, 2024, going
on to record 12 total through 31 games in 2024-25.

e She even put together three straight double-doubles twice

WHAT. A. FIRST. YEAR.

e Kenny Brooks’ first season at the helm of the Kentucky Wildcats
was nothing short of sensational, as evident by being named the
2025 Sporting News’ National Coach of the Year.

e He hit the ground running in Spring 2024, recruiting 11 players
and hiring 11 coaches and staffers that would end up being com-
petitive in a conference that was new to almost all of them.

e That collection would go on to earn a 23-8 overall record
in 2024-25, including an 11-5 mark in the Southeastern
Conference to finish in fourth place in the loaded league.

e Inthe process, Brooks tied the late Terry Hall as the quick-
est head coaches in program history to reach their first 20
wins at UK (24 games).

e Brooks also joined Hall as just the second head
coach in program history to begin their first season
at UK undefeated through seven games.

e The Wildcats, who earned five ranked triumphs, ranked as high as
No. 8 in the Associated Press poll on the season, while they went
on to earn the four seed and double bye at the SEC Tournament
and the four seed and hosting privileges in the NCAA Tournament.

e The Cats broke or tied 12 school records before ending the
season as the nation’s leader in blocks per game (7.0).

e Meanwhile, star-studded point guard Georgia Amoore
went on to earn consensus All-America, Nancy Lieberman
Point Guard of the Year Top Five Finalist, ESPN Newcomer
of the Year, SEC Newcomer of the Year and All-SEC First
Team — among others — before being picked No. 6 over-
all in the 2025 WNBA Draft by the Washington Mystics,
while his sophomore center Clara Strack earned Lisa Leslie
Center of the Year Top 10 Finalist, SEC Defensive Player of
the Year, All-SEC Second Team and SEC All-Defensive Team.

e The excitement abounded for the program Brooks built off the
court, too, with reserved season tickets selling out prior to the
season, and four home games, including its final three home
games, selling out in advance of the tip times.

Kenny Brooks, who was chosen as the 2025 Sporting News National Coach of the Year, was named the ninth
head coach of the University of Kentucky women’s basketball program on March 26, 2024. He enters his sec-
ond season as the Wildcats’ head coach in 2025-26, while he enters his 24th season overall as a head coach.

Career Wins Boasting a 540-212 (.718) career record through 23 seasons as a head coach across his times at James Madi-
son, Virginia Tech and Kentucky, Brooks has compiled five Colonial Athletic Association Tournament titles, four
CAA regular-season titles, one Atlantic Coast Conference Tournament title, one ACC regular-season title, 11
ﬂ NCAA Tournament appearances and one Final Four.

Brooks’ first season at the helm of the Kentucky Wildcats was nothing short of sensational. He hit the ground
running in Spring 2024, recruiting 11 players and hiring 11 coaches and staffers that would end up being com-
Losing Season in 23 Seasons petitive in a conference that was new to almost all of them. That collection would go on to earn a 23-8 overall
record in 2024-25, including an 11-5 mark in the Southeastern Conference to finish in fourth place in the
loaded league. In the process, Brooks tied the late Terry Hall as the quickest head coaches in program history

to reach their first 20 wins at UK (24 games). Brooks also joined Hall as just the second head coach in program
i | @ history to begin their first season at UK undefeated through seven games.
. The Wildcats, who earned five ranked triumphs, ranked as high as No. 8 in the Associated Press poll on the
20-Win Seasons season, while they went on to earn the four seed and double bye at the SEC Tournament and the four seed

and hosting privileges in the NCAA Tournament. The Cats broke or tied 12 school records before ending the
season as the nation’s leader in blocks per game (7.0). Meanwhile, star-studded point guard Georgia Amoore —
: | : | who he affectionally refers to as his mini-me — went on to earn consensus All-America, Nancy Lieberman Point
Guard of the Year Top Five Finalist, ESPN Newcomer of the Year, SEC Newcomer of the Year and All-SEC First
Team — among others — before being picked No. 6 overall in the 2025 WNBA Draft by the Washington Mystics,

while his sophomore center Clara Strack earned Lisa Leslie Center of the Year Top 10 Finalist, SEC Defensive
Regular-Season and Conference Player of the Year, All-SEC Second Team and SEC All-Defensive Team.

Tournament ChamplonShlpS The excitement abounded for the program Brooks built off the court, too, with reserved season tickets selling
out prior to the season, and four home games, including its final three home games, selling out in advance of

the tip times. Also off the court, Brooks’ team assembled a 3.59 GPA in Fall 2024, the program’s highest GPA in
i | I | 10 years (outside of the Covid-affected semester in Spring 2020).

Brooks arrived in Lexington after serving eight seasons as the head coach at Virginia Tech. Under his guidance,
NCAA Tournament Appea rances the Hokies enjoyed eight consecutive winning seasons (2017-24) and made four straight appearances in the
NCAA Tournament (2021-24). He also produced a record amount of ACC win totals, ranked wins and postsea-
son accolades in that time. Brooks joined Virginia Tech after an impressive 14-season stint as head coach at
James Madison University, where he compiled a record of 337-122 (.756), which made him the winningest
coach in school history. Brooks guided the Dukes to 11 consecutive postseason appearances, including six
NCAA bids and five trips to the WNIT.
