UA swept the individual honors, as four different gymnasts
accumulated eight event tiles, highlighted by three from senior
all-arounder Gabby Gladieux (balance beam [9.90], floor
exercise [9975], all-around [39.600]). Chloe LaCoursiere
shared the uneven bars tifle [9.95] with teammate Azaraya Ra-
Akbar, who won vault [9.975] and shared balance beam with
Gladieux and Jasmine Cawley.

Julianne Huff competed in the all-around for the Tigers and came
away with a 39.375, the second-highest score for the junior this
season.

Auburn capped off the weekend with a third-place finish af the
Metroplex Challenge on February 15, scoring a 196.075 at the
Fort Worth Convention Center. No. 13 North Carolina won the
meet with a 196.375, while No. 21 NC State finished second
with @ 196.1. Boise State came in fourth at 194.825.

Sophomore Marissa Neal won the floor fitle with a 99 and
finished second on beam and vault. Huff came in second in the
all-around with a 39.175.

The meet was held in front of a pink-clad sellout crowd of 9,287
at Exactech Arena af the Stephen C. O'Connell Center. It was
the 24th sellout for Gators Gymnastics since the 2018 season.

The defeat ended the Gators’ home winning stretch dating to Jan.
26, 2024, when Alabama took the win. The result also marked
Florida's first back-to-back league losses since the 2006 season,
when the program dropped consecutive SEC meets af then No.
4 Alabama and then to No. 1 Georgia.

Riley McCusker took home the bars tifle with a 9975, and Selena
Harris-Miranda claimed the floor title with a 9.975.

In addi-
tion to the all-around, Chio added three more event titles to her
resume as she claimed vault (9.975), beam (9.975), and floor,
bringing her fotal fifles to 41 in her career and 17 this season.
Junior Konnor McClain took home her first fitle of the season and
16th of her career, claiming the bars title with her 9.975.

The Tigers will hit the road for a battle of the nation's top two
teams, facing No. 1 Oklahoma on Friday, February 20 at 8 p.m.
