MIDWEEK RECAP

« Viirginia recorded its third shutout of the season with a 6-0 blanking of Longwood on Tuesday.

« Three pitchers, Grant Donahue, Bobby Nicholson and Mack Meyer combined for a one-hit shutout at Disharooon Park. All
three pitchers were part of the Feb. 28, 11-inning no-hitter against William & Mary.

« Playing in front of 3,621 at The Diamond, also home of the Richmond Flying Squirrels (AA home of the San Francisco
Giants), Virginia surrendered seven runs over the first two innings in an 11-3 loss to VCU.

« The attendance number was the largest of any road game this season.

SERIES HISTORY

« Friday will mark the 19th meeting and fifth ACC series between Virginia and Pittshurgh

« The Cavaliers have won all five series against the Panthers and have taken the last eight games.

« Last season in Charlottesville, the Cavaliers outscored the Panthers, 21-6 in the three-game series.

« The two schools first met in 1940 and hadn't played for 33 years until Pittsburgh joined the ACCin 2014.
« Virginia owns a 15-3 mark all time against Pittsburgh.

« Andy Weber has 36 hits, tied for the seventh most in the ACC

He began the season hitting safely in his
first eight games and held a 12-game hit streak dating back to
last season.

+ During the midweek, Charlie Cody put forth back-to-back
multi-hit games going 2-for-3 against both Longwood and
VCU. He'is tied for second on the team with seven multi-hit
games in 2018.

« A converted infielder, Cayman Richardson has started the
last four games in center field. He leads the team with three
outfield assists.

- Saturday starting pitcher Daniel Lynch has struck out 11
batters in each of his last two starts. Over his last 21.2 innings
pitched he’s allowed just one run.

« Senior Derek Casey, who has struck out 10 or more batters
three times this season, has walked only two batters in his last
21.2 innings of work.

RETURN OF JACK WEILLER

« After seeing limited time as a freshman and missing the entire
2017 season with hip injury, Jack Weiller got his first collegiate
start against Miami on Sunday, March 25.

« He recorded his first collegiate hit, a single through the left
side in a midweek game against Longwood on March 27.

HALL OF FAME COMPANY

« Derek Casey struck out a career-high 12 batters in back-
to-back starts, the first Cavalier pitcher to record 12 or more
strikeouts in consecutive starts since UVA Baseball Hall of
Famer Danny Hultzen in 2011.

- Casey went on to strike out 10 or more in three-straight starts,
also a feat accomplished by Hultzen in 2011.

- Hultzen went on to become the second overall pick in the
2011 draft of the Seattle Mariners and was inducted into the
Inaugural UVA Baseball Hall of Fame this past January.

FIRST HIT, FIRST HR

- Andrew Papantonis'first hit of his career was a two-run home
run into the left field bleachers at Disharoon Park against
Davidson on March 6.

NO-HIT RECAP

« Six pitchers, Bobby Nicholson, Blake Rohm, Grant Donahue,
Riley Wilson, Mack Meyer and Bennett Sousa combined to pitch
the sixth no-hitter in program history on Feb. 28, 2018.

« Sousa was credited with the win after pitching the final 2.2
innings

« William & Mary scored three runs despite not recording a hit,
one on a ground out in the top of the sixth and the game-tying
run in the seventh. The Tribe took the lead after benefiting from
three 11th inning Virginia errors.

« After scoring 35 runs in its two previous games, the Virginia
offense was limited to eight hits and did not record an RBI in
the contest.

NO-HIT FACTS

« The no-hitter was the seventh this season in college baseball.
« Four of the six no-hitters in Virginia history have come in the
Brian 0'Connor era (2004-present).

« The combined no-hitter is the first in Virginia history.

« 11 innings matched the longest no-hitter in NCAA Division |
baseball since 2002, the other occurred on Feb. 28, 2015 when
Lehigh blanked lona, 2-0.

« Going into the season, the program has accumulated 2,297
wins and owns an all-time winning percentage of .570.

MCCARTHY PRESEASON ACCOLADES

« Junior Jake McCarthy is a unanimous preseason All-American
and garnered first team honors from D1Baseball.com and the
NCBWA. He was recognized by Baseball America, Collegiate
Baseball, and Perfect Game as a second team honoree.

- In addition to All-America honors, Baseball America tabbed
McCarthy as the “fastest runner” on its list of players across the
country with the best tools.
