-The Cavaliers welcome freshmen Isaac McKneely (Mr. Basket-
ball West Virginia), Isaac Traudt (Mr. Basketball Nebraska), Ryan
Dunn (brother of MLB pitcher Justin Dunn) and Leon Bond II.

- In addition to head coach Tony Bennett (Green Bay), UVA's
roster includes Wisconsin natives Reece Beekman (Milwaukee),
Leon Bond Il (Wauwatosa) and Ben Vander Plas (Ripon).

in assists (5.2 apg), steals (2.1 spg) and assist-to-turnover ratio
(3.62).

- Gardner ranks fifth in career points (1,999) and rebounds
(928) among active NCAA Division | players.

- Shedrick registered three doubles and led the team with 67
blocks.

- Franklin shot 46.3 percent from 3-point range (19 of 41) over
the last nine games of 2021-22.

- Center Francisco Caffaro and guard Taine Murray provide experi-
ence off the bench.

- Newcomers Isaac McKneely, Isaac Traudt, Ryan Dunn and Leon
Bond 1l will compete for immediate playing time.
