-The Aggies defeated the Cavaliers in their sole matchup that
took place in the 1962-63 season.

- UVA ranks second nationally in scoring defense (53.8 ppg),
seventh in field goal percentage defense (35.4), sixth in
turnovers per game and blocks per game (6.3), 13th in turnover
margin (6.3), 18th in assist/turnover ratio (1.70) and 20th in
fouls per game (14.0).

VIRGINIA RECEIVES VOTES IN LATEST AP POLL

- UVA received votes in the latest AP top-25 poll.

- UVA was ranked No. 24 in the Nov. 20 AP poll.

The Hoos earned votes in the preseason top-25 poll.

- UVA was not ranked in the AP preseason top-25 poll for the first
time since 2017-18 when it received votes.

- Prior to this year, UVA was ranked in the preseason AP top-25
five consecutive seasons and nine of the last 10 seasons under
Tony Bennett.

HOO ARE THESE CAVALIERS?

-We play defense, take quality shots, pass the basketball, limit
turnovers and transition points, rebound and play more defense.
- UVA returns one starter - Reece Beekman (11.8 ppg, 5.8 apg,
3.7 rpg & 2.8 spg) - from last season’s ACC regular-season
champion and NCAA tournament team that finished 25-8.

- Beekman, who earned All-ACC third-team honors last season,
needs 46 steals to pass Othell Wilson (222 steals from 1981-

- Ryan Dunn (10.3 ppg) leads the team in rebounding (7.0 rpg),
steals (2.8 spg) and blocked shots (2.5 bpg).

- Isaac McKneely (9.8 ppg) leads the team in 3-pointers (11)
and 3-point percentage (55%).

- McKneely averaged 6.7 points and shot a team-best 39.2 per-
cent from 3-point range last year, while Dunn tallied 2.6 points
and 2.9 rebounds in 12.9 minutes per game.

-Transfers Andrew Rohde (6.0 ppg), Jake Groves (8.0 ppg) and
Jordan Minor (2.0 ppg, 1.6 rpg), and redshirts Leon Bond Il (7.7
ppg, 3.8 rpg, 61.8% FG) and Dante Harris (3.5 ppg, 2.5 rpg)
and newcomer Blake Buchanan (5.3 ppg, 3.8 rpg) and veteran
Taine Murray (3.2 ppg, 40% 3FG) are main contributors.

- Elijah Gertrude, Anthony Robinson and Christian Bliss will
redshirt the season, while recruited walk-ons Desmond Roberts
and Tristan How round out the roster.

- UVA is shooting 44.5 percent from the field, 35.6 percent from
3-point range and 66.7 percent from the free throw line.

- UVA has committed just 50 turnovers and has 1.70 assist/
turnover ratio.

LAST TIME OUT

-Virginia defeated West Virginia 56-54 in the Fort Myers Tip-Off
consolation on Wednesday, Nov. 22.

- Reece Beekman (12 points, 5 assists, 4 steals) sank 1 of 2
free throws at 2.3 seconds left to give Virginia (5-1) a 55-54
lead.

- Ryan Dunn (13 points, 5 rebounds) added one free throw to
make the final score 56-54.

- UVA shot 40.4 percent and limited WVU to 37.3 percent.

- UVA owned a 24-16 advantage in points in the paint.

STOCK UP

- UVA has totaled 95 stocks (57 steals + 38 blocks).

- UVA is averaging 15.8 stocks per game (6.3 blocks and 9.5
steals per game) after averaging 11.1 stocks per game last
season (6.8 steals + 4.3 blocks).

-The 15.8 stocks per game are the highest in the Bennett era.

- Dean and Markel Families Head Men’s Basketball Coach Tony
Bennett has a 346-126 (.733) mark in 15 seasons at UVA and
415-159 (.723) career mark in 18 seasons as a head coach.

+ Bennett passed Terry Holland (326-173, 16 seasons) as UVAs
all-time winningest coach with the win over Syracuse (1/7/23).
» Bennett recorded his 400th career win at Wake Forest
(1/21/23).

» Bennett has guided the Cavaliers to six ACC regular-season
titles (2014, 2015, 2018, 2019, 2021, 2023), two ACC Tourna-
ment titles (2014 and 2018) and one NCAA national champion-
ship (2019).

-The three-time National (2007, 2015 and 2018) and four-time
ACC Coach of the Year (2014, 2015, 2018 and 2019) guided
UVA to its 11th consecutive postseason berth in 2022-23.

-In 2018-19, Bennett led the Cavaliers to their first NCAA na-
tional championship, a share of their ninth ACC regular-season
title and a school-record 35 wins.

* Bennett is the third coach in ACC men’s basketball history to
lead his program to 12-straight winning conference seasons,
joining North Carolina’s Dean Smith (33) and Duke’s Mike
Krzyzewski (13).

+He has led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament
championships in the same season two times (2014 and 2018).
* Bennett is the fifth coach in ACC history to win at least three
outright ACC regular-season titles (Frank McGuire, Dean Smith,
Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams).

-UVAis 176-75 (.701) in ACC play (100-25 at home & 76-50
away), 196-38 (.838) at home and 170-51 (.769) in non-
conference action (94-10 at JPJ) under Bennett.

» Bennett ranks fourth all-time in winning percentage (.701)
among ACC head coaches with 100 or more ACC wins.

-Virginia meets its second SEC opponent of the season after
defeating Florida 73-70 on Nov. 10 in Charlotte, N.C.

- UVA defeated Mississippi State 60-57 in NIT first round action
on March 16, 2022.

-UVA is 66-61 all-time vs. SEC opponents (26-25 vs. South
Carolina, 8-5 vs. Tennessee, 4-1 vs. Missouri, 4-3 vs. Arkansas,
4-4 vs. Georgia, 4-4 vs. Auburn, 3-0 vs. LSU, 3-4 vs. Alabama,
3-6 vs. Kentucky, 2-2 vs. Florida, 2-2 vs. Mississippi State, 2-5
vs. Vanderbilt, 1-1 vs. Mississippi and 0-1 vs. Texas A&M).

+ UVA ranks third nationally in scoring defense at 53.8 ppg.
-The Cavaliers have ranked sixth nationally in scoring defense in
each of the past three seasons.

- UVA has limited its opponents to 35.4 percent field goal shoot-
ing, including 29 percent from 3-point range.

-The Cavaliers have forced six shot clock violations and have
averaged 27.6 shot clock violations since 2018-19.

- UVA has been out-rebounded in three contests, but is 2-1 in
those games.

- UVA is 3-0 when outrebounding its opponents and has limited
each of its six foes to less than 50 percent shooting.

- Bennett-coached teams have led the nation in scoring defense
seven times and finished in the top-five nationally 11 times.

- Four of Virginia’s opponents are ranked in the AP Top-25 pre-
season poll (Duke, Miami, Texas A&M and North Carolina), while
Memphis, Florida State and Clemson received votes.

-Virginia was fourth in the 2023-24 ACC Tipoff Preseason Poll.
- Duke is the preseason favorite, followed by Miami, North
Carolina, Virginia and Clemson in the top five.

+ACC preseason voters selected Wake Forest sixth, followed by
NC State, Virginia Tech, Pittsburgh and Syracuse. Florida State
was picked 11th, while Boston College, Georgia Tech, Louisville
and Notre Dame rounded out the voting.

-The Cavaliers were selected third in the 2022-22 ACC Pre-
season Poll and finished first (15-5) in the standings.

- The Cavaliers have finished at or higher than their predicted
finish in 13 of the last 15 seasons.
