COVERING THE CAVALIERS

UNIQUELY UVA

The University of Virginia is an institution rich with history and tradition. Here is some of the
terminology that contributes to UVA's culture.

Grounds: The term used by students, faculty and alumni to refer to the University dating as far back as
Thomas Jefferson. “Campus”is never used.

First Year, Second Year, Third Year, Fourth Year: Instead of freshman, sophomore, junior, senior. Why you
may ask? To be a“senior” implies that a person has reached the final phase of learning, a feat that
Thomas Jefferson believed to be impossible, arguing instead that education is a life-long process.

Commonwealth: Virginia is one of four constituent states of the United States of America that officially
uses the name “Commonwealth” instead of the word state in all references. The other three common-
wealths are Kentucky, Massachusetts and Pennsylvania.

UNIVERSITY NICKNAMES

Virginia’s athletics teams have been accompanied by a somewhat confusing array of nicknames. The
most prominent and widely accepted of these monikers are “Cavaliers,”“Wahoos” and “Hoos.”

Although the terms “Cavaliers,”“Wahoos” and “Hoos" are used almost interchangeably to refer to
University teams and players, “Cavaliers” is more often used by the media, while “Wahoos” and “Hoos" are
frequently used by Virginia students and fans.

Legend has it that Washington & Lee baseball fans dubbed the Virginia players “Wahoos” during the
fiercely contested rivalry that existed between the two in-state schools in the 1890s. By 1940, “Wahoos”
was in general use around Grounds to denote University students or events relating to them. The abbre-
viated “Hoos” sprang up later in student newspapers and has gained growing popularity in recent years.

THE CAVALIER MASCOT

The costumed Cavalier with a large character head debuted during Virginia’s 1984 football season and
has remained the official mascot of the University.

UNIVERSITY COLORS

Orange and blue were adopted as the University of Virginia's official athletic colors at a mass student
meeting in 1888. UVA athletic teams had previously worn silver gray and cardinal red, but those colors
did not stand out on muddy football fields, prompting a student movement to change them.

One of the students attending the mass meeting was Allen Potts, a star athlete who played on Virginia’s
first football team in 1888. Potts showed up at the meeting wearing a navy blue-and-orange scarf that
he had acquired during a summer boating expedition at Oxford University. Orange and blue were cho-
sen as the official athletic colors after one of Potts’ fellow students pulled the scarf off Potts’ neck and,
waving it to the crowd, yelled, “How will this do?” UVA later served as the inspiration for schools like
Auburn and Florida when they selected school colors.

WAH-HOO-WAH

The origin of “Wah-hoo-wah” is uncertain. The cheer was used to root on Virginia teams as early as 1890
and may have been borrowed from Dartmouth College, whose athletics teams were once known as
the Indians.

Legend attributes the yell to Natalie Floyd Otey, who sang the ballad “Where'er You Are, There Shall My
Love Be” at Charlottesville’s Levy Opera House in 1893. The predominantly student audience noticed that
Otey warbled the first three words of the song between each of the stanzas and decided to join in the
refrain. By evening’s end, goes the legend, the crowd had corrupted “Where'er You Are” into “Wah-hoo-
wah!

The Levy Opera House stands at the corner of High Street and Park Street and has since been renovated
into an office building.

« Syracuse’s 2015 win was a six-goal margin, 15-9, at the Dome, its largest win in the series
since winning 18-12 in Charlottesville in 2004.

NO WONDER THE SERIES IS NEARLY 50/50

« Since 1994, the two teams have met 33 times—with Syracuse winning 17 times and Virginia
16.

- 22 of those games have been decided by one or two goals, including five in a row decided by
one goal.

LARS TIFFANY AND THE CARRIER DOME

- Lars Tiffany hails from LaFayette, N.Y., and attended LaFayette High School, which is roughly
10 miles from the Carrier Dome.

