+ UVA went 19 of 21 from the free throw line as Hunter sank a career-
high nine freebies.

« UVAS defensive effort was highlighted by limiting the Tribe to a 2 of
20 effort from the 3-point line.

UVA RANKED NO. 4 IN AP POLL

«Virginia is ranked No. 4 in the last AP poll and No. 1in the USA Today
Coaches Poll.

- The Cavaliers have been ranked in the top six in the AP poll for eight
consecutive weeks.

« UVA has been ranked in the AP poll for 24 straight weeks and has
been ranked in the top 10 in each of the past 19 polls.

« UVA was ranked No. 5 in the preseason polls and has been ranked in
the top 10 in the preseason rankings in four of the past five seasons.
+In 2017-18, Virginia became the fourth team in the Top 25 era to
earn a No. 1 ranking after being unranked in the preseason.

+ Bryant Stith scored 18 points and Cory Alexander added 14 as
Virginia coasted to a 73-53 win over Marshall on Jan. 19, 1992.

« Junior Burrough added 12 points and UVA associate head coach
Jason Williford added five points off the bench.

« UVA led 40-20 at halftime and enjoyed a 42-24 rebounding
advantage.

- Malik Hightower led Marshall with 13 points, while Frank Martin
added 10.

UVA IN THE NATIONAL STATISTICAL RANKINGS

« As of Dec. 28, UVA ranks first nationally in scoring defense (50.3
ppg), turnovers per game (7.9), assist-to-turnover ratio (1.87),
fewest turnovers (87) and winning percentage (100%), second

in 3-point field goal percentage defense (24.4%), fifth in scoring
margin (22.1), eighth in turnover margin (5.5), ninth in fewest fouls
(167), 13th in free throw percentage (77.2%) and field goal percent-
age defense (37.9%) and 18th in personal fouls per game (15.2).

- Three-time National and ACC Coach of the Year Tony Bennett has
a230-86 (.728) mark in 10 seasons at Virginia and 299-119 (.715)
career mark in 13 seasons overall.

+In 2017-18, Bennett led Virginia to its eighth ACC regular-season
title, third ACCTournament championship, school-record 31 wins,
ACC-record 17 league wins and ACC-record 9-0 mark on the road.

- Bennett was named the USBWA Henry Iba National Coach of the
Year for the third time to rank second all-time behind legendary John
Wooden, who captured the award six times.

« Bennett also earned Division | National Coach of the Year honors
from the AP, USA Today and NABC.

« He has led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament
championships in the same season two times (2014 and 2018).

- Bennett has guided UVA to five straight NCAA Tournament ap-
pearances for the first time in school history and has led UVA to a
school-record six straight seasons with 23 or more wins.

« Bennett is the sixth coach in ACChistory to win at least three
outright ACC regular-season titles (Frank McGuire, Vic Bubas, Dean
Smith, Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams).

- Bennett has led UVA to a school-best 16 or more ACC wins in three
of the last five seasons and a school-record six straight seasons with
11 or more ACC wins.

« He has led UVA to a school-best seven straight 20-win seasons.

« Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three seasons
from 2014-16, eclipsing 88 wins from 1981-83.

- Bennett has led UVA to seven consecutive postseason tournaments
(NCAAin 2012, 2014, 2015, 2016, 2017 and 2018 and NIT in 2013).
+In2015-16, Bennett led UVA to its first NCAA Elite Eight appearance
since 1995 with 29 wins.

- Bennett was named 2015 USBWA National Coach of the Year and
ACC Coach of the Year after leading Virginia to a then-school-record
tying 30 wins and its second consecutive ACC reqular-season title.

+ Bennett led the Cavaliers to 30 wins in back-to-back seasons (2014-

+In2017-18, Jerome earned All-ACC third-team honors after averag-
ing 10.6 points and 3.9 assists.

THIS GUY GETS BUCKETS

« Kyle Guy leads the team with 29 3-pointers and is third on the team
in scoring (14.1 ppg), highlighted by his seventh career 20-point
effort vs. George Washington.

« Guy has shot 42.3 percent from 3-point range during his career and
has made five or more 3-pointers in nine games.

- Guy’s 42.3 3-point percentage ranks first on UVAs career list, edging
Keith Freel’s (2000-01) mark of 42.1 percent.

« Guy is 10th all-time at UVA with 163 career 3-pointers.

- Guy has scored 20 or more points in seven career games (4 in 2017-
18), including a career-high 29 points at VCU (11/17/17).
+In2017-18, Guy reached double figures in 28 games and led the
Cavaliers in scoring in 15 contests.

- Guy averaged 16.7 points to earn ACC Tournament MVP honors.

- De’Andre Hunter has led UVA in scoring in six games, averaging 14.8
points and 5.0 rebounds.

« He earned Battle 4 Atlantis MVP honors and ACC Player of the
Week accolades after averaging 19.3 points and 7.7 rebounds in the
tournament.
