« Bryant Crawford scored 11 points, and Mitchell Wilbekin and
Brandon Childress added 10 apiece for the Demon Deacons.

+ Devon Hall added 12 points to help the Cavaliers win a tight one in
which there were nine lead changes and five ties.

« Neither team led by more than seven until Hunter hit an important
3-pointer to extend Virginia's lead to 53-45 with 3:44 remaining.

(2.9), eighth in 3-point percentage (40%), 10th in steals (1.7) and
20th in minutes (31.2).

« De'Andre Hunter ranks sixth in field goal percentage (52.7%), ninth
in free throw shooting (80.3%) and 14th in scoring (14.6).

« Braxton Key ranks 23rd in rebounding (5.6).

« Three-time National and ACC Coach of the Year Tony Bennett has
a235-87 (.730) mark in 10 seasons at Virginia and 304-120 (.717)
career mark in 13 seasons.

« Bennett became the 80th active Division | head coach to win his
300th career game against Marshall on Dec. 31, 2018.

+In 2017-18, Bennett led Virginia to its eighth ACC regular-season
title, third ACC Tournament championship, school-record 31 wins,
ACC-record 17 league wins and ACC-record 9-0 mark on the road.

- Bennett was named the USBWA Henry Iba National Coach of the
Year for the third time to rank second all-time behind legendary John
Wooden, who captured the award six times.

« Bennett also earned Division | National Coach of the Year honors
from the AP, USA Today and NABC.

« He has led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament
championships in the same season two times (2014 and 2018).

« Bennett has guided UVA to five straight NCAA Tournament ap-
pearances for the first time in school history and has led UVA to a
school-record six straight seasons with 23 or more wins.

« Bennett is the sixth coach in ACC history to win at least three
outright ACC regular-season titles (Frank McGuire, Vic Bubas, Dean
Smith, Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams).

« Bennett has led UVA to a school-best 16 or more ACC wins in three
of the last five seasons and a school-record six straight seasons with
11 or more ACCwins.

« He has led UVA to a school-best seven straight 20-win seasons.

« Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three seasons
from 2014-16, eclipsing 88 wins from 1981-83.

« Bennett has led UVA to seven consecutive postseason tournaments
(NCAAin 2012,2014, 2015, 2016, 2017 and 2018 and NIT in 2013).
+In2015-16, Bennett led UVA to its first NCAA Elite Eight appearance
since 1995 with 29 wins.

« Bennett was named 2015 USBWA National Coach of the Year and
ACC Coach of the Year after leading Virginia to a then-school-record
tying 30 wins and its second consecutive ACC regular-season title.

- Bennett led the Cavaliers to 30 wins in back-to-back seasons (2014-

« Jerome was named to the Battle 4 Atlantis All-Tournament team.
+In2017-18, Jerome earned All-ACC third-team honors after averag-
ing 10.6 points and 3.9 assists.

« All-American Kyle Guy leads the team in scoring (15.2 ppg), 3-point
shooting (45.5 percent), free throw accuracy (87.9 percent) and
3-pointers (51).

- Guy was named ACC Player of the Week on Jan. 7 after averaging
25.5 points and 6.5 rebounds in wins against Marshall and No. 9
Florida State.

« The 6-2 sharpshooter set a UVA school record with 11 consecutive
3-pointers over the two-game span.

- Guy has shot 52.4 percent from 3-point range (22 of 42) over the
past six games.

+ He has scored 20 or more points nine times in his career, including
29 points at VCU (11/17/17) last season.

- Guy has made five or more 3-pointers in 11 games.

- Guy ranks fourth all-time in the ACCand first at UVA with a 43.3
percent career 3-point shooting percentage.

- Guy is tied for eighth all-time at UVA with 185 career 3-pointers.

« UVA'is 35-32 against ranked opponents in the Tony Bennett era,
including a 4-1 mark in 2018-19.

+In2018-19, UVA posted back-to-back wins vs. ranked opponents
(Wisconsin and Maryland) for the first time in the reqular season
since 1982 (Georgetown and Houston).
