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VIRGINIA HEAD COACH TONY BENNETT

« Three-time National and four-time ACC Coach of the Year Tony Ben-
nett has a 268-95 (.738) mark in 11 seasons at Virginia and 337-128
(.725) career mark in 14 seasons.

+In2018-19, Bennett led the Cavaliers to their first NCAA national
championship, a share of their ninth ACC regular-season title and
school-record 35 wins.

+ Bennett became the 80th active Division | head coach to win his
300th career game against Marshall on Dec. 31, 2018.

« Bennett was named the USBWA Henry Iba National Coach of

the Year for the third time in 2018 to rank second all-time behind
legendary John Wooden, who captured the award six times.

« He has led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament
championships in the same season two times (2014 and 2018).

- Bennett has guided UVA to six straight NCAA Tournament appear-
ances for the first time in school history and has led UVA to 29 or
more wins for the fifth time in the past six seasons.

« Bennett is the sixth coach in ACC history to win at least three
outright ACC regular-season titles (Frank McGuire, Vic Bubas, Dean
Smith, Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams).

« Bennett has led UVA to a school-best 16 or more ACC wins in four of
the last six seasons and a school-record seven straight seasons with
11 or more ACC wins.

« He has led UVA to a school-best eight straight 20-win seasons.

- Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three seasons

- Diakite leads UVA in scoring (13.5 ppg) and is second in rebounding
(6.9), while Clark is averaging 10.3 points, 4.5 rebounds and a team-
high 5.9 assists.

- Diakite needs 11 rebounds to reach 500 career rebounds.

- Key is averaging 10.2 points and a team-high 7.4 rebounds.

« Key needs 23 points to reach 1,000 career points (589 at Alabama
and 388 at Virginia).

« Huff has tallied 8.4 points and 6.0 rebounds and a team-high 31
blocks. Huff recorded career highs in points (17) and blocks (6) at
Georgia Tech.
