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AGC QUICK HITS

W All 14 ACC teams play this week, beginning Friday
night when Pitt travels to Syracuse for a 7 p.m. kickoff
on ESPN. Two of the last three games between these
two rivals have been high-scoring affairs, including a
76-61 Pitt victory in 2016, which set the AGC record
for points in a game, and last year's 44-37 Pitt win in
overtime. Over the last three years, these teams have
combined for nearly 90 points per game.

M Three games kick off at noon Saturday, including
No. 3 Clemson at Louisville on ABC, Georgia Tech

at Miami on ACCN and NC State at Boston College

on RSN. A year after going winless in conference

play, Louisville has won two ACC games in a row,
including a 62-59 victory last Saturday at Wake Forest.
Saturday's game features two of the top three scoring
offenses in the conference as the Tigers rank second
at 39.2 points per game, followed by the Cardinals at
37.3.

W At 3:30 p.m., two key Coastal Division games kick
off with Duke at Virginia on ACCN and North Carolina
at Virginia Tech on RSN. The winner of the Duke-Vir-
ginia game is assured of at least a share of first place
after this weekend. North Carolina also has just one
league loss and can earn a share of first place with a
win in Blacksburg.

M Clemson is ranked third in the AP Top 25 Poll and
second in the Amway Coaches Poll. Wake Forest, Vir-
ginia, Duke and Pitt are receiving votes in at least one
of the polls. The Deacons are the top team receiving
votes in the coaches poll.

M Clemson has been ranked in the top three in 16
consecutive AP polls and has not been lower than
fourth in 29 consecutive polls.

M According to SportSource Analytics, five ACC
teams rank among the top 25 in strength of schedule,
including Florida State, which has the nation's most
difficult schedule. ACC teams in the top 25 are No. 6
North Carolina, No. 19 Miami, No. 20 Louisville and
No. 22 Georgia Tech.

M In the NCAA strength of schedule ranking, Florida
State has played the nation's most difficult schedule
based on past opposition. FSU's opponents are a com-
bined 24-6. Miami ranks ninth, followed by Louisville
and Pitt tied for 15th, North Carolina at No. 18 and
Syracuse at No. 21. Miami and North Carolina's losses
have all come by seven points or less. North Carolina's
three losses have come to teams that are a combined
16-1.

B Clemson has won 21 consecutive games. That is the
second-longest streak in ACC history and the longest
active streak in the country. The league record is 29
straight by Florida State from 2012-14.

M Clemson has won a nation's best 24 consecutive
regular season games. The last time the Tigers lost
a regular season game was at Syracuse on Oct. 13,
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2017. Clemson has won 55 of its last 57 regular season
games.

M Clemson registered its 750th all-time victory last week
with a 45-14 win over FSU. Clemson's 750 wins leads

all ACC teams and ranks 15th among all FBS schools.
Virginia Tech is 16th with 747. Georgia Tech (736) and
Syracuse (722) also rank among the top 25 in wins.

M Eleven ACC head coaches have won at least 50 career
games, including five with more than 100 victories. The
five 100-win coaches are UNC's Mack Brown (247), Wake
Forest's Dave Clawson (123), Clemson's Dabo Swinney
(122), Virginia's Bronco Mendenhall (119) and Duke's
David Cutcliffe (115). No other conference has as many
coaches with 100 career wins.

M Two of the five active coaches to win a national title
reside in the ACC. Dabo Swinney led Clemson to national
titles in 2016 and 2018. UNC's Mack Brown won a nation-
al title at Texas in 2005.

M Louisville's 62-59 win over Wake Forest last Saturday
was the second-highest scoring game in ACC history.
Only Pitt's 76-61 win over Syracuse in 2016 registered
more points.

M Seven ACC teams rank among the top 25 nationally in
sacks per game. Pitt and Virginia are tied for second (4.5/
gm), followed by No. 5 NC State (4.33), No. 10 Clemson
(3.67), No. 13 Virginia Tech and Syracuse (3.33) and No.
22 Miami (3.0).

