TEAM NOTES

¢ Virginia is receiving votes in the USA Today Coaches’ polls this week.
This is the ninth straight week receiving votes in the USA Today poll

* The Cavaliers are No. 34 in the RPI rankings (as of 2/26/18) and ranks
third in strength of schedule. Only Notre Dame (at No. 1) has a higher
strength of schedule in the conference. The ACC ranks No. 1in both con-
ference RPI| and conference strength of schedule

e The Cavaliers are looking to make the NCAA Tournament for the first
time since 2010 and their first time under head coach Joanne Boyle.

¢ The Cavaliers finished tied for sixth place in the ACC with Miami and
Syracuse. It was the highest finish for the team since a sixth-place finish
in 2013

¢ Virginia’s 10 ACC wins are the most in Joanne Boyle’s seven seasons
as the Cavaliers’ head coach. The last time the Cavaliers tallied 10 confer-
ence wins was the 2007-08 season when they went 10-4 and finished in
a tie for third place

¢ Virginia’s 8-1 start to conference play was its best since starting the
1999-00 season at 9-1in ACC games

¢ Virginia faced four ranked opponents in its last seven games, taking
on No. 4 Louisville twice, No. 5 Notre Dame and then-No. 12 Florida State
since Feb. 1

¢ Virginia has outrebounded its opponent in five of the last six games
(including being +11 at Florida State, +6 against Notre Dame and +4 at
Louisville)

¢ Virginia has won three ACC Championships, the last coming in 1993

¢ After bowing out three straight years in the second round, Virginia
advanced to the quarterfinals last season where they fell to eventual-
champion Notre Dame, 76-59

¢ Virginia is 4-5 against Clemson in ACC Tournament games and 7-1
against Georgia Tech. UVA’s only loss to the Yellow Jackets in the tourna-
ment came in the second round of the 2014 championship when the
7-seeded Yellow Jackets edged the 10-seed Cavaliers 77-76

¢ Georgia Tech quick recap: In a game with nine lead changes, Virginia
trailed 42-40 at the end of the third quarter, but went on a 17-2 run to
start the final period. Georgia Tech answered with a 10-0 run to make it a
three-point game with 40 seconds remaining, but the Cavaliers came up
with a defensive hold and went 5-of-6 from the free throw line down the
stretch to close out the victory

e Georgia Tech forced the Cavaliers to commit a season-high 26 turn-
overs, scoring 24 points off the miscues

¢ The Yellow Jackets were 0-of-9 from three-point range, the first time
that Virginia kept an opponent from making at least one three since Lou-
isville went 0-of-9 on Jan. 1, 2018

¢ Virginia shot 85.7 percent (6-of-7) in the fourth quarter at Georgia
Tech, its highest-ever shooting percentage in a single quarter

¢ The Cavaliers had a season-high 13 blocked shots at Georgia Tech
with Felicia Aiyeotan blocking five and Aliyah Huland El and Lauren Mo-
ses each tallying three

¢ Virginia leads the all-time series 56-16 against the Yellow Jackets

e Clemson quick recap: Virginia used an 11-0O run at the end of the
second quarter to build up a 33-20 lead at halftime. Clemson narrowed
the gap to single digits, 35-26, with 7:49 remaining in the third quarter,
but the Cavaliers mounted a 15-2 run to take back control of the game.
Virginia outscored the Tigers 20-10 in the fourth quarter to close out the
victory. The Cavaliers scored 24 points off 19 Clemson turnovers.

¢ Virginia leads the all-time series against the Tigers, 43-30 and has

Since 1990, the Cavaliers have been the No. 1 seed in the ACC tournament seven times and the No. 2 seed
three times. In 2003 and 2010, Virginia captured the No. 3 seed. In 2002 and 2008, UVA was the No. 4 seed
after tying for third in the regular-season standings. In 1998, 2001, and 2005, the Cavaliers were the No. 5
seed.

Virginia has won 11 regular-season titles and three tournament championships. The Cavaliers claimed their
first ACC tournament championship in 1990 after finishing in second place in the regular season. That year,
the Cavaliers defeated NC State, 67-64, in overtime to bring the title to Charlottesville. Virginia won back-
to-back regular season and tournament championships in 1992 and 1993. The Cavaliers defeated Georgia
Tech, 70-69, in the finals in 1992 and outlasted Maryland, 106-103, in triple overtime in 1993. From 1991-1996,
Virginia entered the tournament as the No. 1 seed.
