Virginia Cavaliers (2-0, 0-0 ACC)

Auburn Tigers (2-0, 0-0 SEC)

The Virginia women’s basketball team (2-0, 0-O ACC) heads back
on the road, playing at Auburn (2-0, 0-O SEC) on Thursday, Nov. 19 at
7 p.m. ET.

Virginia has had a very balanced approach to both scoring and re-
bounding in its first two games. Six Cavaliers are averaging 10 or more
points a game through the first two contests. In Monday’s 86-50 vic-
tory over Norfolk State, seven Cavaliers finished the game in double-
digits, the first time in program history that seven players reached that
benchmark in a single game. In the opener at Middle Tennessee, five
Cavaliers finished in double figures, a feat that the team accomplished
just three times last season. The Virginia bench is averaging 32.5 points
per game. Last year, the non-starters contributed 11.1 points per game.

Senior guard Faith Randolph (Derwood, Md.) rebounded from an
eight-point performance in the opener by scoring 17 points in just 17
minutes against Norfolk State. Randolph made 6-of-9 field goal at-
tempts against the Spartans. Randolph also grabbed seven rebounds
and had four assists.

Junior guard Breyana Mason (Woodbridge, Va.) has opened up
the season with back-to-back double-digit performances. Mason has
made 10-of-15 field goal attempts this season (66.7 percent).

Sophomore guard Mikayla Venson (Arlington, Va.) scored 10 points
against Norfolk State, her ninth-consecutive double-digit scoring ef-
fort going back to last season.

Sophomore forward Lauren Moses (Mount Holly, N.J.) is averaging
more than double her offensive output from last season. Moses con-
tributed 6.1 ppg in 2014-15 and is averaging 12.5 this year.

This will be the second-straight year that Virginia and Auburn will be
meeting with both teams undefeated. Last year, the 3-O Cavalier and
Tigers battled at JPJ with UVA mounting a 19-3 run early in the second
half to break open a close game and earn a 66-51 victory. Randolph
scored 18 points and Venson had 10. Mason scored eight points, going
4-0f-8 from the field while also adding four assists.

THE TIGERS

e The Tigers return all five starters and nine letter-winners from
its 2014-15 team that finished 13-18 overall, 3-13 in SEC play. Six of
those nine players appeared in all 31 games last season. Among
its nine returning players, Auburn returns 80.1 percent of its min-
utes, 83.5 percent of its scoring and 87.7 percent of its starts from
a year ago. The Tigers return seven of their top eight scorers.

¢ Auburn downed UAB 85-71in the season-opener and logged
an 80-68 road win at Southeastern Louisiana on Monday night

e Junior Brandy Montgomery returns as Auburn’s leading scorer
after averaging 12.3 points per game last season. Montgomery
has had back-to-back 20-point games to start the season, scor-
ing 24 against UAB and 22 at SE Louisiana

As a freshman and sophomore, she helped lead Newark to two-
straight seasons with 21-or-more wins and back-to-back Prep B
girls’ basketball state titles.

 Dominique Toussaint, a 5-9 guard from Staten Island, N.Y.,
averaged 21.5 points, 6.4 rebounds and 3.2 assists per game as
a junior. She was named the 2015 Queens Player of the Year,
CHSAA Sportsmanship Player of the Year and earned First
Team honors after helping lead Christ the King to the CHSAA
Class AA State Semi-Final as a junior. Toussaint also earned
Tri-State Second Team and NYS All-Tournament Team honors as
she was a member of the team that won the NYC High School
Championship and finished second in the New York State Fed-
eration Champion in 2014-15. She is ESPN-W'’s No. 48 overall
recruit and No. 12 at her position and ranked at No. 25 by Pros-
pect Nation in the 2016 class.

e Lisa Jablonowski, a 6-3 forward from Luxembourg, brings
international experience as she has competed in 46 games in
international tournaments. In 2015, Jablonowski averaged 14.6
points per game, 8.6 rebounds per game and 3.4 assists per
game in the U18 European Championship. She received the
Best Sportswoman, the most prestigious award in Luxembourg,
for her performance in the 2014-15 season. A three-time MVP of
the U16 and U18 divisions, she helped her team win the Luxem-
bourg Cup in 2014 and guided them to second place finishes in
the U14, U16 and U18 championships.
