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HEAD COACH TINA THOMPSON

On April 16, 2018, Tina Thompson was named the fifth head
coach in Virginia women’s basketball program history.

Thompson came to Virginia after serving on the coaching
staff at Texas for three seasons. Prior to entering the coach-
ing profession, Thompson had a college and professional
career that gained her entry into the Naismith Memorial Bas-
ketball Hall of Fame as a member of the 2018 induction class
as well as being enshrined in the Women’s Basketball Hall of
Fame.

Thompson’s background is one of the most impressive in
the history of women’s basketball. She retired as the all-time
leading scorer in WNBA history, a two-time Olympic gold
medalist, a four-time WNBA champion and was the first
player drafted in the history of the WNBA.

Thompson joined Karen Aston’s staff at Texas in May of
2015 as an assistant coach. She was promoted to associate
head coach last September. During her tenure at Texas, she
focused on the development of the Longhorns forwards and
post players. Texas recorded a 28-7 record in 2017-18, reach-
ing NCAA Sweet 16 in Kansas City. The Longhorns went
84-21(.800) during her three seasons in Austin. The 2016-17
Texas team reached the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament
and the 2015-16 squad compiled a 31-5 mark on the way to a
NCAA Elite Eight appearance.

Thompson arrived at Texas after a trailblazing career in
the WNBA, in which she began as the first ever number one
overall draft pick in the 1997 inaugural season and ended as
the league’s all-time leading scorer in 2013.

Throughout her 17-year professional playing career,
Thompson was a four-time WNBA champion with the
Houston Comets (1997, 1998, 1999, 2000), a member of the
WNBA All- Decade team, an eight-time All-WNBA team
selection, a nine-time WNBA All-Star and the WNBA All-Star
MVP in 2000.

After 12 seasons in Houston, the Los Angeles native
returned to her hometown in 2009 as a member of the Los
Angeles Sparks. She became the WNBA'’s all-time leading
scorer on August 8, 2010, scoring her 6,264th career point
to pass Lisa Leslie -- a former teammate of Thompson'’s for
one season in college and one season with the Los Angeles
Sparks.

Thompson ended her professional career with the Seattle
Storm in 2013 as the league’s all-time leading scorer with
7,488 points in 496 games played (15.1 ppg), a mark that
stood until it was eclipsed by Diana Taurasi in 2017.

On the international level, Thompson has won two Olym-
pic Gold Medals as a member of Team USA in 2004 (Athens)
and 2008 (Beijing). She has also participated in other profes-
sional leagues overseas. Following the 2001 WNBA season,
she played for Rovereto Basket in Italy and in 2003 she
joined the Kumho Falcons of the Women’s Korea Basketball
League (WKBL). In 2006 and 2007, she played for Spartak
Moscow Region (Euro league) and in 2010 for the MCM Tar-
goviste in Romania, winning championships in Russia, Korea
and Romania.

In her first year in Austin, Thompson was heavily involved
in the development of senior center Imani Boyette, who
earned honorable mention All-America honors from both
the Associated Press and the Women'’s Basketball Coaches
Association. In 2015-16, Boyette became the first player in
program history to reach the combined milestone of 1,000

career points, 1,000 career rebounds and 200 career blocks.
Boyette was the fourth player in school history to be drafted
in the first round of the WNBA Draft, going to the Chicago
Sky with the 10th overall pick in 2016. Thompson was also
responsible for the development of Kelsey Lang who was a
2016-17 All-Big 12 Honorable Mention selection, earned Co-
SIDA Academic All-District honoree and top-30 finalist for
the prestigious Senior CLASS Award. Lang finished her UT
career fifth all-time in games played (138), sixth in blocked
shots (190) and 36th in scoring (1,086).

In 2018, Texas saw Ariel Atkins taken as the No. 7 selec-
tion by the Washington Mystics during the WNBA Draft. This
was a very proud moment for Thompson as she saw Ariel’s
dreams come into fruition, those long hours the two spent in
the gym truly had paid off.

Thompson played collegiately at the University of South-
ern California (1993-1997) where she helped USC compile
a 77-37 record and three NCAA tournament appearances
(1994, 1995, 1997), including an Elite Eight appearance in
1994.

A three-time All-Pac 10 selection at USC, Thompson was
a second-team All-American as a senior in 1997. She finished
fifth on USC’s career lists in scoring (2,248 points) and (1,168
rebounds).

