M No. 3 Clemson has clinched the ACC Atlantic Divi-
sion title and will play the Coastal Division champion
in the ACC Football Championship Game on Saturday,
Dec. 7, at Bank of America Stadium in Charlotte,
North Carolina. The Tigers are the first ACC team

to represent either division in five consecutive ACC
Championships Games. Clemson earned a berth in the
title game for the seventh time, passing Virginia Tech
(six) for the most total appearances.

M The ACC leads the nation with 32 wins against
teams with a .500 record-or-better.

W With Virginia Tech's win over Georgia Tech last
Saturday, the Hokies are bowl eligible for the 27th
consecutive season, the longest active bow! streak in
the country. With a 49-12 victory over Alabama State,
Florida State qualified for a bowl for the 38th time in
the last 40 seasons.

M Eight ACC teams have already qualified for a bowl
game, including Clemson (11-0), Pitt (7-3), Virginia
(7-3), Virginia Tech (7-3), Wake Forest (7-3), Louis-
ville (6-4), Miami (6-4) and Florida State (6-4). Boston
College (5-5) needs to win one of its next two games
at Notre Dame or at Pitt for bowl eligibility. Duke (4-
6), North Carolina (4-6), NC State (4-6) and Syracuse
(4-6) need to win each of their next two games to
qualify for the postseason.

M In the NCAA strength of schedule ranking, Louisville
has played the nation's second-most difficult schedule
based on past opposition. Louisville's opponents are
a combined 62-31 (.667). That is the most difficult
schedule to date of any Power 5 team. North Caroli-
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na's schedule ranks 12th (58-34, .630) and Florida State's
is 13th (63-37, .630).

M North Carolina has played nine games decided by one
possession (eight points or fewer), which is the most

in the country. Miami and Pitt rank second with seven
one-possession games. Florida State, Virginia, Virginia
Tech and Wake Forest have played five. North Carolina's
six losses have come against teams that are a combined
48-13 (.787).

M Clemson has won a nation's best 29 consecutive reg-
ular season games. The last time the Tigers lost a regular
season game was at Syracuse on Oct. 13, 2017. Clemson
has won 60 of its last 62 regular season games.

M Clemson has scored at least 45 points in six consecu-
tive games, which matches the 2013 Florida State Sem-
inoles for the longest streak in ACC history. The Tigers
have also won six in a row by 30-or-more points, which
is the most in ACC history. According to ESPN Stats &
Info, Clemson joined 1944 Army and 1972 Nebraska as
the only teams in the AP Poll era to win four consecutive
games by 45-or-more points.

M Clemson registered its 750th all-time victory with a
45-14 win over Florida State on Oct. 12. Clemson, which
now has 755 wins, leads all ACC teams and ranks 14th
among all FBS schools. Virginia Tech is 16th with 750.
Georgia Tech (19th, 737) and Syracuse (22nd, 723) also
rank among the top 25 in wins.

M Eleven ACC head coaches have won at least 50 career
games, including five with more than 100 victories. The
five 100-win coaches are UNC's Mack Brown (248), Clem-
son's Dabo Swinney (127), Wake Forest's Dave Clawson
(125), Virginia's Bronco Mendenhall (122) and Duke's
David Cutcliffe (115). No other conference has as many
coaches with 100 career wins.

M Two of the five active coaches to win a national title
reside in the ACC. Dabo Swinney led Clemson to national
titles in 2016 and 2018. UNC's Mack Brown won a nation-
al title at Texas in 2005.

M Led by Pitt, six ACC teams rank among the top 20
nationally in sacks per game. The Panthers rank first in
the nation with 45 sacks in 10 games (4.5/gm) and are
followed by No. 4 Miami (3.70), No. 8 Virginia (3.40), No.
11 Virginia Tech (3.30), No. 15 NC State (3.20), and No.
19 Clemson (3.0).

W Wake Forest place-kicker Nick Sciba set the ACC record
for most consecutive made field goals with his 28th in
arow on a 30-yarder vs. Clemson on Saturday. Sciba
(last 11 of 2018; all 17 in 2019) surpassed the mark set
previously by Marc Primanti of NC State (last seven of
1995; all 20 in 1996). The NCAA record of 30 is held by
Chuck Nelson of Washington from 1981-82.

M Clemson running back Travis Etienne has 51 career
rushing touchdowns, which ranks second in ACC history.
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M Virginia kick returner Joe Reed (2016-present) is close
to becoming the second player in ACC history with 3,000
kickoff return yards. Reed has 2,989 kickoff return yards
and currently ranks second behind ACC record-holder
T.J. Graham of NC State (2008-11), who had 3,195.
Syracuse's Sean Riley ranks sixth with 2,433 kickoff
return yards.

