- The Cavaliers have won the previous eight meetings against the Dukes and 20 of the last 22. JMU’s last win against Virginia came in 2007,
a7-6, 14-inning affair at Disharoon Park.

- The all-time series against JMU began in 1976 and favors Virginia, 42-25-1.

«Virginia is 3-1in midweek contests in 2018 and has won 19 of its last 20 midweek games.

« As a team, Virginia boasts the fourth highest batting average (.287) amongst its ACC cohorts.

LAST MEETING VS. JMU

« Then sophomore Daniel Lynch pitched a complete game and struck out seven batters in a 7-2 Virginia victory on April 19, 2017. Lynch was
the first Virginia pitcher since Will Roberts’ perfect game in 2011 to go the distance in a midweek contest.

« The Cavaliers batted around and scored five runs in the bottom of the second inning. Robbie Coman delivered a two-out, two-RBI single
to highlight the big inning.

GOOD FROM THE START

« Sophomore Bobby Nicholson is slated to make his third start of the 2018 season on Wednesday. In his first two starts, the right-hander
has allowed just one earned run in 10.1 innings pitched.

« Nicholson made just one start in 10 appearances as a true freshman last season. He has gone at least five innings in all three career starts.

PITCHING SUPERLATIVES

« The Virginia pitching staff is ranked fourth in the country with 11.1 strikeouts per nine innings.

« In the nightcap of a doubleheader against Duke, Evan Sperling (12) and Bennett Sousa (9) combined to strike out a single-game
school-record 21 batters in 10.2 innings pitched.

« Senior Derek Casey has struck out 41 batters in 26.1 innings pitched, the most in the ACCand the fourth most in the country.

« Casey, Daniel Lynch and Evan Sperling have each put fourth two quality starts in four tries.

CLOSE CALLS

« Virginia has played in six, one-run games this season and own 4-2 mark in those contests.

- Sunday’s series finale was the second extra-inning contest for Virginia over the first 16 games. The Cavaliers had only played four extra-in-
ning contests in their previous 119 games coming into the 2018 season.

- Nate Eikhoff comes into Wednesday’s game riding an 11-
game hit streak. He extended it to 11 games on an 11th inning
infield single in the nightcap of a doubleheader against Duke.
He has also reached safely in all 16 games this season.

- Alex Tappen was 4-for-11 (.364) with two runs scored in three
games against Duke.

- Tappen and Charlie Cody each recorded outfield assists in
Friday night’s series opener against Duke. Tappen has two of
the team’s three outfield assists this season.

« The name change was formally approved by the University of
Virginia Board of Visitors on March 2, 2018.

- The stadium’s namesake is to honor Leslie B. Disharoon and
Ann Merriwether Disharoon, long time supporters of the Virginia
baseball program.

RECORD HOME OPENER

« Unveiling the newly expanded Davenport Field, a crowd of
3,709 turned out on Tuesday (Feb. 20), a new record for a UVA
home opener.

- Temperature at game time hit 75 degrees, making it the warm-
est opener in the stadium’s history.

VIRGINIA BASEBALL TURNS 130

« Virginia will commence its 130th season of baseball in 2018.
« Going into the season, the program has accumulated 2,297
wins and owns an all-time winning percentage of .570.

MCCARTHY PRESEASON ACCOLADES

« Junior Jake McCarthy is a unanimous preseason All-American
and garnered first team honors from D1Baseball.com and the
NCBWA. He was recognized by Baseball America, Collegiate
Baseball, and Perfect Game as a second team honoree.

- In addition to All-America honors, Baseball America tabbed
McCarthy as the “fastest runner” on its list of players across the
country with the best tools.

« McCarthy was listed on the Golden Spikes Award preseason
watch list. He is one of eight ACC players on the initial 55-player
list. Last year, Virginia's Adam Haseley was a finalist for the
award annually bestowed on the nation’s top amateur baseball

player.

2018 HOOS KEY FIGURES

« Viirginia returns 23 letterwinners from a year ago, including
three starting pitchers that made 10+ starts in 2017.
