Last Meeting

Kurt Benkert hit Andre Levrone with a 27-yard touchdown pass with 1:22 re-
maining and Virginia rallied past Georgia Tech, 40-36, the last time these teams
met.

The win helped the Cavaliers achieve bowl eligibility for the first time since
2011 in the wildest of ways, driving for the go-ahead score after the Yellow Jack-
ets had gone ahead on a touchdown of their own with 3:10 remaining. Benkert
completed three straight passes on the winning drive.

The Yellow Jackets had driven 90 yards in nine plays to take the lead.

TaQuon Marshall twice kept the drive alive by running the ball on third down,
the second time to get to Virginia’s 33. On the next play, he found Ricky Jeune
on aslant route and the wide receiver took it untouched into the end zone. A
two-point conversion run by Marshall made the score 36-33, preventing Virginia
from winning with the field goal, but the Cavaliers didn’t need one as Benkert
led them downfield.

His touchdown pass to Levrone was his third of the day and the second
for the tandem. Levrone also caught a 34-yarder, and Doni Dowling caught a
28-yarder.

The second half got off to a wild start as Georgia Tech got touchdowns on
the first two plays from scrimmage to open a 28-13 lead.

Marshall ran 78 yards after the Yellow Jackets got the ball to start the half. Vir-
ginia started at its 25 after the ensuing kickoff, and Benkert’s pass for Olamide
Zaccheaus instead found middle linebacker Bruce Jordan-Willing, who returned
it 27 yards for a touchdown. Only 35 seconds had come off the clock.

After Virginia rallied in the closing minutes, the Yellow Jackets drove to the
Cavaliers’37, but on fourth down, Marshall was flushed from the pocket, scram-
bled toward his own sideline and threw a pass toward no one in particular that
landed out of bounds, setting off a celebration at Scott Stadium.

Game Notes

« With the start, NT Jordan Redmond becomes the first true freshman to start a season
opener on the defensive line for UVA since 2002 when DE Kwakou Robinson started against
Colorado State. He is only the fourth UVA freshman (true or redshirt) since 1986 to start a
season opener on the defensive line. The others are DE Matt Conrath (RS-Fr., 2008 vs. USC)
and NT Tim O’Conner (RS-Fr., 1986 vs. South Carolina).

« Bryce Perkins’ 36-yard rushing touchdown in the first quarter was the longest rush by a UVA
quarterback since Matt Johns'42-yard rush against Kent State in 2014.

« With two rushing touchdowns, Bryce Perkins became the first UVA quarterback to rush for
two touchdowns in a game since Jameel Sewell at Southern Miss in 2009.

« Perkins finished with 108 rushing yards, becoming the first UVA quarterback to rush for at
least 100 yards in a game since Jameel Sewell (104) did so against Virginia Tech in 2009.

« Perkins became only the 13th Cavalier quarterback to rush for at least 100 yards in a game.
« Perkins finished with 185 passing yards, giving him the xx most by a UVA quarterback
starting his first game.

« With a career-high 146 rushing yards, Jordan Ellis became the 43rd player in program histo-
ry to reach 1,000 career rushing yards.

« Ellis rushed for at least 100 yards for the second time in his career. He rushed for 136 yards
at North Carolina in 2017.

« With both Perkins (108) and Ellis (146) rushing for over 100 yards, the duo becomes the
29th Cavaliers to do so in the same game. The last UVA to each rush for at least 100 yards in a
game was Daniel Hamm (136) and Kevin Parks (135) in 2013 against VMI.

« With six catches, Olamide Zaccheaus has now recorded a reception in 30-straight games.

« Zaccheaus finished with 101 receiving yards, his fourth career game over 100 receiving
yards.

«With 101 receiving yards, Zaccheaus passed Heath Miller (1,703) and Patrick Jeffers (1,785)
into seventh on UVA's all-time receiving yards list.

« With six receptions, Zaccheaus passed Kris Burd (162) for No. 3 all-time at UVA in career
receptions.

« With Ryan Nelson’s start at left tackle, UVA has now started a redshirt freshman at left tackle
in a season opener two years in a row. In 2017, Dillon Reinkensmeyer started at left tackle
against William & Mary.

« DE Mandy Alonso’s sack in the second quarter is the first solo sack of his career. He shared a
sack at Miami in 2017.

«In the second quarter, WR Chuck Davis returned the first punt of his career (-1).
