• Cayman Richardson is currently on a team-best, 11-game hit 
streak.

ACC Pitcher of the Week

to be recognized by the league this season and the first Virginia 
pitcher to take home the award since Connor Jones did it twice 
in 2016.
• Casey did not walk a batter and only one Hokie baserunner 
reached second base. The right-hander fanned seven, upping 
his season total to 70.
• The nine-inning shutout was the first by a Virginia pitcher 
since Jones blanked Boston College on April 8, 2016.

Mound Numbers
• Virginia ranks fifth in the country in strikeouts per nine 
innings (10.6) and tied for fourth in total strikeouts with 355.
• The Cavaliers’ 2.90 strikeout to walk ratio is 16th-best in the 
country.
• Virginia is one of 10 teams in the nation with six or more 
shutouts. The six shutouts are the most since the Cavaliers 
posted eight in 2014.
