(Cascade/Maverik media poll. Loyola, also opening its season, is ranked No. 14 in the preseason USILA coaches and

No. 11 in the Cascade/Maverik media polls.

THE SERIES VS. GREYHOUNDS

Saturday marks the 19th all-time meeting between the Cavaliers and Greyhounds in a series that began in
1938. The series took a 23-year hiatus before being rekindled for the 2014 season. Saturday’s marks the second
time in three seasons these teams have met at Klockner Stadium.

Loyola head coach Charley Toomey is in his 11th season at the helm of his alma mater and returns 24
letterwinners from last year’s 7-8 squad that fell in the Patriot League’s quarterfinals to Army.

NCAA titles and reached the

final four 13 times. He has won more games than any
coach in Atlantic Coast Conference and Virginia history,
sporting a 267-95 (.738) record since coming to
Charlottesville in 1993. In 23 seasons with Virginia,
Starsia has coached 362 games, fittingly his 300th
game at Virginia was the 2011 NCAA title game
against Maryland at Baltimore’s M&T Bank Stadium.

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THE SERIES VS. THE GREYHOUNDS

+ Vlirginia leads the all-time series with Loyola by an 13-5 margin.

- The series between these programs began in 1938, and only five current Division | programs have an all-time series
with UVA that began earlier: Johns Hopkins (1926), Maryland (1926), Yale (1927), Navy (1928) and Penn (1929).

- Saturday marks the third year in a row these programs have met, marking the first trio of games in the series since
1991.

« UVA and Loyola started the 2014 season off with a bang as UVA escaped with a 14-13 overtime win at Kldckner
Stadium. UVA was cruising with a 12-4 lead through three quarters. The fourth quarter started with UVA's Greg
Danseglio serving a one-minute slashing penalty, which helped jump-start a nine-goal run by Loyola. The Greyhounds
took a 13-12 lead with 18 seconds remaining in regulation when Tyler Albrecht capped the run. Mick Parks won the
ensuing faceoff and James Pannell found Ryan Tucker, who scored with one-tenth of a second to force overtime. UVAS
Parks won the overtime faceoff and Pannell tallied the game-winning goal with 2:16 left in the overtime period in the
instant classic. The game was dubbed nationally via social media as “the most watched game on Twitter.”

« UVA manufactured a five-goal third quarter and survived a late rally by No. 7 Loyola to win the 2015 season opener
in Baltimore, 13-12.

« Prior to the 2014 meeting, the most recent meeting between UVA and Loyola was in 1991 at Scott Stadium in a
matchup between the No. 2 Greyhounds and the No. 3 Cavaliers. Loyola started the game on a 6-1 run and it looked as
if the Greyhounds would roll.

« After that lackluster first quarter, UVA jumped on the shoulders of sophomore attackman Kevin Pehlke for a 14-1 run
and Virginia never looked back, winning 17-10. Pehlke scored seven goals and finished with 10 points.

« The win in 1991 snapped Loyola’s three-game winning streak in the series, and coupled that week with a loss by No.
1 Syracuse, UVA ascended to the top of the polls. At the time it was the first time UVA had been No. 1in the nation since
the end of the 1980 reqular season.

- Before Loyola’s win in 1987, UVA had enjoyed a 10-game winning streak in the series that spanned from 1947-1986.
- UVA and Loyola played every season from 1982-1988.

LOYOLA'S CHARLEY TOOMEY AND VIRGINIA

« Charley Toomey never lost to the Cavaliers as a player, going 3-0. The 2014 season-opening 14-13 overtime win by
UVA was the first time Toomey has faced Virginia as a coach.

« The two-time All-American goalie made 13 saves for the Greyhounds in the 1990 meeting, a 14-8 Loyola win in
Baltimore. Toomey did not play in the 1987 or 1988 meetings, but Loyola came away with wins during the Greyhounds’
three-game win streak, the longest of the series for Loyola.

- Toomey served as the NCAA Charlottesville site rep during UVAs 2011 NCAA First Round game with Bucknell, a game
that the Cavaliers won in overtime, 13-12, catapulting Virginia to its fifth NCAA title.

« When the season opener is at home, the Cavaliers have compiled a 28-16-1(.633) record throughout the years.

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VIRGINIA IS A GROUND BALL MACHINE

+ Accoriding to UVA head coach Dom Starsia - “If there’s any single statistic
that speaks to your effort overall, then it’s that one (ground balls).”

« UVA has led the nation in ground balls three of the last five years.

« Since the NCAA started including ground balls per game in their national
rankings in 2009, UVA has never finished a season lower than No. 3 in
ground balls per game.

« UVA'is the only school in the nation to finish in the Top-5 nationally in
ground balls per game over the last six seasons.

« Duke is the closest team to UVA, finishing in the Top-5 three during the
same span.

CAN'T SCORE UNLESS YOU CLEAR THE BALL

« Viirginia registered a .918 percent success rate on clears in 2013, giving the
Cavaliers four seasons in a row clearing the ball above .900 percent.

« No other team in the nation has ever been able to boast such a streak.

« UVA cleared at a.907 rate in 2012, a .900 rate in 2011 and a .922 rate in
2010.

« During that time UVA twice ranked No. 3 in the nation in scoring offense,
scoring 13.44 goals per game in 2010 and 12.56 goals per game in 2011
UVA ranked No. 11 in 2012 with 11.5 goals per game.

« The streak snapped in 2014 when UVA only cleared at a .8571 rate.

« According to research in collaboration with all NCAA DI men’s lacrosse SIDs,
only 17 teams have cleared at over .900 in a season, four times its been done
by UVA, dating back to 1971 - the first year lacrosse was an NCAA
Championship sport.

« UVA records on clearing date back to 1971 - some schools like Syracuse
(1983), only go back to a certain year in regards to clearing stats. Below is
the current list of all-time .900+ clearing schools in a season:
