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AARON SMITH

3RD SEASON  HEAD COACH

Smith is entering his third year as head
coach and eighth overall with the Cav-
aliers in 2019.

In his second season leading the Cav-
aliers, Smith guided the program’s
first victory over North Carolina since
2008. Virginia improved its hitting
percentage on the offensive side while
| also posting the lowest opponent hit-
Il ting percentage since 2010. In his first
season as head coach in 2017, Smith
guided outside hitter Sarah Billiard to
an ACC All-Freshman recognition. Bil-
liard averaged 2.84 Kills per set, the ninth-highest mark by
a Virginia freshman.

The following year, another freshman excelled under Smith’s
tutelage as Milla Ciprian set the Virginia freshman record
with 1.35 blocks per set in 2018. Ciprian became just the
fourth freshman to ever record 100 total blocks. She also set
a school record for blocks in a five-set match with 13 against
Boston College.

On the recruiting trail, Smith’s 2019 signing class included
four members on the AVCA Under Armour High School
All-America rosters. The class boasts the third-most High
School All-Americans in the country.

Smith was named the head coach of the Virginia volleyball
program in February 2017 after serving as associate head
coach for one season and assistant coach for four seasons.
During that span, Smith helped guide UVA to three-straight
winning seasons for the first time since 2006-08.

Smith was honored with the AVCA Thirty Under 30 award
in 2013 as one of the country’s up-and-coming coaching tal-
ents under the age of 30.

In his time with the Cavaliers, UVA has seen improvement
in numerous areas. Three players have joined the 1,000 Kkills
club, with Haley Kole finishing her career ranked fourth all-
time with 1,457 kills. Under his tutelage, Jasmine Burton
earned AVCA All-East Coast Region Honorable Mention and
All-ACC Second Team honors as a senior and was the ACC
Freshman of the Year in 2013.

With Smith at the helm, Natalie Bausback finished her Vir-
ginia career with 1,074 kills (13th) and 409 total blocks (8th).
Anna Walsh played her freshman season under Smith’s
guidance, earning ACC Freshman of the Week honors four
times and being named the AVCA All-East Coast Region
Rookie of the Year after totaling 301 kills with a team-best
.354 hitting percentage and 100 blocks (4th among UVA
freshmen).

As a team, Smith was part of guiding UVA to its best
non-conference record (8-3 in 2015) since 2006 and a 10-3
record at home with six-straight wins to begin the season.
UVA also ended a 17-match losing streak to Duke with a 3-1
win on the road. In 2014, UVA opened the season 6-0 for the
first time since 2003.

Smith also saw the Cavaliers receive eight All-ACC honors,
four AVCA All-Region honors, ACC Freshman of the Year
and four players named to the All-ACC Freshman Team.

Prior to his time at Virginia, Smith was an assistant coach
at Northwestern for three seasons from 2009-11. He also
served as the Wildcats’ video coordinator and worked with
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camps, clinics and recruiting.

The Wildcats reached the NCAA Tournament Round of 32
in 2010, only the second time in school history, and had their
best start in 14 years in 2011, winning five straight matches
to open the season.

Smith, a native of Richmond, Va., who played for the Rich-
mond Volleyball Club, also served as the Director of Coach-
es of the Wildcat Juniors Volleyball Club and as a coach of
the WJVC’s 15 Elite team that earned 13th place at the 201
AAU National Championships.

Prior to his stint at Northwestern, Smith served as an assis-
tant at Wake Forest, where the Demon Deacons went 19-13
in 2008.

Smith played one year of professional volleyball in Tarrago-
na, Spain, competing for Club Tarragona St. Pere y St. Pau
in Spain’s Ist Division. He started at outside hitter, helping
lead the team to maintain its 1st Division status after posting
a winning season in 2007-08.

At Penn State, Smith served as team captain in 2007. He
currently ranks 14th all-time in Nittany Lion single-season
history in both digs (499) and aces (58) while also register-
ing 166 Kills as a senior.

