GAME OVERVIEW

The Virginia Cavaliers (10-2, 2-1 ACC) hold the No. 2 seed in this week’s ACC Championship and will face the
No. 3 seed North Carolina Tar Heels ( 9-4, 1-2 ACC) in the semifinal round. UVa is ranked No. 4 in this week’s
USILA coaches poll and No. 6 in the Nike/Inside Lacrosse media poll. UNC holds down the No. 9 spot in both polls.
Faceoff is set for 7:30 p.m. and the winner will face either Duke or Maryland for the ACC title on Sunday at 3 p.m.

UVa is hosting the ACC Championship for the first time since 2008 and has won six ACC Championships since
the league went to a tournament format. The Cavaliers are in search of their first title since the 2010 season.

THE SERIES VS. THE TAR HEELS

Friday marks the 74th all-time meeting between the Cavaliers and the Tar Heels, a series the Cavaliers own a
49-24 advantage in since 1938. Facing the Tar Heels every year since 1964, UVa and UNC face each other for the
first time in the ACC Championship since the 2004 edition in Chapel Hill. The Cavaliers were the victors of the first
meeting this season, 15-10, in Chapel Hill on April 7, UVa's first trip to Fetzer Field since the 2008 season.

North Carolina head coach Joe Breschi is in his fourth season at North Carolina and returns 31 letterwinners

from last year’s 10-6 squad.

Three overtime turnovers by the No. 1
Virginia Cavaliers (8-1) set the table for the
No. 2 Johns Hopkins Blue Jays (8-0) to walk
out of Klockner Stadium with the victory,
11-10, in front of 6,899 fans. The UVa loss
snapped a 14-game winning streak inside
Klockner Stadium, the longest current streak
in the nation. It also broke UVa’s 13-game
winning streak, which was tops in the nation.
UVa’s senior class is now 27-2 all-time inside
Klockner Stadium.

Johns Hopkins’ John Ranagan’s split
dodge allowed him to unload the game-win-
ning score with five seconds remaining in the
overtime period.
