55-22, giving the Tigers more points than Harris for the first time in
the game.

« The Tigers trailed 35-10 at halftime, the lowest scoring in a half
against Virginia since Maryland did it in 1981.

« K.J. McDaniels led the Tigers with 10 points while scoring leader
Booker had seven and Milton Jennings managed just two.

- Virginia shot 55.6 percent (30-of-56), while Clemson shot 30.8
percent (16-0f-52).

VIRGINIA IN THE POLLS

«Virginia is ranked a season-high No. 17 in the latest AP poll, mark-
ing its highest ranking since a No. 15 ranking on Jan. 16, 2012.

+No. 17/16 UVa is ranked for the second straight week after not
being ranked for 11 straight weeks.

« Virginia’s No. 24 preseason AP ranking marked its first since being
ranked No. 11 to start the 2001-02 season.

« The Cavaliers, who were ranked for the first two weeks, returned to
the rankings this season for the first time since Feb. 27, 2012.

LAST TIME OUT

« Joe Harris had a game-high 19 points to lead Virginia past Maryland
61-53 Monday in the Terrapins'last visit to Charlottesville as an ACC
rival.

- The Cavaliers trailed 25-25 at the half, but outscored the Terrapins
36-27 in the second stanza to post their school record sixth straight
win in the series.

« Malcolm Brogdon added 14 points and Akil Mitchell had 13 points,
six rebounds and three rebounds for UVa.

- Seth Allen led Maryland with 15 points and Dez Wells added 12.

- The Cavaliers limited Maryland to 40.4 percent shooting from the
floor, holding their 28th straight league opponent under 50 percent.

« Harris is 14th on UVa's all-time scoring list with 1,546 points and
Mitchell ranks 12th with 707 career rebounds.

«In 2013-14 with a balanced attack, Harris is averaging 11.6 points,
while Mitchell is averaging 7.1 points and 6.7 rebounds.

«In 12 ACC games, Harris ranks second in 3-point field goal percent-
age (47.4 percent) and tied for seventh in made 3-pointers per game
(2.25), while Mitchell is second in defensive rebounds (5.9 per game)
and fifth in rebounding (8.1 per game).

- Bennett guided the Cavaliers to the NCAA Tournament in 2012 and
NITin 2013.

+ Bennett has increased UVa’s win total in each of the last four

« He has quided Virginia to back-to-back 11 ACC-win seasons for the
first time since back-to-back 12 ACC-win seasons in 1982-83.

« Perrantes is nine assists shy of becoming the fourth Cavalier fresh-
man to record 100 assists in a season (Cory Alexander, Jeff Jones and
Sean Singletary).

- Perrantes, who has started 21 games, is averaging 4.3 points, 2.3
rebounds and a team-leading 3.8 assists per game.

Carolina.

« Gill has led UVa in scoring in four games, including 13 vs. JMU
(11/8/13), 18 points on 8-0f-9 shooting against Navy (11/19/13), 13
vs. Liberty (11/23/13) and a career-high 19 vs. SMU (11/29/13).

Credentials that
can't be mailed will be held for pickup at the will call window at John Paul Jones Arena. You must
have a press pass to be admitted to the media area and the press room.

PHOTO CREDENTIALS

All photographers and camera operators must wear a visible credential issued by the Virginia athlet-
ics media relations office. Photographers work from the baselines at both ends of the court at John
Paul Jones Arena. Live television is given top priority for courtside space.

PRESS PARKING

Press parking passes are provided upon request on a limited basis. If you need a parking pass, please
be sure to inform the UVa athletics media relations office when making your press or photo credential
request.

INTERVIEWS

All requests for interviews with Virginia basketball coaches and players should be made through Erich
Bacher in the athletics media relations office. It is requested you allow the athletics media relations
staff at least one day to arrange an interview.

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS

Virginia head coach Tony Bennett and the visiting head coach will meet with media representatives
in the press room after each game at John Paul Jones Arena. Coach Bennett will be available in the
press room approximately 10 minutes after the conclusion of the game and the visiting coach will be
in the press room approximately 20 minutes after the game.
