If you need a parking pass, please
be sure to inform the UVa athletics media relations office when making your press or photo credential
request.

INTERVIEWS

All requests for interviews with Virginia basketball coaches and players should be made through Erich
Bacher in the athletics media relations office.

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS

Virginia head coach Tony Bennett and the visiting head coach will meet with media representatives
in the press room after each game at John Paul Jones Arena.
