FIVE THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW
• UVa’s contest with Johns Hopkins last Saturday 
received the highest ratings ever for a college lacrosse 
game on ESPNU, including NCAA games.
• Steele Stanwick has 11 goals and three assists in five 
all-time games against Maryland. He has 8 goals and 
2 assists in 3 career games inside Byrd Stadium, 
including the 2010 ACC Tournament.  Six of those goals 
and two assists were against Maryland over 2 games. 
• Chris LaPierre needs 11 ground balls to become the 
31st Cavalier to reach the 200 plateau - 71 ground 
balls will place him No. 10 all-time at UVa. 
• Steele Stanwick joins fellow Tewaaraton Award win-
ners Mike Powell (Syracuse) and Matt Danowski 
(Duke) as former winners of the prestigious award to 
have remaining collegiate eligibility, returning to the 
NCAA game as the “reigning Tewaaraton winner”.
• Virginia head coach Dom Starsia made a cameo as 
himself in the new lacrosse movie “Crooked Arrows” 
opening nationwide on May 18. 

GAME OVERVIEW
	 The Virginia Cavaliers (8-1, 0-0 ACC) are ranked No. 3 this week in the USILA coaches poll and No. 2 in the Nike/Inside 
Lacrosse media poll and will open up ACC play on the road against the Maryland Terrapins (5-2, 1-1 ACC), who are No. 9 in both 
the coaches and media polls. The contest is the first meeting between these ACC foes since UVa topped the Terrapins for the 
2011 NCAA title at Baltimore’s M&T Bank Stadium. There are 15 Cavaliers who appeared in that game and who will be with UVa 
on Saturday in College Park.  Faceoff is set for noon, inside Byrd Stadium. The Cavaliers have won three-straight games inside 
the home venue for Maryland, including a neutral site game against Duke during UVa’s run to the 2010 ACC title.

THE SERIES VS. THE TERRAPINS
	 2012 marks the 64th-straight season the Cavaliers and the Terrapins have clashed in a series that began in 
1926.  Maryland holds the all-time advantage with a 45-42 mark, however Virginia has won 10 of the last 12 
meetings, including the NCAA title game, 9-7, last season at M&T Bank Stadium. Maryland head coach John 
Tillman is in his second season after a successful three-year run at Harvard and returns 26 letterwinners and five 
starters off last season’s national runner-up squad. The Terrapins sit at No. 9 in the media poll coaches poll.

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THE SERIES VS. MARYLAND
• Maryland leads the all-time series by a 45-42 margin in a rivalry that goes all the 
way back to 1926, the second year of the Virginia program
• The teams have met at least once every season since 1950, making this the second-
longest current series of any Virginia opponent (behind Johns Hopkins, 1948)
• While Maryland owns the overall series advantage, of late UVa has won 10 of the 
last 12 meetings 
• Since Dom Starsia took over the head coaching UVa duties in 1993 - UVa owns a 
23-12 mark over Maryland
• The last meeting was UVa’s 9-7 triumph in the 2011 NCAA title game - giving the 
Cavaliers their fifth NCAA title, Colin Briggs led UVa with five goals and took home 
NCAA Most Outstanding Player honors
• Virginia’s 10-9 victory during the Terps’  trip to Charlottesville (2009) in seven over-
times against Maryland served as the longest game in the history of collegiate 
lacrosse at the time
• The contest still ranks as the longest in NCAA DI lacrosse history - NCAA DII member 
Queens University of Charlotte defeated Pfeiffer with 18 seconds left in the seventh 
overtime on March 26, 2011 to break the UVa and Maryland mark for collegiate mark
• Maryland has had remarkable success in games played in Charlottesville, winning 
18-of-37 games throughout the long history of the rivalry
• Virginia, however, has had the better of it at Klöckner Stadium by taking 10 of the 
12 games played there, including the last four
• Virginia is 9-16 against Maryland at home in games not played at Köckner Stadium 
- including a majority played inside Scott Stadium
• Maryland holds a 23-16 advantage in the series while playing at home, but since 
the Dom Starsia era began at UVa in 1993 the series is in UVa’s advantage 5-4 in 
regular season games held in College Park, Md.
• UVa is 7-4 at neutral sites against Maryland, including 3-1 at M&T Bank Stadium
• UVa has won the last two times they have faced Maryland in Byrd Stadium, both 
games coming in 2010 - a regular season matchup and in the ACC Championship 
game

VIRGINIA/MARYLAND CONNECTIONS
• Maryland’s Drew Snider is the son of former UVa All-American Kris Snider
• Kris Snider is No. 3 all-time at UVa with 144 career assists
• Drew’s sister and Kris’ daughter, Cat Snider, is a third-year UVa student and works 
in the UVa athletics media relations office

 
HOPKINS LOSS OFFERS ALOT OF FIRSTS

• UVa’s OT loss to Johns Hopkins on March 24 snapped two streaks that were the 
longest in the nation
• UVa had a 13-game winning streak and a 14-game winning streak inside Klöckner 
Stadium, both were tops in the nation at the time of the loss to the Blue Jays
•  The setback was the first OT loss by UVa since losing to Syracuse in the 2008 NCAA 
Semifinal round
• The home OT loss was the first for UVa since losing to Syracuse in 1998 at the UHall 
Turf Field
• UV has never lost a game in overtime at Klöckner Stadium (est. 1993) until the 
March 24 loss to Johns Hopkins
• The win for Johns Hopkins was also the first for the Blue Jays inside Klöckner 
Stadium since 1998

