things to know 

• Virginia ranks third among ACC teams in 
batting (.326); Wake is 12th (.278).
• UVA has surrendered ACC-low four SB; Wake 
is 18-for-22 in stolen-base attempts.
• Only four active Cavaliers have played vs. 
Wake - Jones, Pinero, Rosenberger, Thaiss.
• Virginia has started at least three freshmen 
in every game this year.
• Adam Haseley has reached base safely in 
each of the last 22 games (dating to 2015).

virginia-Wake forest series
•	 Wake Forest holds an 86-78 edge in the series with Virginia. 
•	 The teams did not meet last season; Wake Forest won two of three games 
against UVA to conclude the 2014 regular season while handing UVA is lone 
series loss of the regular season. 
•	 UVA had won 10 straight games against Wake prior to the series loss.
• 	Wake is visiting Charlottesville for the first time since 2012.

thaiss lowers the boom
•	 Matt Thaiss has found his power stroke of late, with three home runs in the 
last week.
•	 He hit two home runs Wednesday, his first career multiple-homer game.
•	 He became the first UVA player with two homers in a game since Mike Papi 
on March 12, 2014, against JMU.
•	 Thaiss leads the team with four home runs and upped his batting average 
to .380 (18th in ACC).

cavaliers look for more two-out magic
•	 Virginia has had a lot of success with two outs this year. 
•	 The Cavaliers are batting .363 as a team with two outs.
•	 Over 60 percent of UVA’s runs have scored after two were out (86 of 136, 
63.2 percent).

karstetter gives hoos boost in field, at plate
•	 After a slow start, rookie Ryan Karstetter has hit a groove at the plate.
•	 He went hitless in his first 12 at bats, but has gone 16-for-35 (.457) since. 
He currently is on a nine-game hit streak and has upped his average to .340.
•	 Karstetter also has plugged a hole in left field after the season-ending in-
jury to Jake McCarthy and has started each of the last 10 games there.

haseley sets the table
•	 Adam Haseley has been a key instigator in the Cavaliers’ offense this year, 
scoring at least one run in all but two of UVA’s games.
•	 He leads the team with 25 runs scored and has a team-high 10 extra-base 
hits (7 2B, 1 3B, 2 HR).
•	 He was 6-for-13 with three two-hit games in the Duke series.
•	 Haseley leads the team with a .477 on-base percentage, over 100 points 
higher than 2015 (.355).
