FIVE THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW

« A win against Rutgers would allow UVa to start
a season 4-0 for the seventh-consecutive year,
and for the 12th time in Dom Starsia’s 22
campaigns at UVa.

« UVa has won three games in a row by one goal
for the first time since beating Johns Hopkins,
Maryland and North Carolina by one goal each in
2009.

- UVa and Rutgers are meeting for the ninth time
in series history and for the first time since 2000.
« UVa head coach Dom Starsia recorded his 250th
win at UVa with an 11-10 win at Drexel. Starsia
also won his 200th game at UVa at Drexel on the
same field as his 200th in 2010. His 250 wins are
a school and ACC record. His 351 career wins are
an NCAA record at the DI level.

« UVa has five games in February, which rates as
35.7 percent of its reqular season schedule.

GAME OVERVIEW

Virginia returns home on Saturday evening as the Cavaliers host the Rutgers Scarlet Knights. Faceoff
is set for 5 p.m. at Klockner Stadium. UVa is ranked No. 5 this week in the USILA coaches poll, tied with
Denver, while the Cavaliers are ranked No. 7 in this week’s Warrior/Inside Lacrosse media poll. Rutgers is

receiving votes in the media poll.

THE SERIES VS. SCARLET KNIGHTS

UVa and Rutgers are meeting for the ninth time in a series that began in 1950. The Cavaliers and
Scarlet Knights met five times in the reqular season between 1950 and 1967 with Rutgers holding a
narrow 3-2 advantage in the series. In 1990 UVa hosted Rutgers in the NCAA Tournament and lost. The
(avaliers have won the last two, both of which were played under current head coach Dom Starsia.
Saturday marks Rutgers'first visit to UVa’s revered edifice, Klockner Stadium.

Rutgers head coach Brian Brecht is in his third season at the helm of the Scarlet Knights program,
and returns 36 letterwinners and 9 starters off last year’s 2-13 team.

« On March 20, 2013 Chris LaPierre was shut down for the remainder of the
season with a lower extremity injury.

« LaPierre earned a medical hardship after appearing in only three games.

« At the time of LaPierre being shut down on March 20, he was No. 6 in the
nation among active players in career ground balls with 209.

« LaPierre currently ranks No. 34 at UVa in career ground balls - He averages
3.9 ground balls per game for his career and in a full 2014 can position himself
to finish career in the Top-5 all-time at UVa (271+).

« LaPierre enters 2014 No. 9 among active players in ground balls and No. 1
among non-faceoff specialists.

Virginia attackman James Pannell led all
scorers with four goals to elevate the No. 7
Virginia Cavaliers (2-0) over the Richmond
Spiders (0-1), 13-12, in front of 4,249 fans at
Robins Stadium.
