« Brogdon (4-7) and Perrantes (5-8) combined for nine 3-pointers as
UVA used a 13-2 run after halftime to storm past the Wolfpack.
«Brogdon and UVA limited ACC leading scorer Cat Barber to 14 points
on 4 of 11 shooting.

« Isaiah Wilkins added a career-high 13 rebounds.

« UVA shot 53.7 percent from the field and 55.6% from 3-point range.

LAST TIME OUT

« Devon Hall scored 15 points to lead the Cavaliers, but No. 18 Virginia
fell to Miami in overtime on Feb. 20, 54-48.

« Bruce Brown scored 14 points to lead the Hurricanes and Kamari
Murphy and Dejan Vasiljevic added 10 points each.

« Isaiah Wilkins added 10 points and 10 rebounds for Virginia, includ-
ing two free throws with four seconds left in regulation to tie it.

« A putback by Marial Shayok with 39 seconds left gave UVA a 48-47
lead, but Brown made his only 3-pointer of the game on the Hurri-
canes’ensuing possession, and Miami sealed it at the free-throw line.
« Miami converted 20 of 22 free throws and out-rebounded UVA
34-31.

« Vlirginia sports a 10-7 all-time record at PNC Arena in Raleigh.

« The Cavaliers are 6-7 against NC State at PNC Arena and 4-0 in NCAA
tournament action in 2014 and 2016.

- Head coach Tony Bennett has a 183-81 (.693) mark in eight seasons
atVirginia and 252-114 (.689) career mark in 11 seasons overall.
« Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three seasons
from 2014-16, eclipsing 88 wins from 1981-83.
« Bennett-coached teams have led the nation in scoring defense
three times (2008-09, 2013-14 & 2014-15), and finished in the top-
five nationally in seven of 10 seasons.
- Bennett has led the Cavaliers to five consecutive postseason tourna-
ments (NCAAin 2012, 2014, 2015 and 2016, and NIT in 2013).
+In 2015-16, Bennett led UVA to its third consecutive NCAA Tourna-
ment and first NCAA Elite Eight appearance since 1995 with 29 wins.
+ Bennett was named 2015 USBWA National Coach of the Year and
ACC Coach of the Year after leading Virginia to a school-record tying
30 wins and its second consecutive ACC regular-season title.
+ Bennett led the Cavaliers to 30 wins in back-to-back seasons (2014-
2015) for the first time in school history.
+In2013-14, Bennett guided UVA to its first ACC regular season and
tournament championship (first since 1976) in the same season.
- Bennett-coached teams are 87-3 when holding opponents to fewer
than 50 points during his 11-year coaching career.
+ Bennett is one of 28 current Division | head coaches who played in
the NBA.

THE IRON UNKIND

« UVA's 89 combined points against North Carolina and Miami are the
fewest points scored in back-to-back games since 88 in 1962 (42 vs.
No. 1 Cincinnati and 46 vs. Ohio State).

« UVA has been held to fewer than 50 points in back-to-back games
for the first time since 1969 (49 vs. Georgia Tech and 45 vs. Duke).
«The 89 combined points are the fewest points scored in back-to-
back games in the Tony Bennett era since 96 in 2013 (52 vs. Wake
Forest and 44 vs. Clemson).

« UVA's 144 points over the last three games are its fewest over a
three-game span in a season since December 1951.

« UVA'is shooting 35 percent from the field (80-228) and 24 percent
(18-75) from 3-point range during its four-game losing streak.

+ As of Feb. 23, UVA ranks first nationally in scoring defense (55.8
ppg), second in turnovers per game (9.8), 14th in assist-to-turnover
ratio (1.46), 20th in field goal percentage defense (39.8%), 24th in
scoring margin (+11.2) and 27th in fouls per game (16.3).
