UNIQUELY UVA
The University of Virginia is an institution rich with history and tradition. Here 
is some of the terminology that contributes to UVA’s culture.  

Grounds: The term used by students, faculty and alumni to refer to the 
University dating as far back as Thomas Jefferson. “Campus” is never used.

First Year, Second Year, Third Year, Fourth Year: Instead of freshman, sopho-
more, junior, senior. Why you may ask? To be a “senior” implies that a person 
has reached the final phase of learning, a feat that Thomas Jefferson believed 
to be impossible, arguing instead that education is a life-long process.

Commonwealth: Virginia is one of four constituent states of the United States 
of America that officially uses the name “Commonwealth” instead of the word 
state in all references.  The other three commonwealths are Kentucky, 
Massachusetts and Pennsylvania. 

UNIVERSITY NICKNAMES
Virginia’s athletics teams have been accompanied by a somewhat confusing 
array of nicknames. The most prominent and widely accepted of these moni-
kers are “Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos.” 

Although the terms “Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos” are used almost inter-
changeably to refer to University teams and players, “Cavaliers” is more often 
used by the media, while “Wahoos” and “Hoos” are frequently used by Virginia 
students and fans.

Legend has it that Washington & Lee baseball fans dubbed the Virginia players 
“Wahoos” during the fiercely contested rivalry that existed between the two 
in-state schools in the 1890s. By 1940, “Wahoos” was in general use around 
Grounds to denote University students or events relating to them. The abbre-
viated “Hoos” sprang up later in student newspapers and has gained growing 
popularity in recent years.

THE CAVALIER MASCOT
The costumed Cavalier with a large character head debuted during Virginia’s 
1984 football season and has remained the official mascot of the University.

The first documented Cavalier on horseback was Francis Bell, a Virginia student 
from Dublin, Va., in 1947. Bell rode onto the field dressed as Cavaliers for 
Virginia’s home football game with Harvard on the afternoon of October 11. 

The Cavalier on horseback returned as the University’s mascot in 1963. The 
UVA Polo Club provided both the horse and rider. However, the mounted 
Cavalier and his horse parted company in 1974 with the inception of AstroTurf 
at Scott Stadium. 

The mounted Cavalier made its return in the Florida Citrus Bowl at the end of 
the 1989 football season. Due to its instant popularity, the Cavalier on horse-
back returned the following season on a regular basis and continues to lead 
the Virginia football team onto the field at the beginning of all home games.

UNIVERSITY COLORS
Orange and blue were adopted as the University of Virginia’s official athletic 
colors at a mass student meeting in 1888. UVA athletic teams had previously 
worn silver gray and cardinal red, but those colors did not stand out on muddy 
football fields, prompting a student movement to change them.

One of the students attending the mass meeting was Allen Potts, a star athlete 
who played on Virginia’s first football team in 1888. Potts showed up at the 
meeting wearing a navy blue-and-orange scarf that he had acquired during a 
summer boating expedition at Oxford University. Orange and blue were cho-
sen as the official athletic colors after one of Potts’ fellow students pulled the 
scarf off Potts’ neck and, waving it to the crowd, yelled, “How will this do?” 
UVA later served as the inspiration for schools like Auburn and Florida when 
they selected school colors.  
 
WAH-HOO-WAH
The origin of “Wah-hoo-wah” is uncertain. The cheer was used to root on 
Virginia teams as early as 1890 and may have been borrowed from Dartmouth 
College, whose athletics teams were once known as
the Indians. 

Legend attributes the yell to Natalie Floyd Otey, who sang the ballad 
“Where’er You Are, There Shall My Love Be” at Charlottesville’s Levy Opera 
House in 1893. The predominantly student audience noticed that Otey war-
bled the first three words of the song between each of the stanzas and decid-
ed to join in the refrain. By evening’s end, goes the legend, the crowd had cor-
rupted “Where’er You Are” into “Wah-hoo-wah.” 

The Levy Opera House stands at the corner of High Street and Park Street and 
has since been renovated into an office building.

VIRGINIA FACTS2017 POSTSEASON HONORS
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VIRGINIA MAKES MILITARY BOWL DEBUT 
• Virginia returns to action in the 10th annual Military Bowl 
against the Navy Midshipmen. UVA is making its first bowl 
appearance since the 2011 Chick-fil-A Bowl. 

THE SERIES VS. THE MIDSHIPMEN 
• This is the 39th renewal of a rivalry that dates back to the 
1889 season, the second year of Virginia football. Navy 
holds a 27-11 record in the all-time series, including a 19-5 
mark in Annapolis.
• There is a difference in the series record between the two 
schools because of a game in 1895 that was scheduled for 
Nov. 2. UVA did not make the trip due to the historic fire 
that destroyed the Rotunda and its annex on Oct. 27, 1895. 
Navy counts the game as a forfeit win and UVA recognizes 
the game as mutually canceled.   
• Virginia has won five straight in the series and has won 
three of its last four in Annapolis.
• The 1934 and 1956 meetings are the only netural site 
games in the series and neither venue exists today. The 
1934 contest was played at Washington, D.C.’s Griffith 
Stadium, while the 1956 meeting took place at Baltimore’s 
Memorial Stadium.

FIVE TOP STORYLINES
• Virginia is making its 19th bowl appearance and its first 
bowl matchup against a team from the American Athletic 
Conference. UVA is one of four bowl teams in 2017 that will 
play a “road game” in its bowl. Akron (Boca Raton), Iowa 
State (Liberty) and Wisconsin (Orange) also will face oppo-
nents in their home stadium.
• UVA’s all-time leader in wins by a head coach, George Welsh, is a 1956 gradu-
ate of the Naval Academy. The Hall of Fame coach was the head coach at Navy 
from 1973-81 and posted a 55-46-1 record, the second most wins in program 
history. Coach Welsh went on to post a 134-86-3 record from 1982-2000 at 
Virginia.
• ILB Micah Kiser (134), FS Quin Blanding (121) and ILB Jordan Mack (105) are 
the only trio of teammates in the nation to each have at least 100 tackles. 
• Olamide Zaccheaus (833), Andre Levrone (662) and Doni Dowling (632) 
are the first UVA receiving trio to have 600 or more receiving yards in the 
same season. The 2011 season is the only time in program history three 
Cavaliers even had 500 or more receiving yards in the same season.
• Olamide Zaccheaus (80) needs four receptions to pass Billy McMullen’s 2001 single-season UVA 
record of 83 receptions.

