« UVA has been ranked in the AP poll for nine straight weeks and has
been ranked in the top 10 in each of the past five polls.

« Virginia is the fifth team in ACChistory to move from unranked in
preseason to the top 3, joining Miami (2012-13), Georgia Tech (2003-
04), Wake Forest (1980-81) and North Carolina (1972-73).

« UVAiis the lone ACC team to be ranked in the top 3 in four of the
past five seasons.

- The Cavaliers received votes in the first three AP polls, snapping a
streak of 64 consecutive weeks in the AP rankings since Feb. 3,2014.

LAST TIME OUT

« Devon Hall scored 14 points, Kyle Guy had 12 and No. 2 Virginia
broke open a close game with an 18-2 run in the second half to win
their 11th straight, 61-36 over No. 18 Clemson on Tuesday night.

- The Cavaliers (19-1, 8-0 ACC), who lead the nation in scoring
defense, allowed their fewest points of the season.

« The Tigers gave Virginia a game until early in the second half, when
Clemson managed just four points in a span of 12 minutes. The burst
turned a 30-27 lead into a 48-29 advantage.

- Gabe DeVoe scored 11 points, all in the first 12 minutes, and was
the only player to score in double figures for the Tigers (16-4, 5-3).

- Clemson shot 31.9 percent (15-47) and scored just 13 points in the
second half.

- The 36 points allowed were lowest ever for the Cavaliers against a
ranked foe (61-37 win over No. 18 Clemson on Jan. 11, 1995)

- The 36 points scored by Clemson were its lowest in series history

« Bennett has guided UVA to four straight NCAA Tournament appear-
ances and has led UVA to a school-record five straight seasons with
23 or more wins.

« Bennett has led UVA to a school-record five straight seasons with 11
or more ACC wins.

« Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three seasons
from 2014-16, eclipsing 88 wins from 1981-83.

- Bennett has led the Cavaliers to six consecutive postseason tourna-
ments (NCAA in 2012, 2014, 2015, 2016, 2017 and NIT in 2013).

«1n 2015-16, Bennett led UVA to its third consecutive NCAA Tourna-
ment and first NCAA Elite Eight appearance since 1995 with 29 wins.
- Bennett was named 2015 USBWA National Coach of the Year and
ACC Coach of the Year after leading Virginia to a school-record tying
30 wins and its second consecutive ACC regular-season title.

+ Bennett led the Cavaliers to 30 wins in back-to-back seasons (2014-
2015) for the first time in school history.

+In 2013-14, Bennett guided UVA to its first ACC regular season and
tournament championship (first since 1976) in the same season.

« Bennett is one of 28 current Division | head coaches who played in
the NBA.

« UVAis 111-34 (.765) in non-conference action, 96-50 (.658) in ACC
play and 125-24 (.839) at home under Tony Bennett.

ABOUT THE CAVALIERS

« UVA'is led by tri-captains Devon Hall, Isaiah Wilkins and Jack Salt.
- The announcement of Hall, Wilkins and Salt marked the first time
in Bennett’s 12-year head coaching career where he officially named
team captains.

« UVA has averaged 69.2 points per game (second most under Ben-
nett) on offense, while yielding a nation-leading 51.6 ppg (second
lowest in school history) on defense.

« UVA has started Ty Jerome, Kyle Guy, Hall, Wilkins and Salt in each
of its 20 games.

« UVA'is one of nine schools to have the same starting five this season
(Army West Point, Furman, Elon, Nebraska, Purdue, Temple, UNLV
and UTSA).

« Guy leads the team in scoring at 15.2 points per game and has
reached double figures in 17 games, including a career-high 29
points at VCU (11/17/17), 22 vs. Syracuse (1/9/18) and 21 vs. Lehigh
(127217)

« Hall has averaged 12.7 points, which is 4.3 points higher than last
year's average of 8.4 points.

- Wilkins is averaging team-highs in rebounds (6.0), blocked shots
(1.7) and steals (1.4).

- Wilkins has taken a team-high 10 charges, including three at V(U
(mnmng).

« Wilkins was named the MVP of the NIT Season Tip-Off after scoring
a career-high 19 points against Rhode Island (11/24/17) and block-

ing four shots and scoring eight points against Vanderbilt (11/23/17).

« He tallied a career-high 14 rebounds vs. Boston College (12/30/17).
- Wilkins, who has blocked three or more shots in five games this
season, ranks fifth at UVA with 126 career blocked shots.

+In 2016-17, the All-ACC Defensive team honoree led the team in re-
bounding (6.0 rpg), blocked shots (43) and steals (33), becoming the
first Cavalier since Travis Watson in 2002-03 to lead the team in those
three categories.
