« James Pannell scored two of his game-high four goals late in the fourth quarter and the UVa defense held on
for the narrow 13-12 win over the eventual Atlantic Sun champions and NCAA participant.

« UVa head coach Dom Starsia is 22-0 against teams from the Commonwealth as the head coach at Virginia. As

the head coach at Brown he was 1-6 all-time against UVa.

« For the second year in a row UVa is facing two opponents from the Commonwealth of Virginia. 2014 marked
the first season since 1996 where UVa had two opponents from the Commonwealth of Virginia. In 2014 and
2015 UVa had Richmond and VMI on the schedule, in 1996 the Cavaliers faced VMI and Radford.

- Virginia owns a 120-26 (.8219) all-time record at Klockner Stadium, including a 2-0 mark in 2015. UVa also is

« UVa’s men’s lacrosse team (2-0) has opened the season with wins over No. 7 Loyola
(13-12) and No. 16 Drexel (14-10).

« |t marks the the eighth time in Dom Starsia’s 23 seasons as UVa’s head coach the
Cavaliers have opened up a season facing back-to-back ranked opponents.

« It is only the third time UVa has swept those ranked opponents, splitting the other
five times.

« In addition to this season the feat also happened in 2011 and 1995.

« UVa is ranked No. 7 in this week’s USILA coaches poll and eight of UVa's 13 reqular
season opponents have been ranked in the Top 20. Another two opponents have
received votes in the sports’ oldest poll (established in 1973).

UVA’S DEFENSIVE YOUTH

«The 2015 UVa defense may be the most inexperienced unit ever under head coach
Dom Starsia.

- With a season-ending injury to All-American Tanner Scales, the Cavaliers started
two true freshmen in Logan Greco and Scott Hooper at close defense in the season
opener at No. 7 Loyola. Also starting against Loyola was senior Davi Sacco, who has
played sparingly in nine career games over the past three seasons after walking onto
the team in 2012.

« Sacco held All-American attackman Nikko Pontrello from Loyola to one goal and
two assists. For his efforts, Sacco was named the ACC Defensive Player of the Week.
« At LSM is sophomore Michael Howard, who played in three games in 2014. Senior
Tanner Ottenbreit brings 36 games of experience into 2015.

« At SSDM you have sophomore Will McNamara, who made his collegiate debut at
Loyola. Sophomore Carlson Milikin and freshman Jack Falk also ran at SSDM against
Loyola.

- Sophomore goalie Matt Barrett is the most seasoned player on the defensive end,
having started all 16 games in 2014 as a true freshman.

VIRGINIA 1S A GROUND BALL MACHINE

BY THE NUMBERS: UVa COUNTDOWN TICKER

« Accoriding to UVa head coach Dom Starsia - “If there’s any single statistic that
speaks to your effort overall, then it's that one (ground balls).”

« UVa has led the nation in ground balls three of the last five years.

« Since the NCAA started including ground balls per game in their national rankings
in 2009, UVa has never finished a season lower than No. 3 in ground balls per game.
« UVa is the only school in the nation to finish in the Top-5 nationally in ground balls
per game over the last six seasons.

« Duke is the closest team to UVa, finishing in the Top-5 three during the same span.
« In uncharacteristic fashion for UVa, the Cavaliers have lost five of seven ground ball
battles this season. One contributing factor is UVa is only winning 40.6 percent (102-
of-251) of its faceoffs.

+ Virginia registered a .918 percent success rate on clears in 2013, giving the Cavaliers
four seasons in a row clearing the ball above .900 percent.

« No other team in the nation has ever been able to boast such a streak.

« UVa cleared at a .907 rate in 2012, a .900 rate in 2011 and a .922 rate in 2010.

« During that time UVa twice ranked No. 3 in the nation in scoring offense, scoring
13.44 goals per game in 2010 and 12.56 goals per game in 2011

UVa ranked No. 11in 2012 with 11.5 goals per game.

« The streak snapped in 2014 when UVa only cleared at a .851 rate.
