FIVE THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW
• While UVa and Cornell have met four previous 
times in Charlottesville, Sunday will only be the sec-
ond meeting at Klöckner Stadium, the first was in 
2009. The previous three games in Charlottesville all 
took place prior to the venue’s creation in 1993. 
• Cornell’s Connor English was a two-year letterwinner 
at UVa (2010 & 2011) - UVa’s James Pannell is the 
younger brother of CU’s Rob Pannell.
• Mark Cockerton has 20 goals in five games this 
season, which comes out to 4.00 goals per game 
and ranks No. 1 in the nation.
• Scott McWilliams is No. 2 in the nation with 17 
caused turnovers and a 2.8 caused turnovers per 
game average.
• Chris LaPierre is the first solo captain at Virginia 
since 1981 when Steve Kraus was captain for head 
coach Jim Adams.

GAME OVERVIEW
	 The Virginia Cavaliers (5-1) are ranked No. 8 in this week’s USILA coaches poll and No. 9 in this week’s Nike/
Inside Lacrosse media poll, and are coming off a home win on Tuesday over Vermont. Next up for UVa is the 
Cornell Big Red (4-0), ranked No. 3 in both the coaches and media polls. The 2013 edition of the series returns 
the matchup to campus sites after the last two regular-season meetings were played in Baltimore at M&T Bank 
Stadium as part of the Konica Minolta Face-Off Classic. Faceoff is set for 1 p.m. 

THE SERIES VS. THE BIG RED
	 The 2013 season marks the fifth-straight season the Cavaliers and Big Red have faced each other in a series in 
which UVa holds a 9-3 all-time advantage. The series began during the regular season in 1971, a game contested 
in Charlottesville. The next five meetings took place in the NCAA Tournament before the next regular season 
matchup, a 2009 contest at Klöckner Stadium.  
	 Ben DeLuca is in his third season as the Big Red’s head coach, taking over a program in 2011 that he spent 16 
years with as a player and assistant coach. DeLuca is 27-7 so far as a collegiate head coach, guiding the Big Red to 
the 2011 Ivy League title. Of his seven career losses, three have come at the hands of the Cavaliers.

     Under Starsia’s guidance, his 
Cavalier squads have won four 

NCAA titles and reached the final four 13 times. He has 
won more games than any coach in Atlantic Coast 
Conference and Virginia history, sporting a 245-77 
(.761) record since coming to Charlottesville in 1993. 
In 21 seasons with Virginia, Starsia has coached 322 
games, fittingly his 300th game at Virginia was the 
2011 NCAA title game against Maryland at Baltimore’s 
M&T Bank Stadium. 
 
HALL OF FAMER STARSIA TOPS NCAA DI WINS LIST
• Virginia head coach Dom Starsia is one of the most 
accomplished coaches in the history of the college game 
coaching at Brown (1983-92) and Virginia (1993-pres-
ent)
• He passed Jack Emmer for most career wins by a head 
coach while coaching at a NCAA Division I school with 
UVa’s quarterfinal win over Cornell in 2011
• He becomes the second UVa head coach to hold the 
record as Jim Adams retired with 284 career victories 
after the 1992 season, giving way to Starsia to take the 
Cavalier program over in 1993 - Adams retired as the 
record holder
• He was inducted into the Lacrosse Hall of Fame in 
November 2008
• He has led UVa to four national championships 
(‘99, ‘03, ‘06, ‘11)
• His teams have made 24 NCAA Tournament appearanc-
es, the most by any Division I coach in history
• His Cavalier squads have advanced to the final four 13 
times
• One of three coaches in college lacrosse history to win 
100+ games at two schools (along with Jack Emmer 
and Dave Urick)
• Only Division I coach to win 200+ games at one 
Division I school while winning 100+ at another Division 
I institution 
• He is a three-time national coach of the year (‘85, ‘91,

