« UVa's trip to Ohio Stadium, the Horseshoe, will be the
largest stadium to host a UVa men’s lacrosse game at
102,329 capacity - topping MetLife Stadium’s 82,586
capacity - then-No. 1 UVa faced then-No. 2 North
(arolina in the first-ever event at MetLife Stadium in
2010, as part of the Big City Classic. The venue at the
time was named The New Meadowlands, but under-
went a name change in 2011.

GAME OVERVIEW

The Virginia Cavaliers (7-0) are ranked No. 1 this week in both the USILA coaches and Nike/Inside Lacrosse
media polls and will make the program’s second-ever trip to state of Ohio to face the Ohio State Buckeyes (3-3),
who are receiving votes in both polls. The game will be contested in Ohio Stadium, the historic edifice nicknamed
the "Horseshoe’. Faceoff s slated for 1 p.m.

UVa’s trip to Ohio State marks the fourth different state the Cavaliers have played in this season. The regular
season slate contains six different states where the Cavaliers will play games, the most since the 2008 squad

played in six different states as well.

THE SERIES VS. THE BUCKEYES

Saturday marks the sixth all-time meeting between the Cavaliers and Buckeyes in men’s lacrosse and the first
in Columbus since 2000. UVa holds a 5-0 all-time advantage in the series and at one juncture scored 34-straight
goals over a three-game span. The series began in 1968 in Charlottesville, but was discontinued until 1999. Ohio
State’s head coach Nick Myers is in his fourth season and returns 26 letterwinners and eight starters off of last

year's squad.
