FOR OPENERS
• Virginia has won four straight games and meets Pittsburgh for the first time in ACC play.
• The Cavaliers meet the Panthers for the first time since defeating Pitt, 84-80, in Richmond, Va., on Dec. 3, 1990.
• Virginia’s 7-1 start in the ACC is its best since starting 7-1 in 1982-83 (Ralph Sampson’s senior season).
• A win at Pittsburgh would match UVa’s 8-1 ACC start in 1981-82 when the Cavaliers started 12-1 and finished 12-2 in ACC play.
• The margin of victory in each of the Cavaliers’ first seven ACC wins was at least 10 points, for the first time in school history.
• Virginia has led by 21 or more points in each of its seven ACC wins.
• UVa is 0-3 vs. ranked opponents, losing to VCU, Wisconsin and Duke.
• As of Jan. 31, Virginia is second in the ACC at 7-1 and Pittsburgh is tied for third at 6-2.
• The Cavaliers rank first in the nation in scoring defense at 56.0 points per game.

ALL-TIME AGAINST PITTSBURGH
• Virginia is 7-3 all-time vs. Pittburgh in the series that dates back to 1957-58.
• The Cavaliers have a three-game winning steak against Pittsburgh.
• Head coach Tony Bennett is 0-1 all-time against Pittsburgh, losing to the Panthers 57-43 in Newark, N.J., on Nov. 29, 2008, as head coach at 
Washington State.
• The Cavaliers are 3-2 against the Panthers in Pittsburgh, posting a 62-61 win on Dec. 5, 1976, in their last visit to the Steel City.

LAST TIME VS. THE PANTHERS
• Virginia star Bryant Stith had 28 points to lead the Cavaliers to an 84-80 win over Pittsburgh at Richmond Coliseum in Richmond, Va.
• John Crotty scored 18 points, Kenny Turner had 15 and Anthony Oliver chipped in 14 as four Cavaliers landed in double figures in scoring.
• Jason Matthews led Pittsburgh with 24 points and current Arizona head coach Sean Miller added 11 points.
 
VIRGINIA IN THE POLLS
• For the third consecutive week, UVa is receiving votes in both national polls.
• Virginia’s No. 24 preseason AP ranking marked its first since being ranked No. 11 to start the 2001-02 season.
• The Cavaliers, who were ranked for the first two weeks, returned to the rankings this season for the first time since Feb. 27, 2012.

LAST TIME OUT
• Malcolm Brogdon continued his terrific play with 16 points and a career-high five steals in Virginia’s 68-53 win at Notre Dame Tuesday. 
• Brogdon matched his career highs in rebounds (7) and assists (6) and Mike Tobey added 14 points and four rebounds in the win.
• London Perrantes added five assists, one steal and no turnovers in 29 minutes.
• The Cavaliers shot 53.8 percent from the field and tallied an ACC-high 29 points off of 20 Fighting Irish turnovers.

• As of Jan. 31, the Cavaliers rank in the top 20 nationally in 10 defensive categories: 
points per game (1st), points per possession (5th), field goal percentage (10th), 
offensive rebound percentage (11th), true shooting percentage (12th) offensive 
rebounds per game (15th), rebounds per game (15th), effective shooting percentage 
(16th), assists per game (17th) and rebound percentage (20th).
• Virginia has held 19 of its 21 opponents below 50 percent shooting from the floor 
and opponents are shooting 38.0 percent (10th nationally) from the floor and 32.4 
percent from 3-point range overall.
 • Virginia has limited its opponents to a combined 74 fast break points for an aver-
age of 3.5 per game.

VIRGINIA HEAD COACH TONY BENNETT
• Head coach Tony Bennett has an 92-58 mark in five seasons at UVa and 161-91 
record in eight seasons of coaching.
• Bennett guided the Cavaliers to the NCAA Tournament in 2012 and NIT in 2013.
• Bennett has increased UVa’s win total in each of the last four seasons (15 in 2009-10, 16 in 2010-11, 22 in 2011-12 and 23 in 2013-13).
• UVa’s 11 ACC wins in 2012-13 were its most since 11 in 2006-07. 
• He guided Washington State to a pair of NCAA Tournaments and the NIT in three seasons and was the National Coach of the Year in 2007.
• Bennett is one of 23 Division I head coaches who played in the NBA.