+The 2017 meeting between UVA and Syracuse was the first time Tiffany was on the sidelines
of the Carrier Dome since his final game as a student-athlete at Brown in 1990, when the Bears
fell to the Orange, 20-12, in the NCAA Quarterfinals. The 1990 season also served as the Gait
brothers’ final season with the Orange.

THE SERIES VS. THE TAR HEELS

- Virginia leads the all-time series with North
Carolina by a 52-31 margin.

- The Cavaliers’' 52 wins place the Tar Heels
on UVA's list of most beaten opponents (UVA
has defeated Duke 49 times).

- Overall Virginia has won 22 of the last 31
games dating back to 1997, but North
Carolina has won seven of the past 10 meet-
ings -- including in the semifinal round of
the 2012 ACC Championship and the 2013
ACC Finals.

« Three of the Tar Heels' wins in this span
were all by two goals (7-5 in 2001, 11-9 in
2004 and again in 2012).

» UNC scored back-to-back goals with 2:33
and 2:38 left in the game to escape with an
11-10 win at Fetzer Field in Chapel Hill in
2014's regular season meeting.

« UNC won three of the last eight games by
three goals, 10-7 in Charlottesville during
the 2013 regular season meeting,16-13 in
the 2013 ACC Championship game at UNC's
Kenan Stadium and 15-12in 2017 at
Kléckner Stadium.

« North Carolina’s previous five wins over
UVA before the 2013 meetings had been by
either one or two goals; until 2013 the Tar
Heels had not won by more than two goals
since a 15-7 win in the 1994 ACC
Tournament.

« Virginia owned a 10-game winning streak
over the Tar Heels, the longest winning
streak in the series since winning six in a row
from 1997-2000, but UNC snapped it in the
ACC Tournament in 2012.

+ UVA’s 16-8 loss to UNC in 2016 at Kenan
Stadium was UVA's worst loss in the series
since dropping a 14-5 game to the Tar Heels
in the 1992 ACC Tournament at Maryland.

+ UVA used seven points from Michael Kraus
(3 g, 4 a) and four goals from Mike D’Amario
to record its first ACC win since 2014 when
the Cavaliers won, 15-12, at Kenan Stadium
in 2018.
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VIRGINIA IS THE TOP SEED IN ACC TOURNAMENT

« For the first time since 2010, UVA is the No. 1 seed in the ACC Tourna-
ment. UVA secured the top spot in the league tournament with a 3-1
record in ACC play.

«The top seed is key should UVA win its semifinal ACC Tournament
game because the ACC Final would be at Kléckner Stadium on May 4.
« Since the ACC started a tournament in 1989, UVA has only been the
No. 1 seed nine previous times.

« UVA also owns its 25th regular season ACC title. UVA's last regular
season title was in 2012 when the Cavaliers shared it with Duke.

« UVA’s last No. 1 seed was in 2010 when Virginia also last won the ACC
Tournament.

« After losing 18-straight ACC games between 2014-18, UVA has now
won four of its last six league games.

UVA TOPS IN THE NATION IN DEFENDING THE CLEAR
«UVAis No. 1 in the nation in defending the clear.

« In 14 games this season, UVA is limiting its opponents to a 70.0
clearing percentage (201-0f-287), which is 6.14 failed clears per
game by UVA opponents.

« Contrast, UVA is clearing at an 81.3 percent rate (200-of-246), failing
3.28 clears per game.

WIN STREAK NUGGETS

« UVA enjoyed its first eight-game winning streak since starting the
2012 season 8-0. The streak was snapped at Duke (April 13).

- After winning the first three games of the streak in overtime, UVA
had outscored opponents by a 5.6 goals average over the last five
wins of the streak.

« UVA's eight-game winning streak was the longest active streak in
the nation at the time it was snapped.

VIRGINIA AND OVERTIME IN 2019

+ UVA had a three-game stretch where the Cavaliers played three
overtime games in a row.

- It is only the third time in program history UVA played three con-
secutive games that went to overtime. It was the first time in pro-
gram history UVA won all three games with wins at then-No. 19
Princeton (12-11), at then No. 14 Syracuse (15-14) and vs. Brown (14-
13).