W Wake Forest is one of three schools with two players
in the top 20 nationally in receiving touchdowns. The
others are Alabama and LSU. Sage Surratt leads the
ACC and ranks third in the country with nine touchdown
receptions. Teammate Scotty Washington is 11th with
seven TD catches.

M Clemson running back Travis Etienne has 42 career
rushing touchdowns, which ties North Carolina's Mike
Voight (1973-76) for 10th in ACC history. Pitt's James
Conner (2013-14, 2016) holds the ACC career mark with
52. Etienne also has 45 career touchdowns (42 rushing, 3
receiving), which ranks 14th in league history.

M Three ACC quarterbacks — Boston College's Anthony
Brown, Duke's Quentin Harris and Virginia's Bryce
Perkins — have been named finalists for the 2019 Johnny
Unitas Golden Arm Award.

B The ACC leads the country with 10 starting quarter-
backs in the NFL. NC State leads all schools with three
starters — Jacoby Brissett (Colts), Philip Rivers (Chargers)
and Russell Wilson (Seahawks). Other starters from

the ACC include Boston College's Matt Ryan (Falcons),
Clemson's Deshaun Watson (Texans), Duke's Daniel
Jones (NY Giants), Florida State's Jameis Winston (Buc-
caneers), Louisville's Lamar Jackson (Ravens) and Teddy
Bridgewater (Saints), and North Carolina's Mitch Trubisky
(Bears). Trubisky was injured two weeks ago and did not
start in the Bears' most recent game against Oakland.

CAMPBELL TROPHY SEMIFINALISTS

M Six student-athletes from the ACC — Clemson center
Sean Pollard, Duke quarterback Quentin Harris, Miami
wide receiver K.J. Oshorn, Pitt tight end Jim Medure,
Virginia linebacker Jordan Mack and Wake Forest running
back Cade Carney — have been named semifinalists for the
2019 William V. Campbell Trophy® Presented by Mazda,
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announced by the National Football Foundation & College
Hall of Fame (NFF). Celebrating its 30th year in 2019,

the award recognizes an individual as the absolute best
football scholar-athlete in the nation for his combined
academic success, football performance and exemplary
leadership. An ACC player has won three of the last five
Campbell Trophy and each of the last two.

AROUND THE AGG

M Boston College (BCeagles.com): AJ Dillon has been
named ACC Running Back of the Week three times this
year and has captured the honor eight times in his career.
Dillon now has 3,442 rushing yards, which ranks fourth
among active players. He ranks 23rd in ACC career
rushing yards. Dillon leads the league and ranks fourth
nationally in rushing yards per game (124.2 rpg).

M Clemson (ClemsonTigers.com): Clemson rushed

for two touchdowns against Florida State and has now
rushed for multiple touchdowns in seven consecutive
games for the first time since a nine-game streak to open
the 2018 season. Clemson has rushed for at least one
touchdown in 21 consecutive games, every game since
the start of the 2018 season.

M Duke (GoDuke.com): Duke’s 38 consecutive points in
the first half against Georgia Tech were the most in a half
against an ACC opponent since the Blue Devils’ scored 41
in the opening half against Wake Forest in 1999.

M Florida State (Seminoles.com): Florida State is one
of two teams in the ACC to play at least one opponent
ranked in the top three each of the last seven seasons.
The Clemson game was the Seminoles' ninth game
against a top three opponent since the beginning of the
2013 season, tied for most in the ACC. Their five different
top three opponents are tied for the most in the ACC in
that span.

M Georgia Tech (RamblinWreck.com): For the sec-
ond-straight week, Georgia Tech set a season high with
379 yards of total offense in a 41-23 loss at Duke. Georgia
Tech’s 23 points were its most this season against an FBS
opponent.

M Louisville (GoCards.com): Louisville's 62-59 win at
Wake Forest was its first ACC road win since beating
Florida State on Oct. 21, 2017. The 62 points are the
most ever by the Cardinals on the road against a ranked
opponent, and matches the most on the road against an
ACC opponent (had 62 at Syracuse on Sept. 9, 2016).