Thompson graduated from USC in 1997 with a degree in
sociology and a minor in psychology. Thompson was born in
Los Angeles as one of five siblings -- and has two brothers
and two sisters. She has one son, Dyllan, who was born in
2005.
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ASSOCIATE HEAD COACH \'S

Karleen Thompson was named the associate head coach
of the Cavaliers in July of 2018.

Thompson is a coaching veteran in the WNBA with the
Houston Comets, Los Angeles Sparks and most recently
with the Atlanta Dream. She has also served as an assistant
coach at Clemson from 2010-13.

Thompson served as the head coach and general
manager of the Houston Comets from two seasons from
2007-08, promoted to that position after serving as an
assistant coach with the Comets the two prior seasons.
Before coaching with the Comets, Thompson spent eight
years in the Los Angeles Sparks organization. She joined
the Sparks in 1997. In 2004, she served as interim co-head
coach following the mid-season departure of Cooper
to join the staff of the Denver Nuggets of the NBA. She
helped guide the Sparks to an 11-3 record over the final
14 games of the regular season, clinching the league’s
best overall mark (25-9). Thompson helped the Sparks to
WNBA titles in 2001 and 2002 and served as an assistant
on the Western Conference All-Star for two seasons (2002,
2003). She was also an assistant coach for the WNBA Se-
lect Team that captured second place in the FIBA Wom-
en’s World Cup 2003 which was held in Samara, Russia.

Thompson served as assistant coach and defensive
coordinator at Clemson for three seasons from 2010-13,
before returning to the WNBA as the associate head coach
of the Atlanta Dream from 2013-17.

Thompson is a 1997 graduate of the University of
Southern California where she lettered in basketball for
two seasons on a Trojan team that alongside Tina Thomp-
son. She began her collegiate career at Contra Costa
College in Northern California, where she was a Kodak All-
American and later earned a spot in the Junior College Hall
of Fame.

She is the mother of two daughters, Ayesha and Keisha,

Monica Wright was named to Tina
Thompson’s coaching staff in May of
2019.

Wright graduated as the Cavaliers’ all-time leading
scorer with 2,540 points, which ranks third in the history of
the Atlantic Coast Conference. The three-time All-Ameri-
can was honored as the 2010 ACC Player of the Year, ACC
Defensive Player of the Year and WBCA National Defensive
Player of the Year after averaging 23.7 points per game
(ranked seventh nationally) and 3.7 steals per game (sec-
ond in the NCAA).

Wright joined the Cavaliers’ coaching staff after spend-
ing the 2018-19 season as an assistant coach at Liberty
and working at Incarnate Word in 2017-18 as the women’s
basketball team’s director of student-athlete development.
During her time at Liberty she worked with the Lady Flame
wing players, including, Emily Lytle who was the team’s
leading scorer with 12.4 ppg.

After playing at UVA, Wright was the second overall
pick in the 2010 WNBA draft. Playing for the Minnesota
Lynx, she was named to the 2010 WNBA All-Rookie Team
averaging 11.1 points per game in her first season in the
league. She won WNBA titles with the Lynx in 2011 and
2013. During Minnesota’s 3-0 sweep of the Atlanta Dream
in the 2013 WNBA Finals, Wright averaged 11.7 points and
1.7 steals per game. Wright, who also spent time with the
Seattle Storm during her five WNBA seasons, served as
secretary/treasurer for the WNBA Players Association dur-
ing the 2015 season.

Wright played with USA Basketball, helping Team USA
win gold at the 2007 FIBA U19 World Championships. Dur-
ing the 2007 tournament, Wright was voted team captain
by a staff featuring DePaul Head Coach Doug Bruno, Bas-
ketball Hall of Famer Cynthia Cooper and Notre Dame As-
sistant Coach Carol Owens. Playing alongside Maya Moore,
Jantel Lavender and Jasmine Thomas, Wright helped Team
USA go 9-0, averaging 9.8 ppg and coming up with a
team-high 21 steals.

Wright graduated from Forest Park High School in
Woodbridge, Va., in 2006, after leading Forest Park to
titles as a sophomore (2004) and senior (2006). Wright,
who tallied 1,913 points in high school, was named to the
USA Today All-USA first team squad as a senior. She was
also tabbed the Gatorade State Player of the Year for
Virginia in both 2005 and 2006. She was a McDonald’s All
American where she holds the game record of eight steals
and was a WBCA All-American where she won game co-
MVP honors along with Tina Charles.