M Boston College running back AJ Dillon rushed for
165 yards against FSU to become just the eighth ACC
player to reach 4,000 career rushing yards. He now
has 4,148 yards and joins Dalvin Cook (FSU) and
Lamar Jackson (UL) as the only AGC players to post
4,000 rushing yards in three seasons. He is 317 yards
shy of passing Cook for second in ACC history and the
most by a player in three seasons.

M Dillon is on pace to set the ACC record for rushing
yards per game. He is currently averaging 125.7 rushing

m Howell leads the ACC and ranks sixth in the country
with 29 TD passes, while throwing just six intercep-
tions. Lawrence has tossed 27 touchdown passes,
which is 11th in the country.

M Clemson's Lawrence has been named one of 16 semi-
finalists for the 2019 Davey O’Brien National Quarterback
Award. In conjunction with ESPN, the Davey O’Brien
Foundation and its National Selection Committee will
release the names of the three finalists on Monday, Nov.
25. The 2019 Davey O’Brien winner will be announced live
on The Home Depot College Football Awards Thursday,
Dec. 12.

M Clemson linebacker Isaiah Simmons has been named
one of 12 semifinalists for the 35th annual Butkus Award,
which honors the nation’s best college linebacker.

M Miami sophomore Brevin Jordan is one of eight
semifinalists for the 2019 John Mackey Award, which

is presented annually to the most outstanding collegiate
tight end. The 2019 John Mackey Award recipient will be
announced on December 11, 2019 and presented live on
December 12, 2019.

M Duke's Koby Quansah, NC State's James Smith-Wil-
lams, Syracuse's Andrew Armstrong and Virginia's Bryce
Hall have been named semifinalists for the third annual
Jason Witten Collegiate Man of the Year. The semifinalists
have all demonstrated a record of leadership by exhibiting
exceptional courage, integrity and sportsmanship both

on and off the field. Three finalists will be named for

the award on Monday, December 16. The winner will be
announced at the award ceremony on February 18, 2020,
at The Star in Frisco, Texas.

Other who have
started this year include Boston College's Matt Ryan
(Falcons), Clemson's Deshaun Watson (Texans), Duke's
Daniel Jones (NY Giants), Florida State's Jameis Winston
(Buccaneers), Louisville's Teddy Bridgewater (Saints)
and Lamar Jackson (Ravens) and North Carolina's Mitch
Trubisky (Bears).

M Virginia linebacker Jordan Mack has been named

a finalist for the 2019 William V. Campbell Trophy®
Presented by Mazda, announced by the National Football
Foundation & College Hall of Fame (NFF). Celebrating its
30th year in 2019, the award recognizes an individual as
the absolute best foothall scholar-athlete in the nation for
his combined academic success, football performance
and exemplary leadership. An ACC player has won three
of the last five Campbell Trophies and each of the last
two.

VIRGINIA'S REED NAMED A FINALIST FOR PAUL
HORNUNG AWARD

M Virginia wide receiver and kick return specialist Joe
Reed has been named one of four finalists for the Paul

Hornung Award, announced by the Louisville Sports Com-

mission. The Paul Hornung Award presented by Texas
Roadhouse annually recognizes the most versatile player
in major college foothall. In the 10th season of the award,
Reed is UVA's first finalist.

SYRAGUSE'S HOFRIGHTER NAMED SENIOR GLASS
AWARD FINALIST

Syracuse punter Sterling Hofrichter has been named
one of 10 finalists for the 2019 Senior CLASS Award®
in collegiate football. To be eligible for the award, a
student-athlete must be classified as an NCAA Division |
FBS senior and have notable achievements in four areas
of excellence: community, classroom, character and
competition.

AGC HAS THREE BROYLES AWARD NOMINEES

Three ACC assistant coaches — Clemson's Jeff Scott
(co-offensive coordinator/WRs), Louisville's Dwayne
Ledford (offensive line) and Pitt's Randy Bates (defensive
coordinator) — are nominees for the 2019 Broyles Award,
which honors college football’s top assistant coaches.
The Broyles Award selection process includes the FWAA,
broadcasters, a college football hall-of-fame selection
committee and current college head coaches.

AROUND THE AGC

M Boston College (BCeagles.com): AJ Dillon moved
into second place in Boston College history with his

19th career 100-yard game in the Eagles most recent
game against FSU. Dillon finished with 165 yards on a
career-high 40 carries. Dillon's 19 100-yard games is
tied for eighth in ACC history with Virginia's Tiki Barber
(1993-96).

M Clemson (ClemsonTigers.com): In the win over Wake
Forest, the Tigers became the first team since the turn of
the century to open a season by limiting their opponents
to under 300 yards in each of the first 11 games. ESPN
Stats & Info says it is the first such occurrence in records
back to 1996.