Smith, a former Virginia High School Player of the Year at
Monacan, graduated with a bachelor’s degree in landscape
contracting management from Penn State in 2007. He mar-
ried the former Natalie Mullikin in May of 2011. The couple
has a daughter, Lucy.

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NIKKI DAILEY

ND SEASON * ASSISTANT COACH

Nikki Dailey is entering her second season
as the Cavaliers’ assistant coach and re-
cruiting coordinator in 2019. On the court,
Dailey works with Virginia's setters and
guides the Cavaliers’ in-match offense.

Dailey helped Virginia sign a recruiting class
that garnered high honorable mention na-
tionally. Four of Virginia’s five signees in
the 2019 earned spots on Under Armour’s
High School All-American teams. The four
honorees give the Cavaliers the third-most
signees on the All-American rosters by any

program in 2019.

In her first season, Dailey helped Virginia’s attack raise its hitting
percentage over the previous year. Virginia posted a season-best
.367 hitting percentage in a sweep of Youngstown State, marking
the highest single-match hitting clip since 2016. The Cavaliers also
clicked on all cylinders to hit .330 in their first win over North Car-
olina since 2008.

With Dailey directing the attack, Sarah Billiard notched 25 Kills in a
win over George Mason, becoming just the second Cavalier since
2010 to eclipse the mark. Billiard produced three matches with 20-
plus Kills on the season.

Prior to UVA, she spent one season as an assistant at Tennessee.
With the Vols, Dailey worked with the setters and directed the back-
court defense. She will continue to work with the setters at UVA.

Dailey also served as an assistant coach at East Tennessee State
where she helped guide the Buccaneers to the 2016 Southern Con-
ference regular season championship. Under her tutelage, ETSU
setters averaged better than 13 assists per set while setting the
Bucs to a .243 hitting percentage in 2016.

On the club level, Dailey has spent the last three years as the head
coach of the 16’s and 17’s at the Kingsport Volleyball Club in King-
sport, Tenn.

A 2014 graduate of the University of lowa, Dailey was a four-year
letter winner for the Hawkeyes. The former setter ranks fifth all-time
in lowa history for career assists and also ranks in the top 15 in
aces and digs.

Dailey earned her Bachelor’s in Interdepartmental Studies and Com-
munication Studies at lowa before completing her Master’s in Kine-
siology and Sport Studies at ETSU.

Joe Klein is entering his first year as an
assistant with the Cavaliers in 2019. Klein
joined the Virginia volleyball staff in July
after previously serving as an assistant at
Minnesota State.

Klein helped the Mavericks to an 18-11
overall record and mentored an AVCA
All-American at outside hitter. During his
season at Minnesota State, a pair of Mav-
ericks earned all-conference honors. Klein
served as the recruiting coordinator and
e was involved in all aspects of the program,
assisting with skills training, scouting, camps, video and travel.

Prior to his time on staff at Minnesota State, Klein was a gradu-
ate assistant at Nebraska under Hall of Fame head coach John
Cook. In two seasons with the Cornhuskers, Klein was a part of two
Big 10 championships, two Final Four appearances and the 2017
NCAA Championship. At Nebraska, he was primarily responsible for
scouting, assisting in skills training, practice set up and game day
statistics.

Before he joined the coaching ranks, Klein enjoyed an eight-year
professional career. Klein’'s career took him across the world, with
stops in Sweden, Netherlands, Finland and Switzerland before re-
turning to the U.S. He captured a Finnish championship with Kok-
kolan Tiikerit in 2013, a Super Cup title with LUC volleyball in Swit-
zerland and a Premier Volleyball League title with the Lightning in
Chicago, III.

Klein earned a bachelor’s degree from Graceland University, where
he was a two-time NAIA All-American and was named the 2008
NAIA Newcomer of the Year. Klein completed his master’'s degree
in higher educational administration at the University of Nebraska
in 2018.