HALL OF FAMER STARSIA TOPS NCAA DI WINS LIST
• Virginia head coach Dom Starsia is one of the most accomplished coaches in the 
history of the college game coaching at Brown (1983-92) and Virginia (1993-pres-
ent)
• He passed Jack Emmer for most career wins by a head coach while coaching at a 
NCAA Division I school with UVa’s quarterfinal win over Cornell in 2011
• He becomes the second UVa head coach to hold the record as Jim Adams retired 
with 284 career victories after the 1992 season, giving way to Starsia to take the 
Cavalier program over in 1993 - Adams retired as the record holder
• He was inducted into the Lacrosse Hall of Fame in November 2008
• He has led UVa to four national championships 
(‘99, ‘03, ‘06, ‘11)
• His teams have made 23 NCAA Tournament appearances, the most by any Division 
I coach in history
• His Cavalier squads have advanced to the final four 13 times
• One of three coaches in college lacrosse history to win 100+ games at two schools 
(along with Jack Emmer and Dave Urick)
• Only Division I coach to win 200+ games at one Division I school while winning 
100+ at another Division I institution 
• He is a three-time national coach of the year (‘85, ‘91, ‘11)
• ACC Coach of the Year a record eight times

     • Starsia is currently ranks in the top two on two different all-time coaching lists 
 
STANWICK LEADS NATION IN ASSISTS PER GAME

• Steele Stanwick leads the nation in assists per game with a 3.11 average. He also 
ranks No. 9 in the nation with 4.33 points per game

 
LAPIERRE IS A GROUND BALL MACHINE

• Chris LaPierre leads UVa with 46 ground balls, which ranks No. 1 in the nation 
among  non faceoff specialists 
• His 46 total ground balls rank No. 13 among all players, including faceoff special-
ists
• LaPierre needs 11 ground balls to become the 31st Cavalier to reach the 200 pla-
teau - 71 ground balls will place him No. 10 all-time at UVa

 
SENIOR CLASS BRINGING HOME THE WINS

• This year’s senior class has ammassed a 52-11 overall record for a .825 winning 
percentage
• This year’s senior class is 28-3 at home, 13-5 on the road and 11-3 at neutral sites 
since the start of the 2009 season  

UVA AND OHIO STADIUM
• The March 17 game marked the second time a UVa athletics team has contested 
an event inside the historic “Horseshoe” 
• The UVa football team faced Ohio State inside Ohio Stadium on Oct. 7, 1933 and

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STANWICK’S CAREER GAME NO. 60 LEADS TO ACC PLAYER OF THE WEEK
• The Cornell game in the Face-Off Classic was the 60th game and 60th start of 
Steele Stanwick’s UVa career
• The senior played the game fittingly in front of his hometown crowd of Baltimore
• Stanwick had a goal and three assists, including the game-winning helper in OT 
to lift UVa over then-No. 3 Cornell, 9-8
• For his play against Cornell, and his career-high seven assist performance vs. 
Vermont, Stanwick was named ACC Offensive Player of the Week on Tuesday 

ASSISTED GOAL VARIANCE 
• Through the first eight games of the season UVa has assisted 76 of their 117 goals 
for a rate of 65.0 percent
• UVa’s opponents have only assisted 36 of their 71 goals for a rate of 50.1 percent
• That is a difference of 14.9 percent 
• Heading into the Syracuse game the previous difference was 30.2  

MATT WHITE SCORING STREAK
• Junior Matt White has scored at least one goal in his 13 of his last 15 games, tally-
ing a total of 22 goals and 29 points
• During the span, White is shooting 50.0 percent (22-of-44) and he is shooting 
75.9 percent (22-of-29) when his attempts are on goal

 
BOCKLET SCORING THE ROCKS

• Since Chris Bocklet became a starter at the begining of the 2010 season, he has 
made 45 consecutive starts 
• Bocklet has tallied at least one goal in 44 of those 45 games 
• Bocklet failed to score a goal against Maryland in the 2011 NCAA title game when 
he was limited to one shot - which was saved

 
THE STANWICK TO BOCKLET CONNECTION ESTABLISHED CIRCA 2009

• Steele Stanwick and Chris Bocklet have been playing together at UVa since 2009
• While no connections between the two happened during their first year on 
Grounds, Stanwick has assisted Bocklet on 41 of his 123 career goals
• That means that 33.3 percent of Bocklet’s 123 career goals have been assisted by 
Stanwick
• In turn, 34.2 percent of the goals scored via one of Stanwick’s 120 career assists 
has been by Bocklet
• By the numbers, 15 of Bocklet’s goals in 2010 were via Stanwick assists - 17 of 
Bocklet’s 2011 goals were from Stanwick and thus far in 2012, the Stanwick to 
Bocklet train has produced nine scores
• The most connections in a game is four and it has happened twice, most recently 
on against Vermont this season - the other time was against VMI last season

• Freshman Ryan Tucker ranks is tied for No. 7 in the nation among freshmen goal 
scorers with 12 tallies