• FS Quin Blanding, WR Doni Dowling, OG/C Jake Fieler and DE Andrew Brown all earned their undergrad-
uate degrees this December, while QB Kurt Benkert graduated with his master’s degree. 
• Counting Benkert’s undergraduate degree, UVA has 15 football student-athletes with their degree. 
• (OLB) Malcolm Cook, (OT) Jack English, (CB) Kirk Garner, (TB) Daniel Hamm, (CB) Tim Harris, (ILB) Micah 
Kiser, (WR) Andre Levrone, (OG) Jack McDonald, (OG) John Montelus and (OT) Brandon Pertile also hold 
their undergraduate degrees. 

BLANDING MAKES 49TH CAREER START
• FS Quin Blanding is set to make the 49th start of his UVA career, which will tie him with Clint Sintim and 
D’Brickashaw Ferguson for No. 2 all-time at UVA.
• The UVA record for starts is 51, which was done by defensive end Brennan Schmidt.
• Blanding has started every game Virginia has played since his arrival on Grounds in 2014. 

VIRGINIA DEFENSE STRONG IN THE RED-ZONE
• UVA is allowing opponents to score only 70.3 percent (26-of-37) of the time inside the red-zone. That 
ranks No. 2 in the ACC and No. 5 in the nation.
• Miami was the best inside the red-zone against the Cavaliers, going 4-of-4, while Pitt was 3-of-3. The 
other 10 UVA opponents went a combined 19-of-30 (63.3 percent). 

VIRGINIA LONG OFFENSIVE PLAYS OF 20 YARDS OR MORE
• Virginia has 71 offensive plays of 20 yards or more in 2017, which is the most since the Cavaliers had 80 
in 2014.
• Of those 71 plays, 39 are on the pass. It is the most passing plays of 20 yards or more since UVA had 50 in 
2012.
• Over the past 10 season, the 2011 (95) and 2012 (90) seasons are the two most productive of producing 
plays of 20 yards or more. In 2011 43 of them were passes, while the 2012 50 of them were in the air. 

VIRGINIA HAS THREE RECEIVERS WITH 600+ RECEIVING YARDS
• For the first time in program history, UVA has three receivers with 600+ receiving yards in the same 
season.
• Olamide Zaccheaus (833), Andre Levrone (662) and Doni Dowling (632) all have over 600 yards receiving 
in 2017.
• The 2011 season (Kris Burd, Perry Jones, Tim Smith) was the only year UVA has ever  had three players 
with at least 500 yards receiving in the same season.
• The 2010 season (Kris Burd, Dontrelle Inman) and the 2015 season (Canaan Severin, Taquan Mizzell) are 
the only years UVA has had at least two players with 700 yards receiving. With one game to play, UVA has 
a chance to equal or surpass that number.

UVA DEFENSE STARTS STRONG
• UVA’s defense has started strong, forcing five three and outs in 12 opening drives. UVA has forced its 
opponent to a three and out in three of the last five games. One game they did not during that span they 
forced Miami to throw an interception on its sixth play of the drive, the other against Virginia Tech, UVA 
forced the Hokies to punt on its sixth play.
• Only Boise State (TD) and Boston College (FG) have scored on its opening drive against UVA and are the 
only two teams to manage more than two first downs on an opening drive.
• UVA is No. 23 in the nation and No. 4 in the ACC in three and outs forced per game with 4.33. Of UVA’s 
157 defensive opportunities this season, 33.1 percent of them were a three and out.

LEVRONE’S LONG TOUCHDOWNS
• Senior WR Andre Levrone has seven touchdown catches for 295 yards, or 42.14 yards per scoring recep-
tion.
• Overall, Levrone is No. 2 in the ACC and No. 9 in the nation with 21.35 yards per reception.
• Levrone has 13 receptions of 20 yards or more, the most by a Cavalier since Canaan Severin had 13 in 
2015. Severin had 14 receptions of 20 yards or more in 2014, while Darius Jennings had 13 in 2014. 

UVA HAS BEEN PLUS IN THE FIELD POSITION BATTLE
• Virginia has won the field position battle in seven of its 12 games. For most of the season UVA won the 
field position battle after losing it against Indiana and UConn. UVA lost the field position battle in the 
last three games (at Louisville, at Miami, vs. Virginia Tech), all Cavalier losses. UVA is 1-4 this season when 
losing the field position battle.
• UVA’s best field position win was against William & Mary (+16), while the Boise State (+13) , Pitt (+13) and 
Georgia Tech (+10) games have also been in the plus by double digits.

ZACCHEAUS A BIG OFFENSIVE WEAPON FOR VIRGINIA

• Junior Olamide Zaccheaus recorded his second career receiving touchdown of 80+ yards when he 
scored on an 81-yard pass from Kurt Benkert at North Carolina.
• It is the longest reception in the ACC this season.
• Zaccheaus is the only player in UVA history with two career receptions of 80+ yards. He also scored on an 
82-yard scoring strike from Benkert in 2016 against Central Michigan.
• In UVA’s six wins in 2017, Zaccheaus has caught 40 passes for 474 yards and four touchdowns, while also 
rushing 16 times for 132 yards and one more score.
• Over the eight wins of the Mendenhall era, Zaccheaus has caught 52 passes for 657 yards and seven 
touchdowns, which comes out to 12.6 yards per reception. 
• His active reception streak of 28 games is the third longest active streak in the ACC.
• Zaccheaus became the 37th Cavalier all-time with 1,000 career receiving yards after his 122-yard day 
against UConn.
• Zaccheaus also became the 21st Cavalier to reach 100-career receptions in UVA history after grabbing 
four at Boise State. 
• Zaccheaus’ 12 receptions against Indiana on Sept. 9 are the sixth most in a single game in UVA history.
•  Olamide is Nigerian for “the blessing has come.”

 
JOE REED EXCELS ON KICK RETURN 

• Wide Receiver Joe Reed has returned 26 kicks in 2017 for 743 yards (28.6 yards per return), which is No. 1 
in the ACC and No. 9 nationally.
• Reed has seven returns of 30 yards or more. That is the most by a Cavalier since UVA’s all-time kick return 
leader Darius Jennings had seven in 2014. Reed and Jennings’ mark is the most at UVA since Cedric Peer-
man returned nine kicks in 2005 for 30 yards or more.
• With only 53 kick returns to his career resume, Reed already ranks No. 5 all-time at UVA in career kick 
return yards with 1,421.
• Reed’s 743 kick return yards are the second most in a season by a Cavalier, trailing only Khalek Shep-
herd’s single-season program record of 929 in 2012.
• Reed’s best game this season was against Georgia Tech when he had a career-high 170 return yards and  
the program’s eighth-longest return which went 92 yards for a touchdown
• Reed’s 25.1 yards per kick return average was No. 3 in the ACC and No. 21 in the nation in 2016.