THE SERIES VS. CORNELL
• Virginia holds a 9-3 advantage in the all-time series vs. Cornell
• Virginia holds the 5-0 lead in the all-time series when its played during the regular season 
• All three of Cornell’s wins against UVa have come in the NCAA Tournament where UVa holds a narrow series advan-
tage, 4-3, in postseason play 
• UVa’s 11-9 win over Cornell in 2011’s Face-Off Classic and its 9-8 overtime win in the 2012 Face-Off Classic are the 
only two regular season neutrual site meetings in the series  
• The other four neutrual site meetings have come in the NCAA Tournament
• The two teams met for the first time during the 1971 regular season with the Cavaliers winning 10-9 at home
• Besides the 2011 & 2012 Face-Off Classics, the 2010 game in Ithaca and the 2009 meeting at Klöckner Stadium, all 
the other match-ups have occurred in the NCAA Tournament (1974, ‘79, ‘80, ‘88, ’02, ‘09, ‘11), including the 2011 
NCAA quarterfinal round
• The 1988 and 2009 games occurred in the semifinals, while all remaining NCAA meetings were quarterfinal 
match-ups
• Of the eight other programs to win the NCAA title, Virginia has faced Cornell the fewest times. Only Loyola (Md.) is 
close with 16 meetings
• Virginia gained an 11-10 win in the ‘02 quarterfinals at Johns Hopkins’ Homewood Field
• Conor Gill was the star that day for Virginia. He scored the team’s first goal and assisted on the final nine. His nine 
assists are an NCAA Tournament record
• The 2010 game marked UVa’s first trip to Ithaca, N.Y., since the 1974 NCAA Tournament, a 15-8 setback
• UVa had a balanced attack in the 2010 triumph, 12-4 
• Colin Briggs had three goals to earn MVP honors of the Face-Off Classic contest against Cornell on March 12, 2011, 
then scored the overtime goal to beat the Big Red 9-8 during the 2012 Face-Off Classic  

CORNELL IS NO STRANGER TO STARSIA
• Virginia head coach Dom Starsia knows the Cornell program well dating back to his days as a player in the Ivy 
League at Brown
• As a player there from 1971-74 and later Brown’s coach from 1983-92, he went up against the Big Red on an 
annual basis
• As a varsity lacrosse player from 1972-74, the Bears won once and lost twice to Cornell
• Starsia later led Brown to five wins against Cornell in 10 games as head coach at his alma mater
• He is now 6-1 against Cornell as the head coach at Virginia
• Starsia’s 2011 NCAA meeting with Cornell was one of historic record - the 13-9 win in the 2011 NCAA Quarterfinal 
round gave him 327 career victories as a head coach, pushing him past the iconic Jack Emmer for most triumphs at 
a Division I school
• The win came at Hofstra, roughly seven miles from where Starsia grew up in Valley Stream, N.Y., and on the same 
field he coached his very first game as a college head coach at Brown - the game ironically was against Virginia on 
March 13, 1983
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NO MIDDLE GROUND
• One of the characteristics of the series between the two schools seems to be there 
is no middle ground—the games are either extremely tight or routs
• Four of Virginia’s nine wins have been by one goal (including Randy Natoli’s extra-
man goal 47 seconds into overtime for a 9-8 win in 1980), while all three of Cornell’s 
victories have been by at least seven goals (The Cavaliers’ other wins were by seven 
goals (1979), four goals (2009), eight goals (2010), two goals (2011) and four goals 
(2011 NCAA QF))
• Cornell’s 17-6 win in the 1988 national semifinals represents Virginia’s largest loss 
in NCAA Tournament play and stood as UVa’s only loss by more than 10 goals until 
2005
• Curiously Virginia has won nine of the 12 games in the series but has only out-
scored Cornell 124-122 all-time

CAVALIERS IN MIDWEEK GAMES
• Virginia has a 32-game winning streak going back to 2001 in reguiar-season mid-
week games 
• Virginia has three midweek games scheduled in 2013
• The last time the Cavaliers lost a midweek contest was an 11-8 loss to Notre Dame 
on March 14, 2001 (a Wednesday)
• Under head coach Dom Starsia, Virginia is 51-2 (.962) in mid-week games since 
1993 
• After losing his first mid-week game (9-6 to Princeton in 1993), the Cavaliers rat-
tled off 22 wins in a row before that loss to Notre Dame 12 years ago 
 
GREEN GRASS OF KLÖCKNER BODES WELL
• This year’s senior class has compiled an 22-4 record at Klöckner Stadium during 
their careers
• Their only losss at Klöckner were to Duke in 2010 & 2012, as well as setbacks in 
2012 to Johns Hopkins and North Carolina in the ACC Tournament
• Overall Virginia is 111-19 (.854) all-time at Klöckner (since 1993), including 11-1 in 
the NCAA Championship
• Three scheduled home games are not included in record for the 2013 seniors - 2010 
Stony Brook game played at UHall Turf Field and 2011 Maryland game played at 
Scott Stadium - 2013 Mount St. Mary’s game played at UHall Turf Field  
 
MATT WHITE REACHES 100 CAREER POINTS
• UVa senior A/M Matt White scored six points at Stony Brook (3 goals, 3 assists) to 
break the 100 point mark. White now has 108 career points
• White has 67 career goals and 41 career assists
 