UVA ON SUPER BOWL SUNDAY
• Virginia is 4-4 all-time on Super Bowl Sunday.
• Virginia will be playing its eight straight game away from Charlottesville on Super Bowl Sunday.
• The Cavaliers will play on Super Bowl Sunday for the second consecutive season, losing 66-60 at Georgia Tech on Feb. 3 last season.
• Virginia has a three-game losing streak on Super Bowl Sunday, including losses in 2002, 2009 and 2013.
• The Cavaliers posted their first win on Super Bowl Sunday behind Ralph Sampson’s 40 points and 16 rebounds vs. Ohio State on Jan. 25, 1981.

TEAM NOTES
• Virginia is 15-1 when leading at the half and 16-2 when opponents shoot less than 50 percent from the field. 
• The Cavaliers lead the ACC in scoring margin (+15.5) and field goal percentage defense (38.0%) during league play.
• UVa is fourth in the ACC in scoring offense at 70.9 points per game, marking its highest ACC average under Tony Bennett (63.9 ppg in 2012-
13).
• Virginia has committed nine or less turnovers in five of its last six games.
• Virginia has shot 70 percent or better from the free throw line in nine of 21 games and its 65.8 percent free throw percentage is its lowest 
since shooting 65.8 percent in 2002-03.
• The Cavaliers are 11-1 with their current starting lineup of London Perrantes, Malcolm Brogdon, Joe Harris, Akil Mitchell and Mike Tobey.
• The Cavaliers have used seven different starting lineups, including four guards (London Perrantes, Joe Harris, Justin Anderson, Malcolm 
Brogdon) and forward Darion Atkins against Norfolk State (12/23/13).
• Virginia captured the Corpus Christi Challenge earlier this season with wins over Liberty, Hampton, SMU and Missouri State.

PLAYER NOTES
• Joe Harris leads all active ACC players with 227 career 3-point field goals.
• Malcolm Brogdon leads the ACC in with 2.13 steals per game during league play.
• Malcolm Brogdon’s 11.6 scoring average leads the team and would be the lowest UVa team scoring leader in 61 seasons of ACC action.
• Malcolm Brogdon (48-of-53, 90.6 percent) and London Perrantes (29-of-36, 80.6 percent) are a combined 77-of-89 (86.5 percent) from the 
free throw line, while the rest of the team is 241-for-394 (61.1 percent).
• Akil Mitchell leads the ACC with 6.0 defensive rebounds per game during league play.

HARRIS AND MITCHELL LEAD CAVALIERS INTO ACTION
• Returning All-ACC members Joe Harris and Akil Mitchell are Virginia’s team leaders.
• Last season, Harris averaged a career-high 16.3 points and Mitchell added career bests with 13.1 points and 8.9 rebounds per game.
• Harris is 17th on UVa’s all-time scoring list with 1,496 points and Mitchell ranks 13th with 675 career rebounds.
• In 2013-14 with a balanced attack, Harris is averaging 11.5 points and 3.3 rebounds per game, while Mitchell is averaging 6.6 points and 6.5 
rebounds.
• In seven ACC games, Harris ranks second in 3-point field goal percentage (48.6 percent) and tied for sixth in made 3-pointers per game (2.13), 
while, Mitchell is sixth in rebounding at 8.1 per game.

CLEANING THE GLASS
• Virginia has outrebounded its opponents in 16 of 21 games and is 13-3 when outrebounding its opponent.
• The Cavaliers rank 20th nationally in rebound percentage at 54.5 percent and have a +6.6 average rebound margin per game.
• Akil Mitchell (6.5), Malcolm Brogdon (5.3), Mike Tobey (4.6), Anthony Gill (3.9), Justin Anderson (3.8) and Joe Harris (3.2) are each averaging 
three or more rebounds per game.

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PAINT IT ORANGE AND BLUE
• UVa has outscored its opponents in the paint in 16 of 21 games.
• Virginia, which is outscoring its opponents 598-444 in the paint, has scored 42.5 percent of its points in the paint.
• A post player has led UVa in scoring in six of 21 games (Gill 13 vs. JMU, 18 vs. Navy, 13 vs. Liberty and 19 vs. SMU; Tobey 18 vs. Davidson and 
16 at NC State).