« UVA last played three consecutive overtime games in 2017, going
1-2 with wins vs. Cornell and back-to-back losses to Notre Dame and
Johns Hopkins. UVA also played three overtime games in a row in
the 1980 NCAA Tournament, beating Cornell and North Carolina
before falling to Johns Hopkins in double OT for the NCAA title.

« UVA has never played four consecutive overtime games.

« UVA is 5-2 all-time in overtime under Lars Tiffany, including 2-1 at
Kléckner Stadium.

« Of UVA's first 12 opponents of the 2019 season, 10 have been
ranked so far this season.

- This week five of those opponents are currently ranked. UVA's win
over then-No. 19 Princeton knocked the Tigers from the polls. UVA
also played Richmond, who dropped out of the Top 20 six weeks ago.
Princeton and North Carolina are receiving votes.

« UVA's first five games of 2019 feature an opponent currently ranked,
or previously ranked in the polls in 2019.

« Of UVA's first 12 games, only Brown and Utah have not been ranked
at some point this season. Brown was receiving votes heading into
the UVA game.

VIRGINIA’S WIN AT HOMEWOOD FIELD

- Virginia’s 16-11 triumph at then-No. 15 Johns Hopkins last time out
served as UVA’s largest margin of victory ever over the Blue Jays at
historic Homewood Field.

+ The previous best was four goals in a 16-12 win in 1997.

« It was also only UVA's 11th win in 47 tries at the historic Charm City
edifice. UVA has won four of its last six trips to Homewood Field. The
two losses (2011, 2017) were both by one goal.

UVA RECORDS BACK-TO-BACK ROAD RANKED WINS

« UVA won in overtime, 15-14, at then-No. 14 Syracuse on March 2.
With a win at then-No. 19 Princeton (12-11, OT), UVA won back-to-
back road games against ranked opponents for the first time since
2012.

« In a seven-day span in 2012, UVA won at then-No. 9 Maryland (12-8)
on March 31, followed by a win at then-No. 9 UNC (15-10) on April 7.

TIFFANY DOES A RARE THING VS. BROWN

« UVA head coach Lars Tiffany has been the head coach at Stony
Brook, Brown and now Virginia.

« With UVA's win over Brown, Tiffany owns at least one career win
over every program he has served as a head coach. Tiffany is 2-0 all-
time against Stony Brook, winning once as the Brown head coach
and once as the UVA head coach. Tiffany is 1-1 against Virginia, win-
ning as the Brown head coach and losing as the Stony Brook head
coach. He is 1-0 against Brown, winning at the Virginia head coach.
+ Only one other active coach that has had at least three DI head
coaching jobs has career wins over each of the three programs he
has coached. Tiffany joins Duke’s John Danowski who coached C.W.
Post when they were a DI program, as well as Hofstra and Duke.
Danowski has beat all three of those DI programs as a DI head coach.

TIFFANY CONNECTED TO UVA’S TITLE COACHES

- UVA head coach Lars Tiffany is connected in the lacrosse world to
both Glenn Thiel and Dom Starsia, the two Virginia coaches who
brought NCAA titles to Charlottesville.

« Tiffany played for Starsia at Brown and coached under Thiel at Penn
State (2000-04).

DEFENSE SHINES AGAINST NOTRE DAME

« Team defense against then-No. 7 Notre Dame was on point as they
forced the Irish into a season-high 22 turnovers in UVA’s 13-11 win.
UVA’'s 11 caused turnovers were also a season high for a Notre Dame
opponent.

« The Irish entered the game as the nation’s No. 3 clearing team, but
failed a season-high four clears against the Cavaliers.

« UVA's defensive effort held Notre Dame’s top two scorers to a com-
bined three points (Bryan Costabile 1 goal, Brendan Gleason 2
assists).

« UVA's SSDM John Fox caused two crucial turnovers in the game’s
final two minutes that helped preserve UVA’s lead, including one to
close the game on Notre Dame'’s final offensive possession.