W Miami (HurricaneSports.com): A week after allowing
42 points to Virginia Tech, Miami's defense was sensa-
tional in a 17-9 win over Virginia. The Hurricanes did not
allow a touchdown, sacked QB Bryce Perkins five times
and held UVA to just 74 rushing yards.

M North Carolina (GoHeels.com): Sam Howell set UNC
freshman records for completions (33), attempts (51) and
yards (376) and tied the touchdown record with four in
the 38-22 victory at Georgia Tech. His 376 yards passing
were the 14th most in a single game at Carolina and the
most by a Tar Heel since Mitch Trubisky went for 439
yards against Florida State in 2016.

M NC State (GoPack.com): PK Christopher Dunn scored

10 of the Wolfpack's 16 points in the win over Syracuse.
Dunn leads the ACC in scoring with 9.5 ppg, the No. 15
mark in the FBS.

M Pitt (PittsburghPanthers.com): Pitt has won three
consecutive games courtesy of fourth-quarter comebacks,
including the 33-30 win at Duke on Oct. 5. The Panthers
rallied late to defeat UCF, 35-34, and a week later knocked
off Delaware, 17-14.

M Syracuse (Cuse.com): LB Andrew Armstrong
intercepted a pass against NC State to extend Syracuse’s
streak of consecutive games with a takeaway to 20. It's
the second-longest active streak in FBS football behind
Mississippi State (22). The pick was the Orange’s 25th in
the last 19 games.

M Virginia (VirginiaSports.com): With 271 yards of total
offense (244 passing, 27 rushing) vs. Miami, QB Bryce
Perkins became the eighth player in program history

to record 5,000 career yards of total offense. It is the
third time this season and 10th time in his career he has
passed for over 200 yards.

M Virginia Tech (HokieSports.com): The Hokies have
won three straight in the North Carolina series and four of
the past five meetings. Tech's lone loss in that span came
in 2015 when it fell 30-27 in overtime to the Tar Heels —a
game that marked former head coach Frank Beamer's last
home game as the head coach.

W Wake Forest (GoDeacs.com): Wide receiver Sage Sur-
ratt has made a touchdown catch in eight straight games.
That breaks the school record set by Desmond Clark, who
had six in 1998.

The ACC is in its sixth year of a 12-year
agreement with the Capital One Orange Bowl,
which will host an ACC team—either its champion

Bowl is not a semifinal site for the College Football
Playoff. The opponent will be the highest ranked avail-
able team from the SEC, Big Ten or Notre Dame.

5. Combined win percentage vs. all non-divisional
opponents.

6. Win percentage versus common non-division-
al opponents based on their order of finish (overall
conference win percentage) and proceeding through
other common non-divisional teams based upon their
divisional order of finish.

7. The tied team with the higher ranking by the Team
Rating Score metric provided by SportSource Analyt-
ics following the conclusion of regular season games.
8. The representative shall be chosen by a draw as
administered by the Commissioner or the Commis-
sioner’s designee.

Three-Team (or More) Team Tie

(Once a team is eliminated from the tie, the tie-break-
er procedures restart for the remaining teams. If the
three (or more) team tie can be reduced to two teams,
the two-team tiebreaker format will then be applied.)

1. Combined head-to-head win percentage among the
tied teams.

2. Win percentage of the tied teams within the divi-
sion.

3. Head-to-head competition versus the team with-
in the division with the best overall (divisional and
non-divisional) Conference win percentage, and pro-
ceeding through the division. Multiple ties within the
division will be broken first to last, using the league’s
tie-breaker policies.

4. Combined win percentage versus all common
non-divisional opponents.

5. Overall win percentage versus non-divisional op-
ponents.

6. Win percentage versus common non-divisional op-
ponents based upon their order of finish (overall win
percentage) and proceeding through other common
non-divisional opponents based upon their divisional
order of finish.

7. The tied team with the higher ranking by the Team
Rating Score metric provided by SportSource Analyt-
ics following the conclusion of regular season games.
8. The representative shall be chosen by a draw as
administered by the Commissioner or the Commis-
sioner’s designee.