During her four years at Virginia, Wright set program
career records for total points (2,540), scoring average
(19.1 pp9), field goals made (962), field goal attempts
(2,207) and 25-point games (28), with a high of 39 points
at Boston College on Jan. 21, 2010. Her 372 career steals
rank No. 4 in Virginia history.

Wright graduated from Virginia with a bachelor’s de-
gree in sociology in 2010.

Walter Pitts was named to Tina
Thompson’s coaching staff in May of
2019.

Pitts comes to Virginia after
spending last season as a women’s basketball assistant
coach and recruiting coordinator at Jackson State. Dur-
ing his tenure with the Tigers, he helped develop two
All-SWAC players and the Newcomer of the Year, Kaisah
Lucky.

Pitts spent the 2015-16 season as the lead assistant
coach for the Texas Legends in the NBA Development
League, the minor league affiliate of the Dallas Mavericks,
working with a roster of NBA prospects that included
D-League All-Star game selections Brandon Ashley and
Michael Eric.

Before going to the Legends, Pitts spent four years on
the men’s basketball coaching staff at Texas Southern. In
2014, he helped guide the Tigers to the Southwestern Ath-
letic Conference championship, earning a bid to the NCAA
Tournament for the fifth time in program history.

Pitts’ coaching career also includes being a member of
the UNC Greensboro women'’s basketball coaching staff,
working with both the men’s and women’s programs at
Wiley College, and working with two teams in the China
Basketball Association.

While in high school, Pitts was awarded the State
of Alabama Most Valuable Player for three consecutive
years (1988-1990) and led his team to back-to-back state
titles. After graduating from high school, he continued his
athletic career at Tyler Junior College in Texas. During his
tenure at TJC, he was named to the All-Conference Team
for two successive years.

Upon returning to his home state, Pitts played at the
University of Alabama and continued to build his ath-
letic resume by receiving the Guy Lee Turner Defensive
Award twice. He helped the Crimson Tide Basketball Team
become major contenders by competing in the National
Invitational Tournament (NIT) in 1992, and by making a Na-
tional Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) Tournament
appearance in 1993.

Pitts played professional basketball in South America.
He played successfully for four years and secured a title in
the South American League.

Pitts earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in Human Envi-
ronmental Science from Alabama in 2008. He is the proud
father of two children.

Since 1990, the Cavaliers have been the No. 1 seed in the ACC tournament seven times and the No. 2 seed
three times. In 2003 and 2010, Virginia captured the No. 3 seed. In 2002 and 2008, UVA was the No. 4 seed
after tying for third in the regular-season standings. In 1998, 2001, and 2005, the Cavaliers were the No. 5
seed.

Virginia has won 11 regular-season titles and three tournament championships. The Cavaliers claimed their
first ACC tournament championship in 1990 after finishing in second place in the regular season. That year,
the Cavaliers defeated NC State, 67-64, in overtime to bring the title to Charlottesville. Virginia won back-
to-back regular season and tournament championships in 1992 and 1993. The Cavaliers defeated Georgia
Tech, 70-69, in the finals in 1992 and outlasted Maryland, 106-103, in triple overtime in 1993. From 1991-1996,
Virginia entered the tournament as the No. 1 seed.

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BIG TEN/ACC CHALLENGE

Virginia plays at Rutgers on Thursday, Dec. 5
in this year’s Big Ten/ACC Challenge.

The 2019 Challenge marks the 13th season of
the event, which debuted in 2007. All 14 Big Ten
teams and all ACC teams with the exception of
Wake Forest will compete in 2019. Last year’s
Challenge was among the most competitive in
the event’s history, with the ACC edging the Big
Ten, 8-6. Five of last year’s games were decided
by single digits (and two others by a combined
11 points), including a pair of one-possession
games and the first overtime games since 2016.
The ACC owns a 9-0-3 advantage in the Chal-
lenge and is 89-61 advantage against the Big
Ten in Challenge games.

Challenge games will be played over the
course of two days, beginning with five games
on Wednesday, Dec. 4, with the remaining nine
games to follow on Thursday, Dec. 5.

The ACC and Big Ten conference offices
determine the schedule each season, and the
official title of the Challenge rotates each year.
The 2019 event will be referred to as the Big
Ten/ACC Women'’s Basketball Challenge and will
continue to mirror the official title of the two
conferences’ Challenge agreement for men’s
basketball.