M Duke (GoDuke.com): Duke PK AJ Reed is the sixth
player in Duke history to record multiple field goals of
50-plus yards in a season. He is the only AGC kicker with
three field goals of 49-or-more yards in 2019 and his .846
field goal percentage is tops among league kickers with at
least one made field goal of 50-or-more yards.

M Florida State (Seminoles.com): The Seminoles are
now 4-0 all-time under interim coach Odell Haggins,
averaging 42.75 points per game under his direction.

M Georgia Tech (RamblinWreck.com): Five Georgia
Tech players made their first starts of the season against
Virginia Tech. Georgia Tech now has started 44 different
players this season, which is second-most among all
Power 5 conference teams in 2019 (NC State — 45).

M Louisville (GoCards.com): Freshman running back
Javian Hawkins surpassed the 1,000-yard rushing mark
for the season, becoming only the second freshmen to
reach that plateau in school history. Victor Anderson was
the only other rookie to reach that mark when he totaled
1,047 yards in 2008.

W Miami (HurricaneSports.com): QB Jarren Williams set
the UM single-game record and tied the ACC mark with
six touchdown passes in the 52-27 win over Louisville.

M North Carolina (GoHeels.com): In the loss to Pitt,

QB Sam Howell threw multiple touchdowns for the 10th
straight game to begin his career. That matches Ohio
State’s Justin Fields for the longest active streak in the
nation this year.

M NC State (GoPack.com): PK Christopher Dunn leads
the ACC and ranks eighth in the country with 18 made
field goals. Dunn is 18 of 21 on the season and has made
all 25 extra point attempts for 79 points.

M Pitt (PittsburghPanthers.com): After starting 1-2,

Pitt has won six of its last seven games. Head coach Pat
Narduzzi improved to 3-0 in overtime games with a 34-27
win over North Carolina.

M Syracuse (Cuse.com): QB Tommy DeVito completed 6
of 15 pass attempts for 105 yards and two touchdowns in
the win over Duke. He also ran for score. In the process,
DeVito extended his streak of consecutive pass attempts
without an interception to 146, which is the third-longest
in school history and third-longest active streak in the
country.

M Virginia (VirginiaSports.com): UVA has won five ACC
games, marking the most by the Cavaliers in a season
since 2011 (5-3).

M Virginia Tech (HokieSports.com): Virginia Tech has
won four consecutive ACC games in the same season

for the first time since winning seven straight en route to
the 20011 ACC Coastal Division title. Georgia Tech had
scored in 282 consecutive games prior to the loss to the
Hokies.

W Wake Forest (GoDeacs.com): Deacons' punter Dom
Maggio set an ACC record for punting average in a game
(min. 5 punts) at 57.7 yards vs. Clemson. That breaks the
previous mark of 56.4 yards set by Wake Forest's Ryan
Plackemeier on five punts at Georgia Tech in 2005.

to ACC sports that launched on August 22, 2019.
Approximately 450 live contests including 40 regu-
lar-season football games, 150 men’s and women’s
basketball games, and 200 other regular-season
competitions and tournament games from across
the conference’s 27 sponsored sports will be
televised annually, plus a complement of news

and information shows and original programming.
Together, the ACCN and its digital platform, ACC
Network Extra (ACCNX), will feature 1,350 ACC
events in its first year. ESPN has been televising
ACC content since 1979 and has exclusive rights to
every conference-controlled game across all sports
and championships.

FOUR NEW GOAGHES IN 2019

* The ACC has four new coaches
in 2019, including Geoff Collins at
Georgia Tech, Scott Satterfield at
Louisville, Manny Diaz at Miami
and Mack Brown at North Caro-
lina. Collins and Satterfield had
successful stints at Temple and
Appalachian State, respectively.
Diaz, Miami’s defensive coor-
dinator the last three seasons,
earned his first head coaching job
after Mark Richt announced his
retirement. Brown returns to the
Tar Heels, where he coached from 1988-97 and entered 2019 as the winningest active coach in the country.

Multiple ties within the division will be
broken from first-to-last using the league’s tiebreak-
ing procedures.

4. Overall win percentage versus all common non-di-
visional opponents.

5. Combined win percentage vs. all non-divisional
opponents.

6. Win percentage versus common non-division-
al opponents based on their order of finish (overall
conference win percentage) and proceeding through
other common non-divisional teams based upon their
divisional order of finish.

7. The tied team with the higher ranking by the Team
Rating Score metric provided by SportSource Analyt-
ics following the conclusion of regular season games.
8. The representative shall be chosen by a draw as
administered by the Commissioner or the Commis-
sioner’s designee.

Three-Team (or More) Team Tie

(Once a team is eliminated from the tie, the tie-break-
er procedures restart for the remaining teams. If the
three (or more) team tie can be reduced to two teams,
the two-team tiebreaker format will then be applied.)

1. Combined head-to-head win percentage among the
tied teams.

2. Win percentage of the tied teams within the divi-
sion.