BENKERT’S TOUCHDOWN PASSES 
• With 46 passing touchdowns QB Kurt Benkert is one of 10 active “Power 5” quarterbacks to have at least 
40 passing touchdowns since the start of the 2016 season.  Benkert and 2016 Heisman Trophy winner 
Lamar Jackson (53) are the only ones from the ACC.
• Baker Mayfield (Oklahoma), Luke Falk (Washington State), Jake Browning (Washington), Sam Darnold 
(USC), Drew Lock (Missouri), Mason Rudolph (Oklahoma State), J.T. Barrett (Ohio State) and Trace McSorley 
(Penn State) are the others.

 
BLOUNT RECORDS THE TACKLES ON SPECIAL TEAMS

• Freshman Joey Blount leads UVA with 13 tackles on special teams, 11 of which have come on kickoffs.
• Blount recorded his first career double-digit tackle game against Boston College, notching 10 stops 
while seeing his most playing time on defense to date.
• Blount made his first collegiate start at cornerback at Pitt for the injured Juan Thornhill.
• Blount is the son of former UVA safety, Tony Blount, who played for the Cavaliers from 1976-79 and owns 
the 11th-longest interception return (63) in program history.

 
BENKERT AND PASSES OF 80+ YARDS

• At North Carolina on Oct. 14, Kurt Benkert found Olamide Zaccheaus on an 81-yard scoring strike. The 
touchdown served as the fourth-longest one-play scoring drive in program history and it was Benkert’s 
third career pass of 80 yards or more.
• In program history, only Benkert and Wayne Schuchts have three career passes of 80 yards or more.
• Benkert’s first two came in 2016 at Duke (84 yards to David Eldridge) and against Central Michigan (82-
yard touchdown to Zaccheaus).
• Schuchts’ passes were 93 yards (to Nick Merrick, vs. Wake Forest, 1982), 85 yards (to Barry Word, vs. Wake 
Forest, 1983) and 80 yards (to Quentin Walker, vs. Duke, 1983). 

COLEMAN GIVES UVA ADDED EDGE IN THE PUNT GAME
• Junior Lester Coleman sat his first three years on Grounds before making his collegiate debut in the 
season opener against William & Mary. He sat the last two years behind former first-team All-ACC punter 
Nicholas Conte.
• Coleman did not punt in high school until his senior season. He had played defensive line and receiver 
at Woodberry Forest. His high school needed a punter and because Lester’s older brother, James, had 
walked on to UVA as a punter in 2012, Lester was asked to punt without any experience. Lester’s brother, 
James, redshirted at UVA in 2012 and punted two times over three seasons (2013-15) before using his 
fifth year to be the starting punter at Western Michigan last year. 
• Lester Coleman averaged 52.3 yards per punt over his seven punts against Boston College (Oct. 21) to 
break the single-game UVA punting record.
• The previous record belonged to Ryan Weigand, who averaged 51.6 yards per punt at Wyoming in 2007.
• Coleman had a long punt of 60 yards against the Eagles and five landed inside the 20, three of which 
were downed inside the 10.
• Coleman is No. 3 in the ACC and No. 22 in the nation with a 44.0 yards per punt average. Of his 64 punts, 
28 have landed inside the 20 and another 23 have been for 50+ yards.
• His 28 punts inside the 20 are No. 9 in the nation and No. 2 in the ACC. his 23 punts of 50+ lead the ACC. 

BLANDING AND KISER ANCHOR THE DEFENSE
• ILB Micah Kiser (11.2) and FS Quin Blanding (10.1) currently rank No. 1 and No. 2 in the ACC in tackles. 
This is nothing new for the duo as they finished No. 1 and No. 2 in the ACC in tackles in 2015 and 2016. 
• Kiser ranks No. 5 in the nation in tackles in 2017, while Blanding ranks No. 13 in the nation.
• In 2016 Kiser (11.2) led the ACC in tackles and finished No. 4 nationally. Blanding (10.0) finished No. 2 in 
the ACC in tackles for the third year in a row and No. 9 nationally.
• Kiser (9.75) and Blanding (9.58) also finished No. 1 and No. 2, respectively, in the ACC in tackles in 2015.
• Since the ACC started tracking tackle leaders in 1990, no previous tandem of tacklers has led the league 
in tackles for two consecutive seasons until Kiser and Blanding.
• Blanding, who also finished No. 2 in the ACC in tackles in 2014 (10.25), is the only player in ACC history to 
finish second in tackles for three straight seasons.
• The only ACC player since 1990 to lead the league in tackles for three consecutive seasons is Boston 
College’s Luke Kuechly (2009-11), now of the NFL’s Carolina Panthers.

BLANDING AND KISER GET HELP ON DEFENSE 
• Despite ranking No. 1 and No. 2 in the ACC in tackles, FS Quin Blanding and ILB Micah Kiser are getting 
solid help on defense as UVA has three of the ACC’s Top 5 tacklers.
• ILB Jordan Mack is No. 5 in the ACC with 8.8 tackles per game.
• Virginia is the only school in the nation with three players with 100+ tackles each this season as ILB 
Micah Kiser (134), FS Quin Blanding (121) and ILB Jordan Mack (105) complete the trio.

 
BLANDING DOUBLES UP THE TACKLES

• UVA’s Quin Blanding has 24 double-digit tackle games over 48 collegiate games. 
• Blanding has had six double-digit tackle games in each of his four seasons.
• Blanding has 479 career tackles, 9.98 per game.

 
CROSS IS A TRIPLE-THREAT

• Redshirt freshmen De’Vante Cross has played offense, defense and special teams in the same game 
three times this season, doing so against Duke, Boston College and Louisville.
• Prior to Cross, the last time UVA had a player accomplish that feat was Vic Hall in 2009, when he did so in 
numerous games, the last time coming against Virginia Tech.
• Against Boston College Cross saw his most time on defense, notching one tackle. He also rushed once 
for 13 yards out of the wildcat formation.  
• Recruited as a quarterback, Cross has seen time in the wildcat and at wide receiver.

UVA FUTURE SCHEDULESUVA RECEIVERS HAVE RARE ACCOMPLISHMENT IN 2017
• UVA is one of eight schools in all of FBS in 2017 with at least three different players with at least one  
100-yard receiving game.
• UVA is tied for No. 4 in the nation with three.
• Oklahoma State, who had four receivers go over 100 yards against Pitt this year, is the only other team 
this season with at least three players in the same game reach the 100-yard receiving mark.