VIRGINIA IN OVERTIME UNDER DOM STARSIA
• Virginia played in its 37th overtime game since Dom Starsia took over the program 
in 1993 
• UVa is 21-16 all-time in overtime under Dom Starsia. Seven of those losses came in 
NCAA Tournament action. UVa is 3-7 in OT games in the NCAA Tournament under 
Starsia 
• Since the start of the 2007 season, UVa is 11-4 in overtime games under Starsia 
• The four losses since 2007 came at Duke (2007), Syracuse in the NCAA semifinal in 
2008, Johns Hopkins (2012) in a regular season matchup and recently this season at 
Syracuse (2013). The Hopkins game in 2012 was the only OT loss since 2007 at 
Klöckner Stadium 
• Virginia is 12-2 all-time in OT games at Klöckner Stadium, which doubles as the 
record under Starsia 
• The first loss was the 2000 meeting with Syracuse and the second was the 2012 
Hopkins game 
• Starsia is 12-3 all-time at home in OT games while at UVa - the 1998 Syracuse 
game was played at the Field Hockey Turf Field, resulting in a loss 
 
HONORING CHRIS SANDERSON - 22
• Former UVa goalie Chris Sanderson, a letterwinner from 1995-98, lost his battle 
with brain cancer this past June 
• UVa is honoring Chris this season with decals on the back of all game helmets with 
Sanderson’s No. 22 on it 
• Sanderson was the starting goalie on Team Canada’s 2006 FIL World Championship 
team and battled cancer since 2008 - he also played in the 2010 World 
Championships and was Lacrosse Magazine’s 2010 Comeback Player of the Year 
• Sanderson played briefly in the MLL in 2010 for the Toronto Nationals and sepent 
four seasons in the NLL - he currently ranks No. 5 at UVa with 495 career saves 
 
 

DAN MARINIO MAKES COLLEGIATE DEBUT IN CAGE FOR CAVALIERS
• Dan Marino became only the sixth first-year at UVa to start a season-opening game 
in the cage since lacrosse became an NCAA Championship sport in 1971. 
• The other Cavalier rookies to start in goal at UVa are Scott Howe (1972), Brian 
Gregory (1979), Derek Kenney (1999), Tillman Johnson (2001) and Adam Ghitelman 
(2008)
• Marino made 15 saves against Drexel in his debut, setting a UVa record for most 
saves by a UVa freshman goalie making his first career start 
• The 15 saves are also the third-most by any UVa goalie making his first career start

• Senior Matt White has scored at least one goal in his 24 of his last 29 games, tally- 
ing a total of 40 goals and 59 points 
• During the span, White is shooting 38.8 percent (40-of-103) and he is shooting 68.9 
percent (40-of-58) when his attempts are on goal

• Also new to the roster is GK Matt Robertson who spent the 2011 season at Colgate 
• Robertson appeared in two games in 2011, making one save and allowing one goal
• A UVa student in 2012, he did not play lacrosse
• Robertson walked on to the UVa team in the fall of 2012 

CAN’T SCORE UNLESS YOU CLEAR THE BALL
• Virginia registered a .907 percent success rate on clears in 2012, giving the Cavaliers 
three seasons in a row clearing the ball above .900 percent
• No other team in the nation boasts such a streak
• UVa cleared at a .900 rate in 2011 and a .922 rate in 2010
• During that time UVa twice ranked No. 3 in the nation in scoring offense, scoring 
13.44 goals per game in 2010 and 12.56 goals per game in 2011. UVa ranked No. 11 in 
2012 with 11.5 goals per game 
• So far in 2013, UVa is clearing at a .934 rate (114-of-122)
 
CLEARING - THE CHRIS LAPIERRE FACTOR
• While no team boasts a streak of three seasons in a row of clearing the ball at a .900 
percent clip - the current three-year streak for UVa are also the only three years in 
Dom Starsia’s 20 seasons at Virginia where the Cavaliers have had a season with a .900 
percent or better clearing rate
• The streak coincidently started with the matriculation at Virginia of M Chris LaPierre. 
The senior has been a one-man clear for the Cavaliers and arguably the nation’s top 
defensive midfielder over the past three seasons.  Begs the question with UVa’s current 
success clearing the ball – is it a coincidence, or is it the Chris LaPierre factor?  
• The 2010, 2011 and 2012 seasons also happen to be the only seasons a UVa team has 
cleared the ball at .900 or better since lacrosse became an NCAA Championship sport 
in 1971 

DOM (INATION) OF THE USILA POLLS
• Since Dom Starsia took over as head coach of the Virginia program in 1993, there 
have been 219 USILA coaches polls, including this week’s poll 
• Of those 219 polls, Virginia has been ranked No. 1 in 55 of them 
• Which means that over the past 20 seasons under Dom Starsia and entering 2013, 
Virginia has been ranked No. 1 in the nation 25.1 percent of the time
• The two programs closest to UVa’s dominance are Syracuse at 46 weeks and Johns 
Hopkins at 41 weeks
• The USILA coaches poll is the oldest lacrosse poll and was established in 1973