OFF THE BENCH
• Virginia is outscoring opponents 511-361 in bench points, averaging 24.3 per game.
• A bench player has led the team in scoring in six games (Tobey 18 vs. Davidson, Gill 18 vs. Navy, 13 vs. Liberty and 19 vs. SMU and Anderson 
23 vs. Missouri State and 16 at Florida State).

ANDERSON PROVING HIS WORTH AS A SIXTH MAN
• Justin Anderson, who has reached double figures in 12 games, is a valuable sixth man for UVa.
• Anderson, who has led UVa in scoring in five games, is averaging 9.6 points and 3.8 rebounds per game.
• He reached double figures in six consecutive games (Dec. 7-Jan. 8) and has led the team in scoring in five games (23 points vs. Missouri State, 
16 vs. Northern Iowa, 14 points vs. Norfolk State, 11 at Tennessee and 16 at Florida State).
• Anderson also earned Corpus Christi Challenge all-tournament honors after averaging 12 points in four wins during the tournament.
• He was one of two players in NCAA Divison I to record 20 points, five rebounds, five blocked shots and five 3-pointers in a game last season, 
joining South Alabama’s Mychal Ammons who also accomplished the rare feat.

MALCOLM BACK IN THE MIDDLE
• Redshirt sophomore guard Malcolm Brogdon returned to action against JMU (11/8/13) after missing the 2012-13 season and the last four 
games of 2011-12 with a foot injury.
• Brogdon is averaging team highs in points (11.6 ppg) and steals (1.6 spg) and is second in rebounding (5.3 rpg).  
• Brogdon is shooting 38.9 percent (28-of-72) from 3-point range and a team-leading 90.6 percent (48-of-53) from the free throw line.
• Brogdon tallied career highs in points (18) and 3-pointers (4) vs. Virginia Tech (1/25/14).
• Brogdon has tallied a career-best eight consecutive games of double figures scoring from Jan. 4-28.
• In eight ACC games, Brogdon ranks first in steals (2.13 spg), third in field goal percentage (51.1%) and 12th in scoring (15.1 ppg).
• He averaged 6.7 points in 28 games as a freshman in 2011-12.

TOBEY, TOBEY, TOBEY...CAN DO IT AGAIN
• Mike Tobey has shown the ability to be Virginia’s go-to man, averaging 7.8 points, 4.6 rebounds and a team-leading 1.2 blocks per game.
• He tallied a season-high 18 points vs. Davidson (11/16/13) and ACC high 16 at NC State (1/11/14) and had a career-high nine rebounds vs. 
VCU (11/12/13).
• Tobey has started 11 games and scored in double figures seven times.

A.G. MAKING SUCCESSFUL TRANSFER
• Redshirt sophomore Anthony Gill made his UVa debut against JMU (11/8/13) after sitting out last season as a transfer from South Carolina.
• Gill has led UVa in scoring in four games, including 13 vs. JMU (11/8/13), 18 points on 8-of-9 shooting against Navy (11/19/13), 13 vs. Liberty 
(11/23/13) and a career-high 19 vs. SMU (11/29/13).
• Gill, who earned Corpus Christi Challenge All-Tournament honors, is shooting 62.8 percent from the floor (59-of-94) and averaging 7.7 points 
and 3.9 rebounds per game this season.
• He has scored in double figures in six games.
• Gill averaged 7.6 points and 4.7 rebounds per game as a freshman for South Carolina in 2011-12.

LONDON CALLING
• Freshman London Perrantes has made an immediate impact during his freshman campaign at UVa.
• Perrantes, who has started 17 games, is averaging 4.5 points, 2.0 rebounds and a team-leading 3.8 assists per game.
• Perrantes had a career-high 14 points at Florida State (1/4/14) and career-best nine assists vs. North Carolina (1/20/14).
• Perrantes, who ranks fourth in the ACC in assist-to-turnover ratio (3.16) and 10th in assists (3.76 apg), has tallied five or more assists in nine 
games.