VAL ACKERMAN

In June of 1999, Val Ackerman was inducted into the GTE Academic All-America Hall of Fame.
Ackerman is a 1981 graduate of the University of Virginia where she was a four-year starter for the
women’s basketball team and a two-time Academic All-American selection. She graduated with
high distinction and received the Jettie Hill Award for the highest grade-point average among UVA
women athletes. Ackerman played basketball professionally for one year in France before attending
law school at UCLA where she earned her degree in 1985. Following two years of work at the New
York City law firm of Simpson Thacher & Bartlett, Ackerman was hired by the National Basketball
Association (NBA) as a staff attorney in 1988. From 1990-92, she served as special assistant to NBA
Commissioner David Stern before being named vice president of business affairs in 1994.

In August 1996, Ackerman was appointed president of the Women’s National Basketball As-
sociation (WNBA). A member of the Board of Directors of USA Basketball, she was a driving force
behind the creation of the 1995-96 USA Basketball Women’s National Team that compiled a 60-0
record during a year-long tour against college and international opponents, and won the gold medal
at the 1996 Summer Olympics in Atlanta. In March 2005, Ackerman became president of USA Bas-
ketball. She also serves on the board of the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.

Ackerman received the University of Virginia Distinguished Alumna Award in October of 1997.
The UVA Women'’s Center established the annual award to honor a female UVA graduate who has
demonstrated excellence, leadership, and extraordinary commitment to her field, and who used her
talents as a positive force for change.

JAMES E. RYAN

UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT

James E. Ryan serves as
the ninth president of the
University of Virginia. A lead-
ing expert on law and educa-
tion, Ryan has written exten-
sively about the ways in which
law structures educational
opportunity. His articles and
essays address such topics as
school desegregation, school
finance, school choice, standards and testing,
pre-K, and the intersection of special educa-
tion and neuroscience. Ryan is also the coau-
thor of the textbook “Educational Policy and
the Law” and the author of “Five Miles Away,
A World Apart,” which was published in 2010
by Oxford University Press. Ryan’s most recent
book, “Wait, What? And Life’s Other Essential
Questions,” based on his popular 2016 com-
mencement speech, was published in 2017 by
HarperOne and is a New York Times bestseller.
In addition, Ryan has authored articles on
constitutional law and theory and has argued
before the United States Supreme Court.

Before coming to UVA, Ryan served as
dean of the Harvard Graduate School of
Education. In this role, Ryan increased the size,
strength, and diversity of the faculty through
new hires and promotions. He established the
Harvard Teacher Fellows program, an inno-
vative teacher training program for Harvard
College seniors and recent alumni, and began
a school-wide effort to reimagine its master’s
degree programs. Ryan oversaw an expansion
of professional education, including the cre-
ation of two new online certificate programs,
and launched Usable Knowledge, an online
resource designed to broadly disseminate
actionable research findings in education. He
and colleagues also embarked on an ongo-
ing effort entitled “Fulfilling the Promise of
Diversity,” intended to prepare students for
careers working in diverse environments, and
resulting in new courses, prominent speakers,
and teaching workshops related to diversity
and inclusion. Under his leadership, the school
surpassed its campaign goal of $250 million
more than a year ahead of schedule, and
raised the largest gift in the school’s history, a
$35.5 million gift to establish the Zaentz Early
Education Initiative.

Before his deanship, Ryan was the
Matheson & Morgenthau Distinguished
Professor at the University of Virginia School
of Law. He also served as academic associ-
ate dean from 2005 to 2009 and founded
and directed the school’s Program in Law
and Public Service. While at Virginia, Ryan
received an All-University Teaching Award, an
Outstanding Faculty Award from the State
Council of Higher Education for Virginia, and
several awards for his scholarship. Ryan has
been a visiting professor at Harvard, Yale,
and the University of Auckland. He has also
served on numerous education boards and
commissions, including the U.S. Department
of Education’s Equity and Excellence
Commission and the board of the Maya
Angelou Public Charter School in Washington,
D.C.

Ryan received his AB summa cum laude
from Yale University and his JD from the
University of Virginia, which he attended on a
full scholarship and from which he graduated
first in his class. After law school, Ryan clerked
for William H. Rehnquist, the late Chief Justice
of the United States, and then worked in
Newark, N.J., as a public interest lawyer before
entering into teaching. Ryan and his wife,
Katie, who is also an alum of the UVA School
of Law, have four children.