RECEIVING TRIO SETS RECORD AGAINST UCONN
• For the first time in program history, UVA had three different players record at least 100 yards receiving 
in the same game. Doni Dowling (136), Andre Levrone (127) and Olamide Zaccheaus (122) became the 
first UVA trio to accomplish the milestone in UVA’s 38-18 win over UConn.
• It was only the 10th time UVA had multiple Cavaliers with at least 100 yards receiving in the same game 
and the first time since the 2013 Georgia Tech game (Tim Smith, 151 yard & Darius Jennings, 119 yards).
• Dowling, Levrone and Zaccheaus are only the sixth ACC trio to accomplish the feat since 2000.
• Since 2000, Florida State accomplished the feat twice in 2000 and once in 2005. Miami did it in 2012 and 
Virginia Tech in 2016.

BENKERT HAS STRONG OUTING AT NO. 2 MIAMI
• QB Kurt Benkert completed 28-of-37 passes for 384 yards and four touchdowns at No. 2 Miami on Nov. 
18.
• That was the most passing yards against Miami this season and the most passing TDs vs. the Hurricanes 
this year. 
• In the first half, he completed his first 12 passes and finished the first half completing 17 of 18 throws for 
262 yards and three scores. UVA led the third-ranked Hurricanes 21-14 at the half. He had TD passes of 33, 
75, 33 and 26 yards.
• The 75-yard pass was the longest scoring play against Miami this season. 
• Entering the game, Miami’s defense had held opponents to an average of 192.6 passing yards per game 
and just nine passing TDs in its previous nine games. 
• Benkurt’s passing total ties for the seventh most by an ACC QB this season.
• His 455 passing yards against UConn is the second most by an ACC QB this season.

 
UVA MAKES A LITTLE HISTORY AT BOISE STATE

• UVA’s 42-23 win at Boise State on Sept. 22 created a little niche in history for the Cavaliers.
• It was UVA’s first win on a Friday since Nov. 10, 1939 when UVA beat Washington & Lee, 7-0.
• It was UVA’s first non-conference road win since 2011 (at Indiana).
• UVA is now 6-8-1 all-time on Fridays in the regular season.
• UVA handed Boise State its first double-digit loss at home since Sept. 8, 2001 vs. Washington State, 
which was a 41-20 triumph.
• UVA snapped Boise State’s 32-game regular season non-conference home winning streak, which dated 
back to the 2001 Washington State game.
• Boise State lost by 19 points at home to Virginia. In its 102 previous home games, Boise State lost 4 
games by a combined 17 points.
• It was UVA’s first win west of the Mississippi River since winning at BYU in 1999.

 
HAMM RUSHES FOR A TOUCHDOWN IN FIVE STRAIGHT SEASONS

• After his five-yard rushing score against UConn, TB Daniel Hamm has rushed for at least one touchdown 
in five straight seasons.  
• Hamm becomes the first Cavalier to rush for at least one touchdown in five straight seasons. 
• With available records dating back to 2004, no ACC player has rushed for at least one touchdown in five 
straight seasons. 
• Hamm played in two games as a true freshman in 2013 before being hurt at Pitt and receiving a medical 
hardship. In his collegiate debut, he set a UVA record for most rushing yards in a college debut with 136 
against VMI. Hamm also rushed for two touchdowns against the Keydets in 2013. 
• Hamm has six career rushing touchdowns.

BENKERT BREAKS UVA SINGLE-GAME PASSING/TOTAL OFFENSE RECORD
• QB Kurt Benkert was 30-of-40 for a career-high 455 passing yards against UConn on Sept. 16. He broke 
his own UVA single-game passing record (421) that he set last season against Central Michigan.
• Benkert’s 455 passing yards against UConn are the most in the ACC this season for a game and ranks No. 
16 among performances in the FBS this season.
• UVA has had a quarterback throw for over 400 yards only three times in program history and Benkert 
has done it twice.
• Marc Verica was the first Cavalier to throw for at least 400 yards in a game in 2010 when he threw for 417 
at Duke.
• Benkert also broke Verica’s record for total offense in a game with 465 yards of total offense. Verica’s 
record was 413 at Duke in 2010.

• Virginia was one of six schools in the nation that had zero career collegiate field goal attempts and punts 
among the kickers on its roster entering 2017. Arizona State, Georgia Tech, Hawaii, Troy and UAB are the 
other schools.
• This was the the second year in a row UVA has entered a season without a kicker that had attempted a 
field goal in college.
• Punter Lester Coleman and placekicker A.J. Mejia both made debuts against William & Mary in the 
season-opening win.
• Mejia is 8-of-11 on field goals and 36-of-36 PATs. Coleman is averaging 44.0 yards per punt with 28 of his 
71 punts landing inside the 20.

The Carl Smith Center, home of David A. Harrison III Field at Scott Stadium, with 
its unique architectural design, scenic setting on the University’s Grounds and 
exceptional sight lines, is one of the nation’s finest college football settings.

Opened in 1931, Scott Stadium might be one of the oldest campus college 
football stadiums in the nation, but you could never tell from its appearance. 
Numerous upgrades and expansions make it a modern home for the Cavaliers 
and their fans.

Scott Stadium was the gift of Frederic William Scott and Elisabeth Strother Scott, 
and was dedicated to the memory of his parents, Frederic Robert Scott and Fran-
ces Branch Scott. 

Virginia played its dedication game at Scott Stadium on Oct. 15, 1931 against 
the Virginia Military Institute before a then-capacity crowd of 22,000. Prior to that 
season, the Cavaliers staged their home games at the University’s Lambeth Field. 

Virginia has played 464 games in the historic venue. UVA’s all-time record at Scott 
Stadium stands at 260-192-12.

VIRGINIA 10 LONGEST PLAYS

OPPONENT 10 LONGEST PLAYS
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Bronco Mendenhall is in his second season as Virginia’s 
head football coach after being named the program’s 40th 
head coach on Dec. 4, 2015.

	 In Mendenhall’s first season on Grounds he oversaw a 
secondary that boasted first-team All-ACC honoree and All-
American, Quin Blanding. Blanding finished the season No. 
2 in the ACC in tackles for the third year in a row with 120 
stops. Inside linebacker Micah Kiser, an All-American and first-
team All-ACC honoree, thrived to lead the ACC in tackles for 
the second year in a row with 134, which is tied with former 
Cavalier great Wali Rainer for fourth-most in a single season 
in program history. Kiser was also a second-team CoSIDA 
Academic All-American, becoming the first Cavalier since 
Tiki Barber in 1996 to earn both academic and athletic All-
America honors in the same season.