CARLA WILLIAMS

DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

In the short time since
Carla Williams was named
Virginia’s director of athlet-
ics in October of 2017, she
has made an impact on the
Cavaliers athletics landscape.
Quite literally.

With a background as a
student-athlete, coach and
administrator, Williams’
approach to leading Virginia is forward think-
ing. Her focus is on providing opportunities
for student-athletes to maximize their col-
lege experience while establishing a culture
and support system for the sport programs
to compete for championships. Above all,
her commitment to academic excellence is
unwavering.

Williams wants student-athletes at UVA to
grow, prosper and prepare themselves for
their futures away from athletic competitions.
To ensure that approach becomes a reality,
she announced The Master Plan project in
2018 that will set the course for generations
of future Hoos.

The $180 million Master Plan addresses the
immediate needs to upgrade facilities for the
Cavalier football program and UVA Olympic
Sports. Administrative buildings, sport perfor-
mance centers and new playing surfaces will
be the most visible phases of the project that
also includes the demolition of University Hall.

The services and support areas encom-
passed within the project will have meaningful
and lasting impacts on student-athletes in the
form of leadership, ethics, stewardship, well-
ness and academic achievement.

It is a plan that is aggressive in scope, but
one that Williams feels is needed to ensure
UVA’s place among the nation’s leading ath-
letics departments. The end result will provide
student-athletes an unsurpassed experience
in terms of personal development.

During her short tenure as UVA’s athletics
director, Williams has witnessed a revival of
the Cavalier football program and a history-
making performance by the men’s basketball
team.

Williams’ appointment at Virginia made her
the first female African-American athletics
director at a Power Five conference institu-
tion. At the time, she was the fifth active
female athletics director at that level.

Prior to Virginia, Williams served as an
athletics administrator at the University of
Georgia for 13 years and was named deputy
director of athletics in 2015. During Williams’
tenure as an administrator at Georgia, its
athletics teams won 16 NCAA team cham-
pionships and 37 Southeastern Conference
titles. Williams served as the Georgia Athletic
Association’s liaison to the president’s office,
provost’s office, general counsel, equal oppor-
tunity office and student affairs. She also
served as the athletics department’s deputy
Title IX officer.

Williams has the unique background of com-
peting, coaching and administering at the
highest levels of intercollegiate athletics. She
was an All-SEC guard on the basketball court,
then helped recruit and coach some of the
greatest teams in Georgia’s history before
moving on to become one of the highest-
ranking female administrators in Division |
athletics.

Williams began her administrative career at
Georgia in 2004. She served as associate ath-
letic director (2004-2008), senior associate
athletic director (2008-2011) and executive
associate athletic director (2011-2015) before
being promoted to deputy director of athlet-
ics.

Prior to joining the Bulldogs’ staff, Williams
was an assistant director of athletics at
Vanderbilt (2000-03) and an associate direc-
tor of athletics (2003-04). She oversaw 11
men’s and women’s sports as well as the
Commodores’ CHAMPS/Life Skills program.
From 1997-1998, Williams was coordinator for
student-athlete development and life skills
at Florida State. While completing her Ph.D.
in sport administration, Williams was also a
graduate assistant for athletic academic sup-
port from 1998-2000.

A native of LaGrange, Ga., Williams was a
three-year starter for the Lady Bulldogs from
1987-89. She finished her career with 1115
points, 425 assists and 285 steals. Those tal-
lies ranked No. 10, No. 2 and No. 3 among
Georgia’s career leaders at the completion of
her career.

Williams was then an assistant coach on
hall of fame coach Andy Landers’ staff from
1991-96, including teams which reached the
1995 and 1996 Final Fours, finished as NCAA
runner-up in 1996 and won the 1991 and 1996
SEC Championships. Following the 1995-96
season, Williams moved into administration
and served as UGA’s assistant director of com-
pliance from 1996-97 before continuing her
ascent up the administrative ranks at Florida
State, Vanderbilt and Georgia.

Williams and her husband Brian, who holds
the title of associate professor of public policy
at UVA’s Frank Batten School of Leadership
and Public Policy, have three children: daugh-
ters, Carmen and Camryn, and a son, Joshua.

Three
seats are available at the table and one seat
behind the visitor’s broadcast location.