Offensively, in Mendenhall’s first season, Taquan Mizzell 
became the first player in ACC history to record at least 
1,500 career rushing and 1,500 career receiving yards. UVA 
quarterback Kurt Benkert set a couple of passing marks in 
UVA’s new offense, including a program record for passing 
yards in a game with 421 against Central Michigan, which was 
only the second time in program history a UVA quarterback 
surpassed 400 passing yards in a game. Benkert reached 
1,000 passing yards in four games and 2,000 passing yards 
in eight games, setting a program record for fastest to that 
standard in a season.  

	 Mendenhall came to Charlottesville after 11 years as the 
head coach at Brigham Young University. In his 11 seasons, 

from 2005-2015, Mendenhall compiled an overall record of 
99-43 at BYU to rank 12th in total wins among all FBS teams 
during that time.

In the three seasons prior to Mendenhall becoming the 
head coach at BYU, the Cougars compiled an overall record of 
14-21. Over Mendenhall’s 11 years at BYU, the Cougars were 
one of only 11 programs to advance to a bowl game each 
season. BYU was joined by Alabama, Boise State, Clemson, 
Florida State, Georgia, LSU, Oklahoma, Oregon, Virginia Tech 
and Wisconsin during that time frame. 

Among those 11 teams, only Florida State achieved more 
bowl wins (seven) than BYU’s six bowl game victories. 

“Professionally and personally I seek to embrace the highest 
standards in college sports, on and off the field, and I love the 
high standards both academically and athletically at Virginia,” 
Mendenhall said at the time of his hiring. “I am excited to not 
only help provide the continual growth and development of 
the student athletes academically but also reestablish Virginia 
as a consistent winner with a fiercely competitive and winning 
product on the football field. 

BYU football student-athletes earned freshman All-America 
recognition in nine of the Mendenhall’s 11 seasons. More than 
60 BYU players have signed with NFL teams since Mendenhall 
arrived in Provo, including defensive end Ezekiel Ansah, the 
No. 5 overall pick in the 2013 NFL Draft and Kyle Van Noy, the 
No. 40 overall pick in the 2014 NFL Draft.

Mendenhall Is In His Second Season at the Helm of Cavaliers
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Under Mendenhall, the Cougars tied for seventh among all 
FBS programs for the most Academic All-America citations 
over the last decade and BYU tops all FBS programs with the 
most selections (39) to the National Football Foundation 
Hampshire Honor Society (recognizing starters and significant 
contributors finishing their eligibility with a 3.2 GPA or better 
over their college career) since the program began in 2007. 

The success of Mendenhall’s leadership approach in running 
the BYU football program 
has been highlighted in a 
management book, Running 
Into the Wind: Bronco 
Mendenhall -- 5 Strategies 
for Building a Successful 
Team, written by Alyson Von 
Feldt and Paul Gustavson, 
a leading management 
consultant specializing in 
leadership development and 
organizational design. 

Mendenhall was elected in 
2013 to the American Football 
Coaches Association Board 
of Trustees as the District 
8 Representative and also 
serves on the AFCA Ethics 
Committee. 

Mendenhall played for two years at Snow College (Utah) 
before finishing his career as a starter at Oregon State during 
the 1986 and 1987 seasons. He played both linebacker and 
safety for the Beavers. 

Mendenhall began his coaching career as a graduate 
assistant in 1989 at his alma mater, Oregon State. After 
earning his master’s degree in 1990, he moved to Snow 
College in Ephraim, Utah, where he served as the secondary 
coach and defensive coordinator from 1991-92 under current 
BYU assistant coach Paul Tidwell. Following two seasons with 
the Badgers, Mendenhall became the secondary coach at 
Northern Arizona, where the Lumberjacks boasted the top-

ranked defense in the Big Sky Conference. He was elevated to 
co-defensive coordinator for the 1994 season. 

In 1995, Mendenhall returned to Oregon State to become 
the defensive line coach under then defensive coordinator 
Rocky Long. When Long left to become the defensive 
coordinator at UCLA, Mendenhall was promoted to defensive 
coordinator for the 1996 season. At just 29 years of age, 
Mendenhall was the youngest defensive coordinator in Pac-10 

history. 
In 1997, Mendenhall 

became the secondary coach 
at Louisiana Tech where he 
helped the Bulldogs to a 
remarkable 9-2 record as his 
defensive unit was credited 
with 17 interceptions, 
allowing just 15 touchdowns 
on the season. 

In 1998, Mendenhall 
moved to Albuquerque, N.M., 
to become the defensive 
coordinator and secondary 
coach at the University of New 
Mexico. Over the next five 
seasons, the Lobos improved 
from just three wins in 1998 to 
seven wins and an invitation 

to the Las Vegas Bowl in 2002. In the Lobos’ 27-13 loss against 
UCLA in the Las Vegas Bowl, the Mendenhall-led defense held 
the Bruins to a season-low 167 yards. 

Under Mendenhall, the Lobos led the Mountain West 
Conference in rushing defense for three straight seasons. In 
2001, New Mexico gave up just 87.4 yards per game over the 
season. In his final season in Albuquerque, Mendenhall led 
the Lobos to a top ranking against league opponents in total 
defense, allowing just 316.4 yards per game. The Lobos also 
led the MWC in sacks in the 2000 and 2002 season, totaling 46 
and 38, respectively.

At New Mexico, Mendenhall played a valuable role in the 
development of the 1999 Mountain West Player of the Year, 
Consensus All-American and first-round NFL Draft pick Brian 
Urlacher. The ninth overall selection in the 2000 NFL Draft, 	
Urlacher was voted the NFL’s Defensive Rookie of the Year and 
was a Pro Bowl selection. Urlacher was one of two rookies to 
play all 16 games, starting 
at middle linebacker the 
final 14 games to establish 
a team record for starts at 
the position by a rookie. He 
shattered Bears rookie records 
with 165 total tackles and 
eight sacks, making him the 
second Chicago first-year 
player to lead the team in 
tackles. Urlacher finished his 
collegiate career ranked third 
on New Mexico’s all-time list 
with 442 tackles. 

Mendenhall took over as 
BYU’s defensive coordinator in 
2003 before being named the 
Cougars head coach in 2005. 

In his first year in 2005 after 
taking over a program coming 
off three losing seasons, Mendenhall led BYU to a 6-5 regular-
season record and earned an invitation to the Maaco Bowl Las 
Vegas -- the team’s first postseason bowl appearance in three 

seasons. The Cougars finished tied for second in the MWC with 
a 5-3 league ledger. 

Following the 2006 season, Mendenhall was named the 
American Football Coaches Association Region IV Coach of the 
Year. In addition, the Football Writers Association of America 
named Mendenhall one of nine finalists for the prestigious 

Eddie Robinson Coach of the 
Year Award. On November 
17, 2007, Mendenhall led the 
Cougars to a 35-10 victory 
over Wyoming to record his 
25th career win. With the 
victory, Mendenhall became 
the only coach in BYU football 
history to win 25 games in his 
first 35 attempts. 

In 2008, BYU finished 10-3 
overall and 6-2 in the MWC to 
achieve three straight 10-win 
seasons and become the first 
teams in Cougar history to 
go unbeaten at home over 
three consecutive seasons. 
Mendenhall coached the 
Cougars to back-to-back 
11-2 seasons in 2006 and 

2007, while claiming consecutive outright MWC titles with a 
combined record of 16-0 against league opponents.

THE MENDENHALL RECORD  

While recording an 11-2 record and 7-1 league mark in 
2009, Mendenhall’s team went 3-1 against ranked opponents, 
including a 14-13 season-opening win over No. 3 Oklahoma 
and a 44-20 season-finale Maaco Bowl Las Vegas victory over 
No. 16 Oregon State. BYU finished No. 12 in the final 2009 
polls to earn the distinction of being one of only six programs 
nationally to be ranked in both final polls for four straight 
seasons. 

In 2010, BYU’s 52-24 New Mexico Bowl victory highlighted 
the progress and momentum the relatively young team 
gained over the course of the season as several freshmen 
played big roles in the season-ending victory. True freshman 
quarterback Jake Heaps became the first frosh signal caller 
in BYU history to start in a bowl, and he completed 25-of-34 
passes for 264 yards and four touchdowns to be named New 
Mexico Bowl Offensive MVP. During the game, Heaps broke 
Heisman Trophy winner Ty Detmer’s BYU record for freshman 
touchdown throws, finishing with 15 on the year to Detmer’s 
13. Redshirt freshman wide receiver Cody Hoffman caught 
three touchdowns on eight receptions for 137 yards in the 
bowl win, while true freshman running back Joshua Quezada 
ran for 101 yards on 15 carries and one touchdown. 

In the first year of independence (2011), BYU posted yet 
another 10-win season, capped off by another comeback 
bowl victory over Tulsa in the Armed Forces Bowl. Riley Nelson 
took over the starting quarterback duties midway through 
the season and led BYU to a 6-1 record down the stretch. The 
Cougar defense also posted the No. 13 ranked defense. 

A dominant defense led BYU to its seventh winning season 
in as many years as the BYU football team finished the 2012 
season with eight wins, a program-best fourth consecutive 
bowl victory and the No. 3 defense in the nation. With an 
8-5 record, BYU claimed its sixth season with as least eight 
wins under Mendenhall’s eight-year head coaching tenure. 
Incredibly consistent all year long, BYU finished the year 
ranked No. 3 in total defense, allowing just 266.1 yards per 
game. The Cougars ended the season ranked in the top four in 
five major defensive categories. 

BYU posted back-to-back 8-5 records in 2013 and 2014. The 
Cougars appeared in the 2013 Fight Hunger Bowl and in the 
2014 Miami Beach Bowl. 

Mendenhall served as the BYU’s defensive coordinator for 
much of his tenure as the head coach. He returned to a full-
time role with the defense again in 2015. 

During his tenure in Provo, the Cougars consistently fielded 
one of the nation’s strongest defenses. Mendenhall’s defense 
exceled at keeping opponents out of the end zone. Entering 
the 2015 season, they averaged a No. 20 national ranking 
in scoring defense while he oversees the defense, including 
three top-10 ratings. 

Mendenhall and his wife, Holly, have three sons, Raeder, 
Breaker and Cutter.

	 Robert Anae enters his second season at Virginia on Bronco Mendenhall’s staff and is the 
offensive coordinator and inside receivers coach.
	 Anae (Ah-NIGH) oversaw an offense in 2016 that boasted Taquan Mizzell, the first player 
in ACC history to record at least 1,500 career rushing and 1,500 career receiving yards. UVA 
quarterback Kurt Benkert set a couple passing marks in Anae’s offense, including a program 
record for passing yards in a game with 421 against Central Michigan, which was only the sec-
ond time a UVA quarterback surpassed 400 passing yards in a game. Benkert also became the 
fastest quarterback in a season to reach 1,000 and 2,000 yards of passing, doing so in four and 
eight games, respectively.  
	 Anae came to Charlottesville after serving as Mendenhall’s offensive coordinator and 
inside receivers coach in nine of his 11 seasons at BYU. Anae helped BYU finish the 2015 reg-
ular season ranked No. 21 in passing offense after directing the 2014 Cougar offense to a No. 
14 ranking in scoring offense, putting up 37.1 points per game, the most points by a BYU team 
since the 2001 season.
	 In 2013, Anae led the BYU offense to a No. 14 national ranking, including a No. 10 finish in 
rushing offense, setting a school record with 3,475 rushing yards. He helped coach two 1,000-
yard rushers in Taysom Hill and Jamaal Williams.
	 Anae was at BYU from 2005-10 and returned in 2013 after spending the 2010 and 2011 
seasons at Arizona under Mike Stoops and Rich Rodriguez, serving as offensive line coach both 
seasons and run game coordinator under Stoops.

	 As BYU’s inside receivers coach from 2005-2010, Anae helped Pitta, Jonny Harline and 
Andrew George earn a combined six All-Mountain West Conference tight end honors, includ-
ing five first-team awards.  BYU tight ends also achieved national accolades under Anae’s tute-
lage as Harline received first-team All-America honors in 2006 and Pitta was named an NCAA 
Consensus All-American in 2009.
	 Anae has been part of many of BYU’s most successful teams as both a player and a coach. 
As BYU’s offensive coordinator, the Cougars earned bowl invitations each season, while 
winning two outright MWC championships. He was an offensive lineman on BYU’s National 
Championship team in 1984 and part of four bowl teams from 1981-84, while earning sec-
ond-team All-Western Athletic Conference honors. BYU achieved a 43-7 record during Anae’s 
playing days under Hall of Fame coach LaVell Edwards. He played in the Hula bowl in 1985 and 
was drafted by the New Jersey Generals of the USFL.
	 A three-time Frank Broyles Award nominee for Assistant Coach of the Year (nominated at 
Texas Tech, BYU and Arizona), Anae is a 27-year coaching veteran at eight different schools. 
Anae’s first stint as offensive coordinator at BYU came following five seasons coaching with 
Mike Leach at Texas Tech from 2000-2004. As offensive line coach for the Red Raiders, Anae 
helped put together some of the most prolific offenses in the NCAA. The Texas Tech offense 
ranked No. 1 in the nation in passing three out of Anae’s five years and in the top 11 the 
remaining two. The Red Raiders also ranked in the top six in total offense three times, includ-
ing 582.8 yards per game to lead the nation in 2003—the fifth-best mark in NCAA history.
	 Anae began his coaching career as a graduate assistant working with the offensive line at 
Hawaii under Dick Tomey in 1986-87. He then was a graduate assistant for a pair of years at 
BYU in 1990 and 1991 before coaching the offensive line at Ricks College in Idaho from 1992-
95. Anae coached the offensive front for a year at Boise State in 1996 before moving to UNLV 
for a pair of seasons, the final as running game coordinator along with his line duties in 1998.
	 Anae and his wife, Liane, have two sons and a daughter. His son Famika played on the 
offensive line at BYU before ending his career during the 2012 season due to injuries. He is 
now at graduate assistant coach at UVa. Anae’s father, Famika Sr., and brothers Brad and Matt, 
also played football for BYU.
	 He was born in California in 1958 and raised in Laie on Hawaii’s north shore. He served as a 
missionary for The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints in Tulsa, Okla., from 1978-80. He 
graduated from BYU in 1986, obtained a master’s degree in sociology from BYU in 1990 and 
earned his doctorate in sociology from BYU in 1999 while serving as an assistant director in the 
Brigham Young student-athlete center and NCAA Life Skills director.

Blanding finished the 
season No. 2 in the ACC in tackles for the third year in a row with 120 stops. In his 
duties overseeing the defense, inside linebacker Micah Kiser thrived to lead the ACC 
in tackles for the second year in a row with 134, which is tied with former Cavalier 
great Wali Rainer for fourth-most in a single season in program history.

	 Mark Atuaia enters his second season at Virginia on Bronco Mendenhall’s staff and 
is the running backs coach.
	 Atuaia (Ah-too-why-ah) helped All-ACC running back Taquan Mizzell take a big 
step as a senior in 2016 as the tailback became the first player in ACC history with at 
least 1,500 career rushing and 1,500 career receiving yards. Under Atuaia’s watchful 
eye, Mizzell developed into one of the nation’s most durable backs, and was one of 
four players in the nation in 2016 to led his team in rushing (940) and receptions (52).
	 Atuaia has been with Mendenhall since 2013 when he joined the BYU staff as the 
running backs coach. In 2013 BYU’s run game ranked No. 10 in the nation averaging 
267.3 yards per game, setting a school record with 3,475 rushing yards. He tutored 
Jamaal Williams as the Cougar rushed for 1,233 yards and seven touchdowns in 2013 
as a sophomore. Atuaia assisted in BYU’s offense ranking No. 14 in scoring offensive 
in 2014 as BYU put up 37.1 points per game, the most points by a BYU team since 
2001. In 2015 the BYU offense ranked No. 4 in the nation in red zone offense, scoring 
at a 94.3 percent clip.
	 Most recently Atuaia mentored Paul Lasike, a former BYU rugby All-American from 
Auckland, New Zealand. Under Atuaia’s tutelage, the big running back played foot-
ball for the first time ever in his life and after three seasons at BYU Lasike signed with 
the Chicago Bears in 2015.
	 “Coach Atuaia does a great job recognizing NFL talent in young athletes,” reflect-
ed Lasike.

	 A former running back at BYU during the 1991 and 1994-96 seasons, Atuaia first 
joined the BYU athletic department in June 2012 as the assistant to the athletics 
director for student services. He previously worked as the assistant to the dean of 
Student Life at BYU. He accepted that position after graduating in 2011 with both 
a doctor of jurisprudence from BYU’s J. Reuben Clark Law School and a master of 
public administration from the George W. Romney Institute of Public Management at 
BYU’s Marriott School of Management.

	 As a senior in 1996 he started 13 games on BYU’s 14-1 Cotton Bowl team that fin-
ished the year ranked No. 5 in the country after defeating Kansas State 19-15 on New 
Year’s Day 1997.

	 Jason Beck enters his second season at Virginia on Bronco Mendenhall’s staff and is the 
quarterbacks coach.  
	 Under Beck’s watchful eye, UVA quarterback Kurt Benkert set a couple of passing marks, 
including a program record for passing yards in a game with 421 against Central Michigan, 
which was only the second time a UVA quarterback surpassed 400 passing yards in a game. 
Benkert also became the fastest quarterback in a season to reach 1,000 and 2,000 yards of 
passing, doing so in four and eight games, respectively. Benkert’s 21 passing touchdowns rank 
in a three-way tie with Shawn Moore (1990) and Bobby Goodman (1992) for second-most in a 
season by a UVA quarterback.
	 Beck, a former Cougar quarterback and offensive intern on Mendenhall’s BYU coaching 
staff, returned to Provo in 2013 with six years of coaching experience, including stints at LSU, 
Weber State and Simon Fraser.
	 Beck helped true freshman Tanner Mangum break all BYU freshman QB marks in 2015 after 
taking over for injured Heisman hopeful Taysom Hill in the season opener. Mangum earned 
2015 Freshman of the Year honors from the Touchdown Club of Columbus (Ohio) after he was 
the only freshman to finish the regular season with more than 3,000 passing yards and a 60 
percent completion percentage.
	 In 2014, Beck helped BYU successfully navigate a season-ending injury to Hill in the sea-
son’s fifth game as Hill and Christian Stewart combined to total 3,623 yards and 32 touch-
downs on the year, including 25 TDs by Stewart.

(9.27 ppg). Durant received first-team all-conference, conference newcomer of the year, and 
All-America Second Team recognition with 82 catches for 1,227 yards and 16 TDs.
	 Beck served as quarterbacks coach at Weber State in Ogden, Utah, for three years from 
2009-2011 under head coach Ron McBride. Under his tutelage, Wildcat quarterback Cameron 
Higgins set school records for most career passing yards (12,274), most career touchdowns 
passes (98), most career total touchdowns (105), most career pass completions (935) and 
career passing efficiency rating (144.5).

Rounding out the group was senior Keeon Johnson, who made 49 catches for 
476 yards and three touchdowns.

Benkert also became the fastest quarterback in a sea-
son to reach 1,000 and 2,000 yards of passing, doing so in four and eight games, 
respectively.  
	 Tujague was Mendenhall’s offensive line coach at BYU from 2013-15 after 
serving 15 years at the College of the Canyons in Santa Clarita, Calif., from 1997-
2012, the last six as head coach. Under his direction, the COC Cougars earned a 
43-25 record and received five bowl invitations in his six seasons. Under Tujague’s 
guidance, BYU center Tejan Koroma earned freshman All-America honors in 2014 
after helping BYU rank No. 14 in the nation in scoring.
	 While at College of the Canyons, Tujague coached and developed three con-
ference players of the year, an all-state player of the year, eight all-state athletes 
and five JC All-Americans at COC. His teams earned three postseason wins and 
he was named the Southern California Football Association National Conference 
Coach of the Year in 2008 following a 12-1 season. He was also honored as the 
Western States Conference Co-Coach of the Year in 2007 after a 9-3 record.

	 Using a potent rushing attack and 
an stifling second-half defense, Virginia 
stormed back from a 10-point halftime 
deficit to defeat Purdue 27-24 in the 1984 
Peach Bowl. Playing in their first bowl 
ever, the Cavaliers completed the season 
at 8-2-2. Virginia was ranked 17th by The 
Associated Press and 20th by United Press 
International in the final polls.
	 The first half was all Purdue as quarterback Jim Everett threw for three 
touchdown passes to give the Big Ten opponent a 24-14 lead.
	 UVA’s two touchdowns came on an 11-yard run by tailback Howard Petty 
and a three-yard pass from quarterback Don Majkowski to tight end Geno Zim-
merlink. The Boilermakers contained Virginia’s running game, holding running 
backs Petty and Barry Word to a combined 68 yards rushing in the first half.
	 In the second half Virginia managed to establish its running game and cre-
ate a pass rush to disrupt Everett with a variety of blitzes. It worked and Purdue 
did not score in the final two quarters. On a crucial fourth quarter drive—with 
Purdue driving for a possible go-ahead touchdown—Ray Daly, the game’s de-
fensive MVP, preserved the Cavalier lead by intercepting an errant Everett pass.
	 Virginia’s rushing attack was sparked by the blocking of linemen Jim Dom-
browski and Bob Olderman, as the Cavalier backfield of Majkowski, Petty, and 
Word kept the Purdue defense off balance with a combination of sweeps, dives, 
and options. Churning out nearly 200 yards rushing in the second half, the Cava-
lier offense was virtually unstoppable, moving the ball consistently up the field. 
By the end of the game, Petty—the game’s offensive MVP—had gained 114 
yards on 21 carries while Word added 86 yards on 17 carries.
	 After a one-yard touchdown run by Majkowski and a 19-yard field goal by 
UVA kicker Kenny Stadlin, the Cavaliers and the Boilermakers were deadlocked 
at 24 midway through the fourth quarter. UVA then drove down to the Purdue 
one-yard line before Stadlin converted a 22-yard field goal with 7:17 remaining 
in the game to provide the winning margin.

	 Virginia’s attack was centered around quarterback Shawn Moore, who ac-
counted for 225 yards in total offense for the Cavaliers. He completed 17 of 27 
passes for 191 yards while throwing two touchdowns and two interceptions. 
Moore also rushed 15 times for 34 yards and was named the team’s offensive 
MVP.
	 After a first-quarter score by Illinois, Virginia tied the game 7-7 in the sec-
ond quarter with a 30-yard touchdown pass from Moore to wide receiver Tim 
Finkelston. Illinois then took the lead for good after scoring on a key fourth-and-
goal situation. George faked a handoff to fullback Howard Griffith—who dove 
into the end zone—and then hit wide-open tight end Dan Donovan for the go-
ahead touchdown. Illinois added a 34-yard field goal with no time remaining on 
the clock to lead 17-7 at intermission. 
	 Illinois led 24-7 in the third quarter before Virginia answered with a two-
yard touchdown run by tailback Marcus Wilson.

	 Hoping to keep Covey and a host of talented BYU receivers on the side-
lines as long as possible, Virginia successfully controlled the tempo of the game, 
mixing hard-nosed rushing by running backs Kevin Morgan (82 yards), Marcus 
Wilson (77 yards) and Durwin Greggs (33 yards) with timely passing by Secules 
(10 completions for 162 yards and one TD)—the game’s MVP.
	 Trailing 3-0 after BYU’s initial drive in the first quarter, Virginia answered 
on its next possession with a two-yard TD run by Secules. The Cavaliers added 
another touchdown—this time on a 25-yard run by Morgan—to go up 14-3 at 
the half.
	 BYU opened the scoring in the third quarter with an eight-yard run by Fred 
Whittingham, but the Cougars’ two-point conversion attempt failed. Virginia 
then widened its lead in the fourth quarter with a 22-yard touchdown pass from 
Secules to wide receiver John Ford.

16-0 halftime cushion—Virginia allowed 20 points 
in the final quarter, to fall to Tennessee 23-22 in the 1991 Sugar Bowl. The Vol-
unteers scored the winning touchdown with 31 seconds left in the game. The 
Cavaliers closed their season 8-4 after a 7-0 start and a number-one national 
ranking for three consecutive weeks.
	 Everything seemed to go right for UVA in the first half. Virginia had posses-
sion of the ball for nearly 22 minutes. The defense held a strong UT offense to 
just 125 total yards, eight first downs and no points. Virginia’s Nikki Fisher and 
Terry Kirby combined for over 100 rushing yards and quarterback Shawn Moore 
completed nine of 14 passes.
	 The second half was a different story.
	 Tennessee erupted for 339 total yards in the half and scored touchdowns 
on all three possessions in the fourth quarter. The Cavaliers rushed for 139 sec-
ond-half yards but did not complete a pass the entire half.
	 Moore, suffering from a late-season thumb injury, did not complete a pass 
in eight attempts in the second half. 
	 The lack of an effective passing game also took away from Virginia’s oth-
er explosive offensive weapon—All-America wide receiver Herman Moore. He 
caught two passes for 13 yards in the first quarter.
	 Possibly the turning point of the game came late in the third quarter. UVA 
led 16-3 and had the ball first-and-10 on the Tennessee 17-yard line. Three plays 
later, Shawn Moore was intercepted at the Vols’ six-yard line with 35 seconds left 
in the quarter.
	 Tennessee marched 94 yards for a touchdown, cutting the lead to 16-10. 
Virginia responded with a field goal to move ahead 19-10. The Vols came right 
back with an 80-yard scoring drive but UVA again responded with another field 
goal to make it 22-17 with 2:31 left in the game.
